Although he had only two number one hits in the US, he has a place in the Guinness Book of Records as the first male solo artist to have his first 8 singles reach the Top 10 in the UK.  FTP, name this red-headed British pop singer with “a voice like Luther Vandross” who debuted with 1987’s “Never Gonna Give You Up.”

17. This TV show debuted on September 16, 1989, lasting seven seasons and spawning spin-offs in nine different countries.  A recent version of it was hosted by Ryan Seacrest of American Idol infamy, whereas season one of the original was filmed at a horse show barn in Taluca Lake, CA, and was hosted by Joe Theismann and Mike Adamle. 2 male and 2 female contenders would face each other and the resident champions in events such as Assault, The Wall, and Hang Tough.
