A. In this song, the band America could have just said “no one will hurt you”.  Instead, they said “there aint no one for to give you no pain”.  Incidentally, the band’s science teachers have also failed, because in naming desert flora and fauna, this song gives us only the description: “there were plants and birds and rocks and things”.

A: Horse With No Name

C. This dish from China is made by packing eggs in clay, lime, straw or other substances for long periods of time and letting them age.  When the eggs emerge, they’re usually anywhere from a dark green to black in color and the yolk has turned to an aromatic, cheese-like texture.
