ROUND 1 Toss-Ups

1. Songs on their first album include “Little Wild One,” “Dance With Me Tonight,” and “All My Only Dreams,” the B-side of their best-known single. They appeared in the movie “Weekend at Party Pier,” and released one single under the name of their band in the movie, Cap’n Geech and the Shrimp Shack Shooters. They never completed their second album after lead singer Jimmy Mattingly quit over artistic differences. FTP, name this group which changed the spelling of its name to end the chronic mispronunciation “oh-need-erz,” and whose one and only big hit was “That Thing You Do!”

2. He hit .248 in 59 games as a rookie in 1989, but split the starting job in the playoffs. Claimed by the Rockies in the expansion draft, he spent three seasons in Colorado, then was traded to the Yankees before the 1996 season, where he hit a career-high .294 and earned the first of three World Series rings as the Yanks’ starting catcher. He returned to the draft which drafted him, the Cubs, in 2000 and earned his only All-Star berth, before finishing his career with the Cardinals in 2003. FTP, name this Yankee broadcaster, whose Manager of the Year award last year came too late to keep him from being fired by the Marlins.

3. The first choice to play her was Bea Benederet (ben-uh-dur-ay), a friend of one of the show’s stars.  Born in Albuquerque, New Mexico, she and her husband found vaudeville success until the circuit died out.  A leader of the Wednesday Afternoon Fine Arts League, she and her best friend tried to make a living after buying Hansen’s Dress store, but the venture failed.  More famous was a failed attempt to work with the same friend at Kramer’s Kandy Kitchen, where neither found success in boxing the candy as it rode by on a conveyor belt.  FTP, who is this god-mother to little Ricky, best friend to Lucy and wife of Fred Mertz on I Love Lucy?

7. Former coach Alex Hannum initially ridiculed it, saying it belonged on the nose of a seal.  The idea was actually George Mikan’s – the concept being it would show up better on television, and it was patriotic.  RAM Sports of Denver, Colorado used to manufacture them, but Rawlings now supplies the game-used version to the league’s 47 teams. 8. The group began as a Blink-182 cover band in Summerlin, Nevada but take their name from a song by the Smiths.  They were discovered by Fall Out Boy’s drummer, Peter Wentz, who they got in touch with through Facebook.  Their song "The Only Difference Between Martyrdom and Suicide Is Press Coverage" can be found remixed on the Snakes on a Plane soundtrack and they were the headline act on ABC’s New Year’s Eve special in December.  FTP, what group is enjoying the success of its debut album “A Fever You Can’t Sweat Out” and songs like “But It’s Better If You Do” and “I Write Sins Not Tragedies”?

9. Mel Blanc, Paul Frees, Lennie Weinrib and Jess Harnell have performed his voice, while the animator who created him and other Hanna-Barbera characters died in January. He first appeared in 1965 with Atom Ant, but got his own show the next year. With an arsenal featuring a machine-gun cane, bulletproof coat and cannon hat, he fought a running battle with archenemy Yellow Pinkie. He’s made guest appearances with Yogi Bear, on “2 Stupid Dogs,” and most recently on “Harvey Birdman, Attorney at Law,” where his attempt to pull a gadget from his coat got him accused of flashing. FTP, name this rodent superspy and partner of Morocco Mole.

10. This chain was rejected for a store in Paris’ Champs Elysses in December, despite a design by architect Jena Nouvel to match the surrounding buildings.  The company owns none of its own factories and purchases clothes from 700 Asian and European suppliers which it monitors to make sure fair labor practices are in place.  It has embraced worker unions and maternity leave in Bangladesh and given money to fight HIV/AIDS in Cambodia.  Starting this month, a line of clothes designed by Madonna will be sold in the company’s stores, as well.  FTP, what is this two-letter Swedish outfit?

11. It was first given by its namesake inventor in 1937 in his Chicago apartment, and the Navy used it to select pilots in World War Two. The company says neurosurgeons average 35 out of a possible 50, while security guards average 17. Among employees of the company’s most prominent client, Pat McInally and, reportedly, Ryan Fitzpatrick received perfect scores. Vince Young’s agent says Young got a 16, not a six as was widely reported. FTP, name this intelligence test given to prospects at the NFL combine.

12. He appears on the cover of a 1987 Joe Satriani album and starred in his own 1990 NES video game.  First appearing in Fantastic Four number 48, he entered into a deal to save his love Shalla-Bal and their home planet Zenn-La.  He served as a scout, helping Galactus to decide which planets to destroy, but when he got to Earth, he joined the Fantastic Four to repel Galactus.  FTP, who is this superhero born Norin Radd who was the subject of an argument between crewmen in Crimson Tide about whether the Moebius or the Jack Kirby version was better?

13. Also known as Parinaud’s, Debre’s, or Petzetakis’s Syndrome, its symptoms include swelling and pain in the lymph nodes, and can include achiness and loss of appetite. According to a less scholarly but better-known source, you know you got it when you’re going insane – it makes a grown man cryin’, cryin’. FTP, name this condition described by Pantera in 1999 and Motorhead in 1992, both covering the title track of a 1977 Ted Nugent album.

14. Roger Ebert wrote that it “sucks, always has, maybe always will,” and that “it is distracting when not pointless.” Coca-Cola used it for a Super Bowl ad in 1989 after a writers’ strike derailed plans to use it for an episode of “Moonlighting.” Chicago creature-feature host Son of Svengoolie screened “Creature From the Black Lagoon” with it, just as it was in theaters when it was first released. “Spy Kids 3” began with a tutorial on how to use your cardboard glasses to watch it. FTP, name this filming process used for sequels to “Jaws” and “Friday the 13th,” and the original “House of Wax.”

15. Although its origins go back to Laurel and Hardy sidekick Jimmy Finlayson, it didn’t enter the Oxford English Dictionary until 2001, defined as “expression of frustration at the realization that things have turned out badly or not as planned, or that one has just said or done something foolish. Also, implying that another person has said or done something foolish.” The first citation is from 1989, and when properly punctuated, it has an apostrophe after the first letter. Mario says it in Super Mario 64 when he runs into a wall, as does Neo Cortex when he falls in a cavern in the intro of “Crash Bandicoot 2.” The “So It’s Come to This” episode of “The Simpsons” features Homer saying it 32 times in a row. FTP, give this word uttered for the first of hundreds of times when the extension cord for the Simpsons’ Christmas lights got tangled up.

16. There are actually five of them, with prices for this weekend ranging from 99 euros a night at Charles de Gaulle Airport to 235 euros for the one on the rue de Courcelles. The other three are at Orly Airport, place de la Defense, and Avenue de Suffren. Their namesake is the great-granddaughter of the founder of the chain which bears his name, though she is not involved in the company, preferring to concentrate on her TV, music and film career. FTP, name this classic Christmas song.

18. He made an uncredited turn as Maugrim in 2005’s The Lion, The Witch and the Wardrobe, which was quite a departure from his role before that, opposite Kristanna Loken in Bloodrayne.  He played Wyatt Earp’s brother Virgil in the 1994 Kevin Costner picture and was Susan Sarandon’s love interest in Thelma and Louise.  FTP, who is this actor better known for two roles in Quentin Tarantino movies -- Mr. Blonde in “Reservoir Dogs” and Budd in both “Kill Bill” flicks?

19. He released his first album “Black and What” in 1991, following up with an eponymous album in 2000, “Pokhara” in 2003, “Metisse” in 2005 and “Charango” in 2006. His sound, described as Afro-reggae, has produced hits in Europe with the singles “Saga Africa” and “Donne-moi Une Vie,” as well as a controversial reworking of the French national anthem. In the U.S., he remains best known for his pre-music career, which includes 23 singles titles, a doubles championship at the 1984 French Open, and the French Open singles championship in 1983. His son Joakim won his own championship as part of the 2006 Florida Gators basketball team. FTP, name this International Tennis Hall of Famer turned pop star.

20. The first one in September 2000 featured Moby, Jewel and the Osbournes. The most recent season ended in July with visits to Damon Jones, Leah Remini (REM-in-ee) and Ryan Cabrera.
