It was originally supposed to be a musical, with Nick Nolte, Julie Kavner, Tracey Ullman and Albert Brooks singing songs by Prince and Carole King. Audiences hated it so much that director James L. Brooks cut all but one song from the final release.

After this Cameron Crowe movie was panned at the Toronto Film Festival, he earned slightly better reviews by cutting 18 minutes out of the final third of the film, including most of a cross-country trip Chris O’Donnell takes with instructions from Kirsten Dunst.
