ROUND 2 Toss-Ups

1. This character’s middle initial, “T”, stands for “Edgar” and his name is that of a man known to supply drugs to Hollywood’s elite in the 1930’s.  He proposes marriage to both Mrs. Whitehead and Mrs. Rittenhouse, but both decline as they search for the purloined Beauregard oil painting.  An homage to this character appears in Everyone Says I Love You, where a crowd of people impersonating this character sing his theme song, which is initially played as he’s carried into the Rittenhouse mansion on a sedan chair.  Noted for lines like “One morning I shot an elephant in my pajamas – how he got in my pajamas I’ll never know,” this is what fraudulent African explorer played by Groucho Marx in Animal Crackers?

2. Rated the number two album of the year by Time magazine and nominated for a Grammy for record of the year, this album has several songs, including the title track, which seem to reference television shows.  Among them are “Go-Go Gadget Gospel” and “Transformer”.  There’s a cover of the Violent Femmes’ “Gone Daddy Gone” and the first single off the album, which was named song of the year by Rolling Stone.  FTP, what is this Gnarls Barkley platter which shares its name with a 1980’s drama starring Mark Harmon, Ed Begley Junior and Denzel Washington?

3. They were formed in 1970 and finished fifth in their inaugural season, with a record of 24-39-and-15. In their third season, they finished fourth but reached the playoffs for the first time, losing in the first round to Montreal. After slipping back below .500 in 1973-74, they began a string of eleven straight playoff appearances, including their first trip to the Stanley Cup finals, a six-game loss to Philadelphia in 1975. They made their only other Finals appearance in 1999, and still maintain Brett Hull’s Cup-winning goal should have been disallowed because his skate was in Dominik Hasek’s crease. FTP, name this NHL franchise whose only Stanley Cup championship so far came with divine intervention in the movie “Bruce Almighty.”

4. He played a self-help con artist on “Mork and Mindy,” and was a supporting player on Mary Tyler Moore’s variety show. He once broadcast his daytime talk show from an Iowa farmhouse, putting guest Cloris Leachman on the living room couch. After being canceled to make way for the game show “Las Vegas Gambit,” he devoted part of his final show to a song-and-dance tribute to his replacement. Given another shot at hosting, he fared better, introducing such innovations as the Thrill-Cam, the Monkey-Cam, the Prancing Fluids and the Top Ten List. FTP, name this TV veteran now at CBS as host of “The Late Show.”

5. The game was invented, but not patented, by Aaron Fechter in 1971.  Fechter sold the invention to Bob Cassarda, who trademarked it for his company, Bob’s Space Racers.  Fechter would not disclose how the game’s namesakes moved randomly, however.  A home version released in 2004 sold out its initial run of 700,000 copies, and Activision has released versions for the Nintendo DS and Game Boy Advance, even allowing a ten-ton weight to drop on the game’s targets to eliminate them all at once.  FTP, what is this arcade staple where players use a padded mallet to clobber six holes filled with pests?

6. A remake of the Franz Ferdinand song “Jacqueline” bore this town’s name.  Its railroad terminal was the site of both the first central air system ever installed and the first use of a wireless phone.  Castle Point, the country’s first brewery, was opened in the city, as was the first Blimpie restaurant.  Actor Joe Pantoliano is writing a book about the city, which is his hometown.  It was also the hometown of Harold and Kumar, who took a cinematic trip to White Castle.  FTP, what is this New Jersey city which also saw the first organized baseball game and the birth of another famous son, Frank Sinatra?

7. Her last name is Cavatica. Her known literary output is just five words, but her leading admirer praised her as a true friend and a good writer. Debbie Reynolds played her in the 1973 movie, while Julia Roberts played her in the 2006 remake. FTP, name this titular arachnid heroine of a book by E.B. White.

A: Carnac the Magnificent (as played by Johnny Carson, talking to Ed McMahon)

9. Phil Niekro did it twice, in both 1977 and 1979.  Jerry Koosman also did it in 1979, and Steve Carlton and Stan Bahnsen BOTH accomplished it in 1973.  Denny McLain and Luis Tiant were victims in 1971 and 1969, respectively.  It caused Roger Craig to lead the league in consecutive years in the 1960s and when Mike Maroth did it in 2003, he was the last person since Athletics pitcher Brian Kingman 23 years earlier to accomplish it.  FTP, what is this ignominious feat for Major League hurlers?
A: Losing 20 games in a season

10. In November 2001, Washington Monthly used it in the headline for a story about a Gambino crime family member who suggested New York could borrow his steel-shredding machine to help with the World Trade Center cleanup. It’s the title of an E-Book romance by Christie Ridgway about an affair between a mobster’s granddaughter and the head of a gambling syndicate. The original gained Johnny Fontane’s release from his contract for a thousand dollars, after Don Vito Corleone assured the bandleader either his signature or his brains would be on the contract. FTP, give this phrase from “The Godfather” for a choice that’s no choice at all.
A: an offer he can’t refuse (accept: offer you can’t refuse, offer he couldn’t refuse)

11. Its founder's first and middle names were Jerome Monroe, and he opened his first cider mill in Ohio in 1897, branching out into apple butter soon afterward. Its food processing operations moved to Washington in 1935 to be closer to a wider array of fruit groves. Additions and acquisitions since then include the diet spread Slenderella, Crisco, jelly beans, ketchup, Jif 

peanut butter, and Dove Ice Cream Topping, as well as toppings sold under the original family brand name. FTP, name this brand still best known for jams and jellies, and for turning an unfortunate family name into an asset by asserting that with a name like that, it's got to be good.

12. The winner of the 2004 ESPY for best play, it began with Aaron Brooks snapped the ball on his own 25 and completed a pass to Donte Stallworth for 11 yards.  Stallworth then lateraled the ball to Michael Lewis, who advanced it to the opposition’s 25 and tossed it to Jerome Pathon (pay-thon), who ran it in to make the score Jaguars 20, New Orleans 19.  However, FTP, what comeback play eventually proved too little as kicker John Carney missed a game-tying extra point and kept the Saints from making the 2003 playoffs?
A: River City Relay
13. This song was nominated for a 1942 Academy Award after being featured in the Abbott and Costello picture Buck Privates and became the title track of an animated short by Walter Lantz.  Covered on En Vogue’s 1990 album Born to Sing, the song is very similar to Beat Me Daddy, Eight to the Bar – another composition by its writers Don Raye and Hughie Prince.  FTP, what tune tells the tale of a Chicago native drafted into the Army, whose sergeant creates a band to help him play reveille (rev-ill-lee) and up troop morale as he plays his trumpet?
A: Boogie Woogie Bugle Boy (of Company B)

14. The explosion of an artillery shell there killed a police officer but left the staff unhurt. It’s also weathered a nurses’ strike and the shooting of its top thoracic surgeon outside its front door. A competitor of nearby Presbyterian Hospital, its chief of surgery Richard Webber is scheduled to retire, but his choice of successor is in doubt after his designated replacement continued operating while concealing a hand tremor. FTP, name this institution, home to Doctors Mark Sloan, Addison Montgomery, Preston Burke, Derek Shepherd and Meredith Grey.

15. It’s the name of Casper the Friendly Ghost’s horse. TV and movie ones have taken place in Chicago, in Rotterdam, at 43 Hillcrest, in Big Sky Country, at Shadow Woods, in Shallow Point, in Columbia County, in Badham County, at Bitter Creek, in wax, on the 13th floor, and before Christmas. FTP, give this common word whose most famous cinematic incarnations have taken place on Elm Street.

16. (WARNING: TEAM AND YEAR REQUIRED) They trailed Pepperdine by six points with 24 seconds left in their first round NCAA tournament game, but rallied for an overtime win. They squeaked past UNLV 71-70 to reach the Sweet 16, scored a rare easy victory over Utah, then beat Virginia again to reach the Final Four. In Albuquerque, they beat 18th-ranked Georgia in the semifinals to advance to the championship game against top-ranked Houston. They erased a seven-point second-half deficit to tie the game with 1:59 left, and Houston’s fourth missed free throw of the half gave them a chance to play for the last shot. Dereck Whittenburg’s 30-footer would have been an airball, but Lorenzo Charles grabbed it in midair and stuffed it home at the buzzer. 17. At age 12, he played the young W.C. Handy in the film St. Louis Blues and later took a spot in the house band for the television show Shindig.  He co-wrote “You Are So Beautiful” with Bruce Fisher and made his last recorded appearance in a cameo on the Red Hot Chili Peppers’ disc Stadium Arcadium.  FTP, who is this man who was the only person to get a credit on a Beatles album besides the Fab Four themselves, who had hits with songs like “Nothing From Nothing” and “Will It Go Round in Circles”?

18. Based on the radio show “Take It or Leave It,” it was the top-rated show on television its first season. Host Hal March presided over the category board, from which contestants would pick their area of expertise. Though it had 17 levels instead of 15, its format was similar to “Who Wants to Be a Millionaire,” with the prizes doubling in value as the quiz got harder, and the option of quitting to protect your winnings. It made Dr. Joyce Brothers an instant celebrity when she won the top prize by picking boxing as her category, having memorized an encyclopedia on the subject.  FTP, name this first of the big-money game shows, which was abruptly canceled in 1958 after the quiz show scandals hit.

19. This band’s first three singles made number one in the UK, including 1984’s “The Power of Love”.  Their biggest American hit actually spawned two videos – the second directed by Brian De Palma for release with his film Body Double.  The first had been banned by BBC television  because of scenes from a gay sex party and from radio after a misprint substituted the word “suck” for the word “sock” on the single’s cover.  FTP, what is this band which found success with albums like “Welcome to the Pleasuredome” and their salacious smash “Relax”?

A: Frankie Goes to Hollywood  

20. His first movie role was as himself opposite Sissy Spacek in 1985’s “Marie.” His other movies have typically cast him as an attorney, as in “Cape Fear,” or as a government official. He played an FBI agent in “Baby’s Day Out,” the CIA director in “No Way Out,” the White House chief of staff in “In the Line of Fire,” and a senator in the remake of “Born Yesterday.” FTP, name this actor who served eight years as a real-life senator from Tennessee, and now plays District Attorney Arthur Branch on “Law and Order.”
