1. Name the rock stars behind these books, 5-10-15.

5 -- This Chicago rocker who recorded the albums “Whitechocolatespaceegg” (White Chocolate Space Egg) and “Exile in Guyville” penned 1998’s “The Last Rock Star Book”.

A: Liz Phair
10 -- This punk rocker wrote “Legend of a Rock Star,” which includes a hand-written section at the end describing the trauma caused by bandmate Joey Ramone dying from lymphoma in 2001.

A: Dee Dee Ramone (accept Douglas Glenn Colvin)

15 -- This drummer for The Doors chronicles the meteoric rise of the band in “Riders on the Storm: My Life With Jim Morrison and the Doors”.
