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One quote by this man stated that, "Now, athletic sports, if followed properly, and not elevated into a fetish, are admirable for developing character," and in that same work he wrote that prizefighters, "form as ignoble a body as do the kindred frequenters of rat-pit and cock-pit." He once presided over a conference that came within one vote of banning college football. This man was once sabotaged in a 2008 race by the Oriole Bird, but he later got revenge in a one on one race against the Bird, and he once referred to baseball as a "Mollycoddle game." This man is the namesake of the highest award that the NCAA can confer on an individual and in 1890 he wrote the essay, "On Professionalism in Sports." This is the only regular participant not to have won any of the President Races at a Nationals game. FTP, name this man, the 26th President of the United States who once ran for the Bull Moose party.

ANSWER: Theodore Roosevelt
This team's current punter is University of Maryland alumni Adam Podlesh and in the 2003 NFL draft this team was the first to select a player after the Vikings did not make their selection in the allotted time. They acquired tackle Tra Thomas this past offseason and were led in tackles by cornerback Brian Williams this past season. Their current quarterback is a graduate of East Carolina and first round picks for this franchise include Reggie Nelson, Reggie Williams and cocaine addict Matt Jones.  In 2000 this team had the greatest margin of victory in a playoff game ever, defeating Miami 62-7 and Mark Brunell led this team to its deepest postseason run, making the 1995 AFC championship. FTP, name this team that is currently led by coach Jack Del Rio and quarterback David Garrard. 

ANSWER: Jacksonville Jaguars (Accept either)
This baseball player's at bat music is the Zac Brown Band's song, "Chicken Fried" and this player was part of the 2004 Topps Rookie All-Star team, along with then teammate Aaron Miles. His father used to be the head football coach at Oklahoma State, which attempted to recruit this player as a quarterback. This player has been traded for players such as Carlos Gonzalez and Brett Wallace, and in 2007 he had the highest batting average and RBI total in the NL, the same year he made his first postseason appearance. This man had 24 home runs this season, 11 of them coming in the AL and 13 hit while batting behind Albert Pujols. FTP, name this outfielder for the St. Louis Cardinals, formerly of the Oakland Athletics and the Colorado Rockies.

ANSWER: Matt Holliday
This man was given his first red card in club play earlier this season when he tripped Hugo Rodallega. This man's first club team was Blsany and he played for the French club Rennes from 2002-2004 and he joined that team after leading his nation's Under-21 team to the 2002 Euro title.  This man was named keeper for the all-star team for the 2004 Euro Championship and in the 2008 Euro Championship he allowed 3 late goals as his team was defeated and eliminated by Turkey. In the 2009 Champions League semifinals he allowed the Daniel Iniesta penalty time goal that allowed FC Barcelona to advance to finals. one of this player's defining physical traits is the headgear he wears during every game. FTP, name this goalkeeper for the Czech Republic and Chelsea. 

ANSWER: Petr Cech
One important victory in this program's history was the 1994, "Whammy in Miami." This team has the third most Rose Bowl appearances, most recently appearing in 2001 defeating a Drew Brees led Purdue. This team has won a share of four national championships, most recently in 1991, and that team included players like Billy Joe Hobert and Steve Emtman. One former coach of this team was fired for betting in an NCAA office pool, and that coach now coaches UCLA. This team finished winless last year, including a loss in the Apple Cup, leading to the firing of Tyrone Willingham. FTP, name this football team that defeated USC this season behind the play of quarterback Jake Locker. 

ANSWER: University of Washington Huskies

Elliott Kalb wrote that this NBA player's most impressive scoring feat may have been his 1320 on his SAT's and this player was taken one pick before Armon Gilliam in the NBA draft. This player once scored 71 points in a game against the Los Angeles Clippers, an outburst that won him a scoring title. This player won his only NBA MVP award in 1995, but his team was eliminated from the playoffs that year by the Houston Rockets in the conference semifinals. and he wouldn't win his first NBA title until 1999. This player did not play in the NBA until 1989, two years after he was drafted, due to his commitment to the Navy. FTP, name this longtime center for the San Antonio Spurs, nicknamed "The Admiral."

ANSWER: David Robinson
David Scott helped write this man's autobiography, "Bounce Back" and he won the 2002 NIT title at his second school. This coach was fined $5,000 for calling a sportswriter a "Fucking Mexican Idiot" players that this man coached who later turned professional include Lou Roe and Dajuan Wagner. This coach's website has a page which details his history with the "Dribble Drive Motion Offense" and this coach lost his first Final Four game in 1996 against Kentucky. This man has had recent success in recruiting players such as  John Wall, but controversy has arisen over one the eligibility of his former players, Marcus Camby and Derrick Rose. FTP, name this coach, currently of Kentucky, who led Memphis to the NCAA Championship game in 2008. 

ANSWER: John Calipari
This player's arrest in 1987 in Tampa Bay set off a race riot in that city and he won the National League silver slugger for a pitcher in 1992. This pitcher's curveball was nicknamed, "Lord Charles." This player's first season for the New York Yankees, 1996, saw him throw a no-hitter against the Seattle Mariners and Gary Carter caught for this player during his first world series appearance.  In 1985 this player won the NL's pitching triple crown, with 24 wins and a 1.53 ERA and in 1986 he won his first World Series ring, although he missed the victory parade due to cocaine use. FTP, name this pitcher best remembered for his dominant performances for the Mets and his drug problems. 

ANSWER: Dwight Gooden
An early predecessor of this team had the nickname "Millionaires" and in 1982 this team finished three games under five hundred but still managed to make the Stanley Cup finals, the same year this team termed the phrase "Towel Power." This team's minor league affiliates include the Manitoba Moose and the VIctoria Salmon Kings. Despite having joined the NHL in 1970 this team has never won a Stanley Cup and they were the team that lost in the Stanley Cup Finals to the 1994 New York Rangers. This team currently has players such as  Pavol Demitra and Daniel and Henrik Sedin. This team used a logo for ten years that displayed an Orca and their current goaltender is Roberto Luongo. FTP, name this hockey team that plays in a city in British Columbia.

ANSWER: Vancouver Canucks (Accept Either) 

This was the first NBA finals series that saw the team with home court advantage lose the first two games of the series and one player declared that his team had to win game five to save the city the game was being held in from rioting. Horace Grant scored eleven points in game one of this series and B.J. Armstrong guarded Kevin Johnson in this series. This series saw the highest scoring average for a single player in a NBA Finals, including that player scoring 55 points in game four, and it saw a triple overtime game 3 in which Dan Majerle lead the winning team with 28 points. FTP , name this NBA finals that saw the Michael Jordan led Chicago Bulls win their third title in six games over the Phoenix Suns.

ANSWER: 1993 NBA Finals

One of this team's front office assistants is a former Dodgers general manager much criticized for his signings of players such as J.D. Drew and featured in Moneyball as Billy Beane's assistant. Paul DePodesta is in the front office of this team, whose failed draft picks include a first overall pick who is only the third number one overall pick to not make it to the major leagues, Matt Bush. Previous stadiums this team played in include Jack Murphy stadium, and the current stadium this team plays in was built around the Western Metal Supply Company building in left field. People who played for this team last year include Tony Gwynn Jr., Chase Headley, and Heath Bell. For ten points, name this team that plays in Petco Park and whose current all star is Adrian Gonazalez.

Answer: San Diego Padres (Accept Either)

One less than stellar moment from this man saw him pick a convincing Patriots victory over the Bills in 2003 before they lost 31-0. Earlier this year, he's been taunted by Bengals fans because of his favorite team, whose 1975-1980 version was deemed "the greatest football team in the history of civilization" on this man's list of 35 Undeniable Truths. This man's Friday show saw him mock Jim Irsay for the phrase "watch your thoughts," attack Marcellus Wiley for use of the label racist, and generally bemoan his removal from a group led by Dave Checketts. FTP, identify this blowhard that was recently shut down in his bid to be a part owner of the St. Louis Rams, a really conservative dude.

ANSWER: Rush Limbaugh
