1. Like other objects of its kind, it “only imbibes what makes it stronger.”  In this object’s case, it was imbibed with a certain venom.  This meant that Dumbledore used it to destroy Marvolo’s ring and later it could be used to destroy another Horcrux.  Rufus Scrimgeour refused to allow Harry to inherit this according to Dumbledore’s will.  Only a few people can wield it or even produce it from within the Sorting Hat.  In its first appearance, Harry pulled it out of the Hat and used it to kill the Basilisk.  For ten points, name this weapon with rubies on its hilt that, apart from the Sorting Hat, is the only known heirloom of Hogwarts’s bravest founder.
     ANSWER: the sword of Gryffindor (accept obvious equivalents)
2. The first time we hear it mentioned is in a conversation between Karkaroff and Dumbledore about the secrets of their schools, but not by name.  Inside one can find objects like winged catapults, a stuffed troll, and a bloodstained axe.  It is located across from a tapestry of Barnabas the Barmy trying to teach trolls the ballet.  Harry had his first kiss here.  Filch sometimes finds extra cleaning supplies here, and Dumbledore once found an array of chamber pots here, but its most memorable role was that of meeting place for the sessions of Dumbledore’s Army.  For ten points, name this space in Hogwarts that provides a visitor with whatever they need.  

ANSWER:  the Room of Requirement or Come and Go Room
3. This character’s children are named Rose and Hugo.  He received no “O’s” on his O.W.L.’s.  He claims that his mother has a second cousin who is an accountant that the family never talks about.  After recovering the Sword of Gryffindor from the bottom of a pond he destroys a Horcrux with it.  He is a fan of the Chudley Cannons and played Keeper for Gryffindor in two Quidditch Cup victories.  He had a brief an mostly physical romance with a Gryffindor girl in his year before finally making his move on the girl who had long been his flame and would be his wife: Hermione Granger.  For ten points, name this best friend of Harry Potter.
ANSWER:  Ronald “Ron” Weasley (accept either underlined name, prompt on “Weasley”)
4.  At the last Battle of Hogwarts we first see this character fly without the use of a broomstick.  He did not fight in the Battle of Hogwarts, but was instead kept by his master’s side.  He hid the sword of Gryffindor in the icy pool, and he sent his Doe Patronus to guide Harry to that pool.  While Headmaster of Hogwarts he apparently did not change the office much from how its previous occupant had left it.  His copy of a certain used textbook is filled with new instructions and spells and signed “the Half-Blood Prince.”  For ten points, name this sallow-skinned, greasy-haired, deceased former Potions Master at Hogwarts.  
ANSWER:  Professor Severus Snape (accept either underlined name)
5.  This is the topic of what Tom Riddle called “the old argument” between him and Dumbledore.  In their conversation in the imaginary King’s Cross, Dumbledore tells Harry not to pity the dead, but rather those who live without this.  It is somehow kept in the perpetually locked room in the Department of Mysteries.  Dumbledore kept in the perpetually locked room in the Department of Mysteries.  Dumbledore says that Harry’s ability to do this is the only protection that can work against the lure of Voldemort’s power.  It is the mark that Lily Potter’s sacrifice left upon Harry that lives in his very skin and once made Voldemort unable to touch him.  For ten points, name this thing that Dumbledore believes to be the most powerful magic of all.
ANSWER:  love
6.  In the prequel he is the long-haired youth who helped repel an attack by some men on broomsticks by levitating a police car.  His uncle Alphard gave him the money to buy a house, and his aunt Elladora began beheading House-Elves when they became too old to carry tea trays.  He gave the owl Pigwidgeon to Ron Weasley.  Voldemort lured Harry to the Department of Mysteries with a vision of this man being tortured, where he was killed by his cousin.  He requests that Harry and his friends refer to him as “Snuffles” when they talk about him at Hogwarts.  For ten points, name this best man of James and godfather of Harry.
ANSWER:  Sirius Black (prompt on “Black,” “Padfoot,” or “Snuffles” before mentioned”)
7.  This object’s inventor lived his last years in Devon with his wife.  Dumbledore was apparently the partner of that inventor many years after its invention, and helped him put his last affairs in order.  Ultimately, one could only obtain this object when the did not want to use it.  The drinking of unicorn blood was only a stopgap for one wizard who hoped to obtain this object.  It was moved from its original hiding place in 1991 and protected by seven challenges inside of the only place safer: Hogwarts.  For ten points, name this object from alchemy with the powers to turn any metal into pure gold and produce the Elixir of Life.
ANSWER:  Philosopher’s Stone or Sorcerer’s Stone 

8.  According to legend, this role began in 1269 when Barberus Bragge offered a cash prize to any man who could accomplish the eponymous task.  The task became a regular feature of the game, but the cash prize did not.  Before it became a protected species in the mid-14th Century, someone with this position was tasked with killing a bird, and was known as the Hunter.  That bird, the Snidget, was then replaced with a golden ball, but the 150 points that had replaced Galleons were still awarded for its capture.  For ten points, name this player on a Quidditch team whose task is to catch the Golden Snitch.
ANSWER:  Seeker (accept Hunter before mentioned)
9.  Its main entrance has no keyhole, and can be opened only with the tap of a wand.  One room here is decorated with, among other things, posters of biker girls.  The only other room on that floor has a sign on its door that reads “Do Not Enter Without the Express Permission of [its occupant.”  A later security measure here is a menacing dust figure.  Snape was long unable to provide the name of this location to Voldemort because one of the many protective enchantments upon is literally prevented him from speaking its name.  For ten points, name this headquarters of the Order of the Phoenix and ancestral home of the Black family.
ANSWER:  Number Twelve, Grimmauld Place (prompt on “Blacks’ house” before they’re mentioned)
10. Bowman Wright, the inventor of the Golden Snitch, lived here  Journeying from here to Surrey will take one through Bristol.  One landmark here is a war memorial that turns into something different when viewed by Muggles.  Near that landmark one can find names like “Abbott” on headstones.  Kendra and Ariana Dumbledore, as well as Ignotus Peverell, died here, and a renowned magical historian lived here for over a century until her sinister death in 1997, but we first know it in the series as the site of Voldemort’s unsuccessful attack on the infant Harry Potter.  For ten points, name this English village named after a Hogwarts founder who was born there.
ANSWER:  Godric’s Hollow
 11. This object is the source of a Wizarding World superstition about wizards who “never prosper.”  Owners of this object have included Emeric the evil and Egbert the Egregious.  During the Twentieth Century it was possessed by a businessman who spread rumors about it to improve his sales.  Its most recent owner hopes to die naturally and thus dissipate its power.  Before that, one man who hoped to possess this object broke open a tomb and murdered a trusted servant.  According to legend it was created when Death broke a branch off of a tree.  For ten points, name this Deathly Hallow that makes its owner virtually unbeatable in combat.
ANSWER:  the Elder Wand or the Deathstick or the Wand of Destiny
12. At the Battle of Hogwarts, this character defies Voldemort, saying “I’ll join you when hell freezes over” and decapitates Nagini the snake after drawing the sword of Gryffindor from the Sorting Hat.  During Snape’s tenure as Headmaster of Hogwarts, he is able to utilize the Room of Requirement to shelter Dumbledore’s Army.  In the epilogue it is revealed that he became a professor at Hogwarts teaching his favorite subject: Herbology.  Being born at the end of July, it is entirely possible that he was meant to fulfill Harry’s destiny.  For ten points, name this clumsy and forgetful but good-natured friend of Harry Potter.
ANSWER:  Neville Longbottom (prompt on “Longbottom”)
13. While working as a washerwoman, she laughed at the efforts of a Muggle charlatan to teach his student magic using fake wands made of twigs.  During that student’s demonstration of his supposed magical powers, the charlatan enlisted her aid; she hid behind a bush and provided the real spells to make them work until that student, the King, sought to revive a dead dog.  When the King’s brigade of witch hunters unleashed the hounds on her, she took the form of a rabbit to elude them.  For ten points, name this witch who secured tolerance for witches and wizards in the kingdom, whose voice spoke from a Cackling Stump.
ANSWER:  Babbity Rabbity
14. After the Battle of the Department of Mysteries, Cornelius Fudge halfheartedly complains that Dumbledore doesn’t have the authorization for one of these.  Since they are regulated by the Ministry, the Order of the Phoenix does not make use of them in their operations.  Wizards typically fashion these objects out of pieces of litter so that Muggles aren’t tempted to pick them up, but a deliberately ostentatious one was made out of the Triwizard Cup.  The first one we see is in the form of an old boot and is caught from the top of a local hill.  For ten points, name these magical objects that transport someone who touches them to a predetermined destination. 
ANSWER:  a Portkey
15. Uncle Vernon once remarked that this location apparently had not been built yet.  Shortly after that, Harry’s attempt to find it left the man he asked “muttering about time-wasters.”  Next to it is a stop for the InterCity 125.  One wizard who works here has the job of releasing people in twos and threes to they do not alarm Muggles by exiting en masse.  Wizards who know of its existence walk through its wrought iron archway by walking directly toward and through an apparently solid brick wall. For ten points, name this location from which the Hogwarts Express departs London’s King’s Cross Station.
ANSWER:  Platform Nine-and-Three-Quarters (prompt on “King’s Cross” before mentioned)
16. After Voldemort’s overthrow of the Ministry of Magic, this character chaired the Muggle-Born Registration Commission and attempted to give greater credence to her pure-blood status by claiming to be related to the Selwyn family.  It was she who ordered the Dementor attack on Harry.  As High Inquisitor of Hogwarts some months later she bullied the other characters in accordance with Ministry wishes before replacing Dumbledore as Headmaster.  She wears ugly rings, bows, and cardigans, and though she looks like a toad, her voice is high-pitched.  For ten points, name this tyrannical professor that we all love to hate.
ANSWER:  Professor Dolores Jane Umbridge (accept either underlined name)
17. Its owner claimed to have purchased it in order to find out how it worked, but in the process of disassembling and reassembling it he expanded its interior space and installed features like an Invisibility Booster.  In its last appearance it rescued Harry and Ron from an attack by spiders, and at present it still presumably lives in the Forbidden Forest.  Its first appearance was when the younger Weasley brothers used it to rescue Harry from Privet Drive.  Harry and Ron later used it to reach Hogwarts when Platform 9 ¾ was sealed.  For ten points, name this enchanted turquoise Muggle vehicle.
ANSWER:  the flying Ford Anglia (accept obvious equivalents like “Mr. Weasley’s flying car,” but prompt if they don’t mention flying”)
18. This creature’s name comes from the Persian for “man eater,” and it is said to croon softly as it devours its prey.  Its skin repels most charms and its stinger is fatal.  After savaging a human, one of these creatures was found not guilty in a 1296 trial because the judges were too frightened to approach it.  Though it is capable of human speech, it is a known wizard killer.  Like the Sphinx and Chimaera, it is comprised of the body parts of different animals.  For ten points, name this Greek beast with the head of a man, the body of a lion, and the tail of a scorpion.
ANSWER:  manticore
19. After Gryffindor wins the 1993 Hogwarts Quidditch Cup, this character is seen weeping.  She is first seen in the series on Privet Drive reading a map.  Her Patronus takes the form of a cat.  She vowed to help Harry become an Auror even if it meant coaching him nightly.  During the attempted eviction of Hagrid she was hit in the chest by four Stunning Spells and briefly needed a cane afterward.  Her wardrobe consists of a lot of tartan and her hair is always pulled back into a bun.  Besides her teaching duties, she was Hogwarts’s Deputy Headmistress and Head of Gryffindor House.  For ten points, name this Professor of Transfiguration.
ANSWER:  Professor Minerva McGonagall (accept either underlined name)
20. The only one that we see used for longer than one chapter is balderdash.  After the woman responsible for these drank too much over the Christmas holidays, she made one of these abstinence.  The last one we ever encounter is quid agis, while the first one in the series is caput draconis.  Neville was once prepared to sleep in a hallway for a night because he could not think of one of these, and he once got into a lot of trouble for leaving a list of these lying around, since it was obtained by Sirius Black.  For ten points, what are these things that students like Harry have had to say to enter their common room?
ANSWER:  passwords to Gryffindor tower (accept obvious equivalents, prompt on “passwords”)
TB. According to Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find Them, Firecrab shells may be used for one of these by unscrupulous wizards.  In his first job at the Ministry of Magic, Percy Weasley wrote an essay about creating an international standard for manufacturing these.  A wizard named Humphrey Belcher attempted to make one of these out of cheese. First year students are asked not to buy one of these made from gold, but rather pewter.  During his time at Hogwarts Neville Longbottom melted at least six of these.  Self-stirring models exist if you’ve got the Galleons to spare.  For ten points, name these vessels in which wizards brew potions.
ANSWER:  cauldron
EX. Their number increased from seven to eight during what would have been Harry’s seventh year.  That eighth one was created by the Room of Requirement in response to Dumbledore’s Army’s need for food while in hiding.  One formerly situated behind a mirror on the fourth floor has been unusable for years.  Harry avoids four of them because those are the ones that Filch knows about.  The first one Harry uses is accessed by using the spell Dissendium on a statue of a humpbacked witch, which has its terminus in the cellar of Honeydukes.  For ten points, name these concealed avenues by which people can move in and out of Hogwarts unnoticed.
ANSWER:  secret passageways from Hogwarts to Hogsmeade (accept obvious equivalents)
