Bonuses

1. Answer some questions about a piece of magic that keeps information concealed.

A. First, give the name of that “immensely complex spell involving the magical concealment of [information] inside a single, living soul.”

ANSWER:  the Fidelius Charm
B. This is the single living soul in whom the information is concealed.

ANSWER:  a Secret Keeper
C. Bill Weasley is the Secret Keeper for this seaside dwelling of his and Fleur’s.

ANSWER:  Shell Cottage
2. For ten points each, name some celebrities of the British Wizarding World.

A. This once-celebrated author and heartthrob of many a British witch wrote of his exploits in defeating dark creatures.  He was later exposed as a fraud and suffered amnesia from a backfiring Memory Charm.

ANSWER:  Gilderoy Lockhart (accept either underlined name)
B. While being tried for passing Ministry information to the Death Eaters, this former Beater was applauded by the crowd for his splendid performance with the English team in a match against Turkey.

ANSWER:  Ludovic “Ludo” Bagman (accept any underlined name)
C. This British band was hired by Dumbledore to play at the 1994 Yule Ball.  They are all quite hairy and wear artfully torn robes.

ANSWER:  the Weird Sisters
3. Identify some exploding objects for ten points each.

A. If you upset your parents then they might send you one of these to express their outrage.  If you don’t open it quickly it explodes, too.

ANSWER:  a Howler
B. This main brand of fireworks in the Wizarding World is notable for being “Wet-Start” and “No-Heat.”

ANSWER:  Dr. Filibuster’s Fabulous Wet-Start No-Heat Fireworks
C. If you’re ever in need of a diversion, just drop one of these items from Weasleys’ Wizard Wheezes on the ground and it’ll run off and explode.

ANSWER:  Decoy Detonator

4. Answer some questions about obstacles facing those trying to find the Fountain of Fair Fortune for ten points each.

A. First our heroes encounter a Worm who says “Pay me the proof of your pain.”  This was the payment given.

ANSWER:  tears
B. Next they encounter a hill with the words “Pay me the fruit of your labors carved into the ground.  This was the payment given.

ANSWER:  sweat

C. Lastly, a payment of “the treasure of your past” is demanded by this.  The payment is made to it in the form of memories.

ANSWER:  a river
5. Identify these souvenirs sold at the 1994 Quiditch World Cup for ten points each.

A. This brass device has dials that can do things like slow down what you’re watching or replay what you’ve already watched.

ANSWER:  Omnioculars
B. Both sides sell these objects that play their national anthem when you brandish them.

ANSWER:  flags
C. Irish supporters at the World Cup could buy hats adorned with dancing shamrocks.  This clothing item is the Bulgarian answer, adorned with a lion that really roars.

6. For ten points each, identify some items associated with particular Hogwarts students.
A. Colin Creevey is often spotted with this piece of equipment during his first year.
ANSWER:  a camera
B. Neville receives this from his grandmother in his first year so he’ll stop forgetting so much.  The trouble is he doesn’t always know what he’s forgotten.
ANSWER:  a Rememberall
C. Hermione uses this small hourglass to make it to all her classes in her third year.
ANSWER: Time-Turner
7. For ten points each, identify these denizens of St. Mungo’s Hospital for Magical Maladies and Injuries.
A. All or nothing: these are the parents of Neville Longbottom that were tortured into insanity by Bellatrix Lestrange.
ANSWER:  Frank and Alice Longbottom
B. This Gryffindor student and Chaser came into contact with a cursed necklace that was meant for Dumbledore.
ANSWER:  Katie Bell (accept either underlined name)
C.  This was the Unspeakable put under the Imperius Curse to steal the prophecy.  It addled his brains and he believed himself to be a teapot.
ANSWER:  Boderick Bode (accept either underlined name)
8. Gryffindor tower isn’t the only place in Hogwarts that needs a password.  Answer some questions about other passwords in the school for ten points each.
A. At one point, “pine fresh” was the password that got Harry into this room.
ANSWER:  the Prefects’ bathroom
B. This was the first password to get into Dumbledore’s office.  It’s a Muggle candy that he has a weakness for.
ANSWER:  lemon drop or sherbet lemon (U.S. vs. U.K. editions)
C. After having a dream in his Divination class involving Wormtail and Voldemort, Harry rushes to Dumbledore’s office to tell him about it.  Not knowing the password, he keeps shouting candies until he shouts this correct answer.
ANSWER:  cockroach cluster
9. For five points for one, ten for two, twenty for three, and thirty for all four, given the owner of a pet in the series, give the name of that pet.
A. Harry Potter.
ANSWER:  Hedwig
B. Hermione Granger.
ANSWER:  Crookshanks
C. Neville Longbottom.
ANSWER:  Trevor
D. Rubeus Hagrid.  We’re looking for the dog that actually lives in his cabin.

ANSWER:  Fang
10. For ten points each, identify some employees of the British Ministry of Magic.
A. This is the father of Cedric Diggory that works in the Department for the Regulation and Control of Magical Creatures.
ANSWER:  Amos Diggory
B. This man was Arthur Weasley’s partner in the Misuse of Muggle Artifacts Office.
ANSWER:  Perkins
C. This woman’s signature is often at the bottom of official Ministry letters.  Hermione later impersonated her and was dragged off by Umbridge to act as stenographer during a hearing.
ANSWER:  Mafalda Hopkirk (accept either underlined name)
11. For ten points each, name some favorite Quidditch maneuvers of today.
A. In this “dangerous Seeker diversion” named for a Polish Seeker, one Seeker will dive for the ground pretending to see the Snitch but pull out at the last minute.
ANSWER:  Wronski Feint
B. The Chaser with the Quaffle flies upward to draw off opposing Chasers before dropping the Quaffle to a teammate below in this Russian Chaser’s namesake “Ploy.”
ANSWER:  Petrova Porskoff
C. This is the action known as the Transylvanian Tackle.  As long as contact is not made it is perfectly legal.
ANSWER:  a fake punch aimed at the nose (accept obvious equivalents)
12. Identify some Muggle streets that are of importance to British wizards that haven’t come up yet for ten points each.
A. During the Second War, Rufus Scrimgeour plants an Auror in the office of the Muggle Prime Minister, located on this street.
ANSWER:  Downing Street
B. Severus Snape lives on this street in an unnamed Muggle town.
ANSWER:  Spinner’s End
C. Admittedly, it might not count as a street, but the collapse of this bridge during the Second War made for a hellish week for both Ministers.
ANSWER:  the Brockdale Bridge
13. Identify these attack spells for ten points each.
A. One of the most useful spells you can know in battle is this one to render your enemy unconscious.
ANSWER:  Stupefy or Stunning Spell/Charm/etc.
B. This spell will stop an oncoming enemy in their tracks.
ANSWER:  Impedimenta or Impediment Curse/Jinx/etc.
C. This incantation will conjure ropes to bind your enemy.
ANSWER:  Incarcerous
14. For ten points each, identify some magical ministrations administered by madam Pomfrey.
A. The namesake draught of this plant was somehow given to all those who had been petrified by the Basilisk in Harry’s second year.
ANSWER:  mandrake or mandragora
B. In that same school year, Harry required this potion after Lockhart’s bumbled attempt to tend to a Quidditch injury.
ANSWER:  Skele-Gro
C. We don’t actually see this one used, but apparently this substance makes a great cure for acne.  Better than trying to curse off your pimples, anyway.
ANSWER:  Bubotuber pus (accept anything about Bubotuber liquid)
15. For ten points each, identify some Wizarding vehicles that haven’t come up yet.
A. First-year students at Hogwarts reach the castle for the first time with these vehicles, accompanied by Hagrid.  

ANSWER:  boats
B. After their first year, students use these to get to the castle from Hogsmeade station.
ANSWER:  carriages pulled by Thestrals
C. Though they are now banned in Britain, they once came in models as large as twelve seats, and a current merchant thinks they could make a comeback as a family vehicle.
ANSWER:  a flying carpet (accept obvious equivalents)
16. For ten points each, identify these creatures that waylay travelers on the road.
A. These dwarflike creatures dwell wherever human blood has been spilled.  They attempt to ambush travelers and bludgeon them to death.
ANSWER:  red cap
B. These one-legged goblin-like creatures carry a small lamp that they use to lure travelers deep into swamps.
ANSWER:  hinkypunk
C. These Russian demons will stalk a traveler for hours.  The traveler begins to feel increasingly depressed and lethargic.  When they finally collapse, this creature will spring upon them in an attempt to eat them.
ANSWER:  pogrebin
17. For ten points each, answer some questions about the personal lives of the members of the Dursley family.
A. We first meet Rubeus Hagrid when he performs magic on Dudley that causes him to grow this extra appendage.
ANSWER:  a pig’s tail (accept obvious equivalents; prompt on “tail”)
B. This, is Uncle Vernon’s brash and dog-loving sister.
ANSWER:  Aunt Marge
C. This is the maiden name of Petunia Dursley.
ANSWER:  Evans
18. For ten points each, name these Death Eaters.
A. This Death Eater avoided imprisonment by ratting out a bunch of his friends and eventually became the headmaster of Durmstrang.  He went on the run when his Dark mark burned and was eventually murdered by the Death Eaters.
ANSWER:  Igor Karkaroff (accept either underlined name)
B. This Death Eater worked in the Department of Mysteries and passed information to Voldemort from inside the Ministry of Magic.
ANSWER:  Augustus Rookwood (accept either underlined name)
C. These siblings became professors of Defense Against the Dark Arts and Muggle Studies at Hogwarts during Snape’s tenure as Headmaster.  Only the surname is needed, but first names will work, too.
ANSWER: Amycus and Alecto Carrow
19. For ten points each, identify some textbooks used at Hogwarts.
A. This book by Miranda Goshawk comes in a different edition for each year of Hogwarts.
ANSWER:  The Standard Book of Spells
B. For five points each, name any two of the books that Lockhart has written about “his” exploits.
ANSWERS:  Break with a Banshee, Gadding with Ghouls, Holidays with Hags, Travels with Trolls, Voyages with Vampires, Wanderings with Werewolves, Year with the Yeti
C. This is the Potions textbook used by sixth year Hogwarts students that Snape signed as the Half-Blood Prince.
ANSWER:  Advanced Potion Making

B. The Black family.
ANSWER:  Kreacher
C. Hepzibah Smith.
