1. For ten points each, identify some dangerous books in the Wizarding World.

A. The only way to stop this animalistic book from attacking you is to stroke its spine.

ANSWER:  The Monster Book of Monsters

B. This is the book which explains how to make potions like the Polyjuice Potion and one that apparently turns the drinker inside out.  No wonder it’s restricted.

ANSWER:  Moste Potente Potions

C. According to Ron, anyone who read this book spoke in limericks for the rest of their life.

ANSWER:  Sonnets of a Sorcerer
2. Answer some questions about Hogsmeade shops where you don’t buy edible things for ten points each.

A. This was the joke shop of Hogsmeade before it closed during the Second War.

ANSWER:  Zonko’s Joke Shop

B. According to an advertisement at the Quidditch World Cup, this clothing store has outlets in London, Paris, and Hogsmeade.  Harry bought socks for Dobby here.

ANSWER:  Gladrags Wizardwear

C. Scrivenshaft’s is a shop that sells these items.

ANSWER:  quills
3. For ten points each, name these former employees of Hogwarts.

A. This was the Headmaster of Hogwarts when Voldemort was a student.

ANSWER:  Professor Armando Dippet (accept either underlined name)
B. This is the man that Hagrid replaced as Professor of Care of Magical Creatures.  He retired to spend more time “with his remaining limbs.”

ANSWER:  Professor Kettleburn

C. Molly Weasley mentions to Harry that the gamekeeper during her time at Hogwarts was a strange man that went by this one-word, one-syllable moniker.

ANSWER:  Ogg
4. For ten points each, answer some questions about Draco Malfoy’s Slytherin posse.

A. All or nothing: for ten points name these two quasi-thugs of Draco.

ANSWERS:  Vincent Crabbe  and Gregory Goyle (accept either underlined name for both)

B. This girl with a face like a pug takes a lot of pleasure in spreading nasty rumors and later in the series enjoys stroking Draco’s hair.

ANSWER:  Pansy Parkinson (accept either underlined name)
C. This other Slytherin boy we know of in Harry and Draco’s year is described as “weedy-looking” and has a Death Eater father.  If your memory is really good, it may help you to know that his father was standing next to Goyle’s dad in the Little Hangleton churchyard.

ANSWER:  Theodore Nott (accept either underlined name; I’ll take pity on 




someone who can actually remember his last name)
5. For ten points each, give some information about well-known Muggle interaction with magical creatures.

A. This native of Tibet is believed to be related to the troll, though no one has conducted the necessary tests.  It is 15 feet tall, covered in white hair, and has been nicknamed “the Abominable Snowman” by Muggles.

ANSWER:  Yeti (do not accept or prompt on “Bigfoot”)
B. Muggles believe that they hunted the plump, flightless Diricawl bird to extinction, unaware that it is actually able to vanish in a puff of feathers.  They gave it this name.

ANSWER:  dodo

C. Muggles often attribute “crop circles” to extraterrestrials, but in reality they are caused by this creature that emerges from its burrow during the full moon and performs a complex mating dance, leaving behind strange flattened patterns in wheat fields.  

ANSWER:  Mooncalf

6. Identify these venues from the life of the Dursley family for ten points each.

A. When Harry is away at Hogwarts the Dursleys tell the neighbors that he is here. 

ANSWER:  St. Brutus’s Secure Center for Incurably Criminal Boys
B. This is the prestigious private school that Dudley attends.

ANSWER:  Smeltings
C. This is Uncle Vernon’s company that makes drills.

ANSWER:  Grunnings
7. For ten points each, answer some questions about wizards who are certainly bad eggs, but not Death Eaters.

A. While travelling, this future Professor of Defense Against the Dark Arts met Voldemort and eventually shared the back of his head with him.

ANSWER:  Professor Quirrell 

B. Though not a Death Eater, this mother of Draco Malfoy was a firm believer in the cause until her own son became part of it.

ANSWER:  Narcissa Malfoy (prompt on “Malfoy”)
C. This founding partner of a certain dark objects shop was the only surviving founder by the 1990s.  He was enlisted by Draco to try and help repair something.  Secretly he doesn’t care for the Malfoys at all.  

ANSWER:  Borgin

8. An Order of Merlin isn’t the only thing that wizards can put on their resume.  Identify some others for ten points each.

A. This is the official name for Tom Riddle’s award that he earned by fingering Hagrid as the one who opened the Chamber of Secrets. 

ANSWER:  Special Services to the School
B. Gilderoy Lockhart has won this award given by the magazine Witch Weekly five times.
ANSWER:  Most Charming Smile
C. Besides being Chief Warlock of the Wizengamot, Dumbledore held this position in the International Confederation of Wizards.

ANSWER:  Supreme Mugwump
9. For ten points each, identify these small, winged, flying creatures.

A. In Muggle lore, these creatures are erroneously depicted as intelligent and sometimes capable of using wands.  They are the namesake of a lot of “tales” for children.

ANSWER:  Fairy
B. Also known as a “biting fairy,” these creatures are covered with black hair and have an extra pair of arms and legs.  An antidote should be taken if bitten.

ANSWER:  Doxy 
C. These Australian insects have wings on their head that rotate at great speed.  Their sting causes giddiness and levitation, and their dried stingers are believed to be an ingredient in the popular Fizzing Whizbees candy.

ANSWER:  Billywig
10. Identify some emotionally meaningful gifts given in the series for ten points each.

A. Every year, Molly Weasley knits one of these for her children at Hogwarts, and for Harry as well.

ANSWER:  a sweater (accept “jumper” if they’re feeling British)

B. At the end of Harry’s first year, Hagrid presents him with this.  To make it, he needed help from a lot of friends.

ANSWER:  a photo album 

C. We see Neville’s mother give him one of these as he visits her in St. Mungo’s.  It is implied that she has given him many in the past, and that he has saved them all.

ANSWER:  a Drooble’s Best Blowing Gum wrapper (accept obvious equivalents)

11. For ten points each, name some current and past members of the Slug Club.

A. This boy in Slytherin has a mother whose husbands keep dying under mysterious circumstances and leaving her lots of money.

ANSWER:  Blaise Zabini (accept either underlined name)
B. This former Slug Club member is currently captain of the Holyhead Harpies, an all-women Quidditch team.

ANSWER:  Gwenog Jones (accept either underlined name)
C. This brash and cocky Gryffindor boy hits on Hermione a lot and tries out for Keeper.

ANSWER:  Cormac McLaggen (accept either underlined name)

12. Identify these spells that would be handy if you’re sneaking around Hogwarts.

A. For five points each, give the spell that produces light from your wand and the counterspell that shuts off the light.

ANSWERS:  Lumos and Nox, respectively
B. If you’re not lucky enough to have an Invisibility Cloak, you could try this spell that Moody used on Harry before the flight to Grimmauld Place that made him a human chameleon.

ANSWER:  Disillusionment Charm

C. This spell unlocks doors.

ANSWER:  Alohomora
13. For ten points each, answer some questions about items that are unique to the household that they’re kept in.

A. Hagrid keeps this weapon handy for when his job turns dangerous.

ANSWER:  crossbow
B. One of these in the Weasleys’ house can tell you if they’re anywhere from “school” to “mortal peril.”

ANSWER:  grandfather clock

C. In Malfoy Manor, you can find their secret stash of Dark objects in this hiding place.

ANSWER:   under the drawing room floor (prompt if they don’t mention the 




drawing room)

14. For ten points each, name some Quidditch teams of Britain.  For each question, the team answering will receive 5 points for the location and 5 points for the athletic moniker.  For example, if the correct answer is “Appleby Arrows,” then “Appleby” is worth 5 points and “Arrows” is worth 5 points.  

A. This English team wears bright orange robes, and have become so notorious for their abysmal playing that their motto was changed in 1972 to “Let’s just cross our fingers and hope for the best.”  Ron Weasley is a huge fan.

ANSWERS:  location: Chudley or Chudleigh

B. This other team wears robes with yellow and black stripes, and their fans like to make a buzzing noise when an opposing team is taking a penalty shot.  Ludo Bagman was one of their greatest Beaters.

16. For ten points each, name the three ingredients needed for the potion that returned Voldemort to a new, full body, aside from water and Voldemort himself.

ANSWERS:  “Bone of the father, unwittingly given, you will renew your son.

17. For ten points each, identify some books read for fun by some characters.

A. Hermione often refers to this chronicle about her school.

ANSWER:  Hogwarts: A History

B. Disguised as Moody, Barty Crouch Jr. gave Neville a copy of this book that discussed, among other things, Gillyweed.

ANSWER:  Magical Water Plants of the Mediterranean

C. This autobiography of Gilderoy Lockhart is read avidly by many a British witch.

ANSWER:  Magical Me

18. Answer some questions about publications in wizarding Britain for ten points each.

A. This is the mainstream, usually somewhat reliable newspaper.

ANSWER:  the Daily Prophet

B. This is the magazine edited by Luna’s father, which the English would refer to as “rubbish.”

ANSWER:  the Quibbler
C. This is that father of Luna who edits The Quibbler.
ANSWER:  Xenophilius Lovegood
19. For ten points each, name some friends of various Weasleys at Hogwarts.

A. This best friend of Fred and George Weasley is probably best remembered as the ever-entertaining Quidditch commentator of Hogwarts.

ANSWER:  Lee Jordan (accept either underlined name)

B. This Gryffindor Chaser went to the Yule Ball with Fred Weasley in 1994.  During Harry’s fifth year she became captain of the team and turned super mean.

ANSWER:  Angelina Johnson (accept either underlined name)

C. This was Percy’s girlfriend while he was at Hogwarts.  Ginny caught them making out at one point before this girlfriend fell victim to the Basilisk.

ANSWER:  Penelope Clearwater (accept either underlined name)

20. Identify these useful household spells for ten points each.

A. We have seen this spell used to fix inanimate things like Harry’s glasses.

ANSWER:  Reparo

B. We have seen two different spells whose purpose seems to be cleaning things.  Name either.

ANSWER:  Scourgify (accept “Scouring Charm”) or Tergeo
C. This is a spell used to fix things like Harry’s broken nose.
