Harry Potter Side Event

Round 5

Tossups

1. This character’s father died of dragon pox and was named Abraxas.  His wand was borrowed by Voldemort when his own malfunctioned against Harry, but that wand was still destroyed by Harry’s.  He was one of the twelve governors of Hogwarts, and in 1993 he succeeded in bullying the other governors into dismissing Dumbledore as Headmaster.  Under his drawing room floor he apparently keeps a stash of dark objects.  He was sent to Azkaban after leading the assault on the Department of Mysteries.  In 1991 he was responsible for depositing Tom Riddle’s diary into Ginny Weasley’s hands.  For ten points, name this father of Draco Malfoy.  
     ANSWER: Lucius Malfoy (prompt on “Malfoy” or “Mr. Malfoy”)
2. With this, Harry witnessed Snape saying that his Dark Mark was getting stronger all the time.  Harry consults it for the last time after Voldemort murders Snape. There are ancient runes running around its edges.  Snape keeps it handy during Occlumency lessons, and Dumbledore made use of it during his meetings with Harry in the latter’s sixth year.  Harry first stumbles across it when the cabinet in which it is kept is left ajar.  He then sees several trials from the days shortly after Voldemort’s fall from power, though no one there could see or here him.  For ten points, name this stone basin that allows people to store and view memories. 

ANSWER:  the Pensieve
3.  The first time Harry goes here he follows Snape by broom and eavesdrops on his conversation with Quirrell.  Hagrid overheard an argument between Snape and Dumbledore here.  Tom Riddle claims that Hagrid wrestled trolls here.  During the final Battle of Hogwarts Voldemort summoned Harry to appear here in an hour after calling a truce.  Harry served a detention here that led to the discovery of a unicorn corpse and an encounter with Voldemort, and the next near he and Ron followed some spiders in here to “find some stuff” and met the acromantula Aragog.  For ten points, name this dark and scary wood next to Hogwarts.

ANSWER:  Forbidden Forest (prompt on “the Forest,” and if they say “Dark Forest” punch them)

4.  This character was the only person to join James and Lily Potter for tea on Harry’s first birthday.  She was also responsible for introducing Albus Dumbledore to Grindelwald.  When Hermione was deciding which books to take on the hunt for the Horcruxes, one of them was a work by this character.  That book is one that students at Hogwarts know well: A History of Magic.  The first and last time we meet her she isn’t looking her best, being dead and inhabited by the snake Nagini.  For ten points, name this really really old witch who lived in the same village as the Dumbledores and later the Potters.  

ANSWER:  Bathilda Bagshot (accept either underlined name)
5.  This creature is given a classification of two to four X’s.  Owners of domesticated ones are required to put a Disillusionment Charm on it at regular intervals.  The Abraxan breed resembles a palomino.  The rarest breed of this creature is black in color, possesses the power of invisibility, and is considered unlucky by many wizards.  The only recorded slaying of a Chimera was accomplished by the wizard Bellerophon as he rode one of these, but he unfortunately fell to his death afterward.  For ten points, name this beast whose breeds include the Thestral.

ANSWER:  Winged Horse (accept obvious equivalents) [note: Bellerophon is referred to as a wizard in Fantastic Beasts and Where to Find Them]
6. Chronologically, the first time we see this spell used is in a memory, when Snape uses it in nonverbal form on James Potter.  Many years later, Snape attempted to use this spell to prevent a Death Eater from firing a spell at Lupin’s back but missed.  According to Mrs. Weasley, the injury that Snape accidentally caused George with this spell is irreversible.  After he first uses this spell, Harry hides his copy of Advanced Potion Making.  In that book this spell is described simply as “for enemies,” and so Harry first employed it against Draco Malfoy. For ten points, name this violent spell invented by the Half-Blood Prince that lets the user’s wand act like a sword.

ANSWER:  Sectumsempra
7.  It was purchased from a shop on Vauxhall Road.  Rubbing this object with a Revealer reveals nothing.  The person to whom its owner entrusted it did not understand its full importance, and hid it inside of someone’s Transfiguration textbook.  That girl would later try to dispose of it by throwing it into a toilet, but it was found there by our fearless heroes, and so the girl stole it back.   After stabbing it with a Basilisk fang to remove effectively destroy it, Harry tricked Lucius Malfoy into freeing Dobby by putting this object inside of one of his soiled socks.  For ten points, name this book in which the owner may or may not have written about daily events in his life.  

ANSWER:  Tom Riddle’s diary (accept obvious equivalents, but prompt on 




“diary”)
8.  After Harry, Ron, and Hermione Apparate into the Hogwarts vicinity to destroy the Horcrux hidden in the castle, they took shelter in here.  It was here that Severus Snape was thrown out of a window after hearing a portion of Sybill Trelawney’s prophecy concerning the child who could vanquish Voldemort.  Hagrid won a dragon egg from a hooded Quirrell here; keeping one’s face covered is a popular practice here.  The first time we visit it in the series is when Hermione uses it to host the first meeting of what will become Dumbledore’s Army.  For ten points, name this very old and dirty Hogsmeade pub whose bartender is Aberforth Dumbledore.

ANSWER:  The Hog’s Head Inn
9.  While doing research for their second book, this character gave Veritaserum to Bathilda Bagshot.  That book followed one called Armando Dippet: Master or Moron and was entitled The Life and Lies of Albus Dumbledore.  In a moment of forced altruism she did an interview of Harry Potter and his account of Voldemort’s return.  However, most of her writings about the Triwizard Tournament focused on Harry’s personal life rather than the Tournament.  She was able to accomplish much of her undercover eavesdropping by being an unregistered Animagus.  For ten points, name this rather unreliable journalist of the Wizarding World.

ANSWER:  Rita Skeeter (accept either underlined name)
10. A hippocampus caught by Merpeople off the coast of Scotland in 1949 was this shade of roan.  The Billywig insect of Australia is this color.  Depending on the temperature of the fire in which they reside, a salamander may appear to be red or this color, though it is actually white.  The centaur Firenze’s eyes are this color.  Imps can be easily distinguished from pixies because they are not this color.  The Swedish Short-Snout breathes flames of this color, matching its scales.  For ten points, what is this color?

ANSWER:  blue
 11. Amos Diggory uses it to tell Arthur Weasley about an incident with Mad-Eye Moody’s dustbins, and Sirius uses it to warn Harry that Karkaroff was a Death Eater. Its namesake Regulation Panel does not normally allow a Muggle house to make use of it, and so Arthur Weasley had to obtain special permission to use it in the Dursleys’ house.  The Weasleys keep theirs in a flowerpot on their mantel.  We first see it used when Harry mispronounced his intended destination and ended up in a rough neighborhood.  For ten points, name this silvery powder that allows witches and wizards to travel between fireplaces connected to its namesake network.

ANSWER:  Floo powder or network (accept “fireplace” before power)
12. Harry uses this spell to try to stop Hagrid’s fall from the flying motorcycle during the flight from Privet Drive.  This spell notably fails in the Lestranges’ Gringotts vault and in the cave of Slytherin’s locket.  The impostor Moody uses this spell when Snape is about to pick up the Marauder’s Map, and Harry uses it in the Little Hangleton graveyard when he cannot drag Cedric’s body to the Portkey.  The first time we see it used is when Mrs. Weasley wants to find out what Fred and George are smuggling to the Quidditch World Cup, and Harry uses it to get his Firebolt for the First Task.  For ten points, identify this spell that causes an object to fly to you.

ANSWER:  Accio or Summoning Charm/Spell/etc.
13. This character was the one who informed Dumbledore that the Fat Lady had fled after the attempted forced entry of Sirius Black.  After the Battle of Hogwarts he sang, “Now Voldy’s gone moldy, so now let’s have fun!”  Other musical numbers of his include one he composed after the opening of the Chamber of Secrets, “Oh, Potter, you rotter,” for which he eventually came up with a dance routine.  The only being he will consistently take orders from is the Bloody Baron, but he did take Fred and George’s request to give Umbridge hell to heart.  He is arguably Filch’s arch-nemesis.  For ten points, name Hogwarts’s resident poltergeist and prankster.  

ANSWER:  Peeves
14. During the Battle of Hogwarts, Ron and Hermione found the means to destroy the Horcrux of Hufflepuff’s cup here.  The first thing you find when you enter here is a scattering of small animal bones on the floor.  A cave-in occurred here when a wand backfired, and it was during that accident that Gilderoy Lockhart lost his memory.  Though he was accused of doing so, Hagrid could not have opened it, for one has to order the entrance to open in Parseltongue.  That entrance is hidden in a girls’ bathroom on the second floor.  For ten points, name this underground enclosure built by Salazaar Slytherin before he left Hogwarts that once housed the Basilisk.

ANSWER:  the Chamber of Secrets
15. He lived with his great-aunt for a long time after being expelled from Durmstrang.  He was murdered by Voldemort in 1998 in the fortress prison he had constructed for his own enemies.  He stole the Elder Wand as a youth, but would eventually lose it.  He and Dumbledore were friends for a few months, during which time they had plans for Wizard domination over Muggles “for the greater good.”  That relationship ended badly when he and Dumbledore had a fight that ended in the death of Ariana Dumbledore.  For ten points, name this Dark Wizard defeated by Dumbledore in 1945.  

ANSWER:  Gellert Grindelwald (accept either underlined name)
16. Before Harry and Professor Dumbledore leave Hogwarts for the coastal cave, Harry gives this to Ron, Hermione, and Ginny.  We are told that it is tricky to make and disastrous to get wrong.  It is banned from things like elections, exams, and sporting events, but Harry pretends to give Ron some before the first Quidditch game of their sixth year.  We first see it used when Harry consumes one mouthful in order to successfully obtain a certain memory from Professor Slughorn.  For ten points, name this bubbling golden potion that, when taken, ensures that all the endeavors of its drinker will succeed, sometimes referred to as liquid luck.
ANSWER:  Felix Felicis (prompt on, but do not accept “liquid luck” before it’s

mentioned)
17. During the Battle of Hogwarts it served as Voldemort’s first headquarters.  Nagini was kept safe in a magic bubble here, and Severus Snape was killed here.  It cannot be accessed nor broken into from outside.  Instead, it can only be entered via a secret passage whose entrance is protected by the Whomping Willow because it was built for the purpose of housing Remus Lupin as he transformed into a werewolf while a student at Hogwarts.  The first time we visit it, Harry meets Sirius Black for the first time, and Peter Pettigrew is revealed to be an Animagus.  For ten points, name this supposedly most haunted building in Britain…but not really.

ANSWER:  Shrieking Shack
18. When Marietta ratted out the members of Dumbledore’s Army, this character silently erased her memory.  This character’s Patronus takes the form of a lynx; it was this Patronus that delivered the news of Voldemort’s coup to the Weasley wedding.  After Voldemort’s final defeat he became Minister of Magic.  Though he was a member of the Order of the Phoenix, Dumbledore still hexed this Auror when Fudge attempted to arrest him.  While in charge of the hunt for Sirius Black he fed the Ministry of Magic misinformation that Black was in Tibet.  For ten points, name this tall, imposing, but gentle black gentleman of the series.

ANSWER:  Kingsley Shacklebolt (accept either underlined name)

19. One of these in the Leaky Cauldron tells Harry that he’s “fighting a losing battle” while he attempts to flatten his hair.  One of these was sold to Aberforth Dumbledore by Mundungus Fletcher and used to keep an eye on Harry, but that had originally belonged to Sirius Black.  That object was one of a pair that Sirius and James Potter had owned, and Sirius gave the other to Harry during their only Christmas together.  The most famous one of these in the series shows the one looking at it whatever they desire the most.  For ten points, identify these objects that seem to do everything but show the reflection of the onlooker.  

ANSWER:  a mirror (accept “talking mirror,” “two-way mirror,” or “Mirror of 




Erised” after their respective clues, but not at the end
20. In recent years, this country has produced two teams that compete on the international level: the Fitchburg Finches and the Sweetwater All-Stars.  However, Quidditch has never achieved soaring popularity in this country.  This is chiefly due to the greater popularity of another sport: Quodpot.  Ironically, Quodpot was accidentally started when Abraham Peasegood tried to import Quidditch from his native England.    For ten points, name this country whose successful international Quidditch teams are based in its states of Massachusetts and Texas.

ANSWER:  the United States of America
TB. During his third year Harry kept his Sneakoskope stored in one of these to muffle its noises.  Colorful ones that we’ve seen include some patterned with gold and silver stars, one patterned with broomsticks, one patterned with Golden Snitches, and some that scream if they become too smelly.  After explaining the powers of the Mirror of Erised to Harry, Dumbledore tells him that his vision in the mirror is of himself holding a pair of these.  Harry is able to trick Lucius Malfoy into freeing Dobby by giving him a very dirty one of these objects.  For ten points, name this garment which has lots of sentimental value in the series and you wear on your foot.  
ANSWER:  socks
EX. Harry hid from Lucius and Draco Malfoy using one of these objects before his second year.  Nearly Headless Nick convinced Peeves to use one of these objects to distract Filch by dropping it on the floor above his office and breaking it.  Before leaving Hogwarts, Fred and George Weasley shoved Montague into one of these objects, where he was able to hear voices from two places before he Apparated out of the limbo.  Draco Malfoy realized the implications of this connection and managed to repair one of these objects to allow the Death Eaters to enter Hogwarts at the end of his sixth year.  For ten points, name this pair of enchanted storage units.  

ANSWER:  Vanishing Cabinets
