TIDUS
Round 2 – Kilika Temple

1) One playable character in this game is a Storm Spirit infused panda-like creature with lightning powers while another character is Strygwyr who obtains power from the blood of his enemies. A powerful bow called the Eaglehorn and a mana regenerating Void Stone can be purchased in this game at a ‘secret’ shop run by Legaras the Vile. The first incarnation of this game was developed in 2003 by a user named Eul and it was based off a map entitled “Aeon of Strife” from a similar game.  A purple golem named Roshan was included as a boss character in a later version by Steve Feaks; the very popular Allstars version. Unlike other RTS games, the only resource to collect is gold and players can choose to play on either the Sentinel or the Scourge teams. Notably the subject of a song by Swedish techno artist, Basshunter, FTP, identify this Warcraft III mod in which players control one of ninety-three heroes to attack their opponents titular structures located at opposing corners of the map.
ANSWER: Defense Of The Ancients (2)

2) A Game Boy Advance sequel to this game was planned and then cancelled by Majesco in 2004 and has the subtitle, Jelly’s Cosmic Adventure. A follow up to the original game appeared on the Game Boy in 1991 and saw the defeat of the Antagonistic Alchemist in order to save the titular princess. The game’s final boss -- called simply, The Emperor -- is defeated by hitting him with vitamins. A re-imagining of this game was released in 2009 on the Wii and includes the addition of a ‘hug button’ as well as using the Z-button to cycle through an item wheel.  Puzzles in this game are solved by transforming the player’s companion into objects like hummingbirds, keys or ladders which can be achieved by feeding said companion different colored jellybeans. Developed by Pitfall’s David Crane, FTP, identify this 1989 NES game in which a male child is a constantly followed around by an amorphous slime named Blobert.

ANSWER: A Boy and His Blob: Trouble on Blobonia (3)

3) The game was released with a bonus CD of the game’s soundtrack and includes songs like “44 Robbers” and “Going Down to Die” by Laika and Danzig respectively. The game’s final chapter is set in the Zealand Atolls near a ship graveyard and players can recover two-thirds of their health by using the Iced Tea power-up. One boss in this game decides to teach the player a lesson after the protagonist makes fun of his long fingernails while another boss is a dragon that hangs from the ceiling and wishes to get revenge for the slaying of her children. Companions of this game’s protagonist include his pet rat, Roadkill and the General of the New World Empire, Alissa Cyan. The protagonist of this game can tear the stage’s background to create paper planes by tearing which can then be thrown as weapons and enemies are created by being drawn by the mustachioed villain, Mortus. FTP, identify this 1995 game for the Sega Genesis in which rock star and artist, Sketch Turner is warped into his own comic book.

ANSWER: Comix Zone (4)

4) In the upcoming Final Fantasy Agito XIII, a grey-haired girl styled in a spiky ponytail is seen wielding one of these weapons. Megaman ZX’s Prometheus, is an enemy that uses one of these weapons while a red-colored one is used by Testament from the Guilty Gear series. Other characters that wield this type of weapon include a member of planet Eldar’s Elite 13th Armored Divison in Star Ocean: The Last Hope as well as the Lord of Castle Oblivion and final boss of* Kingdom Hearts: Chain of Memories, Arumat and Marluxia respectively. Soul Calibur 3 marked the series debut of Zasalamel who wields one of these weapons bearing the image of Thoth. Other characters to wield this weapon include the feline alternate form of Serge as well as the brother of Schala and summoner of Lavos in Chrono Trigger. The major weapons of both Lynx and Magus, FTP, identify this curved bladed class of weapon, iconically wielded by the Castlevania series’ Death.

ANSWER: Scythes (1)

5) In one game, after the player defeats Daroach, this character appears to steal a piece of strawberry shortcake which is actually the ruler of the underworld and then flees to the Secret Sea. Among this character’s underlings include a samurai helmet-clad enemy wielding a trident, a Viking-helmeted skull with an axe and his right hand-man is an albatross named Captain Vul. He is also the owner of a mechanistic* crustacean who can be blinded after being painted red, Heavy Lobster. In another game, he finds himself in a besieged castle and teams up with Marth and in that game, he attacks with such moves as the Shuttle Loop and his Final Smash, Galaxia Darkness. In most games, he seemingly teleports using his Dimensional Cape and usually will not attack until the player picks up a sword with the words “Get It!” flashing above. The owner of the Halberd, an airship that bears his likeness, FTP, identify this round bat-winged swordfighter who bears a distinctive white mask, a major rival of Kirby.

ANSWER: Metaknight (2)

6) The burial grounds for members of this race feature their ancestors’ skulls placed to remind them “where they all come from and where they all go” and are known as the Hollows. Many members of this race proudly claim to have the blood of a powerful female warlord who was defeated on Canrum, Shiagur. Members of this race possess a secondary circulatory system filled with an electrically conductive material and the males are known to possess four testicles. They evolved on the same planet as carnivorous varren* and one notable member of this race was hired by the Shadow Broker to kill Fist, the owner of Chora’s Den. This race is slowly delving into extinction due to mass infertility from a salarian-developed biological weapon known as Genophage. Though few members of this race possess the ability to use biotics, those that can are referred to as Battlemasters. Hailing from the home world of Tuchanka, FTP, identify this race of heavy-set, reptilian peoples from the Mass Effect series; best exemplified by the deadpan party member, Urdnot Wrex.
ANSWER: Krogans (5)

7) This game series will awesomely be making a comeback due to the October 2009 founding of PushButton Games by this game’s original creator. The fourth incarnation of this game added a feature in which players could share their homemade stages and was called “WinSop”. One ‘character’ in this game is Mort the Mouse who is deathly frightened by Pokey the Cat who in turn is* deliciously attracted to Bob the Goldfish. Electronic appliances can only be activated by placing them near outlets near active generators or by toggling a light switches by dropping objects on them while flashlights or candles can be placed near magnifying glasses in order to light fuses or rockets. The brainchild of Jeff Tunnell, FTP, identify this classic computer game from Sierra Entertainment in which players create wacky Rube Goldberg-esque contraptions to accomplish tasks.

ANSWER: The Incredible Machine (3)

8) A parody of this game appears behind the Purple Door in Bart’s Nightmare and involves Bart entering his own bloodstream to destroy germ-like enemies with the help of Smilin’ Joe Fission. A 1985 sequel to this game featured an overhead view and took place on an island where fault lines would build up after consecutive moves and create a smaller playing field. Enemies in this game include the yellow-goggled, red tomato-like creatures and the fire-breathing mini-dragons known as* Pookas and Fygars respectively. In a 2004 DS game, this game’s protagonist had his name revealed to be Taizo Hori and he is the father of Mr. Driller. Players can obtain 1000 points by causing a rock to fall upon an enemy while 10 points are awarded by simply moving to an adjacent space and thus performing the title action. FTP, identify this 1982 arcade game by Namco in which players defeat enemies by inflating them with an air pump whilst burrowing through soil.

ANSWER: Dig Dug (2)
9) One boss in this game takes the form of a giant crayfish and can be defeated by hitting floating mines into it while another of this game’s bosses is known as Birth Model and constantly regenerates its outer layer of protective blobs. The sequel for this game is planned to be released early in 2010 and will feature Isa, the son of this game’s original protagonists. A character named Brad refers to this game’s protagonist as “The Beast” and later in the game,* it is revealed that the struggle involving an oppressive organization known as the Armed Volunteers is merely training for Achi’s plans at world domination. Players can switch aiming modes between a red manual reticule or a purple lock-on target and by tapping the fire button when in close range, can use an energy sword to take out this game’s enemies which are called Ruffians. Originally released on the Nintendo 64, FTP, identify this first Japan-only game to be released on the US Virtual Console, a rail shooter by Treasure with a protagonist named Saki Amamiya.

ANSWER: Sin and Punishment: Successor of the Earth (4)

10) The first phase in defeating this character involves stabbing him in the back with two shards of glass and a wooden spike. This character meets his demise after grabbing the edge of a trapdoor he had been lured into and then falling a great distance after having his hands cut off. In one cutscene, this character breaks lose from his diggings and murders a number of intruding Cerberus agents within his home. This character dismembered many victims as a ‘star’ of a number of snuff films and lives the attic of their director, Lionel Starkweather. Besides his trademark mask, this obese character is completely naked and appears controversially with fully rendered testicles. Killed by James Earl Cash, FTP, identify this final boss of Manhunt, a chainsaw-wielding psychopath that wears the flesh of a porcine animal and who shares his name with a character from Journey to the West.

ANSWER: Piggsy (6) [do not accept Logan Anbinder]

11) One event involving this character occurs when two of his items are stolen by the evil Count Gruemon and must team up with Pero the cat to retrieve them. In another adventure, this character helps the washed-up superhero, Wombatman rescue his girlfriend. After failing to rescue King Charles from the Mirror World, this character is joined by a humanoid supercomputer that can create monsters for target practice. Apparently one of his greatest nightmares involves having to eternally having to clean his room and he is often seen accompanied* by his bandana-wearing dog, Duke. Although he apparently sucks at The Adventures of Bayou Billy, he uses such objects as the Zapper which dematerializes enemies and his Power Glove to demonstrate his proficiency in gaming. The protector of Princess Lana, FTP, identify this varsity jacket-wearing teenager who was sucked into Videoland to defeat Mother Brain and Dr. Wily, the namesake superhero of a late 80s and early 90s cartoon show.
ANSWER: Kevin Keene or Captain N (3)

12) The only daughter of this character eventually assumes the role of the savior-like “Grower” and that daughter also asks for the player’s help in rescuing the enslaved Bahro people. This character and his family most recently live in the world of Tomahna and a major goal of this character involved attempting to restore his people in the new world of Releeshahn. A notable event involving this character has him jump into portal called the Star Fissure where a book he was holding was later uncovered in the Mexican Desert. This character’s two sons once were charged with destroying a library and thus were imprisoned within red and blue books; these are Sirrus and Achenar respectively. In the second game this character appears, he enlists the aid of The Stranger and his own wife, Catherine to imprison his father in the Age of Riven. The son of Leira and Gehn, FTP, identify this quarter D’Ni, the main non-player character from the Myst series. 

ANSWER: Atrus (5)

13) One unit controlled by this organization are grey-clad, gasmask wearing troops who are tasked with removing evidence and are known as the Trashsweepers. The founding of this organization occurred in the late 1960s upon the discovery of “The Stairway to the Sun” while searching for the kingdom of the lost Ndipaya tribe. This organization is in possession of the European Sheena Island and has an underground airport and prison camp on Rockfort Island; which owned by one of its founders, Edward Ashford. Another research facility belonging to this group is found within the Spencer Estate deep within the Arklay Mountains and notable members of this company have included William Birkin and Albert Wesker. Responsible for the development and leaking of the T-Virus into Raccoon City, FTP, identify this international pharmaceuticals and biological weapons producing corporation from the Resident Evil series which is symbolized by a red and white octagonal parasol.

ANSWER: Umbrella Chemical Inc.

14) In a cutscene, this character refers to the game in which she appears’ setting as formerly being “a place that pulsates with energy -- dirty and dangerous, but alive and wonderful”. At one point, this character is given a Barrett M95 sniper rifle by an African-American character known as Kreeg and at another she is assaulted with a metal pipe by ex-wrestler, Travis Burfield. This character is hunted down by the elite members of Project Icarus who work for a regime that took over eighteen years prior in the November Riots. This character is referred to as “Effie” by her twin sister who is a member of the City Police Force and is named Kate. After leaving her family at age 16, she began to commit robberies which would result in her meeting her mentor, Mercury. Notably possessing a black tattoo around her right eye, FTP, identify this 24 year-old Runner and protagonist of EA’s Mirror’s Edge.
ANSWER: Faith Connors (4)

15) In one game this person appears, he leads forces to defeat the bandit leader of Komakiyama and earlier took the enemy fort at the Kira Seashore. In another game series, this character is possessed by a demon named Fortinbras and his power is in the fourth entry released from the Oni Gauntlet in order to defeat the aforementioned demon. In addition to his appearances in Kessen III and Samurai Warriors, this character is mentioned in the title of another game that includes campaigns such as “Battle for the East” and “Road Towards Unification”. That game has a market menu that keeps track of the player’s amount of arms, rice and ninjas and has each non-battle turn correspond to a passing season. The focus of a turn-based strategy game from KOEI about his “Ambition”, FTP, identify this 16th century daimyo of the Sengoku period who was succeeded by Toyotomi Hideyoshi.

ANSWER: Oda Nobunaga [accept either] (2)

16) One of these objects is extorted from the game’s protagonist by tickling the feet of the mayor of a port town with a feather until it is finally handed over. Another object of this type is swiped up by a group of enemies whose leader claims to be “all thumbs today” and yet another one of these triggers a cave-in that traps the children, Dyna and Mite. A purple one is simply picked up in a location where the wishes of others can be read and the first of these is obtained after battling a band of Shypers lead by Mack. These objects are functionally similar to characters of a later game such as Muskular and Klevar as well as a set of crystal objects used to open the Thousand Year Door below Rogueport. Scattered around the world when Exor slammed into Bowser’s Keep, FTP, identify these fragments of the Star Road, the subject of the subtitular legend of Super Mario RPG.
ANSWER: The Seven Stars or Star Pieces or anything else along this line (3)

17) In an upcoming 2010 Wii game, this character will appear as a tattered clockwork zombie created by the Mad Doctor to help Oswald the Rabbit beat his rival in the Cartoon Wasteland. An early game for the Commodore 64 called Matterhorn Screamer featured this character as a protagonist and this character also appears in Mexican ruins to give a friend a red plunger in Quackshot. This character starred in a Hysterical History Tour on the Genesis where he recovered museum exhibits using the trusty Extend-o-hand. Most recently, this character serves as the Captain of the Royal Guard to a large-eared king and is the shield-wielding companion of Sora in the Kingdom Hearts series. Appearing in a cartoon series based SNES game along with his son Max, FTP, identify this classic Disney character depicted as a lanky, anthropomorphic dog known for his dim-witted Southern accent.

ANSWER: Goofy (1)

18) A secret level in this game involves a trippy constantly moving background as “The Saints Go Marching In” plays while fighting a giant slot machine. As a promotion for this game in Europe and the US, a “Super Weekend” contest with a modified version of this cartridge was held. Another secret stage in this game repeats endlessly unless the player uses a periodically appearing spinning ring to escape from “The Awesome Black Hole”. One boss in this game attacks by quickly approaching the screen, firing a missile and then flailing around with its extendable arms, Plasma Hydra. This game’s final boss attacks by spitting white square tiles and when defeated the first time, becomes a giant brain. Compared to its sequels, this game’s stages mostly consist of asteroid or meteor fields, although planets such as Titania, Macbeth and Venom are also accessible. The first game to use the Super FX chip, FTP, identify this 1993 SNES in which players pilot an Arwing as the titular vulpine McCloud.

ANSWER: Star Fox (2)

19) One character in this game tells you to “take out the shrimp, the clams and the perches” while trying to cook and a fictional character within this game’s universe regularly rescues a teddy bear from a one-eyed monster and is called Jet Baby. One level in this game involves working one’s way to the front of a long line for the bathroom and another level involves attempting to sell bottle caps with a lizard at the flea market. The titular character in this game borrows and wrecks his dad’s car only ten minutes after obtaining his driver’s license which he earned from Officer Mooselini. That protagonist wishes to impress his love interest, Sunny Funny and in order to do so, he takes karate lessons from Chop Chop Master Onion. The gameplay involves an instructor character supplying a button sequence which must be pressed in the correct order and rhythm a la call-and response. Followed by its spin-off UmJammer Lammy, FTP, identify this 1997 PSX rhythm game in which you play as the titular paper-thin stocking cap wearing dog.

ANSWER: Parappa the Rapper (3)

20) One sequel to this game features a mechanic in which the characters can catch water droplets with their umbrellas and fling them at enemies. Like that sequel, the previous entry in this series features the games’ protagonists in human form and those characters are able to defeat enemies and create bridges by firing rainbows. In addition to Parasol Stars and Rainbow Islands, this series also includes its original namesake in which according to the title screen, the protagonists “make a journey to the cave of monsters”. When only one enemy remains on the screen, the creature’s expression becomes and angry, its color becomes pink and it begins to move much faster. Each of the games 100 stages must be completed by defeating all of the enemies by spitting at them to trap them in the titular conveyances. FTP, identify this classic series of games from Taito in which players can control the tiny dragons, Bob and Bub.

ANSWER: Bubble Bobble (3)
