Tossups

1. A man dressed in a zebra suit tries to catch up with two villains in this film who are apprehended after they get in a simultaneous car crash with the police.  Earlier, those two characters examined safes on opposite sides of a wall while dressed in gorilla suits.  The two aforementioned villains both hide in different parts of a hotel room and Simone eventually uses a shattered bottle of champagne to get out of sleeping with her husband in another scene in this film.  One of the leads in this movie, who leaves behind a monogrammed (*) glove at the scene of his crimes, is joined by his nephew, an American playboy played by Robert Wagner.  One of the final scenes in this movie sees Sir Charles Lytton, played by David Niven, accuse a police inspector of being The Phantom.  As a child, Princess Dala was given this film’s title jewel.  For 10 points, name this first film to cast Peter Sellers as Jacques Clouseau.
ANSWER: The Pink Panther

2. Defensive standouts in this team’s history include former LSU Tigers star Tommy Casanova.  This team adopted a 3-4 defense in 1980 under Defensive Coordinator Hank Bullough, while Bullough’s successor in that position, Dick LeBeau, is credited with inventing the zone blitz while with this squad.  Coached in the ‘70s by Bill Johnson and (*) Homer Rice, this team’s first Super Bowl appearance saw their special teams mishandling numerous squib kicks from  Ray Wersching and going down 20-0 at the half.  In the ‘80s this team’s chief running back was a first round pick out of Louisiana State named Charles Alexander, while earlier running backs include two-time Heisman winner Archie Griffin.  This team twice lost to San Francisco in the Super Bowl, despite the efforts of players like Chris Collinsworth and Boomer Essiason.  For 10 points, name this team that has featured wide receivers like Chad Ochocinco.
ANSWER: Cincinnati Bengals [accept either underlined answer]

3. This state is the setting of a trilogy of works about a man who killed Belle Starr; those works center on Edgar J. Watson and were written by Peter Matthiessen.  Frank Bama helps Trevor Kane search for her lost rock star brother in this state in the novel, Where is Joe Merchant?  It’s not Pennsylvania, but it is where Harry Angstrom dies during a basketball game in (*) Rabbit at Rest.  In another novel set in this state, the protagonist’s sister has disappeared with Louis Thanksgiving; that novel is told from the perspective of an animal named Ava Bigtree and was written by Karen Russell.  Another novel set in this state sees the protagonist jealous of her sister ‘Raine Middleton; that novel is set in Sawley and centers on Arvay Henson Meserve.  For 10 points, name this state, the setting of Swamplandia! and a book featuring Phoeby Watson, Joe Starks and Tea Cake Woods, Their Eyes Were Watching God.
ANSWER: Florida

4. One show centering on these events divided subjects into categories like Neurotic and Obsessive and originally aired on New York City’s Metro Network.  Bloopers from these events are shown on a TLC show about “Wild” ones.  A network devoted to these events airs a program starring Staten Island entrepreneur Vinny Buzzetta.  Items used in these events are created by people like Kori and Debbye, two of the namesake (*) Amsale Girls.  Allyson Donovan won the first season of an E! show that provided extensive plastic surgery in preparation for one of these events.  Aaron Ross of the New York Giants was featured on a show that exhibits “Platinum” versions of these events.  “Real” examples of these events are presented in a show sponsored by The Knot, and many shows about these events appear on the We Network.  For 10 points, name these events, subjects of reality TV shows like Say Yes to the Dress.
ANSWER: Weddings [or Marriages or synonyms; accept things like Planning Weddings]

5. A parody of this song was a minor hit in Britain and called Sunderland manager Peter Reid “a sad Mackern bastard / with a shit football team”.  It’s not “Runaway Train” but this hit was written by Kingston Trio member John Stewart following the Trio’s 1967 hiatus.  Some versions of this song begin with a studio outtake of the singer asking which take he’s recording, to which Chip Douglas replies, “7A”.  The 1979 album I’ll Always Love You contained a popular cover of this song by Anne Murray.  It was the final #1 hit for a band whose lesser hits included the “Porpoise Song” and (*) “Pleasant Valley Sunday”.  Its second verse describes how the singer was once thought of as “a white knight on his steed”, but “now you know how happy I can be”.  Its chorus offers comfort with the lines, “Cheer up sleepy Jean / Oh what can it mean to a / [title person] and a / homecoming queen”.  For 10 points, name this Monkees hit.
ANSWER: “Daydream Believer”

6. The smallest school currently in this conference plays in a stadium named for coach Mike Reilly and was guided to a Final Four appearance in 1970 by future Pistons draft pick Bob Lanier.  Ryan Brooks made four free throws to help his team win this conference’s 2010 tournament, although the MVP award went to his teammate, Juan Fernandez.  One team from this conference advanced to the Final Four thanks to starters like Donta Bright, (*) Carmelo Travieso and future second-overall pick in the NBA draft, Marcus Camby; that team was later stripped of its wins in that 1996 season and their coach fled to the Nets.  Its southernmost member is UNC Charlotte, and one of its best basketball schools was coached for over 20 years by John Chaney.  St. Joseph’s of Philadelphia is in this conference.  For 10 points, name this Mid-Major basketball conference containing teams like Temple University and UMass.
ANSWER: Atlantic 10 Conference [or A-10 Conference]

7. A woman with this surname bumped Mr. Scarlett and Pinky from the cover of Wow Comics #9.  One rarely seen character with this last name was Freckles, whose uncle of the same last name gained his super powers by reading another character’s ledger.  In some universes, a “boy” of this name gained his powers by knocking over a Hercules mummy, while other storylines cast that boy of this name as a son of Professor Matthew Grayson and as the alter ego of (*) Vance Astrovik, a member of the New Warriors.  One popular super-hero with this surname is a member of the Kree race, and this word is the last one in the name of the alter ego of a Coast Guard member named Monica Rambeau.  Billy Batson is the alter-ego of a DC “Captain” of this name who is an ally of Shazzam.  For 10 points, give this word which also identifies a comic book company once owned by Stan Lee.
ANSWER: Marvel [or Mar-Vell]

8. One character throws a punch at another after he refuses to help him piss on a stray dog in this film, while minor characters in this movie include Sasha, who is called slutty and tries to hook up another character with Jai.  One of the leads fires Luis for giving her a “look” after observing her sleeping with a man she’s landscaping for.  Early in this film, Clay and the son of its central family discover a (*) gay porn video.   At a dinner party in this film, two characters connect while singing a Joni Mitchell song, and it ends with Mia Wasikowska’s character getting dropped off at college.  The action of this movie gets underway when Laser’s sister phones Paul, played by Mark Ruffalo, who is in the organic foods business and donated his sperm in the early ‘90s.  For 10 points, name this film co-starring Annette Bening and Julianne Moore as a lesbian couple.
ANSWER: The Kids Are All Right

9. This man appeared in the title of a show where children were taught about nature by Stinky and Jake.  An hour named for this man contained “The Storyteller”, a segment where an old man told folk tales to his dog, and that show also aired shorts like “Living With Dinosaurs” and “Dog City”.  Another show created by this man included characters like Wembley and his roommate, Gobo.  One of his most popular shows featured a character who did a Boomerang Fish act named (*) Lew Zealand, while this man created a show that featured game show host Guy Smiley.  More famously, one show he created gave airtime to Link Hogthrob and the Swedish Chef.  His other creations include Fraggle Rock and the David Bowie film, Labyrinth.  A variety show he created introduced us to Rowlf the Dog and Gonzo.  For 10 points, name this creator of characters like Kermit the Frog.
ANSWER: James Maury “Jim” Henson

10. People present in its music video include a man wearing a t-shirt bearing the words “Hi, Mom!” who bursts out of a large crowd of people just as the intro chorus ends, and a dancing, gold-clad, cube-headed robot.  The protagonists of that music video have just woken from a (*) twenty-eight day coma and later must wear earplugs to avoid succumbing to an “epidemic”.  At one point in the song, featured artist Lauren Bennett repeats the phrase “Get up, get down, put your hands up to the sound” and later one of the singers asks “who’s gonna be the first girl to make be throw this cash”.  Punctuated by a deep voice stating “Everyday I’m shufflin’”, for 10 points, identify this 2011 song from LMFAO in which the title music genre is said to be “in the house tonight”.
ANSWER: “Party Rock Anthem”

11. Following this match, the loser defeated former sparring partner Jimmy Ellis to gain the North American Boxing Federation title, while the winner defended his title against easy opponents like Terry Daniels and Ron Stander.  Frank Sinatra provided photographs for a Norman Mailer piece in Life about this match.  A year prior to this fight, the two men involved almost engaged in a bout at the PAL Gym in Philadelphia.  The sequel to this fight may have ended in the second round if referee Tony Perez did not end that round early thinking he heard the bell.  The loser was knocked down for only the third time in his career by a left hook in (*) Round 15, although both men were hospitalized following it.  Prior to this fight, one man was called “flat-footed and ugly” and an “Uncle Tom”.  For 10 points, name this boxing match between two men who would go on to fight two more matches, including the Thrilla in Manila.
ANSWER: Ali-Frazier I [or the Fight of the Century or equivalents like the First Match between Muhammad Ali and Joe Frazier or the First Match Between Cassius Clay and Joe Frazier]

12. Before leaving to found the alarmingly named company Wikinvest, Michael Sha worked at this company, which once spun-off its tech consulting business into the separate company, A9.  Bill Maher briefly hosted a show titled for this company’s Fishbowl.  The “Dual Functional Design” of an item featuring a “Three Wolf Moon” was ironically made super popular on this company’s site.  This company owns the sites (*) Woot.com and IMDB.  Simple tasks difficult for a computer to do can be farmed out via this company’s Mechanical Turk service, and it offers the S3 and EC2 cloud computing platforms.  This company controversially closed its ground-based operations in Texas in 2011 over a sales-tax dispute.  It owns brands like Zappos and was founded by Jeff Bezos.  For 10 points, name this eCommerce site that makes the Kindle.
ANSWER: Amazon.com

13. This actor once described his debut film, where he played Basil the Defender, as “the worst picture of the fifties”; that film was The Silver Chalice.  One of his better comedic roles saw him promoted to a major general so he could break out five other generals from an Italian prison in The Secret War of Harry Frigg.  In a Sidney Lumet film, he plays an alcoholic lawyer who decides to reject a trial settlement after visiting a victim of medical malpractice in (*) The Verdict.  One of his better known characters is told by George C. Scott that “character” beat him in a film where he plays Fast Eddie Felson alongside Jackie Gleason’s Minnesota Fats.  He’d earn his first Oscar for reprising that character from The Hustler in The Color of Money.   He also played the title outlaw in Butch Cassidy and the Sundance Kid.  For 10 points, name this actor probably best known today for his line of salad dressing.
ANSWER: Paul (Leonard) Newman

14. Rubber-band AI in this game was turned on when players entered the Fair Shake code.  A recent remake of this game introduced power-ups that turned players into rubber or shrunk opposing players down to mini-size as part of its Remix Tour mode.  In the original version of this game, a Battlezone-esque tank game could be unlocked in attract mode, while its recent remake introduced mini-games like (*) Dominator and 2 on 1.  Game creator Mark Turmell could be unlocked in the original by matching the initials MJT and the date March 22, while the aforementioned remake was included with copies of the 2011 entry in the Elite franchise.  Shoves in this game can be performed when holding the turbo button and secret characters in its first sequel included Mortal Kombat characters and Bill Clinton.  For 10 points, name this arcadey basketball game whose announcer liked to yell “He’s on fire!” and “Boomshakalaka!”
ANSWER: NBA Jam

15. A film of this name contains characters like Skunk Tarver, a lawman fond of using a bow and arrow.  That film co-starred Rodney Carrington and concerned rescuing one of the protagonist’s girlfriends from a Mexican drug lord played by Carlos Sanz.  That same film also starred Ted Nugent and was the sophomore feature role for the star of 2006’s (*) Broken Bridges.  A song of this name was the final single from 2002’s Unleashed and sees one vocalist lament, “We got too many gangsters, doing dirty deeds / We’ve got too much corruption, too much crime in the streets”.  That song of this name suggests “[sending] ‘em all to their maker”.  “We’ll raise up our glasses against evil forces / Singing whiskey for my men” followed by the title sentiment of this song.  For 10 points, name this collaboration between Willie Nelson and Toby Keith that suggests giving alcohol to animals.
ANSWER: “Beer for My Horses”

16. People like Jack Osbourne trained to become police officers in a city in this state on the show Armed & Famous.  Elizabeth Taylor’s character flees this state with her young child after going mad during the Civil War in Raintree County.  Although this state wants him, the singer laments, “lord I can’t got back there” according to a hit for (*) R. Dean Taylor.  A university in this state was the setting of Breaking Away, and a sporting event held in this state began a three-year long Centennial Era celebration in 2009.  This state is “where I started from” according to a Jackson 5 song.  A school from this state became the smallest ever to reach the NCAA Finals when players like Gordon Hayward led the Butler Bulldogs on a 2010 run.  For 10 points, name this state home to Notre Dame.
ANSWER: Indiana

17. Henry Grubstick once made out with this actress, who was playing a receptionist, to create a distraction for Ugly Betty, while on another series she gets with Professor Oglevee in the final episode.  A talk show hosted by this woman features the “big girl dancers” and a sidekick named Rodney Perry.  Along with Mikki Taylor and Keith Lewis, this woman hosted a show won by former (*) Flavor of Love contestant Rain.  In a film role, she admits to her daughter that Carl had “the AIDS virus” but she doesn’t have it because they never “did what you got to do to get it”.  She gained TV fame playing matriarch Nikke Parker.  On film, she hastily puts on a wig when visited by a social worker, destroys her television after her daughter leaves, and breaks down in front of Mariah Carey’s character.  For 10 points, name this woman who won an Oscar for her role in Precious.
ANSWER: Mo’Nique Imes [accept either underlined answer]

18. According to Win Probability Added, this man’s biggest hit was a two-out walk-off homer against the Red Sox on Opening Day of his rookie year, 2003.  In eight full seasons since, Ultimate Zone Rating ranks him as the most valuable fielder in baseball, and though he only won his first Gold Glove in 2010--the same year he won his first Silver Slugger--only he and Ichiro Suzuki have won three outfield Fielding Bible awards.  His most famous fielding exploit was robbing (*) Brad Hawpe of a home run in the 2009 All-Star game, winning him game MVP. The Angels traded for Vernon Wells after failing to sign this man, who--after leading the American League in steals and triples four times each with a small-market club--signed a seven-year, $142 million contract with a richer division rival.  For 10 points, name this former Tampa Bay Ray who now guards the Green Monster for the Boston Red Sox.
ANSWER: Carl Crawford

19. Shortly before this film’s most iconic stunt, the antagonist asks the hero whether he’s ever seen the film Sugarland Express.  That antagonist in this film also has a lengthy monologue discussing why Sonny should have started indiscriminately killing hostages if he wanted to get away with his bank robbery in Dog Day Afternoon.  This film’s hero was previously arrested by an FBI agent played by (*) Don Cheadle for causing setbacks to the FBI’s Carnivore program.  Noteworthy scenes in this movie include the protagonist given 60 seconds to hack a system while receiving a blowjob, as well as one where a helicopter is used to pick up a bus escaping from a bank robbery.  Stanley Jobson is the name of Hugh Jackman’s character in this film, while Ginger Knowles is played by an at-times topless Halle Berry.  For 10 points, name this 2001 action film that cast John Travolta as the bad guy.
ANSWER: Swordfish

20. This band’s singer speculates about "what a wonderful life we could lead / together forever" on an album that also contains a song about driving on the title road, "I-95".  That album followed their B-Side collection, Out-of-State Plates, and was titled Traffic and Weather.  On her MTV Unplugged album, Katy Perry covered a song from their most popular album that notes, “I saw you talking to (*) Christopher Walken on my TV screen”.  Besides “Hackensack”, this band’s bassist, Adam Schlesinger, wrote a song for a film containing lyrics like “And I try and try to forget you girl / But it’s so hard to do / Every time you do that thing you do”.  Their biggest hit suggests hanging around by the pool and asks if the title woman got back from her business trip before noting that she’s got it goin’ on.  For 10 points, name this band best known for "Stacey's Mom".
ANSWER: Fountains of Wayne

21. One of the leads in this film admits that it took him three years to figure out that his roommate wasn’t really Joe Pesci’s son.  Daisy tells one protagonist of this film that she’d probably sleep with James McAvoy or Jude Law if they were his roommate, although earlier she had agreed to go to a Wilco concert.  In a cameo appearance, Ray Romano gets called out for staring at a protagonist talking with (*) Eminem.  The younger protagonist of this film lives with Mark and Leo, who both appear on the TV show, Yo Teach, while another character occasionally watches himself in Re-Do.  A doctor, who is made fun of for getting killed at the end of Die Hard, reveals to the protagonist that an experimental drug has cured him of his illness.  For 10 points, name this Judd Apatow film where Seth Rogen plays a joke writer for Adam Sandler.
ANSWER: Funny People

Bonuses

1. This group sang, “If you miss the train I’m on / You will know that I am gone” on their version of “500 Miles Away From Home”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this group also known for “I Dig Rock and Roll Music” and “Lemon Tree”.
ANSWER: Peter, Paul & Mary
[10] Peter, Paul and Mary’s “500 Miles” should not be confused with “I’m Gonna Be (500 Miles)”, a ‘90s hit for this Scottish duo.
ANSWER: The Proclaimers
[10] This Seattle-based group sings “I can’t drive five thousand lonely miles” in the song “5500 Miles” from their album, Love Everybody.  In “Kitty”, a song from their most popular album, the title creature was “on my foot and I want to touch it”.
ANSWER: The Presidents of the United States of America

2. This game got a direct sequel that followed the adventures of Yuna.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Squaresoft RPG for the PS2 that centered on a blitzball player named Tidus.
ANSWER: Final Fantasy X {10}
[10] This Final Fantasy X character gave up being a Warrior of Cosmos to save his son’s life according to Dissidia 012 Final Fantasy.  He fights with a massive black sword and often refers to himself as “The Great”.
ANSWER: The Great Jecht [or Jekuto]
[10] Those seeking an MMO experience on the PS2 without actually wanting to play a real MMO should check out this series of games, set in the World.  Games in this series include Legend of the Twilight and Sign.
ANSWER: Project .hack {“dot hack”}

3. The central conflict in this series is set in motion when the two men in line to succeed Lord Grantham die on board the Titanic.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this period piece set during the reign of George V.
ANSWER: Downton Abbey
[10] Downton Abbey should not be confused with this earlier British period drama, based on a novel of the same name by Evelyn Waugh where Charles Ryder gets to know the Catholic family of Sebastian Flyte.
ANSWER: Brideshead Revisited
[10] Maggie Smith, who played the Dowager Countess on Downton Abbey, recently voiced Lady Bluebury in this animated film.  Patrick Stewart lent his voice to William Shakespeare in this movie where Michael Caine played Lord Redbrick.
ANSWER: Gnomeo & Juliet

4. Identify the following about some rappers that have appeared on MTV Unplugged, for 10 points each.
[10] Appearing shirtless, this man performed “Jingling Baby” and a song that states, “Makin’ the tears rain down like a monsoon / Listen to the bass go boom” on the first rap episode.
ANSWER: LL Cool J [or James Todd Smith or Ladies Love Cool James]
[10] This group appeared in the same episode as LL Cool J, performing “Ring Ring Ring”.  They’re highly regarded for their 1989 debut album, 3 Feet High and Rising.
ANSWER: De La Soul
[10] Jay-Z was backed up by this hip-hop group for his 2001 performance.  They now are the house band on Late Night with Jimmy Fallon.
ANSWER: The Roots

5. Identify the following about a certain skateboarding trick, for 10 points each.
[10] Tony Hawk famously landed this move at the 1999 X-Games.  It consists of doing two and a half rotations in the air.
ANSWER: The 900
[10] Later athletes to land the 900 include this Brazilian skateboarder and frequent Tony Hawk Pro Skater playable character.  His other exploits include doing a 50-50 into the Grand Canyon.
ANSWER: Bob Burnquist [or Robert Dean Silva Burnquist]
[10] In another sport, Mat Hoffman executed a no-handed 900 at the 2002 X-Games.  Hoffman was the subject of this 30 for 30 documentary directed by Jackass co-creator Jeff Tremaine.
ANSWER: “The Birth of Big Air”

6. Characters in this film hang out in a pool hall owned by Sam the Lion, and Cloris Leachman plays Ruth, the wife of a football coach who has an affair with one of the protagonists.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film co-starring Timothy Bottoms as Sonny, followed-up by the less successful sequel, Texasville.
ANSWER: The Last Picture Show
[10] The Last Picture Show was the breakout role for this actor, who would later play Kevin Flynn in TRON and the title character in The Big Lebowski.
ANSWER: (Jeffrey Leon) “Jeff” Bridges
[10] Last Picture Show director Peter Bogdanovich later directed this mediocre 1998 film set in New York City in the 1970s.  Mike Meyers played Steve Rubell, who was eventually arrested on tax-fraud charges at the end of this film.
ANSWER: 54
 
7. Identify the following about some college football coaches who had pretty good first years on the job, for 10 points each.
[10] This man guided Oklahoma to a 10-0-1 record in 1973.  His sharing the alma mater of Jerry Jones helped him take over as coach of the Cowboys following Jimmy Johnson’s departure, leading Dallas to a Super Bowl win in 1996.
ANSWER: Barry Switzer
[10] Bennie Oosterbaan led this school to a 9-0 record and an Associated Press National Championship in 1948.  Oosterbaan himself played for this school’s legendary coach Glenn “Bo” Schembechler.
ANSWER: University of Michigan Wolverines [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This current coach of the UT San Antonio Roadrunners guided players like Ken Dorsey to a national championship in his first year at another school in 2001.
ANSWER: Larry Coker

8. One director from this country cast Nicole Kidman in the role of Isabel Archer in that director’s 1996 version of The Portrait of a Lady.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this country home to the director of 1993’s The Piano, Jane Campion, as well as a man who directed Meet the Feebles and Brain Dead.
ANSWER: New Zealand
[10] New Zealand is of course the birthplace of Peter Jackson, whose non-Lord of the Rings credits include directing this 2009 film where Susie Salmon is murdered by Mr. Harvey, a killer who targets Susie’s sister as his next victim.
ANSWER: The Lovely Bones
[10] New Zealand-born director Andrew Niccol cast Al Pacino as director Viktor Taransky in this 2002 movie where Canadian model Rachel Roberts played the title character.
ANSWER: S1m0ne

9. Identify the following about Bubb Rubb, the guy from the Whistle Tips video, for 10 points each.
[10] Bubb Rubb hails from this city, as apparent from the hat he’s wearing of a sports franchise from here.  This city is known for the Hyphy sub-genre of Hip Hop.
ANSWER: Oakland, California
[10] If you had bad Internet taste circa 2004 you may have downloaded a remix of this song where Bubb Rubb’s exclamation replaced its chief lyric, “Wohoo”.  It’s by Blur.
ANSWER: “Song 2” [accept things like “Song Number 2”]
[10] Bubb Rubb was eventually arrested for driving around with a lot of cash and a lot of this substance, which often includes a jolly rancher added to the concoction.  Lil Wayne wrote a song about how he was up in the studio with this substance.
ANSWER: Purple Drank [Wikipedia claims you can accept: sizzurp or purple jelly or Texas Tea or lean]

10. This place is home to characters like Coco and Wilt, the latter of whom has a right arm that’s much longer than his left arm.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this place where Mac takes his security blanket, Bloo, on a namesake Cartoon Network show.
ANSWER: Foster’s Home For Imaginary Friends [prompt on partial answer]
[10] Phil LaMarr, who voices Wilt on Foster’s Home For Imaginary Friends, also voices Kit Fisto on this CGI series set between the second and third prequels in the Star Wars franchise.
ANSWER: Star Wars: The Clone Wars
[10] Phil LaMarr also lent his voice talents to Carver, a friend of Tish, Lor and Tino on this other animated program that used to air on ABC.  Wayne Brady recorded its pretty lame theme song.
ANSWER: The Weekenders

11. Answer some questions about the career of guitarist Al Kooper, for 10 points each.
[10] As a teenager, Kooper joined The Royal Teens a year after they recorded this 1957 novelty hit, which begins with a whistle and Billy Crandal stating, “Man, dig those crazy chicks”.
ANSWER: “(Who Wears) Short Shorts”
[10] Kooper is credited with discovering this band for MCA’s Sound of the South label.  They’re famous for songs like “Free Bird” and a song about a place “Where the skies are so blue … Lord, I’m coming home to you”.
ANSWER: Lynyrd Skynyrd
[10] Kooper was also a session musician for this short-lived group, whose 1968 album Wow was packaged together with a jam album to form a double album.  Their singles include “Omaha” and “Hey Grandma” and their members included Matthew Katz of Jefferson Airplane.
ANSWER: Moby Grape

12. Name these DHs who had to find new jobs prior to the 2011 MLB season, for 10 points each.
[10] This slugger, who debuted with the Expos and won the 2004 MVP with the Angels, parlayed his strong first half with the Rangers in 2010 into an $8 million deal with the Orioles.  He then somehow managed to go well over 100 plate appearances in 2011 without a walk.
ANSWER: Vladimir Guerrero
[10] Though he led the AL in walks--and strikeouts--as recently as 2008, Oakland finally gave up on this injury-prone player.  Despite a slugging percentage barely hovering over .300, he’s ranked as the third best hitter on his current team by Fangraphs.
ANSWER: Jack Cust
[10] In turn, the A’s replaced Cust with this player, who had also creditably replaced Guerrero as the Angels’ DH in 2010.
ANSWER: Hideki Matsui [accept in either order]

13. He once cloned himself to produce an heir to his throne, but was later forced to kill that clone.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this mask-wearing villain, who once built a machine to rescue the soul of his gypsy mother Cynthia from Mephisto.  He’s usually shown wearing a green hood and cape.
ANSWER: Doctor Doom [or Victor von Doom; accept any underlined answer]
[10] Doctor Doom is the frequent enemy of this group, whose members include Reed Richards and Johnny Storm, the latter of whom is known as The Human Torch.
ANSWER: The Fantastic Four
[10] With a capital at Doomstadt, this Eastern European country used to be ruled by members of the Hassen dynasty before Doctor Doom took over as its autocratic despot.  It shares its first few letters with a country that has a capital at Riga.
ANSWER: Latveria

14. After a long hiatus from the silver screen, he flopped playing an Asian character in Joe Butterfly, although earlier he played a crazy pianist in That Uncertain Feeling.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this actor, who played a boxing trainer who dies of a heart attack after being pushed out of the way by Clubber Lang in the Rocky movies.
ANSWER: (Oliver) Burgess Meredith
[10] Meredith played George alongside Lon Chaney Jr.’s Lennie in the 1939 screen adaptation of this novel.  Like in the book, Lennie gets in trouble for accidentally killing Betty Field’s character.
ANSWER: Of Mice and Men
[10] Meredith played a librarian sentenced to death in a Twilight Zone episode titled for this type of man.
ANSWER: Obsolete Man

15. The narrator of one of their songs describes shipping to sea with a privateer after being instructed to “find him, bind him / tie him to a pole and break his fingers to splinters” by his mother.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Colin Meloy-led indie band behind tracks like “The Mariner’s Revenge Song” and the 2011 album, The King is Dead.
ANSWER: The Decemberists
[10] Rock critic Sara Brickner asserted that on their most recent album, the Decemberists were “[attempting] to be as much like [this band] as possible”.  This group, fronted by Michael Stipe, has found success with singles like “The One I Love” and “Stand”.
ANSWER: R.E.M.
[10] This critically acclaimed Decemberists album featured songs like “O Valencia!” and “When the War Came”.  The title track is split into three parts and centers on a Japanese folk tale.
ANSWER: The Crane Wife

16. Its plot is set in motion when a distress call is sent out by Dr. Rosenthal on one of the Lingshan Islands.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this first person shooter noted for its excellent graphics, whose protagonist wears a nanosuit and is a Special Forces agent named Nomad.
ANSWER: Crysis
[10] Crysis, although developed by Crytek, was published by this company.  This company also owns Maxis, the developers of The Sims and Spore, and its eponymous Sports brand publishes the Tiger Woods PGA Tour games.
ANSWER: Electronic Arts [or EA]
[10] This member of Raptor Team, not to be confused with Psycho or Aztec, utilizes alien technology to survive a nuclear explosion at the end of Crysis.  This is also the title given to Covenant characters “of Mercy”, “of Truth” and “of Regret” in the Halo universe.
ANSWER: High Prophet [or Major Laurence Barnes]

17. Identify the following about some related TV shows, for 10 points each.
[10] The title character of this SpikeTV show, Matt Kennedy Gould, ended up earning $100,000 for his troubles, although during filming he thought he was appearing on Lap of Luxury.
ANSWER: The Joe Schmo Show
[10] SpikeTV also airs this similarly titled reality show, which pits average guys in athletic competitions against real athletes like Tim Hardaway and Jerry Rice.
ANSWER: Pros v. Joes
[10] Seattle UHF channel JoeTV airs a lot of this man’s court room show.  He was accompanied by bailiff Brendan Moran until Moran jumped off a building, and he once settled a dispute for some characters on the Steve Harvey Show.
ANSWER: Judge Joe Mathis

18. Richard Nelson rewrote the book for this musical to make it less anti-American, and its songs included “Someone Else’s Story” and “One Night in Bangkok”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this musical that premiered in West End in 1988, that centers on a rivalry between Freddie and Anatoly.
ANSWER: Chess
[10] Chess was written by Benny Anderson and Bjorn Ulvaeus, two members of this band.  This band was celebrated in the later musical, Mamma Mia!
ANSWER: ABBA
[10] Judy Kuhl who played Floence in Chess also played Miss Isabel Yearsley in this musical adaptation of an unfinished novel.  Audiences got to vote on endings of this musical by selecting people like Princess Puffer as the killer of the title character.
ANSWER: The Mystery of Edwin Drood

19. Among the things revealed in this book are how the Lakers left behind some notes on their gameplan in a hotel room and the fact that Boris Diaw is not a very physical player. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this work by Jack McCallum, which chronicles a season spent with the Phoenix Suns.
ANSWER: :07 Seconds or Less: My Season on the Bench with the Runnin’ and Gunnin’ Phoenix Suns
[10] The title of :07 Seconds or Less is taken from the offensive philosophy of this man, who coached the Suns from 2003 until 2008, when he left to take the head coaching position with the Knicks.
ANSWER: Michael (Andrew) D’Antoni
[10] A notable incident in the 2006 postseason for the Suns occurred when this guard clotheslined Kobe Bryant, earning himself a one-game suspension. Despite his absence, the Suns fought back from a 3-1 deficit to take the series; he was traded to the Bobcats a few years later and now plays for the Jazz.
ANSWER: Raja Bell

20. This actor has recently published a book of short stories called Palo Alto.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this actor and one-time Oscar co-host who portrayed Aron Ralston, a man who gets trapped under a boulder and ends up cutting off his own arm to escape in the film 127 Hours.
ANSWER: James Edward Franco
[10] Franco also starred in this 2006 film, where he played a poor kid named Jake Huard.  He clashes with his training commander, played by Tyrese Gibson, and ultimately enters a boxing competition where he fights against other recruits in this movie.
ANSWER: Annapolis
[10] Two answers required.  In Nights in Rodanthe, the third film to star these two people, Franco played a son who now lives in South America.  These two people were also cast as romantic leads in The Cotton Club.
ANSWER: Richard (Tiffany) Gere and Diane Lane [accept in either order]

21. Unlike its predecessors, this game included a damage model for “standard” cars, and included vehicles like the Tesla Roadster and an X2010 Prototype speculated in conjunction with Red Bull.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this much-delayed game in a noted Sony racing simulation series, finally released in November 2010.
ANSWER: Gran Turismo 5
[10] Gran Turismo 5 Prologue added this track to the series for the first time.  Players race in the Hornet in a game named for this track that saw an online-enabled Dreamcast release in 2001 several years after the original arcade entry.
ANSWER: Daytona International Speedway
[10] Another PS3 exclusive is this Sega RPG, which was followed by two sequels on the PSP.  You control Squad 7 members like Alicia and Welkin in this game, set during the “Second European War”.
ANSWER: Valkyria Chronicles
