Tossups

1. Arguably the best V CAST game was a GameLoft title based on this sport that featured sections where you were photographed by the press.  Besides that “Massive” game, a WiiWare title by Hudson Soft combines this sport and weapons like homing missiles and is titled for a Riot in this sport.  An Xbox 360 exclusive by Indie Built had a story mode where you were joined by an entourage including Sebastian and JDawg.  Kids like Shinobin and Slash take part in this activity in an (*) N64 game by Atlus.  Another N64 game centering on this sport features a woman yelling “there goes the boom” and “watch me baby” on its soundtrack, and rotating the analog stick several times performed the titular move.  This sport is the focus of the Amped games, as well as a game featuring entries like Blur and Tricky and plenty of “shreds”.  For 10 points, name this sport at the center of 1080 and games in the SSX series.
ANSWER: Snowboarding

2. Bobby Cochran joined this group for the reunion album Slow Flux which produced their last top 40 hit, a song about a woman who “keeps her cylinder greased and loaded / just to ease my troubled mind” titled “Straight Shootin’ Woman”.  Their first single describes how for “forty years you waste to chase the dollar sign / So you may die in Florida at the age of 69”.  Besides (*) “The Ostrich”, 1969’s At Your Birthday Party contained a track whose chorus states, “I don’t know where we come from / Don’t know where we’re going to / But if all this should have a reason / We would be the last to know”.  That song, “Rock Me”, was sung by John Kay.  Another hit states, “on a cloud of sound, I drift in the night” and instructs a woman to “close your eyes girl / look inside girl / let the sound take you away”.  For 10 points, name this Canadian band behind the hits “Magic Carpet Ride” and “Born to Be Wild”.
ANSWER: Steppenwolf

3. In 1999 this man, despite having an injured wrist, hit for the cycle against the Marlins.  From 2002 until 2008, this man fouled off more pitches than any other batter.  In the Bill James Gold Mine 2009, this player’s Hall of Fame chances are compared to Chuck Klein, another player whose offense was artificially high.  While in college at the University of Tennessee, this future baseball player was one position ahead of (*) Peyton Manning in the QB rotation before suffering a knee injury.  On the first pitch of the first game of the 2007 NLDS, this man hit a triple off of Cole Hamels.  This player just barely lost out to Albert Pujols in the 2003 batting race, while in 2000 his .372 average led the league in that category.  Although he batted .333 and had one RBI, his team was swept in the 2007 World Series by the Red Sox.  For 10 points, name this longtime first baseman for the Colorado Rockies.
ANSWER: Todd (Lynn) Helton

4. One of the main characters in this film compares Sgt. “Old Shoe” Schumann to Jaws, saying you’ve got to tease the audience.  Problems in this film arise when it’s revealed that one character had previously raped a nun, while another problem is averted when a video of a hostage wearing a sweater with the Morse Code message (*) “Courage Mom” is aired.  One scene in this film sees a woman running and holding a bag of Tostitos that is later edited to be a cat by a man who frequently repeats the phrase “this is nothing” and claims to have used Legos to make up the shot of a bomb falling down a chimney during the Gulf War.  Conrad Breen gets Stanley Motss, a movie mogul played by Dustin Hoffman, to help him come up with a scenario involving Albania getting the bomb in this film.  For 10 points, name this 1997 comedy where a president’s advisers start a war in order to avoid a political scandal.
ANSWER: Wag the Dog

5. A Lil Wayne track that prominently samples this song has the artist bragging he’s “more masculine than him / I’m nastier than him” and that he picks up a woman’s bills and taxes.  A rock cover of this song was the biggest hit off the 1974 album Horizon.   This song is part of a “Motown Trio” along with “Money (That’s What I Want)” and “You Really Got a Hold on Me” for a certain group.  The title figure is requested to (*) “Wait, wait a minute” since “it’s been a long, long time / Since I heard from that boyfriend of mine”.  It was taken to #1 by the Carpenters, while it concluded the first side of With the Beatles.  Elsewhere in this song, which was the first ever #1 hit for a Motown artist, singer Gladys Horton moans, “I’ve been standing here waiting … for just a card or letter saying he’ll be coming’ home to me”.  For 10 points, name this song popularized by The Marvelettes, an entreaty to a mail carrier.
ANSWER: “Please Mr. Postman”

6. Vehicles this company produces for non-US markets include the South African Tazz and the smaller pick-up truck, the Hilux.  Steffie chants the name of one of this company’s cars throughout the airborne toxic event in Don DeLillo’s White Noise.  One series of commercials for this company saw some parents asking “Where My Kids At?” and showing off their (*) “Swagger Wagon”, while in another ad, a truck produced by this company is shown being swallowed and then spit out by the Lochness Monster.   NASCAR drivers who race cars made by this company include David Reutimann, Michael Waltrip and Kyle Busch.  The NFL forced this company to re-shoot one of its ads that said their scientists were working on making football safer.  Retro airline styles have been used to advertise its full-size Avalon.  For 10 points, name this Japanese car company who had some problems with sticky gas pedals.
ANSWER: Toyota Motor Corporation

7. One fictional character in this profession once lost business when he fired Jim rather than his twin brother Jeff, despite Jeff having slept with Jim’s wife.  Another television character in this profession is co-workers with a college buddy named Kirby Carlisle and is assisted by a woman named Rita Wu, played by (*) Sandra Oh.  That first TV character in this profession briefly loses business to Amanda Daniels, although he enters into a partnership with Babs Miller.  A real-life man in this profession can be seen giving an interview where he’s asked about the increased size of the King’s head in a Burger King commercial.  The aforementioned first TV character in this profession had a gay assistant named Lloyd.  This was the profession of a character played by Robert Wuhl on HBO’s Arl$$.  For 10 points, name this profession of Ari Gold on Entourage and Tom Cruise’s character in Jerry Maguire.
ANSWER: Agent [accept more specific buzzes like Sports Agent and Talent Agent]

8. He ascribed “hand lotion and manicures” as the #4 reason why he had good hands in a promo video for Subway.  As a freshman, this player caught three touchdowns in a 75-7 romp of Northwestern State.  He broke a record shared by players like Davone Bees and Jabar Gaffney to become the freshman with the most total touchdown catches in a season, and this man is the only two-time winner of the Fred Bilitkekoff Award.  This player’s (*) agent, Eugene Parker, supposedly used results from a mock draft to argue this player should earn the money being offered to Darrius Heyward-Bay.  This cover athlete of the Xbox 360 version of NCAA Football ‘10 once eluded a defender on a #1 ranked Texas team to score on a game-winning pass thrown by Graham Harrell as a sophomore in 2008. For 10 points, name this former Texas Tech wide receiver, now with the 49ers after a lengthy holdout.
ANSWER: Michael (Anthony) Crabtree

9. This artist's first album contained an instrumental track in the Bakersfield style titled "The Nervous Breakdown" and began with a song that described how “it’s eighty five degrees outside and [a preacher’s] just gettin’ warmed up” titled “Long Sermon”.  His sophomore album, Part II, produced bigger hits like “I Wish You’d Stay”.  He sings, "the only thing allowed to crawl all over you when we get there is me" on a song where he'd also "like to check you (*) for ticks".  On a recent release, he notes, "You're not supposed to say the word 'cancer' in a song", while he got in trouble for the pro-Obama message he put forth on the 2009 single, “Welcome to the Future”.  For 10 points, name this country artist known for songs like “American Saturday Night”, “This is Country Music” and “Mud on the Tires”.
ANSWER: Brad (Douglas) Paisley

10. In a strange late role for this actor, he played a president who had to sleep with his wife on national television in the film, Fore Play.  Earlier, he played Kublai Khan in a movie musical containing songs like “Spaghetti” and “By Damn” titled Marco.  He was the first man to, on film, play a character who utters line like, “You’re an accountant!  You’re in a noble profession!  ‘Count’ is part of your name”.  In one of his best known movie roles, based on a musical he also starred in, he’s tasked with keeping (*) Hero away from the house of Lycus by Hysterium and he sings the lead in the song, “Comedy Tonight”.  In probably his most famous role, he claims his reasons for backing a certain play is to “show the world … the Hitler you loved”.  For 10 points, name this man who played the slave Pseudolos in A Funny Thing Happened on the Way to the Forum and Max Bialystock alongside Gene Wilder in The Producers.
ANSWER: (Samuel Joel) “Zero” Mostel

11. A man with this last name wrote self-help books like Drive and A Whole New Mind: Why Right-Brainers Will Rule the Future.  A novel with this title sees Ava sell out after transferring to the Billy Hughes School for Academic Excellence.  Besides that Lili Wilkinson novel, a film with this color in its title sees bounty hunter Tommy Nowak end up in the middle of a conflict between a white supremacist group and a woman played by Bernadette Peters; that film starred (*) Clint Eastwood.  Along with black, the home jerseys of the Palermo football club prominently feature this color.  Tracks like “Ego Tripping at the Gates of Hell” appear on a Flaming Lips album that sees Yoshimi battle a robot of this color.  An artist with this name included “Sober” and “So What” on her album, Funhouse.  For 10 points, give this color that also names the artist behind a song where “I’m coming up so you better get this party started”.
ANSWER: Pink

12. Earlier this year, high-school basketball prospect Ryan Royall was killed at a birthday party in this state.  A college basketball team in this state won the 2002 and 2004 Horizon League titles and was coached by Jimmy Collins until he was replaced by Howard Moore.  Another college team in this state won the 1931 championship but has since never received a March Madness berth.  Mark Aguirre played college ball in this state’s largest city on a team that’s currently coached by (*) Oliver Purnell, who replaced Jerry Wainwright.  Another college in this state seats students in the Orange Krush section in Assembly Hall and has featured players like Brian Randle and a point guard who helped guide them to 2nd place in the 2005 NCAA Tournament against North Carolina, future Utah Jazz draft pick Deron Williams.  For 10 points, name this state home to the DePaul Blue Demons and a pro team featuring Derrick Rose.
ANSWER: Illinois

13. A Youtube video about the “worst one of [these events] ever” sees Eli weirdly looking up and to the left the whole time.  A popular YouTube video shows Kenny from the Spirit Squad enticing John Cena to participate in one of these while walking past admiring fans.  Nice Peter produced a YouTube series centering on these events including an entry where Billy Mayes (*) drops dead in the middle and is replaced by Vince Offer, and one featuring Abe Lincoln and Chuck Norris.  Three celebrity judges pick winners in one of these contests every Friday on 106 & Park.  A film that concludes with one of these events sees the protagonist render Papa Doc speechless and includes the song “Lose Yourself” on its soundtrack.  For 10 points, name this type of contest that Rabbit wins at the end of 8 Mile.
ANSWER: Freestyle Rap Battles [or Freestyle Battle Rap]

14. This character’s wife was originally played by Pert Kelton on a short sketch, while this character speculates that his wife is having an affair with a ring salesman named Joe in a “lost episode” not part of the “Classic 39” episodes of the show he appeared in.  This character met his wife while shoveling snow for the WPA.  In the episode “Better Living Through TV”, this character borrows $200 so that he can hawk (*) Handy Housewife Helpers on local television.  That money was obtained from his best friend who works at the Sewer Department, while this man works for the Gotham Bus Company.  He often hangs out with Trixie and Ed Norton.  He likes to utter catchphrases like “I’ve got a big mouth”, “Homina, homina, homina”, and, most notoriously, one that promises to send his wife “straight to the moon”.  For 10 points, name this husband of Alice on The Honeymooners.
ANSWER: Ralph Kramden [accept either underlined answer]

15. Hidden elements were added to previously released games like Killing Floor and Defense Grid in a bundle released to promote this game.  A comic released to promote this sequel shed light on the unseen character, Rat Man.  The fan-made level “Patent Pending” was officially released for this game in June.  Several ideas from the student game Tag were incorporated into this game, whose final singleplayer boss is defeated by firing at the (*) moon.  Characters mentioned in this game include a secretary named Caroline.  The co-op campaign ends after the players visit the Vault, where humans are stored, and had you playing as either Atlas or P-Body.  This game introduced characters like Cave Johnson and placed the antagonist of the previous game into a potato battery.  For 10 points, name this sequel to an acclaimed Valve game involving GLaDOS and cake jokes.
ANSWER: Portal 2

16. One film in this franchise sees a pair of Arabs named Mr. Slyman and Prince Habib operate a car wash in Chicago.  Another installment saw one of the heroes fend off royal guards with a loaf of bread and cast Roy Dotrice as a character named Evil Fuckaire.  In another film in this franchise, the heroes end up becoming the Sun Kings in Paradise at a strip club after (*) Weird Jimmy is arrested.  This franchise has parodied the Corsican Brothers and in several of these films, the heroes are pursued by Sergeant Stedanko, played by Stacy Keach.  Lesser known films in this franchise in Nice Dreams.  The first film in this franchise borrowed the “Sister Mary Elephant” joke from the title characters’ comedy album and sees the heroes form the band Alice Bowie and trying to smuggle a van made out of fibreweed into the US.  For 10 points, name this franchise that has included movies like Far Out Man and Up in Smoke.
ANSWER: Cheech & Chong Movies [or Films starring Richard Marin and Tommy Chong]
  
17. On this artist’s first solo record, he describes how he “boomshaka-laka-laka boo-ah-ah” and quotes “Celebrate” on the track “It’s All Good”.  This artist declares, “I don’t follow everybody when it’s time to rap” because “At one point everybody thought the world was flat” on the title track of Lost and Found.  One of his biggest hits describes how “I got floor seats at the Lakers / See me on the (*) fifty yard line with the Raiders”.  Another song sees him reminisce, “Man I still remember when the ball dropped for 90”.  He “never seen so many Dominican women with cinnamon tans” on one hit.  An earlier hit sees him get his father’s Porsche impounded, while lyrics in the full version of his most famous song see him “drinking orange juice out of a champagne glass” while flying first class to California.  For 10 points, name this rapper behind “Parents Just Don’t Understand” and “Gettin’ Jiggy With It”.
ANSWER: (Willard Christopher) “Will” Smith, (Jr.) [or the Fresh Prince]

18. Fans of bad murder mystery books may remember that John Logue set his book The Feathery Touch of Death at this event.  Kel Nagle achieved a surprising victory in this event in 1960, while other one-time winners include left-handed player Bob Charles.  In 2010, this event was held in a venue that features the Road Hole (*) bunker.  After finishing second at this event when he was just 19, Seve Ballesteros won it three years later in 1979.  The 2010 iteration saw the Braid Taylor Memorial Medal given to Lee Westwood.  The so-called “Duel in the Sun” took place at this event in 1977; that incident saw Tom Watson ask Jack Nicklaus, “This is what it’s all about, isn’t it?”  Last year, this event’s Claret Jug was won by South Africa’s Louis Oosthuizen.  For 10 points, name this annual golf major sometimes played at St. Andrews.
ANSWER: The British Open [or The Open Championship]

19. The protagonist of this film is asked, “Did you forget to take your Zanax this morning?” when she gets in a fight with a 13 year old at her job.  In another scene, the lead asks a flight attendant, “what kind of name is ‘Stove’ anyway?”   Jill Clayburgh had a small role as the protagonist’s mother, a character who goes to (*) AA despite not being an alcoholic.  Wilson Phillips gives a cameo performance at the end of this film.   After the protagonist of this film refuses to give Ted a blowjob in his Porsche, he tells her she’s no longer his number three.  One supporting character successfully deduces that a seatmate is an air marshal on an abortive trip to Las Vegas for a bachelorette party; that character, Megan, was played by Melissa McCarthy.  Rose Byrne plays the antagonist, Helen, who has designs on being the maid of honor.  For 10 points, name this Judd Apatow film starring Maya Rudolph and Kristen Wiig.
ANSWER: Bridesmaids

20. Ted Costas hosted the radio program Long Day’s Journey Into Lunch on FM, a TV show set in this city.  Max moved to this city from Nebraska on a short-lived prime time animated series co-created by Steven Bochco.  A certain Ms. Hawkins was given a job as a TV host in this city on Wanda at Large.  Deputy Mayor Mary Ann Mitchell tasked Jack Mannion, played by Craig T. Nelson, to establish (*) CompStat in this city on a 2000’s CBS procedural.  The Top Chef season set in this American city ended when Ed and Angelo were defeated by Kevin in Singapore.  Timothy Bottoms played the title character in a Trey Parker and Matt Stone sitcom set in this city.  Another show set here cast Geena Davis as Mackenzie Allen.  The fictional show FYI was filmed here on Murphy Brown.  For 10 points, name this city whose real housewives included Michaele Salahi of Obama Dinner Party crashing fame.
ANSWER: Washington, D.C. [or the District of Columbia; accept any underlined answer]

21. His namesake celebrity golf tournament was originally established to raise money for Shanley High School in his hometown of Fargo, North Dakota.  This member of the second “Murderer’s Row” made a pivotal cut-off throw to prevent Matty Alou from scoring in Game 7 of a certain World Series, leading to a subsequent (*) Willie McCovey out to end the series.  His .260 batting average and 851 career RBIs are probably why he’s not in the Hall of Fame.  He hit a solo shot off of Jim Lonborg in Game 5 of the 1967 World Series while with the Cardinals.  Phil “The Scooter” Rizzuto yelled “holy cow!” after this man hit a notable home run off of a Tracy Stallard fastball, capping off a season that featured a race against teammate Mickey Mantle.  That record was broken when another player hit a pitch thrown by Steve Trachsel.  For 10 points, name this Yankees right fielder who hit 61 home runs in 1961.
ANSWER: Roger (Eugene) Maris

Bonuses

1. Adapted from a foreign film called Pour Elle, Liam Neeson has a cameo role in this movie as Damon Pennington, where he assists the protagonist.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film where Pittsburgh resident John Brennan tries to break out his wife from prison.  It was directed by Paul Haggis.
ANSWER: The Next Three Days
[10] Haggis previously directed In the Valley of Elah, which co-starred this woman as a detective.  She played Matt Damon’s girlfriend in The Legend of Bagger Vance and a woman who has a bad fortune told to her in Head in the Clouds.
ANSWER: Charlize Theron
[10] Haggis had his greatest success with Crash, where this actor played a DA named Rick Cabot.  He’s better known for playing George of George of the Jungle fame, and starring in the Mummy franchise.
ANSWER: Brendan (James) Fraser

2. “We’re burning down the highway skyline / On the back of a hurricane that started turning” during the title time period in this song.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this song off of the album Sam’s Town that describes a man who “talks like a gentlemen”.
ANSWER: “When You Were Young”
[10] “When You Were Young” was a hit for this band, whose breakthrough tracks from their album Hot Fuss were “Mr. Brightside” and “Somebody Told Me”.
ANSWER: The Killers
[10] The Killers’ Christmas track, “Joseph, Better You than Me” featured cameos from Elton John and Neil Tennant.  Tennant is best known for being a member of this group, whose dance hits include “Always On My Mind”.
ANSWER: Pet Shop Boys

3. Characters in this work include Marv, who gets very upset after a prostitute named Goldie is killed.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this graphic novel whose collected entries included Family Values, That Yellow Bastard and The Hard Goodbye.
ANSWER: Sin City
[10] Sin City is a graphic novel by this creator of The Dark Knight Returns and 300.
ANSWER: Frank Miller
[10] Sin City is thematically similar in some ways to this Alan Moore graphic novel that centers on Jack the Ripper.  It’s titled for a letter the killer wrote to the head of the Whitechapel Vigilance Committee.
ANSWER: From Hell

4. Identify the following about some bike races, for 10 points each.
[10] This event in the Triple Crown of Cycling was tarnished by the death of Belgian cyclist Wouter Weylandt in 2011.
ANSWER: Giro d’Italia [or The Giro or Tour of Italy]
[10] Generally considered America’s most prestigious bike race, the International Championship in this city contains the grueling Manayunk Wall which contains a 17 percent incline.
ANSWER: Philadelphia
[10] The 2010 Tour de France was won by a cyclist from this country.  Another man from this country won it five times in a row from 1991 to 1995, and its own domestic tour is commonly known as the Vuelta.
ANSWER: Spain [or Espana]

5. This single was released with the B-Side “She’s Always in My Hair” and appeared on the album Around the World in a Day.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this song about a woman who was “working part time in a five-and-dime” for Mr. McGee, and whose title piece of clothing is “the kind U find in a second hand store”.
ANSWER: “Raspberry Beret”
[10] “Raspberry Beret” was a hit for this artist behind “Little Red Corvette” and “Purple Rain”.
ANSWER: The Artist Formerly Known as Prince [or Prince Rogers Nelson]
[10] This Prince album contained singles like “If I Was Your Girlfriend” and “Strange Relationship”.  The title track describes how “Hurricane Annie ripped the ceiling of a church / and killed everyone inside.”
ANSWER: Sign o’ the Times

6. Identify the following about some TV shows addressing the Iraq War, for 10 points each.
[10] Based on a book of the same name by Rolling Stone reporter Evan Wright, this HBO miniseries concludes with the Bravo Company of the First Reconnaissance Battalion reaching Baghdad.
ANSWER: Generation Kill
[10] Adapted from the book Under the Sabers, characters on this Lifetime show include Trevor, who eventually gets deployed to Iraq at the end of the first season.  The title group includes women like Pamela and Roxy.
ANSWER: Army Wives
[10] In the best episode of Season 4 of Friday Night Lights, this character has to deal with the death of his father from an IED.  In Season 1, he took over at QB after Jason Street was paralyzed.
ANSWER: Matt Saracen [accept either underlined answer]

7. Jeffrey Toobin wrote a sympathetic article about this person for the New Yorker that revealed that he rejected an offer from the Dodgers in high school and traced the rise of his real estate company, Sterling Equities.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this man who, along with Saul Katz, invested a lot of money with Bernie Madoff.
ANSWER: Fred Wilpon
[10] Fred Wilpon apparently got this man and fellow Madoff investor into baseball in high school.  This pitcher for the Brooklyn-turned-LA Dodgers pitched four no-hitters and was the 1963 NL MVP.
ANSWER: (Sanford) “Sandy” Koufax [or Sanford Braun]
[10] Madoff bankruptcy trustee Irving Picard sued this current manager of the Buffalo Bisons for receiving 1.3 million dollars in fraudulent payouts.  He missed a ground ball between his legs in Game 1 of the same World Series where the opposing team’s Bill Buckner made an even more famous error in Game 6.
ANSWER: (Timothy Shawn) “Tim” Teufel

8. This character is able to summon a Tyrant T-002 in Marvel vs. Capcom 2 and in her original series she seemingly died in an engagement with Wesker.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this woman, one of the two playable characters along with Carlos Oliveira in a game subtitled Nemesis.
ANSWER: Jill Valentine [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Jill Valentine is a character from this series of survival horror videogames by Capcom.  The first entry was set in Raccoon City.
ANSWER: Resident Evil [or Biohazard]
[10] This Resident Evil game was the first game in the series to be released on a non-Sony console.  The protagonist is released from her cell by Rodrigo Juan Raval at the beginning of this game and teams up with Steve Burnside to escape Rockfort Island.
ANSWER: Resident Evil Code: Veronica [do not accept “Code: Veronica X” as that wasn’t the first game to be released for a non-Sony console]

9. After his breakout role, this man appeared in All That Heaven Allows, a film which saw him again team up with co-star Jane Wyman.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this actor who played the lead in ‘50s films like the Magnificent Obsession and an adaptation of Edna Ferber’s Giant.
ANSWER: Rock Hudson [or Roy Harold Scherer, Jr.]
[10] Giant co-starred this actor as Jett Rink, a cattle-hand who didn’t much like Hudson’s character, Bick.  This actor also played Jim Stark, the titular Rebel Without a Cause.
ANSWER: James (Byron) Dean
[10] Hudson starred as Frederick Henry in this other literary adaptation, produced by David O. Selznick.  The film concludes with Jennifer Jones’ character Catherine dying in childbirth in Switzerland.
ANSWER: A Farewell to Arms

10. His sister, Alicia, is an expert at computers, and he’s also assisted by a camera named Click.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this character who runs an animal rescue center on a namesake animated series.
ANSWER: Diego Marquez [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Diego is the cousin of this bilingual Nickelodeon character who also hangs out with Boots the Monkey and her talking backpack.
ANSWER: Dora the Explorer [or Dora Marquez]
[10] Dora usually has to enlist the audience’s help in speaking to Tico, a purple one of these creatures.  Frank Page draws a comic about Bob, one of these animals, and Andy Johnson hangs out with one named Rodney on a former Cartoon Network show.
ANSWER: Squirrel

11. This group’s lead singer, Robert Pollard, satirized his own alcoholism in the solo concept album, Relaxation of the Asshole.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this group behind songs like “The Goldheart Mountaintop Queen Directory” and “I Am a Scientist” from their breakthrough 1994 album, Bee Thousand.
ANSWER: Guided By Voices
[10] National attention was first paid to Guided By Voices after Bee Thousand was praised by Sonic Youth guitarist Thurston Moore.  Sonic Youth was one of the headliners of the first incarnation of this alternative tour, now a Chicago music festival.
ANSWER: Lollapalooza
[10] Prior to Bee Thousand, Guided By Voices released an album titled for one of these figures “on Titus”.  One of these creatures appears in the name of the band behind 2010 tracks like “White Sky” and “Horchata”.
ANSWER: Vampire

12. Drafted second in 1990 behind Derrick Coleman, this player finally won a title in 2006 with the Miami Heat. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this point guard who spent 13 years with the Supersonics and whose defensive abilities led to him being nicknamed “the Glove.”
ANSWER: Gary (Dwayne) Payton
[10] Payton allegedly received that moniker for the defensive job he did on this Suns point guard.  He is now the mayor of Sacramento.
ANSWER: Kevin (Maurice) Johnson
[10] Johnson is one of only three players to average 20 points a game and 10 assists, alongside Oscar Robertson and this one-time Hoosier.
ANSWER: Isiah Thomas

13. William Gibson wrote an early cover story for this magazine about Singapore titled, “Disneyland with the Death Penalty”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this magazine and website, better known for covering the rise of the dot-com bubble and for containing supplements like the Geekipedia.
ANSWER: Wired.com [or Wired News]
[10] Drawing on the work of Clay Shirky, Wired’s editor-in-chief, Chris Anderson, popularized this term in an October 2004 article.  It argues that online sites can get around the limitations set forth in the Pareto Principle.
ANSWER: The Long Tail
[10] This fellow Conde Nast technology news website once temporarily blocked all users of the AdBlock Plus Firefox plugin.  Known for its insanely long hardware reviews, it has sections like “Open Ended” to cover Open Source and “Infinite Loop” to cover Apple.
ANSWER: Ars Technica

14. This character once tells the film’s narrator that they put oxygen on planes to make you euphoric and docile prior to a crash landing.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this character played by Brad Pitt who orchestrates Project Mayhem at the end of Fight Club.
ANSWER: Tyler Durden [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This actor played the narrator in Fight Club.  He also played a skinhead named Derek Vinyard in American History X.
ANSWER: Edward Harrison Norton
[10] Before directing Seven and Fight Club, David Fincher quarreled with 20th Century Fox on this film, his first behind the camera.  It sees the protagonist crash land on the convict colony of Fiorina 161, where she meets people like Dillon, played by Charles S. Dutton.
ANSWER: Alien 3

15. One section of this work mentions how, “from 5,000 throats and more there rose a lusty yell / It rumbled through the valley, it rattled in the dell”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this work that describes what happened after “Cooney died at first, and Barrows did the same”.
ANSWER: “Casey at the Bat”
[10] “Casey at the Bat” was a vignette included in the 1946 Disney feature, Make Mine Music.  Another vignette in Make Mine Music was based on this composition by Sergei Prokofiev, giving names like Vladmir and Misha to the hunters that appeared in the original version.
ANSWER: Peter and the Wolf [or Petya i volk]
[10] Among the legions of parodies of “Casey at the Bat” that Mad magazine has done, one centered on this man.  He attacked the “Jockocracy” that surrounded him in his 1986 book I Never Played the Game.
ANSWER: Howard (William) Cosell [or Howard William Cohen]

16. This group was co-founded by producer and bassist Richard Finch and they depicted a couple straddling a giant corkscrew on the cover of their 1979 album, Do You Wanna Go Party.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this band behind songs like “Give it Up” and “Keep It Comin’ Love”.
ANSWER: K.C. and the Sunshine Band
[10] The first verse in this K.C. and the Sunshine Band hit states, “When you take me by the hand / Tell me I’m your loving man”.  The title phrase is followed by numerous utterances of “uh-huh, uh-huh”.
ANSWER: “That’s the Way (I Like It)” [accept either underlined part]
[10] In this other K.C. and the Sunshine Band hit, the singer declares, “I want to do it ‘til the sun comes up … and I want to do it ‘til I can’t get enough, yeah, yeah, yeah”.
ANSWER: “Boogie Shoes”

17. Over the course of the series, he dates a nightclub singer at the Blue Bird Café named Lou Ann Poovie.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this classic TV character played by Jim Nabors.
ANSWER: Gomer Pyle, U.S.M.C. [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Gomer Pyle once cameoed on this actress’s namesake sitcom.  On this comedian’s earlier sitcom, her character once advertised Vitameatavegamin.
ANSWER: Lucille (Desiree) “Lucy” Ball [do not accept just “Lucy”]
[10] Early in the Gomer Pyle series, this character tells Gomer that “It will do you well to remember [my] name because it is the only name that is going to matter from now on”.  This captain is assisted by Corporal Charles Boyle, and shares his name with a player who gave up his spot in the 2003 NBA All-Star game to Michael Jordan.
ANSWER: Vincent “Vince” Carter [accept any underlined answer]

18. Answer some questions about some NFL players that Washington Post reporter Bob Levey thinks aren’t getting paid the right amount for the work they’re doing, for 10 points each.
[10] This quarterback upped his salary to $15 million a year thanks to getting franchised by the Patriots, but this former Tom Brady backup and USC alum didn't do a lot with the Chiefs in 2009.  He had a better year in 2010, though.
ANSWER: (Matthew Brennan) “Matt” Cassel
[10] Levey argued that Antonio Smith should have been putting up way more than 4.5 sacks for the $15.5 million he was paid by this team to be their third-best defensive lineman in 2009.  Other defensemen for this team include Amobi Okoye.
ANSWER: Houston Texans [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Meanwhile, on the underpaid side, Levey argues that this Jets safety is worth much more than the $2 million a year he's currently earning.  He was injured in a collision in practice with Patrick Turner last year and began his career with the Bills.
ANSWER: (James Andrew) “Jim” Leonhard

19. On the first page of Thomas Pynchon’s Vineland, Zoyd Wheeler tries to create his own version of this cereal from Froot Loops and Nesquick after his daughter eats all of the regular version.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this cereal part of a line of General Mill monster cereals along with Boo Berry and Frankenberry.
ANSWER: Count Chocula
[10] Andrew Borntreger’s review of the B-movie The Curse of Count Chocula wonders whether the film is ripping off the soundtrack from Excaliber or from this film.  The title character of this film spends a lot of time on the Wheel of Pain growing up and later teams up with Subota and Valeria.
ANSWER: Conan the Barbarian
[10] According to the third edition of this book, a 1981 version of Count Chocula saw the Count wearing a Star of David, making it a “collector’s item”.  These books contained sections like “Court Transquips” and have come in “Unstoppable” and “Absolutely Absorbing” editions.
ANSWER: Uncle John’s Bathroom Reader [prompt on just “Bathroom Reader”]

20. Characters in this film include Mookie and Buggin’ Out, the former of whom is played by the director himself, and it takes place on the hottest day of the year.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 1989 film which builds to a boycott launched against Sal’s Famous Pizzeria, the only white-owned establishment left in the neighborhood.
ANSWER: Do the Right Thing
[10] Do the Right Thing was a film by this director, whose other films include Bamboozled and Inside Man.
ANSWER: (Shelton Jackson) “Spike” Lee
[10] This other Spike Lee film sees the director casting himself as a bike messenger named Mars Blackmon, one of the boyfriends of Nola Darling, played by Tracy Camila Johns.
ANSWER: She’s Gotta Have It

21. Former Phillies broadcaster Harry Kalas often did narration work for this company.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this company which provides additional footage to the Game of the Week program and does yearly recaps of the previous Super Bowl.
ANSWER: NFL Films
[10] NFL Films was the brainchild of this man, elected into the Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2011.  He earned a film contract from the NFL in 1962 for the hilariously low bid of $3,000.
ANSWER: (Edward) “Ed” Sabol
[10] Also elected to the Hall of Fame in 2011 was this MVP of Super Bowl XX [20].  He was third all-time in sacks when he retired.
ANSWER: Richard (Lamar) Dent
