Tossups

1. This man uncharacteristically played hero Clifford opposite George Sander’s Jaffrey in a film version of House of the Seven Gables.  In a work set in a similar time period, he played Matthew Hopkins who tries to extract confessions from Puritans in Witchfinder General, also titled The Conqueror Worm.  This man lent his voice to an early stop-motion short film by Tim Burton about a young boy who wanted to become this actor.  Roger Corman directed him in film adaptations of the (*) Tomb of Ligeia and The Raven.  Roy Roberts’ character tries to burn down a museum he owns in one film, and he appeared in a fake film in the Thriller video.  His TV roles include playing Egghead on Batman, perhaps referenced in the B-Story for the Simpsons episode where Homer and Bart go to the Super Bowl.  For 10 points, name this hammy star of films like House of Wax and other classic horror films.
ANSWER: Vincent Leonard Price, Jr.

2. At one point in this song, the artist worries, “my childlike creativity, purity and honesty / is honestly being crowded by these grown thoughts”.  On the album it was recorded for, this song appears between "Gorgeous" and the "All of the Lights" interlude.  The video for this song features a long, slow zoom out to reveal the singer standing in front of a large hall of (*) columns as the Sword of Damocles hangs over his head.  At one point in this song, the artist clarifies that the cast of SNL "more specifically ... can kiss my asshole" and notes how people called him the "abomination of Obama’s nation".  The chorus of this song states, "the clock's ticking, I just count the hours".  It was produced for an album that also contained the single, “Runaway”.  Prominently featuring a sample from King Crimson's "21st Century Schizoid Man", for 10 points, name this Kanye West song from My Beautiful Dark Twisted Fantasy.
ANSWER: "Power"

3. Funny Girl collaborators Jule Styne and Bob Merrill wrote songs like “It’s Great to Be Back on Broadway” and “Ringle, Ringle” for one animated musical based on this work.  Besides that Mr. Magoo version of this story, the best friend of John Wheelwright yells “sacrilege!” at his parents while starring in a performance of this work in A Prayer for Owen Meany.  A recent musical based on this work contained songs like “Link By Link”, “A Place Called Home” and a dance at a ball given by (*) Mr. Fezziwig.  Michael Caine played the central character while Statler played his partner in a 1992 Muppet adaptation of this story.  A motion-captured Jim Carrey starred in a 2009 Robert Zemeckis animated version of this work.  Almost all versions feature a small part given to Jacob Marley.  For 10 points, name this work featuring three ghosts who haunt Ebenezer Scrooge.
ANSWER: A Christmas Carol

4. This character utters the quip, “So much yarn, so little time” in the series’ second episode, “Ladies Room”.  It’s revealed in another character’s memoirs that this man used to be involved with the “queen of perversions”, Ida Blankenship.  Some of this man’s employees sneak into his office to look at the (*) Rothko painting he purchased.  Last season, he chastised a co-worker for not taking Lee Garner, Jr. seriously.  He gets another character to sign a contract by saying, “You’ll agree I know a little something about you”, a reference to a Season 1 incident when Pete Campbell revealed that one of this man’s employees was really named Dick Whitman.  Player by Robert Morse, for 10 points, name this Mad Men character who lends his name to the original firm where Don Draper worked along with Roger Sterling.
ANSWER: Bertram Cooper [accept either underlined answer]

5. In 1959, a school from this state was home to the “Dirty Thirty” squad.  One team from this state recovered from a 1 and 5 start in 2006 to end up in the Alamo Bowl against Texas.  A team from here once beat Ohio State on a last-second catch by Marv Cook.  A QB from this state narrowly lost out to Bo Jackson in the race for the 1985 Heisman Trophy; that player was named (*) Chuck Long.  This state is where Edmonton Eskimos running back and former Saints draft pick Troy Davis played college ball.  In the high-scoring 1990 Rose Bowl, a school from this state botched a fake punt against Washington but successfully engineered two surprise on-side kicks called by their trick-play loving coach, Hayden Fry.  Quarterbacks who have played college ball in this state include Drew Tate and Seneca Wallace.  One school in this state plays in Kinnick Stadium.  For 10 points, name this state home to the Cyclones and the Hawkeyes.
ANSWER: Iowa

6. Charlie Sheen played a character in this profession who goes crazy in a film released under the titles Under Pressure and Bad Day on the Block.  Raffle prizes go missing and a beauty contest turns into a debacle during a party held by members of this profession in a 1969 film by Czech director Milos Forman.  In a re-telling of Cyrano de Bergerac, Steve Martin plays a character in this profession with a (*) giant nose who is infatuated with the title woman, Roxanne.  Jack Morrison, played by Joaquin Phoenix, ponders why he chose this career in a 2004 film that casts him alongside John Travolta in Baltimore.  Characters in this profession played by Kevin James and Adam Sandler get married to each other for insurance purposes in I Now Pronounce You Chuck and Larry.  For 10 points, name this occupation shared by Guy Montag in Francois Truffaut’s adaptation of Fahrenheit 451.
ANSWER: Fireman [or Firefighter or Fire Chief]

7. The Frostbite Engine was originally developed for use in one game in this series, allowing for destructible environments.  One game in this series featured multiplayer maps like Sidi Power Plant and Suez Canal, both of which supported a mode where players sought to destroy heavily-armored Titans.  That game in this series centered on a futuristic conflict between the (*) PAC and EU following an ice age.  The first game in this series saw expansion packs like The Road to Rome.  Classes like Recon, Assault, Medic and Engineer are playable in a Play4Free version of this game currently in beta.  A cartoon theme was adopted for a game in this series that made use of Valor Points, this series’ namesake Heroes.  Popular entries in this series include Bad Company.  For 10 points, name this EA first person shooter series, whose entries have been set in years like 2142 and 1942.
ANSWER: Battlefield [accept Battlefield: Bad Company before “Sidi” is read in the second sentence]

8. Note: You must give the team and the year in which the playoffs occurred.  On October 24, this squad began a winning streak that would span 18 games, setting a single-season record that surpassed the previous record of the BAA’s Washington Capitols. This squad’s coach, who had taken over two years prior for Dick McGuire, would later write in his memoir A View from the Bench that the missing piece of this squad was the trade that sent Walt Bellamy and (*) Howard Kornives to Detroit for Dave DeBusschere. This squad, which featured both Phil Jackson and Bill Bradley, won a title against the Lakers in a finals notable for a game 7 that saw a 36-point, 19-assist, 7-rebound game for Walt Frazier following Willis Reed’s appearance on the court after being injured in game 5. For 10 points, identify this squad which won its first franchise title under the leadership of Red Holzman in Madison Square Garden.
ANSWER: 1969-1970 New York Knicks [accept either underlined answer for team, but year is required]

9. This artist's debut album contained what AllMusic called the "easily forgettable … sci-fi '50s ballad" "My Clone Falls Asleep".  One of her songs describes a woman who "wound up in lost and found" after going on a liquid diet.  This artist of “Precious Time” complains "you shouldn't have to pay for your love with your bones and your flesh" on her track, "Hell is For Children".  This artist's debut album, In the Heat of the Night, featured a song written by a then-unknown John Cougar Mellencamp called (*) "I Need a Lover".  On one of her biggest hits, she asks, "You're making me go, then you're making me stay, why do you hurt me so bad?" and goes on to lament how she's "trapped by your love".  Another hit begins, “Well you’re a real tough cookie with a long history”.  For 10 points, name this New Wave female vocalist behind “Heartbreaker”, "Hit Me With Your Best Shot" and "Love is a Battlefield".
ANSWER: Pat Benatar [or Patricia Mae Andrzejewski]

10. The chief villain in this film is told that “lame ass” is a compliment.  That villain questions whether the protagonist really died when the Titanic sank, part of a scene where real-life actors reenact films like The Empire Strikes Back.   The protagonist eventually admits that he’s not the President of the United States but instead worked in a (*) mail room.  Emily Blunt played Princess Mary, one of the hero’s love interests in this film.  Near the end, the hero is banished to a land where he’s forced to live in a dollhouse.  Earlier, the hero puts out a fire in a graphic urination scene.  Other scenes include the protagonist fending off an enemy fleet when their cannonballs are repelled from his fat stomach.  The title character’s friend, Horatio, is played by Jason Segel in this film.  For 10 points, name this Jack Black adaptation of a Jonathan Swift classic partially set in Lilliput.
ANSWER: Gulliver’s Travels

11. Sean Faris portrayed a hockey-playing high-schooler from this city named Dino on the short-lived program Life as We Know It.  Jason Bolt has to keep a group of Civil War widows in this city for a year on ABC’s Here Come the Brides.  Betty Rhomer briefly collected Polaroids of the people she reaped in this city before being replaced by Daisy Adair, a co-worker of sorts to a character who gets killed by a (*) toilet seat on Dead Like Me.  On another show set in this city, Freddie Benson posts a recording of a talent show performance involving Sam Puckett and the title character; that gives rise to the titular webcast.  Another show set in this city contained minor characters like the food critic, Gil Chesterson, and local sports personality, Bulldog.  That show set in this city also featured a dog named Eddie, who is owned by a man who employs Daphne Moon as a caretaker.  For 10 points, name this setting of Fraiser.
ANSWER: Seattle

12. In Fragile Dreams for the Wii, a robotic member of this profession wears a chicken mask and becomes hostile against Seto when he tries to enter the princess’s chamber. Another member of this profession helps to stifle an attack against the party by Grahf by using his “MAD SKILLZ” to fire a powerful laser and was earlier met in the D-Block prison in Nortune.  Torneko Taloon dreams of being in this profession in Dragon Quest IV.  In Final Fantasy VI, Locke must steal the (*) clothes from one of these people in order to safely bring cider to the old man in South Figaro.  You control a character in this profession in Recettear, and the leg of a character in this profession, Wirt, grants access to the Secret Cow Level in Diablo 2.  For 10 points, identify this profession held by NPCs that provide players weapons and items for a price.
ANSWER: merchants [or shopkeepers or store owners or sellers of goods or synonyms]

13. The creator of this comic had earlier created the cartoons for books like Hi Mom!, Hi Dad! and David, We’re Pregnant!  One of its characters took over a car-repair shop from Daly with the help of the patriarch of the strip before announcing he was marrying Tracey Mayes.  One character forms the 4Evah band in this strip.  Connie tells her son (*) Lawrence “don’t be ridiculous” after Lawrence reveals that he’s gay in a noted 1993 strip.  The creator of this strip was once sent a granite tombstone reading “Farley, Our Hero 1981-1995” after a story arc where that dog was killed off to save April from drowning.  Near the end of its run, characters stopped aging and artwork was re-used from earlier strips as the series focused more on characters like Michael and Deanna.  Originally centering on characters like Elly and John Patterson, for 10 points, name this recently retired comic strip by Lynn Johnston.  
ANSWER: For Better or For Worse

14. He’s not African American, but he did give Thomas Magnum a pair of baseball tickets on an episode of Magnum, P.I.  This man once served as acting manager for the Cubs in 2007 after Lou Piniella was suspended, although he went 186-300 in his career as another team’s manager and was ultimately replaced by a man who managed the Rockies in 1999.  Bill James argued that this man’s Win Shares/Loss Shares of .915 should have made him the (*) 1987 MVP over George Bell’s .749, and his Wins Above Replacement trails only players like Luke Appling and Honus Wagner at his position.  In 1984 this man captured the World Series MVP award after he went 9 for 20 against the Padres.  He played 19 seasons alongside second baseman Lou Whitaker.  For 10 points, name this shortstop who played his entire career with--and, until 2005, managed--the Detroit Tigers.
ANSWER: Alan (Stuart) Trammell

15. This artist made heavy use of the synthesizer on a solo album containing tracks like “Hip to Hoo” and the hit “Little By Little”, 1985’s Shaken ‘n’ Stirred.  All of his solo work was collected onto 2006’s Nine Lives box set.  He re-recorded his own track “Please Read the Letter” on a 2007 collaboration called Rising Sand, and he’s joined Buddy Miller and Patty Griffin in (*) The Band of Joy.  This singer collaborated with a former band member on No Quarter.  This man is best known for being the frontman of a band that split up following the death of drummer John Bonham.  In one of his most popular songs, he sings about how “In a tree by the brook, there’s a songbird who sings, / Sometimes all our thoughts are misgiven” and how “our shadows [are] taller than our soul”.  For 10 points, name this bandmate of Jimmy Page who sang lead vocals on “Stairway to Heaven” for Led Zeppelin.
ANSWER: Robert (Anthony) Plant

16. Two answers required.  One story arc on their eponymous show saw America’s TV antennas being stolen by the Metal-Munching Mice, while in the earlier story arc, “Box Top Bandits”, their creators, Jay Ward and Bill Scott, took aim at sponsor General Mills.  They originated on a never-aired program about a TV station on the Minnesota-Canada border called The Frostbite Falls Review.  This duo’s first story arc saw them interact with moon people named (*) Gidney and Cloyd.  One of them appeared in the segment “Mr. Know It All”, and their eponymous TV show often featured segments starring Dudley Do-Right.  Their show also was the launching ground for the Sherman and Mr. Peabody cartoons.  One of their chief antagonists liked to yell the profanity “Raskolnikov!” and hailed from Pottsylvania.  For 10 points, name these two characters referred to by Boris and Natasha as “moose and squirrel”.
ANSWER: Rocky and Bulwinkle [accept in either order; prompt on “Moose and Squirrel” before mentioned]

17. This novel begins with the chapter “Mutt on Fire”, where a mob heckles “Goldberg” at the mayor.  The film adaptation of this novel shows the protagonist emotionally disturbed by watching Don Juan dragged to Hell and later sees the hero use a sword from a statue of justice as a weapon.  The protagonist of this work has a daughter named Campbell and begins the novel at Pierce and Pierce.  Myron Kovitsky’s race was changed for the film version, as (*) Morgan Freeman ended up playing Judge Leonard White.  That Brian de Palma film adaptation also weirdly cast Bruce Willis as City Light reporter Peter Fallow and infamously bombed at the box office.  This was the first novel by a man who would go on to write A Man in Full and I Am Charlotte Simmons.  For 10 points, name this Tom Wolfe novel about “master of the world” and bond trader, Sherman McCoy.
ANSWER: The Bonfire of the Vanities

18. One of the later songs on this album contains lyrics like, “Together we’ll both find a way to make pure love work in a dirty way”.  According to a Rolling Stone interview, the artist recorded several songs for this album traveling to gigs on a tour bus with producers like Garibay and DJ White Shadow.  Another song from this album sees the artist wanting John F. Kennedy to put his hands on her.  It contains songs like (*) “Electric Chapel”.  The artist is going to "leave nothing on these streets to explore" according to its first track, while the singer “put on red highlights / just because I want my friends / to think I’m dynamite” on one of two tracks from this album featuring a sax solo by Clarence Clemons.  The title track opens, "It doesn’t matter if you love him, or capital H-I-M."  Its cover shows the artist turning into a motorcycle, and it contained hits like "Judas".  For 10 points, name this 2011 album by Lady Gaga.
ANSWER: Born This Way

19. This woman had a role as a secretary for a teachers’ union who tips the police off to a potential bombing attack on the final ever episode of the original Law & Order.  This woman fended off competitors like Anja Parson to capture her third consecutive Crystal Globe in 2010, and she trained at the same center that produced Kristina Koznick.  In 2011 she lost the World Cup title to long-time rival (*) Maria Holf-Riesch of Germany.  She is the reigning gold medalist in an event where Elisabeth Gorgl captured bronze and won the 2011 Kid’s Choice Award for Favorite Female Athlete.  This teammate of Julia Mancuso appeared in the 2010 Sports Illustrated swimsuit issue and once healed a bruised shin by wrapping her legs in cheese.  Her first Olympic gold came in the downhill event in Vancouver.  For 10 points, name this prominent American skier.
ANSWER: Lindsey Caroline Vonn [or Lindsey Caroline Kildow]

20. A resident of this city named Macon Leary writes travel guides in Anne Tyler’s novel, The Accidental Tourist.   The 2010 album Teen Dream was recorded by Beach House, a band from this city.  All but the final season of a show starring Flex Alexander as a sportscaster were set in this city; that UPN show was titled One on One.  A hip-hop mixtape by Juan Donovan Bell was named after a drug legalization colony in this city called (*) Hamsterdam.  This city is the setting of films like Liberty Heights and Diner by Barry Levinson.  A baseball team here features pitchers like Chris Jakubauskas.  A nuclear bomb is detonated in this city in the film version of The Sum of All Fears, and its baseball team won the 1983 World Series with players like “Steady Eddie” Murray and Jim Palmer.  A TV show set here featured Mayor Carcetti and Detective Jimmy McNulty.  For 10 points, name this setting of The Wire.
ANSWER: Baltimore

21. Two squabbling siblings in this film debate about what the word “suck” means, while another character asks, “If the Lord told you to jump off a cliff, would you do it?” to get his father to not play a game of “Burny Burny Cut Cut”.  One of the heroes tells Olivia Wilde’s Princess Inanna that he wants her to sit on “the Poliest of Polies”.  One scene in this film sees the younger protagonist posing as a (*) gold statue and forced to massage the hairy chest of a priest played by Oliver Platt.   This film climaxes with one of the protagonists revealing that he’s the Chosen One in an attempt to save Eema and Maya from being sacrificed.  It opens with one of the heroes getting expelled from his village for eating an apple from the Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil.  Protagonists Zed and Oh are played by Jack Black and Michael Cera, respectively.  For 10 points, name this film set at the beginning of the first century.
ANSWER: Year One

Bonuses

1. Members of a notable defensive unit on this team included Marty Lyons and Abdul Salaam.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this NFL team, whose defense in the '80s was known as the "Sack Exchange".  More recently their defense has included cornerback Darrelle Revis.
ANSWER: New York Jets [prompt on "New York"]
[10] One member of the New York Sack Exchange was this defensive lineman.  His son Dan played fullback for the Colts and Eagles and once caught a touchdown pass in the 3rd quarter of the 2006 AFC Championship for Indianapolis.
ANSWER: Joe Klecko
[10] The dominance of the New York Sack Exchange helped the Jets make the 1982 AFC Championship Game, although they’d lose to this team.  This team’s defense was led by players like A. J. Duhe and Bob Brudzinski.
ANSWER: Miami Dolphins [accept either underlined answer]

2. Identify the following about some foreign shows that failed to gain traction when adapted for the United States, for 10 points each.
[10] FlashForward’s Sonya Walger played Sally Harper, one of the six friends on this short-lived NBC adaptation of a hit British show created by Steven Moffat.  Sally gets with Patrick, a Tory supporter, on the British version.
ANSWER: Coupling
[10] This comedian would have starred in an American version of the IT Crowd had it been picked up by NBC.  As it stands, this The Soup host now plays Jeff Winger on Community.
ANSWER: Joel (Edward) McHale
[10] Dave Foley served as a judge and David Alan Grier was the host of this short-lived Australian import.  The final aired episode was won by Wayne Knight, who was part of a scene involving a Roman emperor.
ANSWER: Thank God You’re Here

3. It was followed up with In Search of the Lost Chord, and individual tracks on this album include one where the singer states, “Just what the truth is, I can’t say anymore”.   For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 1967 concept album by the whose singles included “Nights in White Satin”.
ANSWER: Days of Future Passed
[10] A cover of “Don’t Let Me Be Misunderstood” is often included in deluxe editions of The Moody Blue’s Days of Future Passed.  That song was notably covered by this Eric Burdon fronted-group behind the most famous version of “The House of the Rising Sun”.
ANSWER: The Animals
[10] The Moody Blues’ Days of Future Passed contains a song that describes a narrator who’s “chasing the clouds away” on one of these afternoons.  This day also appears in the title of song that opens, “she would never say where she came from.”
ANSWER: “Tuesday Afternoon”

4. This character often encounters a love interest named Sugar, voiced by Sue Scott.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this detective that appears on a contemporary radio program featuring fake sponsors like Bertha’s Kitty Boutique and Ralph’s Pretty Good Grocery.
ANSWER: Guy Noir, Private Eye [accept either underlined answer]
[10] “Gur Noir, Private Eye” goes on all sorts of boring adventures on this public radio program hosted by Garrison Keillor.
ANSWER: A Prairie Home Companion
[10] One recurring guest on A Prairie Home Companion is this former Authors Guild President, also a frequent guest on Wait Wait... Don’t Tell Me!  He wrote an op-ed against the Kindle’s text-to-speech feature and has also authored books like Alphabet Juice and Hail, Hail, Euphoria!
ANSWER: Roy Blount, Jr.

5. Identify the following about some superficially related films, for 10 points each.
[10] Based on a play of the same name by Moss Hart and George S. Kaufman, the title character of this 1942 film is a critic named Alexander Woollcott who starts interfering in everyone’s lives after slipping on the ice outside the home of a couple played by Grant Mitchell and Billie Burke.
ANSWER: The Man Who Came to Dinner
[10] This actor played heroin addict Frankie in The Man with the Golden Arm.  Although Marlon Brando beat out this actor for the starring role in On the Waterfront, he and Brando starred together in 1955’s Guys and Dolls and he also played Joe E. Lewis in The Joker is Wild.
ANSWER: (Francis Albert) “Frank” Sinatra
[10] This man played James Bond in The Man with the Golden Gun.  He also played Bond in The Spy Who Loved Me and Moonraker.
ANSWER: (Sir) Roger (George) Moore

6. This band did the soundtrack for Francis Ford Coppola’s You’re a Big Boy Now.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this ‘60s group whose singles included “Nahsville Cats”, “Six O’Clock” and a song where the singer “would have liked you anyway / if you had just looked once or twice / and gone upon your quiet way”.
ANSWER: The Lovin’ Spoonful
[10] The Lovin’ Spoonful are perhaps best known for this song from an eponymous 1965 album.  Also covered by Aly & AJ, this song discusses how the title sorcery in a young girl’s heart can free here, whenever the music starts.
ANSWER: “Do You Believe in Magic?”
[10] "Spoon" is also the final track on Before These Crowded Streets, an album by this band.  Their other studio albums include Big Whiskey and the GrooGrux King.
ANSWER: Dave Matthews Band [or DMB]

7. Answer these questions about baseball players who committed infamously bad baserunning gaffes, for 10 points each.
[10] In a September 1908 game against the rival Chicago Cubs, this New York Giant neglected to touch second base on a game-winning hit, prompting Johnny Evers to recover the ball from the field-rushing crowd and force him out.  The game was declared a tie, and the Cubs won the rescheduled do-over, giving them a one-game pennant win.
ANSWER: Fred Merkle
[10] In 1926, a long hit by fast-running Babe Herman and ambiguous signs from the third-base coach to base-runners like Chick Fewster led to this team having three men end up on third base at the same time.
ANSWER: The Brooklyn Dodgers [accept either underlined answer]
[10] In a 2003 game, this Giants outfielder once tagged up needlessly, missed second base when doing so and had to retreat, got beat by twenty feet to third by a throw that was dropped, and then proceeded to senselessly advance home before getting thrown out by a mile.
ANSWER: Ruben Rivera

8. Minor characters in this work include Tucker Mouse and Mario, the latter of whom belongs to a family that owns a newspaper stand.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this children’s novel about the titular insect, Chester, and his time spent in Manhattan.
ANSWER: The Cricket in Times Square
[10] An animated version of The Cricket in Times Square was produced by Looney Tunes animator Chuck Jones.  Jones also worked on the acclaimed adaptation of this Dr. Seuss book, partially set in Whoville.
ANSWER: Dr. Seuss’ How the Grinch Stole Christmas!
[10] George Selden would follow up The Cricket in Times Square with adventures co-starring Tucker Mouse and this feline companion.  He shares a first name with the author of books like Give Me Back My Legions! and a series of works set in a pseudo-Byzantine empire, Videssos.
ANSWER: Harry Cat [or Harold; {the author is Harry Turtledove}]

9. In the original game, two of these units could merge to form a unit that can cast spells like Mind Control.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these permanently cloaked units that are also known as Nerazim in a certain real time strategy game.
ANSWER: Dark Templar
[10] Dark Templar were Protoss units added to the Brood War expansion to this Blizzard real time strategy game.  
ANSWER: Starcraft
[10] These Zerg entities were commanded by the Overmind and themselves commanded various Zerg legions.  One of them named Daggoth helped create the second Overmind, and they could only be killed by Dark Templars.
ANSWER: Cerebrates

10. Identify the following about the early days of cable television, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the earliest basic cable networks was the Christian Broadcasting Network, set up by this dude who still hosts The 700 Club.  He likes to make predictions based on his conversations with God.
ANSWER: (Marion Gordon) “Pat” Robertson
[10] The constant airing of this film on Z, a Los Angeles cable station, is credited with helping it win the Best Picture Oscar.  The protagonist’s father operated a bumper car ride at Coney Island, and the hero writes a play where the title love interest doesn’t end up moving away to California in this film.
ANSWER: Annie Hall
[10] An early HBO special saw the network revisiting the Loud Family, who had even earlier appeared on the PBS’s An American Family.  The Loud Family’s story was dramatized in this recent HBO movie starring James Gandolfini.
ANSWER: Cinema Verite

11. She played Sue Lee in Ang Lee’s Civil War film, Ride With the Devil, but is better known for recording songs like “Down So Long” and “Jupiter (Swallow the Moon)”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this artist behind the albums Goodbye Alice in Wonderland and Pieces of You, the latter of which contains her hit, “Who Will Save Your Soul?”
ANSWER: Jewel Kilcher [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Jewel had a hit with “Foolish Games”, originally recorded for the Batman & Robin soundtrack.  Other hits from that soundtrack include “Gotham City” by this R&B artist of a 22-part song about the exploits of Sylvester titled “Trapped in the Closet”.
ANSWER: R. Kelly [or Robert Sylvester Kelly]
[10] The first track on the Batman & Robin soundtrack was a hit from this band whose chorus asks, “Is it bright where you are / Have the people changed? / Does it make you happy you’re so strange?”
ANSWER: The Smashing Pumpkins

12. He asks Colin O’Donoghue’s character, “were you expecting swiveled heads and pea soup?” while dealing with a possessed Italian teen in The Rite.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this star who also played an “English bibliographer” alongside Anne Bancroft in 84 Charing Cross Road.
ANSWER: Sir Anthony (Philip) Hopkins
[10] You may have been confused by promos for The Rite, which tried to make the movie out to be another one where Hopkins played this serial killer from films like Red Dragon.
ANSWER: Dr. Hannibal Lecter [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Hopkins plays an ex-army officer who retires to Montana in this Edward Zwick film from 1994.  Aidan Quinn and Brad Pitt played Hopkins’ sons in this film.
ANSWER: Legends of the Fall

13. Answer some questions about players who have won the Wooden Award, for 10 points each.
[10] This player, who won the award in 1990, had his coming out party in the Great Alaska Shootout the previous fall when his Arizona Wildcats knocked off teams like defending champs Michigan.  He holds the all-time scoring record at Arizona.
ANSWER: Sean Elliott
[10] This guy won the award while at Wake Forest his senior year.  The next year he’d win NBA Rookie of the Year with the Spurs.
ANSWER: (Timothy Theodore) “Tim” Duncan
[10] 1980’s winner, this man gave a lesson on how to do an around-the-world dunk in a game against LSU that year.  Known as “Dr. Dunkenstein”, he led his team to a National Championship alongside players like Rodney McCray.
ANSWER: Darrell (Steven) “Dr. Dunkenstein” Griffith

14. This company was bought for $4.2 billion in 1998 by AOL and began life as the Mosaic Communications Corporation.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this company, which in its waning days spun-off a separate non-profit group that released open-source products like Camino and Thunderbird.
ANSWER: Netscape Communications Corporation [do not accept “Mozilla”, that was the separate spin-off]
[10] You may have used your Netscape browser to visit homepages on this site, later bought by Yahoo.  It was one of the first sites to offer free web hosting to users, and an archive of this community-themed site has been mined for things like under construction images.
ANSWER: Yahoo! GeoCities
[10] Eventually bought by Ask Jeeves, this web portal and rival of sites like Lycos, Altavista and WebCrawler offered features like a tickets portal.  In 1998, it merged with broadband provided Home.
ANSWER: Excite

15. Roger Ebert called the romantic scene in this film with a catfish “very odd”, although this film did win the 2010 Palme d’Or at Cannes.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this movie where the titular relative is dying of kidney failure and is visited by various ghosts like that of his dead wife.
ANSWER: Uncle Boonmee Who Can Recall his Past Lives [or Lung Bunmi Raluek Chat]
[10] Uncle Boonmee Who Can Recall his Past Lives was directed by Apichatpong Wearasethakul, who was born in this country.  The King and I is also set here.
ANSWER: Thailand
[10] Like this film, Uncle Boonmee won the Palme d’Or.  This 1991 motion picture co-stars Judy Davis as Hollywood secretary Audrey Taylor, and also sees John Goodman in the memorable role as Charlie Meadows.
ANSWER: Barton Fink

16. One artist in this song claims he doesn’t mean to brag or boast, but “likes hot butter on” his “breakfast toast” while another verse discusses the importance of remaining friends despite the inability of one’s mother to cook.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this epic 1979 15-minute long hip-hop song by the Sugarhill Gang.
ANSWER: “Rapper’s Delight”
[10] In the Sugarhill Gang track, “Apache”, Kemosabi is described getting down, kicking off his shoes, and performing this dance.  This dance is described in a namesake 1962 novelty hit for Bobby Pickett which ends, “When you get to my door, tell them Boris sent you”.
ANSWER: The “Monster Mash”
[10] One of Hank’s verses in “Rapper’s Delight” mentions that “if yo’ girl starts actin’ up, then you take her friend” to this location, which is also the where the singer’s girlfriend is having margaritas in Joe Nichol’s “Tequila Makes her Clothes Fall Off”.
ANSWER: Holiday Inn [prompt on “hotel” or “motel”]

17. Identify the following about the Post-Idol career of some of the show’s former stars, for 10 points each.
[10] This woman is the only Idol contestant to have gone on to win an Oscar and a Grammy, the former for her role in Dreamgirls.
ANSWER: Jennifer (Kate) Hudson
[10] Although his solo album flopped, Constantine Maroulis scored a Tony nomination for his role as Drew Bowie in this ‘80s themed jukebox musical.  Charles Isherwood called it “Xanadu for straight people”, and its plot involves a German’s attempt to buy up the Sunset Strip.
ANSWER: Rock of Ages
[10] Melinda Doolite, who got 3rd on Season 6 of Idol, has now resorted to low-rent gigs like voicing Cassie Cassava in videos for this series of cartoons.  Other characters in this series include Qwerty, Mr. Nezzer and Mr. Lunt.
ANSWER: VeggieTales

18. Poor ratings caused this series to end on a cliffhanger where Britt must choose between going to jail or running from the law in the episode, “Hail Mary”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this acclaimed 2010 FX show starring Donal Logue as Hank Dolworth, a member of the Ocean Beach Police Department who investigates things like Tom Cutshaw’s airport scheme.
ANSWER: Terriers
[10] FX also aired this medical drama starring Christian Troy and Sean McNamara as plastic surgeons.
ANSWER: Nip/Tuck
[10] This actor, who directed two episodes of Terriers, played Ethan Zobelle, the leader of L.O.A.N. on the second season of Sons of Anarchy.  He also helped manage Charlie Crews’ settlement for wrongful conviction in his turn as Ted Earley on the NBC drama, Life.
ANSWER: Adam Arkin

19. This team won a Stanley Cup thanks to the excellence of players like Vincent Lecavalier.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this hockey team that plays in the same city as a baseball team whose current players include Johnny Damon and Evan Longoria.
ANSWER: Tampa Bay Lightning [accept either underlined answer; prompt on “The Bolts”]
[10] This player captured the Conn Smythe Trophy the year the Lightning won the Stanley Cup.  This center signed with the Rangers this offseason.
ANSWER: (Bradley Glenn) “Brad” Richards
[10] Lightning right winger Martin St. Louis played college hockey with this goalie, who, along with Jonathon Quick, backed up Ryan Miller for the US in the 2010 Olympics.  He allowed just one goal in his team’s victory over the Flyers in the NHL Winter Classic held on New Year’s Day in 2010.
ANSWER: (Timothy James) “Tim” Thomas, (Jr.)

20. Answer some questions about the career of movie star turned nun, Dolores Hart, for 10 points each.
[10] During her Hollywood days, Hart became the first actress to lock lips with this star on screen, doing so in 1957’s Loving You.  You may know this singer better for getting with Judy Tyler in Jailhouse Rock.
ANSWER: Elvis (Aaron) Presley [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Hart’s bra was used as a slingshot by this actor on the set of 1961’s Sail a Crooked Ship.  He found TV success alongside Eddie Albert on Switch and more recently has played Teddy Leopold on Two and a Half Men.
ANSWER: Robert (John) Wagner
[10] Earlier, Hart co-starred in Wild Is the Wind with this man, who’d garner an Oscar nod for his role in the film.  He teamed up with Giulietta Masina in Federico Fellini’s The Road and played the title role in an adaptation of a Nikos Kazantzakis novel.
ANSWER: Anthony Quinn [or Anthony Rodolfo Quinn Oaxaca]

21. Identify the following about athletes who have written children's books, for 10 points each.
[10] A “little” version of this athlete learns to share according to the title of one book by this wide receiver, the co-namesake of a reality program with Chad Ochocinco.
ANSWER: Terrell (Eldorado) Owens [or T.O.]
[10] Your kids may learn the lesson that “Winners Never Quit!” if you buy the book of that title by this athlete.  She was featured in the HBO documentary Dare to Dream and is married to a man who beat out John Valentin for a starting job in 1996.
ANSWER: (Mariel Margaret) “Mia” Hamm
[10] Amazon reviewer Patrick M. Byers calls A-Rod’s Out of the Ballpark “a little disappointing” and recommends this athlete’s Play Ball! instead.  He was the catcher in David Wells’ only perfecet game.
ANSWER: Jorge Posada
