Tossups

1. Early in this work, the hero is given a concoction made of the fingers of a young monkey and tongues of crocodiles; the hero later drops that concoction into the soil to create a “fabulous, unbelievable thing”.  At one point in this work it’s revealed that the Cloud-Men use paint brushes to create rainbows.  The title object is confused for a Manticore and a Gorgon after it ends up on top of the (*) Empire State Building late in this novel.  The protagonist’s parents were eaten “in full daylight … by an enormous rhinoceros which had escaped from the London Zoo” and so he’s sent to live with his evil aunts Sponge and Spiker.  Other supporting characters in this novel include a blind earthworm, who at one point is gets seagulls to pull the title object through the sky.   For 10 points, name this work where the titular seven year old flies around in a certain magical fruit, a novel by Roald Dahl.
ANSWER: James and the Giant Peach

2. One song by this artist goes, “My grandfather was a duck trapper … I don’t know if [he] had any dreams or hopes”; that song, “Floater”, may have borrowed from a Junichi Saga book.  One of his most recent studio albums featured tracks like “If You Ever Go to Houston” and “Beyond Here Lies Nothin’”, all co-written with the Grateful Dead’s Robert Hunter.  Earlier this year, his Witmark (*) Demos were released, including a previously unreleased concert at Brandeis University.  A 2003 gospel tribute album devoted to him is titled Gotta Serve Somebody and features tracks from his own gospel-themed album, Slow Train Coming.  He recounts how “I was living down the line” while another artist was born in Hell’s Kitchen on the track “Thunder on the Mountain”; that song sees him thinking about Alicia Keys.  For 10 points, name this artist behind albums like Modern Times and Highway 61 Revisited.
ANSWER: Bob Dylan [or Robert Allen Zimmerman]

3. In a short film apparently based on Dostoevsky’s The Gambler, he played an abstract expressionist who had a tough time lying to Rosanna Arquette’s character about her artistic talents.  In another role, he served as a go-between for a reporter-turned-Vietnam-heroin trafficker played by Michael Moriarty.  Besides starring in “Life Lessons” from New York Stories and Who’ll Stop the Rain, he was Harry LeSabre alongside Bruce Willis’ Dwayne Hoover in (*) Breakfast of Champions.  A more recent role saw him play a handless Vietnam vet whose memoir served as the basis for Tropic Thunder.  He won a Golden Globe for playing a South Carolina man whose sister Savannah was being treated by Barbara Streisand’s Dr. Lowenstein in The Prince of Tides.  He also was Eric Bana’s father in Hulk.  For 10 points, name this star of Affliction perhaps best known for his Hawaiian shirt and crazy hair in a 2002 mug shot.
ANSWER: (Nicholas King) “Nick” Nolte

4. This man was injured for part of the 2006 season after Minnesota’s E. J. Henderson rolled onto his right leg.  Translations like “Let’s rent the convertible” are provided for his yelling “red drop top, red drop top, beep beep” in an Expedia commercial.  In his only Super Bowl appearance, his team had to settle for a Josh Brown field goal after a first-quarter touchdown he threw was negated on a questionable offensive holding penalty against (*) Chris Hope.  In that same game, three of his passes were dropped by tight end Jerramy Stevens.  He has eclipsed a franchise record of 26,132 passing yards set by Dave Krieg.  Al Harris notably picked off a pass this man made in overtime in a January 2004 wildcard play-off game, while last year he was backed up by Charlie Whitehurst.  For 10 points, name this QB who infamously proclaimed, “We want the ball, and we’re gonna score!” before his Seahawks lost.
ANSWER: (Matthew Michael) “Matt” Hasselbeck

5. One episode of this series sees the protagonist take a trip to Tijuana after a script supervisor named Abby breaks up with a buddy, while on another episode the protagonist must apologize to an ex-girlfriend on the Ellen DeGeneres Show.  The man who played the title character on this show later appeared in a series co-starring the Lincolns, the producers of the British sitcom, (*) Lyman’s Boys.  The protagonist of this show gives up on Deep Powder after landing a role in the film, Captured, a gig he got with the help of his agent, Bobbie Morganstern.  Its title role was played by a man who would later star as himself on Showtime’s Episodes.  Prior to the start of this show, the title character left Days of Our Lives to move to the West Coast and hang out with his sister, Gina.  For 10 points, name this Friends spin-off starring Matt LeBlanc.
ANSWER: Joey

6. This film netted Haskell Wexler the final Oscar ever given for Best Black & White Cinematography.  Paprika Steen played an alcoholic actress who stars in the play this film was based on in the 2009 Danish movie, Applaus.  The female lead in this film’s line, “what a dump” is apparently a nod to Beyond the Forest, as the role was written by the star of that film, Bette Davis.  That female lead also utters lines like  “I am the Earth Mother, and you are all flops”.  It was the first film directed by (*) The Graduate director Mike Nichols.  Supporting actors in this film include George Segal and Sandy Dennis.  One scene sees the male lead shoot his wife with a shotgun that pops out an umbrella; that character was played by Richard Burton.  It turns out that the central couple made up having a son to the horror of Nick and Honey in, for 10 points, what Elizabeth Taylor film based on an Edward Albee play?
ANSWER: Who’s Afraid of Virgina Woolf?

7. A musician with this first name discussed eating disorders in a song about “me and Mia, Ann and Ana” on the 2004 album Shake the Sheets.  A British TV character with this first name got in trouble for letting money intended for charity “rest” in his account and was exiled to Craggy Island along with Dougal McGuire and Jack Hackett.  That priest with this first name was played by Dermot Morgan.  An actor with this first name played a detective alongside John Savage in (*) The Onion Field, but that actor is better known for playing a TV doctor who hangs out in Reggie’s Bronx diner and is named Becker.  A baseball player with this first name once served in Korea with John Glenn and famously refused to bunt against his namesake shift in the 1946 World Series.  For 10 points, name this first name of Josh Radnor’s character on How I Met Your Mother, a certain Mr. Mosby.
ANSWER: Ted [or Theodore or Teddy]

8. This man selected tracks like “It’s Electric” by Diamond Head to appear on the compilation album The NWOBHM Revisited, and he’d later sign bands like the Brand New Immortals and DDT for his vanity record label, The Music Company.  Along with his group’s vocalist, this man wrote songs like “Battery” from a 1986 album.  He ordered his roadies to take all of Marlon Wayans’ possessions in a skit for the 2000 MTV Video Music Awards that portrays him as a college student listening to his own song, (*) “I Disappear”.  His long-time girlfriend played Commodus’ sister in Gladiator and is named Connie Nielsen.  This drummer survived a bus crash that killed fellow band member Cliff Burton, and laid down the beat for tracks like 2003’s “St. Anger”.  For 10 points, name this drummer who famously campaigned against Napster, best known for appearing alongside James Hetfield in Metallica.
ANSWER: Lars Ulrich

9. Patrick Depailler’s first victory came at this race, an accomplishment bookended by the 1977 and 1979 victories of Jody Scheckter.  Karl Wendlinger went into a coma for several weeks after crashing in the 1994 running of this event.  Guard rails replaced straw barrels following the 1967 running of this race where Lorenzo Bandini was killed.  The most recent running of this race featured an extensive delay before restarting on lap 73 because of a Vitaly Petrov crash.  Alberto Ascari once ended up in the (*) harbor during this race, and part of the track goes under the Fairmont Hotel.  It makes up the Triple Crown of Motorsport along with 24 Hours of Le Mans and the Indy 500.  Injured drivers in this race are often taken to nearby Princess Grace Hospital.  For 10 points, name this F1 event held in a small principality on the Mediterranean.
ANSWER: Monaco Grand Prix

10. This character’s clumsy cousin Angie succeeds in catching 40 quarters on her elbow to get into the Magilla Book of Records, while in another episode he adopts and then quickly loses a dog named Spunky.   In an animated series titled for this character, he is joined by Cup Cake, a girlfriend from the 25th century, and by his dog, Mr. Cool.  Although he supposedly dropped out of school, it’s revealed in “Graduation” that this (*) Lone Ranger-loving character has been taking night classes.  In an early appearance, he wears an uncharacteristic tan jacket and partakes in a drag race against Ralph.  He was given permission to address “Mrs C.” by her first name, Marion.  This character’s most famous relative got his own spin-off with Erin Moran’s Joanie Cunningham.  For 10 points, name this Jukebox-hitting character played by Henry Winkler on Happy Days.
ANSWER: The Fonz [or Arthur Herbert Fonzarelli or Fonzie; accept any underlined answer]

11. Stage Racer and Field Climber were two modes added to a good “Party” version of this game that also let you play it with the Wii Balance Board.  A “Splash” variant of this game for Xbox Live Arcade came with a customizable aquarium screensaver.  A Japanese only N64 version of this game came packaged with a “Bio Sensor” that adapted the speed of the game to your (*) heartbeat.  The mission mode for a DS version of this game saw scenes from The Legend of Zelda appear on the top screen.  Although it was essentially an unrelated game, the US version of Panel de Pon was given a Yoshi’s Island theme and was branded as the “Attack” version of this game.  The most famous version used an adaptation of “Korobeiniki”, a folk song, for its “Type A” music.  For 10 points, name this falling-block puzzle game that came packed in with the original Game Boy.
ANSWER: Tetris

12. This album’s penultimate track has the singer state, “I got this great need … to stay alive / Not ashamed of my creed, I’ve got to survive”.  A piano is the only instrument that plays on its final track, where an angel states, “your baby has gone down the plug” to the horror of its mother.  One song describes how “you see a girl’s brown body dancing through the turquoise … her footprints make you follow where the sky loves the sea” and has you “[touching] the distant beaches” with the titular stories.  This album contained tracks like “Blue Condition” and (*) “Tales of Brave Ulysses”.  Its biggest hit states, “I’ve been waiting so long / To be where I’m going” and begins with a legendary guitar riff from band member Eric Clapton.  It leads off with the hits “Strange Brew” and “Sunshine Of Your Love”.  For 10 points, name this 1967 Cream album whose title alludes to a rival of William Gladstone.
ANSWER: Disraeli Gears

13. This actor played a writer with prostate cancer whose colleague Coleman Silk is revealed to be passing as white in his turn as Nathan Zuckerman in the film adaptation of The Human Stain.  About a decade earlier he played a Neo-Nazi named Norman Strick who abducts Dylan in a film starring Danny DeVito titled Jack the Bear.  He played an astronaut who is (*) submerged in a tube of breathable fluid at the end of Mission to Mars.  Also playing the astronaut who is grounded on Earth for fear of sickness in Apollo 13, he filmed John Malkovich--and himself played George Milton--in a 1993 adaptation of Of Mice and Men.  One of his best known characters decides to test out his sea legs on the Jenny despite being told he has no legs, having lost them in Vietnam.  For 10 points, name this actor who played Lt. Dan in Forrest Gump and Mac Taylor on CSI: New York.
ANSWER: Gary Sinise

14. Josh Fisher runs a blog devoted to a high-profile court case this man is involved in.  This man and his wife supposedly paid Vladimir Shpunt $100,000 to send positive energy waves his way.  A “Dreams” charity set up for this man’s organization saw a quarter of its total budget go into the pocket of Howard Sunkin.  Before gaining control of his current organization, he lost out to people like John W. Henry and Larry Lucchino in a (*) bid to buy his hometown Red Sox.  This man won ESPN The Magazine’s “The Weekly World News Award for Most Believable Rumor” in 2008 for the spurious claim that he was going to sue his center-fielder Andruw Jones for underperforming.  This man claimed that having 2,000 police on duty wouldn’t have stopped Bryan Stow from getting assaulted on his team’s opening day this year.  For 10 points, Major League Baseball took over control of the Dodgers from what owner of that team?
ANSWER: Frank McCourt

15. First and last names sound the same and are required.  A country musician of this name described gas pumper Jim Bass who “makes two fifty four an hour” on a track off his 1979 album Bombs Away Dream Babies called “Gold”.  A fictional character with this name was married to a being from the planet of Korugar named Katma Tui, while an athlete of this name isn’t named Chris Johnson but is sometimes called the “dash” to (*) DeAngelo Williams’ “smash”.  A comedian with this name published works like Naked Pictures of Famous People and starred as a TV executive named Marion Stokes alongside Robin Williams in Death to Smoochy.  Also the name of an African American man who became the Green Lantern, for 10 points, give this common name of the successor to Craig Kilborn as host of The Daily Show.
ANSWER: Jon Stewart [or John Stewart or Jonathan Stewart or Jon Stuart and so forth]

16. This character once wore a white t-shirt with the words “Four Eyes” on it while other characters wore shirts like “I’m With Stupid”.  Bryan Ryan once threw a piece of paper with this character’s dream written on it into a trash can.  Under threat of having his molars pulled out, this character admits that he (*) spiked the punch bowl with lemonade at the prom.  In a dream sequence, he envisions himself dancing in a shopping mall to “The Safety Dance”.  This character’s friends ultimately fail in raising enough funds to pay for a new bus for him.  Between Seasons 1 and 2, his girlfriend dumps him for Mike Chang; that girlfriend had earlier revealed to him that she had been faking a stutter and was named Tina Cohen-Chang.  He’s also in love with Brittany Pierce.  Played by Kevin McHale, for 10 points, name this wheelchair-bound character on Glee.
ANSWER: Arthur “Artie” Abrams [accept any underlined answer]

17. First-page Google results for “the next [this man]” turn up articles on people like “Bellevue, Washington’s own” Megan Lee and Hikaru Nakamura.  In 2007, a purported update to this man’s My 60 Memorable Games appeared on eBay, later turning out to be a hoax.  This man sometimes lends his name to a randomized “960” version of the game that made him famous, and he once engaged in a (*) 1977 competition against an entity created by Richard Greenblatt.  In 2010, this man’s body was exhumed to determine if he was the father of a Filipino girl named Jinky Young.  This man was Against the World according to a recent HBO documentary.   His name appears in the title of a 1993 film centering on Josh Waitzking, a kid who defeats Jonathan Poe and was played by Max Pomeranc.  In a 1972 match in Iceland, this man famously defeated Boris Spassky.  For 10 points, name this American chess champion.
ANSWER: (Robert James) “Bobby” Fischer

18. One NBA player from this country was a backup forward who got substantial playing time for the Wizards because of injuries to Brendan Haywood and Andray Blatche. Another player from this country was traded by the Blazers to Denver for Jarrett Jack, where he backed up Carmelo Anthony; that man then played for Olympiacos for one season before returning to the NBA with the Raptors. This modern-day nation was home to a player who in 2009 broke Danny Ferry’s (*) franchise record for games played, as well as a player who in 1995 joined the NBA with the Blazers at age 31, and trails only Toni Kukoc in the number of European Player of the Year awards. In the 2011 draft, a center from this country was taken with the fifth pick by the Raptors. For 10 points, identify this European nation home to such players as Darius Songhaila, Linas Kleiza, Arvydas Sabonis, Zydrunas Ilgauskas, and Jonas Valanciunas.
ANSWER: Lithuania

19. The heroes of this film are able to secure a ride back to town when one character promises to babysit the twins so his sister Amanda can go to Wendy’s party.  One character in this movie rescues his confiscated Electronic Football game after breaking into “The Dungeon” of biology teacher Dr. Woodward.  The opening shot in this film sees a mill worker (*) resetting a sign tallying how many days have passed since the last accident.  Operation Walking Distance forces the evacuation of Lillian, Ohio in this film.  Deputy Sheriff Jackson Lamb is played by Kyle Chandler in this film, and its end credits present “The Case”, a creation of the hero’s best friend, Charles.  Charles and the hero both vie for the affections of Alice, played by Elle Fanning.  For 10 points, name this J. J. Abrams film where a group of tweens inadvertently record an alien while making a short film.
ANSWER: Super 8

20. SimplySpoons recorded a parody of this song that imagines being able to play “Monopoly, Pac-Man or Stick Skater” instead of playing “stupid Word Mole or Brick Breaker” and concerns wanting an iPhone 4.  A “geeked out” parody of this song sees the singer strumming a violin as he imagines appearing next to Pentiums in his quest to be an engineer.  The original song preceded “Need You” on the album, Lazarus.  One verse in this song declares, “can’t forget about me stupid / (*) everywhere I go Imma have my own theme music” and has the artist wanting to “last but not least, grant someone their last wish”.  It begins with the singer seeing his name in shining lights, “a different city every night”.  Its chorus has the singer wishing to be “on the cover of Forbes magazine, smiling next to Oprah and the Queen”.  For 10 points, name this hit by Travie McCoy about being really rich.
ANSWER: “Billionaire”
  
21. Early on in this film, Jimmy ends up abandoning Stacy after falling for another suitor at a concert at the Rockit.  One minor character in this film loses his powers after police officers played by Clifton Collins, Jr. and Thomas Jane show up.  The title character accidentally says that he’s “in lesbians” with another character, and is replaced by (*) Young Neil when he refuses to sign a record contract.  A skateboarder named Lucas Lee has an army of stunt doubles and is stalked by the protagonist of this film’s gay roommate, Wallace.  It opens with the title character dating high-schooler Knives Chau and is based on a Bryan Lee O’Malley graphic novel.  The hero, who plays in the band Sex Bob-Omb, has to defeat the seven evil exes of Ramona Flowers.  For 10 points, name this videogame-themed film starring Michael Cera as the title character.
ANSWER: Scott Pilgrim vs. the World

Bonuses

1. The Oscar-nominated star of this film prepared for a scene where his character enters a room full of dead sweatshop workers by studying pictures of attacks on Gaza.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 2010 film where Barcelona native Uxbal is diagnosed with a terminal illness.
ANSWER: Biutiful
[10] Hollywood insiders credited Julia Roberts and this actor for drumming up support for Javier Bardem’s nomination for Biutiful.  He’d win an Oscar himself for Mystic River and also appeared in I Am Sam and Milk.
ANSWER: Sean (Justin) Penn
[10] Bardem earlier played this gay Cuban poet in Before Night Falls.  This real-life poet’s collections include Hallucinations and Pentagonia.
ANSWER: Reinaldo Arenas

2. Identify the following about some college football games that were notably never played, for 10 points each.
[10] The Kennedy Assassination ultimately shut this team out of a bowl game in 1963, despite only losing to the #2 ranked team in the nation, Navy.  More recently, receivers like Antonio Bryant have played for this school.
ANSWER: University of Pittsburgh Panthers [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Under the even-worse pre-BCS system, these two teams weren’t given a chance to play each other in a bowl game following the 1994 season, resulting in some split National Championship polls.  These two teams were coached by Tom Osborne and Joe Paterno at the time.
ANSWER: University of Nebraska Cornhuskers and Penn State Nittany Lions [accept either underlined answer for either part; both answers are required to get points]
[10] Bad bowl politics by coach Charlie McClendon combined with Notre Dame deciding to accept a bid to the Cotton Bowl shut this team out of a bowl game in 1969, despite going 9-1.  Over the course of its history, this college has featured players like Wendell Harris, Billy Truax and Hokie Gajan.
ANSWER: LSU Tigers [or Louisiana State University Tigers; accept any underlined answer]

3. Ben Worcester of Splitslider lamented that there’s no video of his favorite lesser known character from this show-- Cactus Chef Playing “We Didn’t Start the Fire”--on the Internet.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this TV show that also introduced us to the World’s Oldest Stuntman, Wrist Hulk and Quackers the Shit Eating Duck.
ANSWER: Late Night with Conan O’Brien [do not accept other answers involving Conan]
[10] More popular Conan characters include the Masturbating Bear, who liked to fondle himself to this piece from Aram Khachaturian’s Gayane.
ANSWER: “The Sabre Dance”
[10] Pierre Bernard earned a cameo on this show after complaining about it from his Recliner of Rage on Late Night.  Recurring characters in its later seasons included Vala Mal Doran.
ANSWER: Stargate SG-1 [prompt on partial answer]

4. One ad for this company features “that guy who sort of looks like your grandfather”, but to the question writer looks a lot more like Albert Einstein.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this company whose other ads see The Traveling Appraiser discussing the value of a statue of a bird in the hand and one where the little piggy says wee wee all the way home.
ANSWER: GEICO [or Government Employees Insurance Company]
[10] Ed “Too Tall” Jones of GEICO ad fame was a Pro Bowl defensive end for this NFL team.  Current defensive ends for this team include Stephen Bowen.
ANSWER: Dallas Cowboys [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This hockey player snitches that the caveman drove a Zamboni right into a GEICO sign in one ad.  Local DC residents may remember Elliot in the Morning offering Caps fans playoff tickets if they too adopted his signature faux hawk.
ANSWER: (Michael David) “Mike” Green

5. One of this group’s songs begins, “When I was young I believed in Santa Claus / Though I knew it was my Dad.”  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this British band behind “Father Christmas”, “Lola” and “You Really Got Me”.
ANSWER: The Kinks
[10] This group had their first big hit with a cover of The Kinks’ “Stop Your Sobbing”.  Including members like Chrissie Hynde, they’re also known for songs like “Don’t Get Me Wrong” and “2000 Miles”.
ANSWER: The Pretenders
[10] Hipsters love this 1968 concept album by the Kinks, which some critics contend is just a Ray Davies solo album.  Tracks include “Do You Remember Walter?”, and the title organization proclaims “God save Donald Duck, vaudeville and variety” on its first track.
ANSWER: The Kinks Are the Village Green Preservation Society

6. Identify the following about APBRmetrics, the basketball equivalent to Sabremetrics, for 10 points each.
[10] Dean Oliver, who wrote the book Basketball on Paper, was hired by this team in 2004.  They were once owned by Howard Schultz before being bought by Clayton Bennett.
ANSWER: Seattle Supersonics [or Oklahoma City Thunder; accept any underlined answer]
[10] One of the most prominent APBRmetricians is this economist at Southern Utah University, who is known for his development of the “wins produced” metric, as detailed in his book The Wages of Wins.
ANSWER: David Berri
[10] One of the most common problems of APBRmetrics is making useful adjustments to this statistic, which measures the points scored by a team with a player on the court vs. without him.
ANSWER: plus-minus

7. This group's most recent album contains two "classy skits" titled "Falcor vs. Atreyu" and a song where the title person keeps interrupting the recording session, “Mama”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this group behind songs like “Who Said We’re Wack?”, “Sax Man” and “The Creep”, the last of which featured Nicki Manaj.
ANSWER: The Lonely Island
[10] This artist has was featured on the Lonely Island track “I’m On a Boat”.  He has a fondness for auto-tune and his own hits include “Buy U a Drank”.
ANSWER: T-Pain [or Faheem Rasheed Najm]
[10] Turtleneck & Chain concludes with this song, where Samberg states “I wish I lived in ancient Greece, to give Socrates the illfull release”.  The title phrase is stated “when you want to compliment a friend, but don’t want that friendship to end”.
ANSWER: “No Homo”

8. Written by studio CEO David Cage, it originated as an E3 Demo titled The Casting.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this PS3 exclusive, an interactive fiction game starring characters like Norman Jayden and Ethan Mars.  It’s titled for some precipitation.
ANSWER: Heavy Rain
[10] This murderer uses the titular method of heavy rain to kill his victims.  Players eventually get to play as him, and it turns out he’s Scott Shelby.
ANSWER: Origami Killer
[10] In recent years, Telltale Games has dominated the related genre of Graphic Adventures, including episodic releases based on this movie franchise.  The title character rules over Hill Valley in “Citizen Brown”, the third such episodes based on these films, and characters include Edna, the sister of Gerald Strickland.
ANSWER: Back to the Future

9. Identify the following about some ‘80s sex comedies, for 10 points each.
[10] Inspiring rip-offs like The Last American Virgin, this film contained an infamous shower scene and featured characters like Mickey Jarvis, Tommy Turner and Pee Wee trying to lose their virginity.
ANSWER: Porky’s
[10] This actor played Woody, one of three high school buddies who head to Tiajuana in the 1983 film Losin’ It.  His other early roles include playing a high school football player from Ampipe, Pennsylvania in All the Right Moves.
ANSWER: Tom Cruise [or Thomas Cruise Mapother IV]
[10] Rick Morehouse’s character mistakenly believes that Terry is gay in this film, which saw Billy Jayne play the protagonist’s Playboy-obsessed brother.  It starred Joyce Hyser as a teenage reporter who goes undercover to explore gender roles.
ANSWER: Just One of the Guys

10. This song preceded “Foreplay/Long Time” on the band’s 1976 debut album.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this song where the singer “doesn’t care if he gets behind / people livin’ in competition” and only wishes to attain the titular state.
ANSWER: “Peace of Mind”
[10] “Peace of Mind” appeared on the same album as this other Boston hit, once used for Mike Huckabee’s 2008 presidential campaign.  The singer realizes the titular condition  “when I hear that old song they used to play” and begins dreaming “when I see Marianne walk away”.
ANSWER: “More than a Feeling”
[10] Before his suicide from carbon monoxide poisoning in 2007, this man acted as a founding member of Boston and was their lead vocalist, also co-writing “Smokin’” with band member Tom Scholtz.
ANSWER: Brad Delp

11. Identify the following about some notable athletic contests between the United States and the Soviet Union, for 10 points each.
[10] One of the Soviet players who infamously lost to the US in the Miracle on Ice game was this man, a longtime captain of the Soviet team who would go on to join the New Jersey Devils with Sergei Starikov.  He was often called the “Bobby Orr of Russia”.
ANSWER: Viacheslav (Alexandrovich) “Slava” Fetisov
[10] In what Dan Rather called a “theft by stopwatch result”, the Soviets controversially won the gold medal in basketball at the Munich Olympics.  One player still pissed off about that call is Doug Collins, who currently coaches Evan Turner on this NBA team.
ANSWER: Philadelphia ‘76ers [accept either underlined answer]
[10] In the lead-up to the 1956 Olympics held in this country, Maryland senator Bob Butler attacked Soviet athletes as being “athletic Frankenstein monsters”.  Those games held in this country were the first held in a nation outside of Europe and North America.
ANSWER: Australia

12. Answer some questions about tablets, for 10 points each.
[10] The Motorola Xoom was the first tablet commercially released running Version 3.0 of Android, given this codename.  Google has been criticized for not releasing the source code for this version, which added tabbed browsing.
ANSWER: Honeycomb
[10] This retailer’s Nook Color is essentially a low-cost tablet.  It also owns SparkNotes.
ANSWER: Barnes & Noble, Inc.
[10] This company’s TouchPad runs the WebOS operating system, developed by Palm, a company it bought in 2010.
ANSWER: HP [or Hewlett-Packard Company]

13. Played by David Doyle in the original series, this character once had his appendix removed when going undercover to prove a surgeon was involved in a crime to stop a malpractice suit.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this character who serves as a go-between for characters like Sabrina, Kelly and Kris.
ANSWER: John Bosley [prompt on “John”, since that’s not a very common way to refer to this character]
[10] This woman, who played Jill on Charlie’s Angels, famously left the series after Season 1.  This ‘70s pin-up girl later won an Emmy for starring in the TV movie, The Burning Bed.
ANSWER: Farrah Fawcett-Majors
[10] Charlie’s Angels once had a crossover episode with another Aaron Spelling series that was set in this city.  That series centered on detective Dan Tanna, while other shows set in this city include a 2000’s NBC drama centering on characters like Danny McCoy, Sam Marquez and Delinda Deline.
ANSWER: Las Vegas

14. Name some heist films where stuff goes wrong, for 10 points each.
[10] Perhaps the most canonical example is this debut from Quentin Tarantino depicting the aftermath of a botched bank robbery conducted by people like Mr. Pink and Mr. White.
ANSWER: Reservoir Dogs
[10] In this movie, things go wrong when a homeless man is killed while Laurence Fishburne’s character and others try to stash their cash.  Matt Dillon played the father of Ty, a security guard played by Columbus Short in this 2009 film.
ANSWER: Armored
[10] The Yahoo Answer to the question, “What is the name of the movie where a heist goes wrong when suddenly one person in the gang gets bitten by a vampire?” might be the second entry in this series, subtitled Texas Blood Money.  The original focused on the Gecko Brothers.
ANSWER: From Dusk till Dawn

15. Due to “sparks in the software”, the message “something’s out there” is flashed according to the first verse of this song.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this song whose translated lyrics mention how “Everyone’s a Captain Kirk”.  It was originally recorded by Nena.
ANSWER "99 Red Balloons" [or “99 Luftballons”]
[10] "99 Red Balloons" was covered by this band, also known for tracks like "Superman" from their 1997 album Hang-Ups.
ANSWER: Goldfinger
[10] Nena, like this artist, has recorded a cover version of the song “Young Folks” by Peter Bjorn and John.  This man recorded singles like “Carry You Home” and “Same Mistake” for his album, All the Lost Souls.
ANSWER: James Blunt [or James Hillier Blount]

16. Identify the following about some catchers injured in home plate collisions, none of whom is Buster Posey, for 10 points each.
[10] Two days after Posey’s injury, Humberto Quintero, a catcher for this team, sprained his ankle when Ryan Roberts ran into him.  Other catchers for this team have included Johnny Edwards during the 1970s and Alan Ashby during the 1980s.
ANSWER: Houston Astros [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Pete Rose decided to be a jackass and ran into this Indians catcher to win the 1970 All-Star game, fracturing this man’s shoulder.  He’s now a color commentator for Oakland, a team he played for from 1973-1975.
ANSWER: (Raymond Earl) “Ray” Fosse
[10] This catcher had concussion problems for years after Darin Erstad elbowed him in the head in a collision in 2005.  He was an All-Star in 2004 while playing for the Braves.
ANSWER: Johnny (Pulado) Estrada III

17. Identify the following about some comic strips featuring marital strife, for 10 points each.
[10] The archetypal example is probably this strip by Bunny Hoest and John Reiner, which centers on the unhappy marriage of Leroy and Loretta.
ANSWER: The Lockhorns
[10] This British dude, created by Reg Smythe, also didn’t have a great relationship with his wife, Florrie.  He was a neighbor of Chalkie White and was always depicted with a certain item covering his eyes.
ANSWER: Andy Capp [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Although Comics Curmudgeon hoped that last summer’s “zany summer story” in this serial comic would be about divorce, it instead centered on female golfer Torrey Peake.  2007’s summer storyline involved a one-legged boxer, and the title character of this strip works at Milford High School.
ANSWER: Gil Thorp

18. This man hosts international programs like Pukka Tukka.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this host of a namesake Food Revolution show on ABC, also known as The Naked Chef.
ANSWER: (James Trevor) “Jamie” Oliver
[10] Jamie Oliver once tried to make a salad in the back of a car driven by this masked Top Gear test driver.  Perry McCarthy claimed to have once played this character.
ANSWER: The Stig
[10] Meanwhile, fans of sappy reality may remember that Oliver was a judge on this program, people like Malaak Compton-Rock and Tony Gonalez.  Stephen ended up winning this program by enlisting the help of the Blue Man Group.
ANSWER: Oprah’s Big Give

19. This film opens with people asking questions like “what is the distance between Montreal and Winnipeg” to “Mr. Memory”, a man who has memorized fifty facts a day.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film where a Canadian played by Robert Donat must flee from his apartment after Lucie Mannheim’s seemingly paranoid spy character is literally stabbed in the back.
ANSWER: The 39 Steps
[10] The 39 Steps was directed by this man, more famous for films like Rear Window.
ANSWER: Sir Alfred (Joseph) Hitchcock
[10] Hitchcock limited his cameo to appearing in a photograph in a newspaper in this 1944 film.  Heather Angel played Mrs. Higgins, who carries around her dead baby in this film.
ANSWER: Lifeboat

20. This console has featured exclusive releases like Excite Truck and Excitebots: Trick Racing.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this home console home to exclusive titles like Red Steel, and Kirby’s Epic Yarn.
ANSWER: Nintendo Wii
[10] One of the only Wii-exclusive first person shooter franchises that’s any good are the two games in this series, developed by High Voltage Software.  In the first game, you play as Michael Ford and have to fight off the Drudge in Washington, D.C.
ANSWER: The Conduit
[10] The Wii is also home to the Tri entry in this Capcom series that is enormously popular in Japan.  Like Pokemon, its gameplay involves collecting many of the titular creatures, who have names like Khezu and Diablos.
ANSWER: Monster Hunter

21. Identify the following about some awful throwback jerseys, for 10 points each.
[10] The brown and yellow Pirates-esque jerseys worn by this baseball team added a taco-like quality to the game.  They were once owned by Ray Kroc.
ANSWER: San Diego Padres [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Brown and yellow were also the colors used on this football team’s hideous striped socks in throwback jerseys worn in 2009.  Players on the team that year included QB Kyle Orton.
ANSWER: Denver Broncos [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Two horrendous patches are found above red and yellow downward facing arrows on the sleeves of the retro jerseys for this hockey team.  Current players for this franchise include defenders Yann Sauvé and Christopher Tanev.
ANSWER: Vancouver Canucks [accept either underlined answer]
