Tossups

1. A PSN game in this genre divided players between the Xipe, Ymir and Zeus nebulae.  Real-life locations were used in an entry in this genre in the Crackdown series for Windows Phones.  This genre was the subject of the Monsters entry in the PixelJunk series.  This gameplay type appears in the title of an Xbox Live Arcade game where cows and (*) Gingers are being controlled by Professor Chaos.  This genre was combined with a 3rd Person Shooter in Double Fine’s Trenched.  Probably the most popular game in this genre has you doing things like planting seeds on lily pads.  A Flash entry in this series was adapted by Paul Preece from a custom Warcraft III map in its super-genre, real time strategy games.  For 10 points, name this type of game exemplified by Plants vs. Zombies, popularized in a “desktop” form.
ANSWER: Tower Defense Games [prompt on “Real Time Strategy” or “RTS” until mentioned]

2. Critic Janet Maslin described this actress speaking “with a kind of lockjaw” as journalist Melanie Bruwer alongside the South African schoolteacher Ben du Toit in the apartheid film, A Dry White Season.  She was cast as alcoholic lawyer Reggie Love alongside Tommy Lee Jones and Brad Renfro in (*) The Client.  She earned an Oscar nomination for playing a woman who comes into possession of a large stash of narcotics after her husband Dave is killed by the mob.  Besides appearing with Burt Lancaster in Atlantic City, in one of her best known roles, she plays a waitress who points a gun at Harlan Puckett after he attempts to rape her friend before ultimately plummeting to her death in a car.  She won an Oscar for portraying a nun who connects with a death row inmate played by Sean Penn in Dead Man Walking.  For 10 points, name this actress who co-starred with Geena Davis in Thelma & Louise.
ANSWER: Susan Sarandon [or Susan Tomalin]

3. One NFL quarterback with this last name earned a doctorate in mathematics while backing up King Hill at Rice.  Another quarterback with this surname, apparently nicknamed “Mr. Guts”, beat the Chiefs in a playoff game following the 1985 season when he replaced starting QB Ken O’Brien; that man languished for a long time as a Jets backup and had the first name, (*) Pat.  The first QB mentioned with this last name led his team to a victory over a Johnny Unitas-led Colts team in the 1964 NFL Championship game.  Besides that Browns QB, a younger QB with this surname threw a 62-yard touchdown pass against the Lions on his first ever pass attempt in the NFL, connecting with receiver Michael Jenkins in a 2008 game.  That QB with this surname has also connected with receivers like Roddy White.  For 10 points, give this surname of Matt, the starting QB for the Falcons.
ANSWER: Ryan

4. This band performed covers like “Rubber Bullets” as part of the “Lost Gig”, their first ever live concert, which came 30 years after their debut album.  The second single off of their debut album begins, “Every day my metal friend / Shakes my bed at 6 AM / Then the shiny serving clones / Run in with my telephones”.  This band’s second and final album, Adventures in Modern Recording, contained the track “I Am a Camera”, essentially just a synthesizer-free version of (*) Yes’ “Into the Lens”.  Their biggest hit, off of the album The Age of Plastic, opens with the singer “lying awake intent at tuning in on you” in 1952.  That song also notes, “they took credit for your second symphony / rewritten by machine on new technology”.  For 10 points, name this band famous for having the first video ever aired on MTV, “Video Killed the Radio Star”.
ANSWER: The Buggles

5. A TV character with this surname once worked as the manager of an Oak Park auction house and had a neighbor who liked to say, “Hi-dee-ho”.  A character with this surname titles a show containing the skirt-chasing villain Albert Burkhalter, as well as a French chef who often makes apple strudel to bribe Schultz.  A series sometimes titled for people with this surname saw (*) Sandy Duncan take over the leading role after the show’s producers got in a contract dispute with Valerie Harper.  Another show titled for a character with this surname contains a former boxer named James Kinchloe along with a British pickpocket named Peter Newkirk.  A man who goes by this surname co-hosted the revival of American Gladiators with Laila Ali and a reality series also containing his children, Nick and Brooke.  For 10 points, give this surname of a man who schemes against Colonel Klink in a World War II prison camp.
ANSWER: Hogan

6. Following this team’s first ever home game in their current city, Milt Mason pledged to stay on top of their scoreboard until 40,000 people attended a home game.  In 2001, they dealt David Weathers to the Cubs for crappy pitcher Ruben Quevedo, while draft busts for this team include pitcher Ben Hendrickson.  They were managed for two season by former Pirates manager Alex Grammas.  Although best known for playing for Oakland, (*) Rollie Fingers won his only Cy Young while with this team.  After being traded from Boston, Cecil Cooper has several productive over-.300 seasons with this team, and Jim Gatner played his entire career for this club.  After Buck Rodgers was fired by then-owner of this team Bud Selig, “Harvey’s Wallbangers” got this team to the 1982 World Series.  For 10 points, name this baseball team that was once the Seattle Pilots, whose current star players include Prince Fielder.
ANSWER: Milwaukee Brewers [accept either underlined answer; or Seattle Pilots until mentioned]

7. A film titled for one of these objects sees Vivien Leigh play a ballerina who loses her job after bidding goodbye to her fiancee, played by Robert Taylor, before he sets out for World War I.  Brett Hanover made a film about Scientology titled for one of these objects.  One of these objects was filmed for a year and provides the title for a 2004 Eric Steel documentary about (*) suicide.  Another film titled for one of these objects sees Leslie Burke beat out Jess Aarons in a race and was a 2007 adaptation of a children’s novel by Katherine Paterson.  William Holden plays an American in a film titled for one of these objects whose villain is Colonel Saito.  Sean Connery played a British major general in Holland in 1944 in a 1977 Richard Attenborough film titled for one of these objects that’s “too far”.  For 10 points, name this type of structure being built in a World War II film starring Alec Guinness and set in Burma.
ANSWER: The Bridge

8. A reduced tempo piano version of this song was released as the B-Side to British songwriter Will Young’s “Friday’s Child”, and YouTube helped to popularize an acoustic folk style cover of this song by musician Mat Weddle.  The intro to its music video sees a manager with a giant cell phone give the artist some “hope money”.  That music video for this song also has the artist portraying a trio of backup singers dubbed (*) “The Love Haters” and guitarist Johnny Vulture as part of a TV appearance on British television in the 1960s.  Towards the end of the song, the singer beckons “Lend me some sugar, I am your neighbor”.  It begins,“My baby don’t mess around/because she loves me so”.  Appearing on The Love Below, for 10 points, identify this 2003 song from Andre 3000 of Outkast that asks the listener to “shake it like a Polaroid picture”.
ANSWER: “Hey Ya!”

9. Hills of this type form the title of a novel centering on characters like Machu and Devi in a recent book by Sarita Mandanna.  One of these creatures appears in the title of a book containing characters like Luka, a native of Galina, in addition to a narrator named Natalia whose physician grandfather has just died.  Besides that debut novel by (*) Tea Obreht about a wife of this kind, a non-fiction work with one of these creatures in its title describes people like the narrator’s hapless husband Jed Rubenfeld, the author of The Interpretation of Murder.  That book with this creature in its title describes how the narrator’s daughters, Sophia and Lulu, played at Carnegie Hall and got into Julliard.  For 10 points, name this animal that appears in the title of a Battle Hymn for this type of mother by Amy Chua.
ANSWER: Tigers

10. Kitzi, a character from the creator of this fictional location’s earlier work, appeared in a story arc set here where she protested apartheid but also was a member of a sorority that didn’t admit black students.  One of the most controversial scenes in a series titled for this place saw two characters look into their underwear after a woman tells them to “take another long look at the very thing that brings meaning to [your] meaningless lives”.  A character named Li’l Ollie Funt once yelled (*) “Reagan Sucks!” in a series titled for this place.  Residents of this place include the wheelchair bound Vietnam veteran Cutter John, and this place is home to a newspaper called the Picayune where Milo works.  This place was also the setting of the Sunday-only comic strip, Outland, which co-starred a cat named Bill.  For 10 points, identify this location of several Berke Breathed comic strips, such as Opus.
ANSWER: Bloom County

11. In this film, Peter Donat’s character jokes that the only awards Richard Adams could have won were the “hothead award” and the “can-of-worms award”.  The protagonist is described as “not a loony, he was the sanest man I ever knew in my life” by Ted Spindler, a character played by Wilford Brimley.  This film dramatically ends with a cut to color bars.  Earlier in the movie, a cameraman for KXLA secretly records a group of panic-stricken employees.  It’s eventually revealed that (*) X-Rays measuring the strength of welds at the central locale were falsified, and one pivotal scene in this film sees a needle get stuck following an earthquake.  Jane Fonda plays a TV reporter in this film.  Its climax comes when Jack Lemmon’s character brings a gun into the control room at the central location.  Released around the same time as the Three Mile Island disaster, for 10 points, name this thriller about a nuclear accident.
ANSWER: The China Syndrome

12. This man earned a cameo in the Far Cry movie by once visiting that film’s set on a show he hosts.  He once got a skull tattooed on his right shoulder on a guest appearance on Miami Ink.  His other ventures include writing about a resident of Saint Martin named Henri David in his second novel, Gone Bamboo.  He collected various magazine writings into (*) The Nasty Bits.  The first episode of one show he hosted saw him spend the night in the same hotel room where Oscar Wilde died.  One episode of his current show featured him making “French comfort food” for the guests and staff of a Beirut hotel during the 2006 conflict between Israel and Lebanon.  He once did a same-network crossover episode with Andrew Zimmern.  He used to host the show A Cook’s Tour and has authored the book, Kitchen Confidential.  For 10 points, name this host of the Travel Channel’s No Reservations.
ANSWER: Anthony (Michael) Bourdain [or Tony Bourdain]

13. This group’s 2011 album saw them joined by former Blood Brothers member Morgan Henderson and featured a song where the singer wants to be “a functioning cog in some great machinery serving something beyond me” rather than “a distinct snowflake amongst snowflakes”.  Another track from their most recent album contains the refrain, “old as I get, I could never forget it at all” and is titled “Bedouin Dress”.  Their self-titled debut EP began with (*) "Sun It Rises" and together with their full-length debut was Pitchfork's Best Album of 2008.  Band members Skyler Skjelset and Robin Pecknold contributed to their 2011 album, Helplessness Blues.  This band recorded the single “Mykonos” and are best known for a song where the singer “was following the pack / All swallowed in their coats / With scarves of red tied around their throats”.  For 10 points, name this indie band behind "White Winter Hymnal".
ANSWER: The Fleet Foxes

14. In the playoffs of this year, the team which won the NBA finals was the first since the 1981 Celtics to come back from a 3-1 deficit in the playoffs.  Game 4 of the Eastern Conference Finals in this year saw Rik Smits hit a game winning shot, while in the west the #1 seed was defeated by the #6 seed thanks to hot shooting from Robert Horry.  Notable incidents in finals held in this year included (*) Nick Anderson missing four consecutive free throws before Kenny Smith’s three-pointer sent Game 1 into overtime.  The victorious coach in the finals held in this year said, “Don’t ever underestimate the heart of a champion”, while the losing team in the finals included players like Penny Hardaway and Shaquille O’Neal.  Rudy Tomjanovich guided his team to a sweep of the Magic in, for 10 points, which year which saw Hakeem Olajuwon’s Houston Rockets win their second straight NBA title?
ANSWER: 1995

15. Missions in the sequel to this game cast the protagonist as the tooth fairy who had to put a boy to sleep and give him money.  Players can earn the Washington merit by chopping down a cherry tree in this game, while another merit can be obtained by spawning a game developer.  The tutorial in this game was called “University” and saw the player completing objectives like (*) gluing a painting to the wall.  Developed by the creators of Lock’s Quest, 5th Cell, players in this game strive to collect Starites.  The sequel to this game provided better controls by letting you use the D-Pad to move Maxwell and greatly expanded its gameplay by adding support for adjectives.  For 10 points, name this DS game where players write words to solve objectives.
ANSWER: Scribblenauts

16. On the Pick of Destiny tour, Tenacious D drummer Brooks Wackerman performed dressed as this company’s mascot.  International versions of this franchise serve drinks called Krushers and food like Zinger Burgers.  One commercial for this company sees the singer from Hellvetica, a black metal band, swallow fire on stage but unable to handle this company’s products back stage.  Following a 1985 victory (*) over the Seibu Lions, a statue taken from in front of one of these restaurants was allegedly thrown off a bridge, leading to a curse of the Hanshin Tigers baseball team.  Customers can get most of this restaurant’s food mashed together in the Famous Bowls it offers, and other unusual items include the bread-free Double Down sandwich.  For 10 points, name this company whose founder famously promoted the 11 herbs and spices in its signature poultry product.
ANSWER: KFC [or Kentucky Fried Chicken]

17. A Season 3 episode of Leave It to Beaver sees Beaver worry that an essay he must write for this holiday is boring.  Stu creates a robot that makes use of clapping technology before it’s eventually reprogrammed by Betty in a Rugrats special devoted to this holiday.  An Everybody Hates Chris episode titled for this holiday sees Chris purchase a discount item from Risky which causes another character to break out in hives.  Frankie ends up (*) doing chores all day on an episode of The Middle titled for this holiday.  This holiday titled the final episode of V this spring, a pun on Jane Badler’s character, Diana.  A revolution on this holiday is stopped after one character declares “Liquor is the opiate of the human bourgeoisie”, eventually prompting a Slurm vending machine to give “free soda for all humans”.  For 10 points, name this holiday where robots on Futurama honor their creator.
ANSWER: Mother’s Day

18. One of this singer’s early B-sides invites the listener to “come get your kicks / down at the corner of Lincoln and forty-six” and is called “Waitin’ in School”.  He made famous a song where “I never thought I’d see / the day that someone else would play love’s foolish game with me”, and in another hit says “goodbye” to his heart after saying “hello” to the titular girl.  In addition to (*) “Hello, Mary Lou”, he sings about lovers like a  “China doll down in old Hong Kong” and a “Pretty Polynesian baby over the sea”.  This performer got his start playing the younger brother on the radio show, The Adventures of Ozzie and Harriet.  This artist created a later hit in 1972 in response to being booed off stage at Madison Square Garden and includes the chorus “But I’m alright now, I’ve learned my lesson well.”  For 10 points, name this singer of such songs as “Travelin’ Man” and “Garden Party”.
ANSWER: Ricky Nelson [or Rick Nelson or Eric Hilliard Nelson]

19. A football club based in this city recently lifted itself into the top national division by winning the Zone Center title of its nation’s second division.   It’s not Southampton, but foreign-born players that play on a club from this city include Senegalese striker Baye Djiby Fall and Brazilian goalkeeper Guilherme.  Another club from this city currently includes Brazil’s Vagner Love and Japan’s Keisuke Honda on its roster.  In 2005, a club from this city beat (*) Sporting Lisbon 3-1 in the UEFA Cup Final to become the first team from its country to win a major European title.  This city his home a team named “Spartak”, as well as clubs like Dynamo, Lokomotiv, and Torpedo.  For 10 points, identify this city home to the Luzhniki Stadium and the CSKA football club, which also hosted the Summer Olympics in 1980 that were boycotted by many Western nations.
ANSWER: Moscow

20. Some of the protagonists of this film reach Ohio after stowaying in a U-Haul truck driven by two men bound for USC, while the hero accuses his companion of poisoning him after his stomach starts growling.  A montage sequence in this film tracks the protagonists moving across a map of the United States depicted on a menu from a waffle restaurant and is set to the song, "Barking at the Moon", while the song (*) “I Thought I Lost You” was promoted on its soundtrack.  The title character thinks that he has a weakness to styrofoam and claims to have a fire-causing stare.  It begins with the protagonist trying to find Dr. Calico who is holding Penny hostage, and the hero is joined by a hamster named Rhino and a stray cat named Mittens.  Featuring the voice talents of John Travolta and Miley Cyrus, for 10 points, name this animated Disney movie titled for a dog who doesn't realize he's a TV action star.
ANSWER: Bolt

21. This group’s 2010 album, Strong, contained the popular-in-Japan track, “The World is Changing”.  Their biggest hit contains a spoken word segment where a woman describes how Rasa Don and Baba went down to Peach Tree.  Dionne Farris contributed to their track, “Revolution”, which played during the closing credits of Spike Lee’s Malcolm X.  Their biggest hit, off the 1992 album 3 Years, 5 Months & 2 Days in the Life Of... declares, “Take me to (*) another place / take me to another land / Make me forget all that hurts me / Let me understand your plan”.  That song, like “Mr. Wendal”, featured Speech sing-rapping and was titled, “Tennessee”.  In 2003, this anti-gansta rap group sued a TV show for copying its name.  For 10 points, identify this group that shares its name with a show featuring characters like Judge Lionel Ping, a literal doctor named Dr. Fishman, a web blogger named Bob Loblaw, and Michael Bluth.
ANSWER: Arrested Development

Bonuses

1. After being signed to the Kings, this man released his own shoe through the “In the Zone” brand with the lame slogan “Be Your Own Hero”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this point guard, the NCAA all-time leader in assists.
ANSWER: (Robert Matthew) “Bobby” Hurley
[10] Hurley shot an important 3-pointer with 2:13 left against an undefeated UNLV team in the 1991 Final Four to help this team comeback and win the game.  Grant Hill was also played for this school that year.
ANSWER: Duke University Blue Devils [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Like Bobby Hurley, this man was named to the ACC 50th Anniversary team.  This Maryland phenom went on to win Rookie of the Year with the Nets in 1982 and currently is an assistant coach with Portland.
ANSWER: Buck Williams [or Charles Linwood Williams]

2. One character in this work, Dr. Finch, grants the protagonist’s mother Deirdre the right to enter his mastubatorium without extinguishing her cigarette.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 2002 memoir which also features characters like Neil Bookman, played by Joseph Fiennes in a film adaptation.  It’s not to be confused with a Weird Al album featuring “Your Horoscope for Today”.
ANSWER: Running With Scissors
[10] Running With Scissors was written by an author with this last name.  An unrelated author with this surname wrote about Interzone and was represented as the chracter Old Bull Lee in On the Road.
ANSWER: Burroughs
[10] This actress played Dr. Finch’s wife Agnes in the Running With Scissors movie.  She earned a Best Actress nomination for playing an Upper East Side woman named Erica whose life falls apart when her husband, played by Michael Murphy, leaves her for a younger woman in An Unmarried Woman.
ANSWER: Jill Clayburgh

3. Identify the following about some musicians who died in 1970 who weren’t named Jimi Hendrix, for 10 points each.
[10] Before dying of a heroin overdose, this woman--once voted “Ugliest Man on Campus” at the University of Texas--recorded hits like “Mercedes Benz” and “Me and Bobby McGee” from her Pearl album.  She owned a psychedelically painted Porsche.
ANSWER: Janis Joplin
[10] Alan “Blind Owl” Wilson, the vocalist of this band, committed suicide on September 3rd of that year.  The group took their name from a 1928 song by Tommy Johnson and are known for tracks like “Going Up the Country” from Living the Blues.
ANSWER: Canned Heat
[10] Baby Huey, another artist who died that year, recorded “Hard Times”, later sampled for the track “Can I Kick It?” by this group.  Other tracks by this hip-hop group include “Bonita Applebum”, “Scenario” and “I Left My Wallet in El Segundo”.
ANSWER: A Tribe Called Quest

4. Rob Sheffield of Rolling Stone liked that this show used “Bullet With Butterfly Wings” by the Smashing Pumpkins as its theme song.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this documentary series that centers on Paul Watson and the crew of the Steve Irwin.
ANSWER:  Whale Wars
[10] Whale Wars is one of the original programs aired by this cable network.  Other original programming on this network includes Meerkat Manor.
ANSWER: Animal Planet
[10] Victoria Stilwell hosts this other Animal Planet show, whose Top 10 most difficult subjects have included Sydney, owned by the Wilsons.
ANSWER: It’s Me or the Dog

5. One of the central characters in this film lectures his father that, “Your generation will always think of itself as Negro first and a man second.  I think of myself as a man”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this film centering on a proposed interracial marriage between characters played by Katharine Houghton and Sidney Poitier.
ANSWER: Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner
[10] This woman played a black cook named Tillie who also criticizes the match between Houghton and Poitier in Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner.  She’s better known for playing a TV character who initially is opposed to hiring Florence Johnston, a maid played by Marla Gibbs.
ANSWER: Isabel Sanford [or Eloise Gwendolyn Sanford]
[10] Spencer Tracy, who played the father in Guess Who’s Coming to Dinner, also starred in this historical film by Dinner director Stanley Kramer.  Judy Garland had a supporting role as Irene Waller, while Burt Lancaster played one of the disgraced judges at the center of this film.
ANSWER: Judgment at Nuremberg

6. This author’s most recent entry in her most popular series is titled Dead Reckoning.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this author of the Lily Bard series, best known for creating a series of books featuring characters like Eric Northman, owner of Fangtasia.
ANSWER: Charlaine Harris
[10] Charlaine Harris is best known for writing a series of novels about this character, who would go on to become the protagonist of HBO’s True Blood.
ANSWER: Sookie Stackhouse [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This first book in the Southern Vampire Mysteries series sees Sookie and Bill both fend off drainers from each other.  The main crime in this book is committed by Rene Lenier.
ANSWER: Dead Until Dark

7. Name these players who contributed to the San Francisco Giants’ improbable victory in the 2010 World Series, for 10 points each.
[10] In addition to filming videos of himself at home with his leather-clad friend “The Machine” and striking out Ryan Howard to end the NLCS, this closer is probably best known for his improbably black beard.
ANSWER: Brian Wilson
[10] Despite having hit only 14 home runs all season as a nondescript corner outfielder acquired through waivers from the Marlins, this man hit five homers in the playoffs, including back-to-back shots off Cy Young winner Roy Halladay.
ANSWER: Cody Ross
[10] Ross was originally drafted by this team.  MinorLeagueBaseball.com lists Jacob Turner, who currently pitches for the Erie SeaWolves, as this team’s top prospect for 2011.
ANSWER: Detroit Tigers [accept either underlined answer]

8. Identify the following about some superficially related shows, for 10 points each.
[10] The animated show Space Strikers cast this character as its hero, often having him battle Master Phantom.  This character was played by Naseeruddin Shah in the terrible film version of The League of Extraordinary Gentlemen.
ANSWER: Captain Nemo [or Prince Dakkar]
[10] The pilot of this character’s proto-Adult Swim show featured an “interview” with stock footage of Denzel Washington.  This superhero is antagonized by his band leader, Zorak, and shouldn’t be confused with Brak.
ANSWER: Space Ghost
[10] The late ‘90s animated show Space Goofs had a theme song called “Monster Men” recorded by this artist.  His Blah Blah Blah album produced a #1 hit in New Zealand titled “Real Wild Child (Wild One)” and he released albums like Metallic K.O. with his best known band.
ANSWER: Iggy Pop [or James Newell “Jim” Osterberg, Jr.]

9. Based on a short story by Philip K. Dick, this film contained characters like Thompson and Richardson.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this George Nolfi film that opens with David Norris meeting a woman named Elise.  David is later told that Elise will ruin his chances of becoming President in this movie.
ANSWER: The Adjustment Bureau
[10] The Adjustment Bureau starred this actor as David Norris.  He played a rugby star in Invictus and the title character in Good Will Hunting.
ANSWER: Matt Damon
[10] George Nolfi was a writer for this thriller, where Kim Basinger played a first lady named Sarah Ballentine who was married to a president played by Rubicon’s David Rasche.  It more prominently featured Michael Douglas as Pete Garrison.
ANSWER: The Sentinel

10. At one point, the singer of this song claims he is “off to sleep/Waging wars to shake the poet and the beat”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 2008 rock song that begins and ends with the phrase “I was running around, I was looking down at all I see…”.
ANSWER: “Use Somebody”
[10] Consisting of three Followill brothers and their cousin, this Tennessee-based band recorded “Use Somebody” as well as their earlier single, “Sex on Fire”.
ANSWER: Kings of Leon
[10] “Use Somebody” won the Grammy for Record of the Year in 2009.  During the award ceremony that year, a different band teamed up with Jay-Z to play “Lost!” a single from this album that also included hits like “Strawberry Swing”.
ANSWER: Viva la Vida or Death and All His Friends

11. Identify the following about some stand-up comedians that have appeared on Marc Maron’s WTF Podcast, for 10 points each.
[10] Maron extensively grilled this comedian for stealing jokes from friends like Steve Trevino and Willie Barcena.  He’s best known for telling a lot of lame racist jokes on a Comedy Central show titled for his “Mind”.
ANSWER: Carlos Mencia [or Ned Arnel Marcia or Ned Holness]
[10] This frequent guest on Comedy Central roasts and Roastmaster General at the Friars’ Club appeared on the first episode of WTF.  You may also remember that he was eliminated in the first episode of Season 7 of Dancing with the Stars after injuring his eye.
ANSWER: Jeff Ross [or Jeffrey Ros Lifschultz]
[10] This woman “had her own national talk show.  But did she get to talk about threesomes with Marc Manon?” according to one WTF episode description.  This comedian was replaced by Alison Sweeney as the host of one reality show.
ANSWER: Caroline (Gilchrist) Rhea

12. During this tournament, up to five participants can stay in the Crow’s Nest, and it’s played at a location that also features the Butler Cabin.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this tournament that has players walk along the Magnolia Line to get to some locations.
ANSWER: The U. S. Masters Tournament
[10] This man won the Masters in 2010 and got to wear the traditional green jacket.  This right-handed player notably has a left-handed swing.
ANSWER: (Philip Alfred) “Phil” Mickelson
[10] This politician lends his name to a tree he once proposed cutting down on Hole 17 because he hit it so much.  He also names a pond he proposed constructing and a cabin apparently built to “Secret Service standards” at Augusta.
ANSWER: Dwight David “Ike” Eisenhower

13. Identify the following about some variety show hosts, for 10 points each.
[10] This man briefly left his role as Fred on a show where he played a junk dealer to star on a short-lived Comedy Hour on ABC.
ANSWER: Redd Foxx [prompt on “John Elroy Sanford”]
[10] This woman hosted a variety show during the early days of the FOX Network, which is probably most famous today for airing the original Simpsons shorts.  She more recently starred on a namesake State of the Union show on Showtime.
ANSWER: Tracey Ullman
[10] This comedian had a fake feud with David Frost on his namesake Friday night program on NBC.  He was replaced in his most famous role by the then-host of Who Do You Trust? who created characters like Aunt Blabby and Floyd R. Turbo.
ANSWER: Jack (Harold) Paar

14. This album produced the singles “The Power of Good-Bye” and “Nothing Really Matters”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 1998 album whose title track notes, “She’s got herself a universe gone quickly / For the call of thunder threatens everyone”.
ANSWER: Ray of Light
[10] Ray of Light is an album by this artist.  Her other albums include Bedtime Stories and Like a Prayer.
ANSWER: Madonna Louise Ciccone [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This song was the final track on Madonna’s soundtrack album, I’m Breathless.  Its black-and-white video, which probably should have been called “Homage to Horst P. Horst” contained Madonna wearing a controversial see-through lace blouse.
ANSWER: “Vogue”

15. In one image, this character declares that “no one will mind that you’re naked in public”, and this animal has spawned spin-offs like the Socially Awkward Penguin.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this Internet canine who tells you to do not-very-smart things like “Sext Your Grandma!”
ANSWER: Advice Dog
[10] One of the less original Advice Dog variants pastes an image of Peppy telling you to perform this aerial maneuver, which can be done in Star Fox 64 by pressing Z or R twice.
ANSWER: Do a Barrel Roll
[10] Characters from this universe have recently started to show up in a lot of Advice Dog images.  Internet hipsters have strangely started getting into an animated series in this universe which contains characters like Rarity and Fluttershy.
ANSWER: My Little Pony [or My Little Ponies]

16. This group has the honor of being the middle-namesakes Nicky Banks on The Fresh Prince of Bel-Air after they performed at his baptism. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this R&B quartet of the 90s who sang about their newfound success in their first single, “Motownphilly” and later smacked down Jackson 5’s “I’ll Be There” to become Motown’s most successful single with “The End of the Road”.
ANSWER: Boyz II Men
[10] This 1994 single from Boyz II Men has a music video which ends when Dwayne gives a woman a love note which is seen to contain this song’s lyrics. Lyrics include “throw your clothes on the floor” which presumably happens before the titular action is performed.
ANSWER: “I’ll Make Love to You”
[10] Boyz II Men covered this 1956 doo-wop hit on their debut album Cooleyhighharmoy. The original version was made famous by The Five Satins and has the singer “remember that night in May” where the singer “held you, held you tight”.
ANSWER: “In the Still of the Night”

17. One of the protagonist’s friends calls another friend “Mr. Potato Head” and claims “backdoors are not secrets!” in a scene in this film where the hero gives those friends papers that “didn’t come from ProtoVision”.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this 1983 movie where David Lightman breaks into a system by figuring out that Stephen Falken used his dead son’s name as a password.
ANSWER: WarGames
[10] WarGames stars this dude, who also voiced the adult Simba in The Lion King and played hooky in Ferris Bueller’s Day Off.
ANSWER: Matthew Broderick
[10] Broderick also starred in this relatively weak film in the Sidney Lumet canon.  Dustin Hoffman played Broderick’s father Vito in this film, while Sean Connery played his grandfather Jessie.
ANSWER: Family Business
 
18. Identify the following about some quarterbacks who had bad rookie seasons, for 10 points each.
[10] This man put up just 6 touchdowns compared to 24 interceptions in his first year out of Louisiana Tech.  However, he’d go on to win four Super Bowls as QB of the Steelers.
ANSWER: Terry Bradshaw
[10] Dan Darragh, a QB for this team, had just three touchdowns while putting up 11 interceptions in his rookie year in 1968.  This team’s Wall of Fame includes players like Kent Hull and a pre-Redskins Bruce Smith.
ANSWER: Buffalo Bills [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This man put up 27 interceptions on 439 attempts in his rookie season in 1976.  In his first season as a head coach, his team’s draft picks included Kareem Moore, Justin Tyron and Malcolm Kelly.
ANSWER: (James Arthur) “Jim” Zorn

19. The first game in this series sees the protagonist receive a program via e-mail that lets him recruit demons to fight for him, while more recently the Strange Journey entry was released for the DS.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this series of RPGs, that also includes a spin-off series titled Persona.
ANSWER: Shin Megami Tensei
[10] Atlus, the publisher of the Shin Megami Tensei games, also published a Game Boy Advance launch title centering on this activity.  Vince Vaughn formed a team to play this sport in a “True Underdog Story” co-starring Ben Stiller.
ANSWER: Dodgeball
[10] This other Atlus RPG has appeared on the WonderSwan Color, Game Boy Advance and PSP.  Featuring characters like Fia and Ein, it takes place a thousand years after Ragnarok and is subtitled, The Promised Land.
ANSWER: Riviera: The Promised Land

20. This director cast Leonardo DiCaprio in the central role in The Beach.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this director of films like 28 Days Later.
ANSWER: (Daniel) “Danny” Boyle
[10] Danny Boyle also directed this acclaimed 1996 film, where Ewan McGregor plays heroin addict Mark Renton, who is friends with people like Spud and Sick Boy.  Despite its title, it has nothing to do with locomotives.
ANSWER: Trainspotting
[10] This actor played an accountant alongside Kerry Fox and Ewan McGregor in Boyle’s first film, Shallow Grave.  His other film roles include playing Destro in a film subtitled The Rise of Cobra.
ANSWER: Christopher Eccleston

21. This character is the author of The Cigarette Diet and at one point offers up “crazy surgical options” to help another character lose weight.  For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this graduate of the Ho Chi Mihn City School of Medicine.
ANSWER: Dr. Leo Spaceman {the last name can be pronounced “spee-chem-in”} [accept either underlined answer]
[10] This 30 Rock character has appeared in films like A Blaffair to Rememblack and created the videogame, Goregasm: The Legend of Dong-Slayer.  He’s also a relative of Sally Hemings.
ANSWER: Tracy Jordan [accept either underlined answer]
[10] Chris Parnell, who plays Dr. Spaceman, also played a history teacher who hates history named Chris Henkel on this short-lived cable show that co-starred Chris Gethard as a former banker.
ANSWER: Big Lake
