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Tossups

1. One figure who held this position was the stepdaughter of Phineas Horton, and was named Frankie Raye, codename Nova, while another figure to hold this position was Firelord. During the Annihilation storyline, Annihilus attempted to capture several former holders of this position, some of whom included Gabriel the Air-Walker, Red Shift, and Morg the Executioner. The first figure to hold this position was imbued with Dark Energy instead of their usual power source, and was named the Fallen One. The most famous figure to hold this position, whose holders are usually imbued with the Power Cosmic, was the lover of Shalla-Bal and begged for this position to save his home planet of Zenn-La. For 10 points, name this position most notably held by the Silver Surfer, a particular subordinate of Galactus that announces his arrival. 

ANSWER: Herald of Galactus

2. At one point in this film, a protest is formed in which one outlying person is dressed as a mascot holding a Quiznos sign. The protagonist of the film has a black adopted brother named Chip, and Malcolm McDowell plays the role of Principal Gibbons in this movie.  Early in the movie, the main character spends an entire weekend hanging around her house listening to “Pocketful of Sunshine”. The main figure convinces others of her new image by wearing more revealing clothing and stitching a red ‘A’ to everything she wears. Olive Penderghast is a girl who embraces the character of Hester Prynne during her English class's study of “The Scarlet Letter” in, FTP, this 2010 film starring Emma Stone about a high school girl who gains a loose reputation after lying about losing her virginity.

ANSWER: Easy A

3. During an October 1979 contest against Milwaukee, Sam Smith became the first person to do this. James Jones did this twice in an 11-second span against the Hawks in 2009, becoming the only player to do it twice in the same game. Game 3 of the 1999 Eastern Conference Finals was decided when this was accomplished by Larry Johnson, and the NBA career mark of 23 for this accomplishment was broken in February 2010 by Jamal Crawford. After the implementation of a new rule in 1979, doing this became the way to score the most points in a possession without the benefit of an offensive rebound. FTP, name this occurrence in basketball when a shooter completes a long-distance field goal, gets fouled and makes the subsequent free throw.

ANSWER: converting a four-point play (accept clear equivalents like “making a three-pointer, getting fouled and making the free throw” before mentioned)

4. This man once wrote “Nail biting isn’t sexy or stylish, but it is at least genuine--an increasingly hard-to-find hint of humanity.” After attending Yale, he chose to study at the University of Hanoi and learn how to speak Vietnamese. His career path was significantly influenced by his older brother Carter committing suicide in 1988, and in 2007, he filled in on “Live with Regis and Kelly” when Philbin was undergoing heart surgery. From 2001-2002, he hosted an ABC reality show later hosted by Ahmad Rashad and Jon Kelley.  The great-great grandson of Cornelius Vanderbilt, he was notably punched in the head ten times while reporting in Egypt in 2011 and is known for reporting from war zones and disaster areas while wearing skin-tight black shirts. FTP, name this gray-haired CNN news reporter who hosts “360º”.

ANSWER: Anderson Hays Cooper

5. She was briefly married to singer-songwriter Cinjun Tate in 1999 before divorcing him the same year, and she married talent agent David Bugliari in 2009. This actress appeared as former girlfriend Kyra Blaine in a season 2 episode of Castle, and one of her most famous TV characters has love interests such as Dex Lawson, Jason Dean, and Cole Turner. Another notable role sees her as a young girl that moves with her father into the residence of Angela Bower. She played Jennifer Mancini for 40 episodes of Melrose Place before leaving that series to take the role of Phoebe Halliwell, a girl who fights demons and warlocks along with her sisters Prue and Piper. Starring alongside Holly Marie Combs and Shannen Doherty, FTP, name this actress from the shows Charmed and Who's the Boss?.

ANSWER: Alyssa Jayne Milano

6. At one point in this film, a family is seen playing a game that involves quoting Shakespeare and identifying which play each quote is from. One character notes in this movie that the television is the biggest thing since Gutenberg invented the printing press and that he is the biggest thing on it. Young Congressional Lawyer Dick Goodwin travels to New York to begin investigating, and at one point, a character significantly fails to correctly name 1955’s Best Picture Winner, which effectively thrusts a Columbia University professor into the national spotlight. Many do not believe information coming from volatile Queens resident Herb Stempel, who indeed knows many of the secrets behind Charles Van Doren’s run on the show Twenty One. Starring John Turturro and Ralph Fiennes, FTP, name this 1994 film about the rigging scandals of game shows in the 1950s.

ANSWER: Quiz Show

7. The metal band Iced Earth performed an instrumental version of this song as the opening track on their album The Glorious Burden. Jose Feliciano notably performed this song in Detroit in 1968 and again in 2010 after the death of Ernie Harwell. Garrison Keiler has campaigned that this song should be performed in its original key of G Major, and when this song was playing in 1968, Tommie Smith and John Carlos raised their fists controversially. Natalie Gilbert was once aided by Maurice Cheeks in singing this song, and in July 1990,  Roseanne Barr performed this song extremely poorly while at Jack Murphy Stadium. Recently flubbed by Christina Aguilera at Super Bowl XLV, FTP, name this song inspired by the bombing of Fort McHenry, written by Francis Scott Key.

ANSWER: “Star-Spangled Banner” or the U.S. National Anthem

8. This man’s first professional fight was against Donald Walheim, and the only split decision of this man’s career was in his second to last fight, where he beat Lou Savarese in Atlantic City. The last fight of his career was a loss to Shannon Briggs, and this man would begin his career by knocking out 29 of his first 32 opponents and winning his first 40 matches. He would earn the WBA and WBC heavyweight titles after winning a 1973 match in Kingston, Jamaica. However, he would lose both titles in 1974 and would have to wait until 1994 to defeat Michael Moorer to earn a heavyweight title, becoming the oldest person to do so. FTP, name this legendary boxer who would lose the “Rumble in the Jungle” against Muhammad Ali and later become known for his Lean, Mean, Fat-Cutting Grilling Machines.

ANSWER: George Edward Foreman

9. A 1942 movie about Chick Larkin and Mervyn Milgrim makes reference to a performance of this when the two characters are trying to sort out the difference between watts and volts. One version features characters Dexter Broadhurst and Sebastian Dinwiddle, while another makes reference to a fictional French cousin named Goofy Dean. One of the most highly-acclaimed versions includes one character wearing a St. Louis Wolves shirt and appears in the film The Naughty Nineties. At one point, a character mistakenly states, “I throw the ball to naturally” after the audience discovers that “Today” and “Tomorrow” are the name of the team’s catcher and pitcher respectively. Referencing other players like “I don’t know”, FTP, name this Abbott and Costello skit about a baseball team whose players have strange nicknames.

ANSWER: “Who's on First?”

10. At the 2006 Winter Olympics, Iran was strangely introduced in the opening ceremonies to this song. It was a single off the album Mouth to Mouth, and it was the one and only major hit for a band with lead vocalist Cynthia Johnson. Writer Steven Greenberg’s inspiration from a change of residence is clear in the recurring lyrics “gotta move on”.  The lyrics of the song explain that the right environment will “keep me groovin’ with some energy”, and the singer expresses “I talk about it, talk about it, talk about it, talk about it” as she explains her desire to go to the titular polity.  FTP, name this place, the title of a 1980 song by Lipps Inc. that the lead singer wants the listener to “take me to”.

ANSWER: “Funkytown”

11. Reaching a ghost ship in this game is done by sailing directly west from a formation of five rocks that resemble fingers. In this game, reentering a psychedelic dungeon is used by consuming a dream leaf before going to bed. One supporting character in this game goes off with a captain after meeting the protagonists at the Gonpa Ruins. In the final dungeon, we learn about the continent of Tuaparang which is where this game’s villains are from, and that dungeon sees the main characters poisoned by a constant rain of light where we fight the Chaos (*) Chimera, a morphed King Volechek. Playable characters include Reif and Tyrell, both of whom are descendants of Mia and Garet the protagonists of this game’s predecessor. For 10 points, name this most recently released Golden Sun game.

ANSWER: Golden Sun Dark Dawn

12. Chet Haze, the son of actor Tom Hanks, released a remake of this song as a way to pay homage to his current school Northwestern University. The music video for this song shows the intersection of Chatsworth Avenue and Berwick Street, and the artist claims “that crown underneath them clouds can’t get close to you”. The listener also discover’s that the song’s rapper is sippin’ Cliquot and has so many rocks up in his watch he can’t tell what the time is. People in this song’s video can be seen waving “terrible towels”, and the artist explains “when I pulled off the lot, that’s stuntin’” and also asserts “everything I do, I do it big”. Honoring the rapper's hometown of Pittsburgh, FTP, name this 2010 hit from Wiz Khalifa named after the city's two emblematic colors.

ANSWER: “Black and Yellow”

13. He and a couple friends were arrested on suspicion of felony possession of GHB just eight days after this man was acquitted in June 2000 for trying to bribe a police officer. This man entered the NFL draft a year early following a victory in the Sugar Bowl so that he could pay for his mother to come to the United States. He has only played for one team since being drafted 17th overall in 2000 out of Florida State. In January 2010 against the Baltimore Ravens, he reached his 1,000th career point with a 39-yard field goal. A 2007 contest against Houston saw him miss a 64-yard attempt that bounced off the right upright, and in 2008, he would attempt a 76-yard field goal against the Chargers. Teaming up with holder/punter Shane Lechler, FTP, name this Polish placekicker for the Oakland Raiders.

ANSWER: Sebastian Janikowski

14. Their most recent album “Summer Girl” was released in 2007 while they made their debut in 1997 with the album “Fush Yu Mang”.  That first album featured their first big hit where the singer opened, “It ain't no joke, I'd like to buy the world a toke”.  It also featured a notable track about companionship whose titular question was sung 48 times.  This band appears at a benefit concert at the end of the comedy movie “Rat Race”.  In a Saturday Night Live skit, Jennifer Lopez played the mother of a little girl who was repeatedly haunted by this band, while they also covered a song by the Monkees for the movie “Shrek”.  With songs like “Walkin' on the Sun”, “Why Can't We Be Friends?” and “I'm a Believer”, lead singer Steve Harwell notes in this band's most famous song, “Somebody once told me the world is gonna roll me”.  FTP, name this San Jose-based pop rock band who sang the 1999 hit “All Star”.

ANSWER: Smash Mouth

15. Scott Benjaminson plays this character’s brother Frank, despite the fact that this man did not have a brother named Frank in real life. He goes to work for his father in his hometown of Joliet, but he is deterred from staying at the steel mill when his friend Pete dies in an explosion. People that ultimately help this man achieve his goal include the Vince Vaughn character Jamie O’Hare as well as a graduate student and tutor named D-Bob. A man named Fortune dramatically tells this character “You’re 5 feet nothin’, 100 and nothing, and you have barely a speck of athletic ability”, and this man finally gets his chance when Coach Devine lets him cover a kickoff at the end of the game. Recording a sack on his only defensive snap, FTP, name this dramatically undersized Notre Dame football player portrayed by Sean Astin.   

ANSWER: Daniel E. “Rudy” Ruettiger (Accept any underlined part)

16. He released his first and rather unsuccessful album entitled “Peep This” in 1994, over a decade before he would release his second.  During that time in between, he would appear in various movies like “Held Up” and “The Great White Hype” in addition to starring in his namesake television comedy series for five seasons.  This actor has had more dramatic roles like in the 2007 movie “The Kingdom” and the 2009 film “The Soloist” with Robert Downey, Jr.  His most notable film featured him portraying a soul musician from Albany, Georgia, while his music career is highlighted with a collaboration with Kanye West on the song “Gold Digger” and the 2009 hit “Blame It”.  FTP, name this musician/actor who won an Oscar for playing Ray Charles in the movie “Ray”.

ANSWER: Jamie Foxx or Eric Marlon Bishop

17. This school’s 1993 first round loss to Oklahoma State marked its first NCAA tournament appearance in 10 years and the first of two tournament appearances during the tenure of coach Kevin O’Neill. The only Men’s basketball national championship won by this university came during the playing days of Butch Lee, and this school is the alma mater of Celtics’ coach Doc Rivers. From 2005-2009, this school featured point guard Dominic James, and in 2008, Buzz Williams took over as head coach of this team after Tom Crean became head basketball coach at Indiana. One of this school’s standout players eventually led the Miami Heat to the 2006 NBA championship, and Al Mcguire coached this team to the 1977 NCAA Championship. FTP, name this Milwaukee school and alma mater of Dwyane Wade, whose sports teams are nicknamed the Golden Eagles. 

ANSWER: Marquette University

18.  In 2008, this person teamed with producer Lucian Piane to record the song “The Clap”, a song about gonorrhea.  He is also the subject of a 2008 Randy Blair musical entitled “ [this person] Saves the Universe (or at least the greater Los Angeles area): the Musical!”.  He had gotten into a confrontation with Black Eyed Peas member will.i.am in 2009 when he called will.i.am a “faggot”, and he had also notably asked Carrie Prejean whether same-sex marriage should be legalized at the 2009 Miss USA Pageant.  He started a website called PageSixSixSix.com but would later change it to its more famous name.  A noted proponent of gay rights and drawing doodles on pictures of celebrities, FTP, name this celebrity gossip blogger whose name is similar to that of a certain hotel heiress.

ANSWER: Perez Hilton or Mario Armando Lavandeira, Jr.

19. After sustaining a rib injury during filming, the star of this film got rid of a personal trailer so the budget had room for a medic. One character in this film asks another figure if she had “some sort of lezzy wet dream” about her, and after a night out, the main character tells her mother that she had sex with guys named Tom and Jerry. In one scene, the main character glimpses a bathroom mirror containing the word “whore” written in lipstick. Thomas Leroy is the main figure’s love interest, and he has chosen to replace Beth MacIntyre with a new star for his production. Thomas’ critique of the main figure’s inability to express passion and sensuality lead her to become obsessed with perfecting her role in a certain Tchaikovsky work.  Mila Kunis plays the foil to dancer Nina Sayers in, FTP, this 2010 film starring Natalie Portman as a troubled ballet dancer.

ANSWER: Black Swan

20.  During his sophomore season in the NBA, he finished second in Most Improved Player voting behind Jalen Rose, and in game 2 of the 2005 playoffs, this player was held to 8 of 26 shooting by the unheralded Ryan Bowen. He was traded along with Pat Garrity for Robert “Tractor” Traylor after being the first round pick of Milwaukee in 1998. Besides Steve Nash, he is the only active NBA player to record a season in which he made 50% of his field goals, 40% of his 3-pointers, and 90% of his free throws. Despite playing an MVP season in 2007 and leading his team to 67 regular season wins, he could not advance in the playoffs past Baron Davis and the 8th-seeded Golden State Warriors. His team’s undisputed franchise player after Steve Nash left for the Suns in 2004, this is FTP, what German 7-foot star for the Dallas Mavericks.  

ANSWER: Dirk Werner Nowitzki

Bonuses

1. Name some characters from “Office Space” that do not have an affection for red staplers, FTPE:

[10] This friend of Peter refuses to change his name, despite sharing it with “ that no-talent ass-clown” most famous for singing covers of “(Sittin' on) the Dock of the Bay” and “When a Man Loves a Woman” in addition to his own songs “How Can We Be Lovers?” and “Said I Loved You. . . But I Lied”.

ANSWER: Michael Bolton (accept either)

[10] Played by Gary Cole, this is the vice president of Initech.  Peter gets worried when he hears that his girlfriend once slept with someone with the same last name.

ANSWER: Bill Lumbergh (accept either)

[10] This Initech employee who claims to have people skills and can handle the goddamn customers gets a huge settlement after getting hit by a car, helping him fund his invention of a “jump to conclusions” mat.

ANSWER: Tom Smykowski (accept either)

2. “When the roof caved in and the truth came out, I just didn't know what to do”, FTPE:

[10] These lyrics appear in what 2009 single, a debut hit for Jason Derulo.

ANSWER: “Whatcha Say”

[10] The robotic lyrics “Mmmm whatcha say” is sampled from the song “Hide and Seek” by this British alternative singer.

ANSWER: Imogen Heap

[10] The song “Hide and Seek” was most notably used in the season two finale of this show when a fight between Ryan and Trey eventually leads to Marissa shooting Trey in the back.  Bill Hader, Andy Samberg and Shia LaBeouf would spoof the scene on an episode of “Saturday Night Live”.

ANSWER: “The O.C.”

3. Performing various basic moves in this game will eventually fill a meter allowing you to unleash a killer kick. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this hilariously violent video game version of a real life sport, in which you can control various teams like Team Volta, Team Subzero, and Team Love, and beat your opponents up. No penalty or free kicks are involved.

ANSWER: Sega Soccer Slam

[10] The creators of Sega Soccer Slam also worked on this specific game, the first to allow racing SUVs. The story is once again set in Bayview and allows you to testdrive your friend Rachel’s Nissan 350Z.

ANSWER: Need for Speed: Underground 2 [prompt on partial answers] 

[10] Rumiko from Team Tsunami creates all three members of a team of this name, which is shared by a Chrono Trigger party member who is revived in 2300 AD in the ruined future.

ANSWER: Robo

4. Answer these questions about wolves in music, FTPE:

[10] Simon Le Bon smells like he sounds and is lost in a crowd while being lead vocals for this '80s band that had the hit “Hungry Like the Wolf”.

ANSWER: Duran Duran

[10] “She Wolf” was the title of both the 2009 hit song and album by this pop star.  

ANSWER: Shakira (full name: Shakira Isabel Mebarak Ripoll, accept anything underlined)

[10] Born Robert Weston Smith, this rock and roll DJ of the '60s and '70s was famous for having a raspy voice and a lupine nickname, paired with his penchant for howling on the radio.  

ANSWER: Wolfman Jack

5.  Answer these questions about people with the last name Koenig, FTPE:

[10] Andrew Koenig played Mike Seaver's best friend Boner in this 1980s sitcom.  He was found dead in Vancouver during the 2010 Winter Olympics.

ANSWER: “Growing Pains”

[10] Andrew's father Walter Koenig played this Russian Starfleet officer in the original “Star Trek” series.

ANSWER: Pavel Andreievich Chekov (accept either)

[10] Ezra Koenig fronts this indie band who most recently released the album “Contra” featuring the songs “Horchata”, “Giving Up the Gun” and “Cousins”

ANSWER: Vampire Weekend

6. Identify some downright bizarre video games that have to do with music, for 10 points each.

[10] At one point in this game, you can command a group of headbangers to use their headbanging to destroy a statue. This third person/real time strategy game puts you in control of Eddie Riggs, who is voiced by Jack Black.

ANSWER: Brütal Legend

[10] This RPG takes place in a fantasy world imagined Artemio Cruz-style by the dying Frederic Chopin. All of the characters and place names, Chopin excluded, are taken from musical terms.

ANSWER: Eternal Sonata

[10] Such crappy songs as “Fuel” and System of a Down’s “Toxicity” appear in this band-specific Guitar Hero game, whose eponymous band has composed such hits as “One,” “Enter Sandman,” and “The Unforgiven.”

ANSWER: Guitar Hero: Metallica

7. Name some successful NFL players that went undrafted, FTPE:

[10] Arguably the best undrafted player in NFL history was this quarterback from the University of Washington.  He would play six seasons for the Edmonton Eskimos before playing the with the Oilers from 1984-1993 as part of a Hall of Fame career.

ANSWER: Harold Warren Moon

[10] This Texas running back won a Super Bowl as a back-up to Jamal Lewis in 2000, but while with the Chiefs, he set an NFL record with 27 total touchdowns during the 2003 season.

ANSWER: Priest Anthony Holmes

[10] He served four years in the U.S. Army after dropping out of Scottsbluff Junior College.  This defensive back would earn seven Pro Bowl selections in the 1950s and '60s for his seasons with the Rams, Cardinals and Lions and is remembered for a accumulating 14 interceptions in just a 12-game season in 1952.

ANSWER: Dick “Night Train” Lane

8. In March 2010, she announced that she would return to competitive track and field after her controversy in 2009, FTPE:

[10] Name this female African runner who won gold at the 2009 World Championships in Athletics whose gender came into question by the IAAF.

ANSWER: Mokgadi Caster Semenya

[10] Like fellow female track star Zola Budd, Semenya hails from this country.

ANSWER: Republic of South Africa

[10] Semenya was a gold medal runner at this distance, where she would clock in at one minute, 55.45 seconds at the 2009 World Championships.

ANSWER: women's 800 meters

9. Name some celebrities that contracted swine flu in 2009, FTPE:

[10] Ex-husband of Dita von Teese, this rock musician who fronts a band of the same name announced on his MySpace page that he had the H1N1 virus.  He noted, “Unfortunately, I am going to survive.”

ANSWER: Marilyn Manson (accept: Brian Hugh Warner)

[10] This Indian-American neurosurgeon contracted swine flu while on location in Afghanistan as CNN's chief medical correspondent.  He also has his own weekly medical show on CNN.

ANSWER: Sanjay Gupta

[10] This young, red-haired portrayer of Ron Weasley contracted swine flu in 2009, giving Harry Potter fans another reason to cry besides how much every Harry Potter movie sucks.

ANSWER: Rupert Alexander Lloyd Grint

10. This show stars Kevin Alejandro and was picked up by TNT after being dropped by NBC. FTPE:

[10] Name this drama that debuted in 2009, focuses on the lives of LAPD officers, and includes cast members like Michael Cudlitz and Tom Everett Scott.

ANSWER: Southland

[10] This actor also appears on Southland as officer Ben Sherman. He is well-known for playing Ryan Atwood on The O.C.

ANSWER: Benjamin McKenzie Schenkkan (Accept either answer)

[10] One of the most recognizable cast members of Southland is Regina King, who in addition to her many movie roles, lends her voice to this Adult Swim show that centers on the Freeman family and is a social satire of American Culture and race relations. 

ANSWER: The Boondocks

11. Name these songs or identical song titles that have hit number one for two different artists or groups given the singers and years in which they reached number one, FTPE:

[10] The Beach Boys in 1966 and Marky Mark & the Funky Bunch in 1991.

ANSWER: “Good Vibrations”

[10] Labelle in 1975 and Christina Aguilera, Pink, Mya and Lil' Kim in 2001.

ANSWER: “Lady Marmalade”

[10] The 4 Seasons in 1962 and Fergie in 2007.

ANSWER: “Big Girls Don't Cry”

12. Hugh Lofting created this character for a series of children's books that was accompanied by his pet parrot Polynesia, FTPE:

[10] Name this fictional physician with the ability to talk to animals who should not be confused with a cockney flower girl in a George Bernard Shaw play.

ANSWER: Dr. John Dolittle

[10] In the 1998 remake of Dr. Dolittle starring Eddie Murphy, Dolittle has two daughters, including a rather nerdy younger daughter named Maya. Maya is played by this actress, who is probably best known for playing Breanna Barnes in the UPN series One on One and for voicing Penny Proud in the animated series The Proud Family.

ANSWER: Kyla Alissa Pratt

[10] The original 1967 version of “Dr. Dolittle” saw this actor play the title character.  He most famously won a Best Actor Oscar and a Tony for his portrayal of Professor Henry Higgins. 

ANSWER: Sir Reginald Carey “Rex” Harrison

13. 18. This show’s cast included Rosemary DeCamp and Ted Bessell, and this show’s theme song was parodied on Saturday Night Live with cast member Danitra Vance. FTPE:

[10] Name this show that debuted in 1966 and centered on a character named Ann Marie.

ANSWER: That Girl

[10] This actress starred as Ann Marie on That Girl. She is the daughter of a man who began appearing in his own eponymous sitcom in the 1950s. That 50s sitcom was originally titled Make Room for Daddy.

ANSWER: Margaret Julia “Marlo” Thomas

[10] That Girl also included actor Bernie Kopell, who appeared in this comedy series as Siegfried. The show starred Barbara Feldon and Don Adams. 

ANSWER: Get Smart

14. Name some notable competitive eaters that aren't from Japan, FTPE:

[10] This American is the four-time reigning champion of the Nathan's Hot Dog Eating Contest as well as the world record holder.

ANSWER: Joseph Christian “Joey” Chestnut

[10] This other American eater normally paints his face for competition.  He has appeared on the MTV series “True Life” and won $100,000 in his appearance on the syndicated version of “Who Wants to Be a Millionaire?”

ANSWER: Tim Janus (also accept Eater X)

[10] This Korean-born woman is known as the “Black Widow” and has won numerous eating competitions despite her small, 98-pound stature.

ANSWER: Sonya Thomas

15. Identify some shows that take place in Philadelphia, FTPE:

[10] “Hey! Hey! Hey!”, this cartoon series that ran from 1972 to 1985 featured characters like Dumb Donald, Mushmouth and the titular obese teenager

ANSWER: Fat Albert and the Cosby Kids

[10] Recently canceled in 2010, this Jerry Bruckheimer-produced show starred Kathryn Morris as Detective Lilly Rush working for the Philadelphia Police Department.

ANSWER: Cold Case

[10] This '80s series featured Ken Olin and Mel Harris as a yuppie couple living in Philadelphia with their friends who also deal with their mid-life crises.

ANSWER: Thirtysomething

16. Ryan Bingham asks people, “What's in Your Backpack?” during the film. FTPE:

[10] Name this 2009 George Clooney film about a man whose job is firing employees in person.

ANSWER: Up in the Air

[10] “Up in the Air” is based on the 2001 novel of the same name written by this author whose other works include “Thumbsucker” and “Mission to America”.

ANSWER: Walter Kirn

[10] When Clooney's character finally earns his ten millionth mile, the pilot Maynard Finch comes to congratulate him.  The pilot was played by this actor noted for his deep resonant voice and horseshoe mustache, as famously displayed during his role as “The Stranger”, the narrator in “The Big Lebowski”. He also starred alongside Patrick Swayze in Road House.

ANSWER: Samuel Pack “Sam” Elliot

17. Name some baseball players that would make Brett Favre feel young, FTPE:

[10] While with the Phillies, he became the career leader in home runs surrendered in 2010 and has pitched for 24 years in Major League Baseball.  This 48-year-old is currently the oldest active player in the league.

ANSWER: Jamie Moyer

[10] Though ending his career in 1953 with the St. Louis Browns, this pitcher made one last major league appearance for the Kansas City Athletics in 1965 at 59 years of age.  Starting his career with the Birmingham Black Barons, this legend was the first player from the Negro leagues into be inducted to the Baseball Hall of Fame.

ANSWER: Leroy Robert “Satchel” Paige

[10] The oldest known position player to ever play in the majors was this Cuban outfielder who played his last game in 1980 at 57 years old.  This nine-time All-Star has his number nine retired by the White Sox, with whom he spent most of his career.

ANSWER: Minnie Minoso (full name: Saturnino Orestes Armas Minoso Arrieta)

18. She starred as Matilda Joslyn Gage in the made-for-TV movie The Dreamer of Oz, but you may know her better for her sitcom work. FTPE:

[10] Name this actress who played Vivian Harmon, the best friend of the title character on Maude.

ANSWER: Rue McClanahan

[10] McClanahan is probably best remembered for her role as Blanche Devereaux on this sitcom that ran from 1985-1992. The show also featured Betty White and Beatrice Arthur.

ANSWER: The Golden Girls

[10] McClanahan’s last acting role was in the cable series Sordid Lives, which aired on the Logo network. She starred alongside several notable names, including this woman who is known for her short stint as a talk show host and for playing Hilda Spellman on a sitcom that debuted in 1996.

ANSWER: Caroline Gilchrist Rhea

19. The titular duo makes up the band known as Wyld Stallyns, but one of the member's fathers threatens to send him to military school.  FTPE:

[10] Name this 1989 comedy starring Keanu Reeves and Alex Winter who travel through time and meet various figures in history.

ANSWER: Bill & Ted's Excellent Adventure

[10] The narrator and guide on the protagonists’ trip is Rufus, who is played by this comedian who passed away in 2008. Among many things, he is remembered for his “Seven Dirty Words” routine.

ANSWER: George Denis Patrick Carlin

[10] When Bill, Ted and all of the historical figures are in present day, they lose this person at a bowling alley.  Bill and Ted end up going to the local water park to find him.

ANSWER: Napoleon Bonaparte or Napoleon I (note: the water park is named “Waterloo”)

20. Nudity in public places during music videos, FTPE:

[10] Blink 182 ran through the streets naked during this 1999 single off of their fourth album “Enema of the State”.  The single discusses the singer's immaturity in spite of him being 23 years old.

ANSWER: “What's My Age Again?”

[10] In March 2010, Erykah Badu caused controversy when she stripped down and ran through Dealey Plaza in Dallas in a music video for this 2010 song off her most recent album.

ANSWER: “Window Seat”

[10] Badu was inspired by this indie band's music video “Lessons Learned”, as the namesake duo was frolicking nude in the middle of Times Square.  The songs “Lessons Learned” and “Daylight” appear on this band's 2009 album “Grand”.

ANSWER: Matt & Kim
