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Tossups

1. The beginning of this song’s music video shows one figure pull into a driveway in a truck that says “Alpha Rentals”, and one character in the video for this song is called into the house by her mother played by Patti Labelle. Some of the lyrics claim that “you and me got ties for different reasons”, and at one point the artist explains “that’s okay ‘cause I wait for my cue and just listen play my position like a short stop”. This song appears as the second track on the album Simply Deep, and just before the chorus, one vocalist insists, “you don’t know what you mean to me”. At other points that singer conveys that certain feelings are present “even when I’m with my boo”. Within the chorus, the female singer repeatedly says the line “no matter what I do, all I think about is you”. FTP, name this chart-topping 2002 hit by Nelly that features Kelly Rowland.

ANSWER: “Dilemma”

2. Ralph Samuelson has widely been credited as the first person to ever do this sport, and in 2009, the top-ranked man in one of this sport’s disciplines was a guy named Freddy Krueger. British athlete Karl Brooks was killed while practicing this sport in 2007, and an athlete’s capabilities and control in this sport are greatly affected by the equipment’s “Rocker” as well as by the roundness of the bevel. For most age/gender divisions in this sport, the ramp height is set at five feet for jumping competitions. The three traditional disciplines in this sport include one in which the competitor must negotiate his or her way around a zigzag course of buoys in the slalom event, and depending on the intended level of difficulty, boat speed in this sport often varies. FTP, name this sport in which one holds onto a rope or cable in a standing position while being pulled by a boat.

ANSWER: Waterskiing

3. Bill Cardille appears both in this film and in its remake over 20 years later, and at one point the main figure remarks, “This is no Sunday School picnic!”. This movie was the film debut for George Kosana, who plays a man with the surname McClelland, and one scene of this movie includes Helen’s husband Harry throwing Molotov cocktails from a window. There is much speculation that the central phenomenon in this film is caused by radiation from a NASA satellite returning from Venus, and in a notable early scene, Johnny teases his sister with the line “They’re coming to get you, Barbra” while the two are in a cemetery. A broadcast report explains that murders are being perpetrated by the recently deceased that have returned to life. FTP, name this 1968 horror film directed by George Romero that precedes Dawn of the Dead. 

ANSWER: Night of the Living Dead 

4. This band sang a version of the song “Sheena Is a Punk Rocker” on the charity album War Child Presents Heroes, and one song by them appears on the Spider-Man 3 soundtrack and is called “Sealings”. In one of their songs, the singer remarks “I wish I could buy back the woman you stole”, and this band includes drummer Brian Chase. Some songs by this group include “Down Boy” and “Phenomena”, and they have released albums like Show Your Bones and Fever to Tell. Songs like “Cheated Hearts” and “Zero” are performed by lead singer Karen O, and in one of their most notable songs, the titular figure is “gonna tell me where the light is”. That song is called “Gold Lion”, and this band’s most famous song repeats over and over again the lyrics “Wait! They don’t love you like I love you”. FTP, name this American indie band best known for the song “Maps”.

ANSWER: Yeah Yeah Yeahs

5. They include Celosia, Phaedra as well as Malus. When encountering them you can hear such tracks as “In Awe of Power” as well as “The Openned Way.” Tasks for beating them include a Cloth of Desperation as well as a Cloak of Deception which makes you invisible to them.. They are found in the Forbidden Lands in places like the Lair on the Mesa and the Blasted Lands. One of them is neutralized by drawing him from his cave and using a spring to flip onto its back, while another of them can be quickly defeated by using his sword to toss (*) yourself onto his head. Agro perishes before the final one is defeated. Their defeat is ordered by Dormin, who is attempting to manipulate Wander to save Mono. For 10 points, name these creatures whose shadow titles a game about them.

ANSWER: Colossi or Shadow of the Colossuses

6. One character in this film asks if someone got a particular pair of shoes at “Whores for less”, and a straight-to-video sequel to this film centers on figures like Brittney Havers. This movie includes Daphne Rubin-Vega playing the role of Gloria Perez, and one figure is shot in the leg with a spear just one day after drinking a toast to “no loose ends” while at a tropical resort. Because of certain accusations, one character hires an unorthodox lawyer named Kenneth Bowden played by Bill Murray. Kevin Bacon’s character Ray Duquette investigates a case in which Suzie and Kelly both have accused promiscuous guidance counselor Sam Lombardo of rape. In one scene, Kelly almost drowns Suzie in a pool before making love to her. FTP, name this 1998 movie starring Matt Dillon that is best remembered for a love scene between Neve Campbell and Denise Richards.

ANSWER: Wild Things

7. This player was drafted 4th overall after attending North Texas State University, and during a game that his team would win 42-6, this player repeatedly kicked Bob McKay in the groin while McKay was lying on the ground. This man would often talk with young fans on the team bus instead of giving autographs according to teammate Andy Russell, and he is the first player to ever record an interception, a forced fumble, and a fumble recovery in a single Super Bowl. He played alongside Ernie Holmes, Dwight White, and L.C. Greenwood as part of his team’s “front four”, but this man may be best remembered for throwing his jersey to a kid after drinking a coke on a famous commercial. FTP, name this defensive tackle that played from 1969-1981, was a 10-time Pro Bowler for the Pittsburgh Steelers, and also had an intimidating nickname.

ANSWER: “Mean Joe” Greene or Charles Edward Greene 

8. Both New Grass Revival and Amii Stewart have recorded their own versions of this song, and for a film appearance, an artist now famous for songs like “Boppin’ The Blues” decided to perform “Glad All Over” instead of this song. The title of this song comes from an expression that refers to an important moment when the Apostles spoke in tongues, and the singer of this hit claims “I learned to love all of Hollywood money” before making the plea, “learn to let me love you like a lover should”. This song with the lyrics “too much love drives a man insane” was a follow up single to the artist’s highly successful hit “Whole Lotta Shakin’ Goin’ On” and opens with the line “You shake my nerves and you rattle my brain”. FTP, name this song in which the titular phrase is preceded by the words “goodness gracious”, a 1957 hit for Jerry Lee Lewis. 

ANSWER: “Great Balls of Fire”

9. The only game show in this channel’s history began in June 1990, involved word searches, and was hosted by Wink Martindale. Another program on this channel began a three-season run in 2007 and starred Oliver Steeds and Mark Anstice. The tagline of a current series on this channel is “Can you handle the lockdown?”, and that show stars Nick Groff and Zak Bagans. One of this channel’s shows that centers on sports is hosted by Dhani Jones of the Cincinnati Bengals, and another program on this channel is hosted by Zane Lamprey and is called Three Sheets. Samantha Brown has hosted many shows on this channel, and on one of this channel’s most popular programs, host Adam Richman engages in eating challenges at various American locales. FTP, name this channel that airs the show Man v. Food and other programs that take viewers around the United States and the world.

ANSWER: Travel Channel

10. Early in his career he made short films like Woton’s Wake and Bridge That Gap, and two of his earliest films both feature a character named Jon Rubin. This man wrote and directed a 1974 musical film that centers on composer Winslow Leach called Phantom of the Paradise, and a 1992 movie directed by this man stars John Lithgow as child psychologist Carter Nix. He directed the 1981 John Travolta thriller Blow Out, but may be better known for films like Casualties of War and The Bonfire of the Vanities.  This director made the movie Dressed to Kill and also directed a 1976 film based on a Stephen King novel about a titular socially outcast teenage girl, but his best-known film may be one that tells of the rise to power of Cuban refugee Tony Montana. FTP, name this director most known for making movies like Carrie and Scarface.

ANSWER: Brian Russell De Palma

11. A character on this show was once in a gang called Avon Park Playboys, and several episodes of this show include the Leslie Hope-portrayed Kristina Frye. Beginning with the episode “The Red Box”, Aunjanue Ellis joined this show as Madeleine Hightower, and the death of Sam Bosco and others on this program causes the retirement of Virgil Minelli. The main antagonist of this series is unseen until the season two finale and is named Red John. On this show, a secret romance begins between Grace Van Pelt and arson specialist Wayne Rigsby, and the protagonist of this series is probably closest with colleague Teresa Lisbon, who is played by Robin Tunney. The program follows an independent consultant for the California Bureau of Investigation named Patrick Jane. FTP, name this CBS program that debuted in 2008 and stars Simon Baker. 

ANSWER: The Mentalist

12. Jon Gosselin has revealed on Jon & Kate Plus 8 that his late father had this job, and the character of Bruce Fleckstein in the movie Compromising Positions also does this job. James Cagney stars in 1941’s The Strawberry Blonde as someone studying to work in this profession, and a reality show that aired from 2002-2007 on ABC included a person of this profession named Bill Dorfman. Others characters who do this job include Sheldon Kornpett from The In-Laws as well as Orin Scrivello from 1986’s Little Shop of Horrors. This is the profession of Matthew Perry’s character Nicholas Ozeransky in The Whole Nine Yards, and a recurring character on Seinfeld with this job allegedly converts to Judaism just to tell Jewish jokes and is played by Bryan Cranston. FTP, name this profession in which “four out of five” practitioners recommend chewing Trident gum.  

ANSWER: Dentist

13. These figures theorize that their primary in-game enemies are aberrations from the Great Cycle of Being, part of a philosophy they inculcate among members in a vast underground city in the far Eastern jungles.  One set item specifically for this class is Trang-Oul’s Wing, which isn’t as good as the Homunculus, considered the best shield equippable by this class. This class, which gets totems as their class-specific items, can use one spell to make one monster the target of all other monsters in the area and lower the elemental (*) resistance of enemies using the final two spells of one skill tree, Decrepify and the appropriately-named Lower Resist. Other spells used by this class, which has 15/25/15/25 starting strength/dexterity/vitality/energy can cause corpses to explode and sacrifices part of his health to raise a Blood Golem. Contra new players, you don’t actually see a thousand raised skeletal mages fighting for this class in Nightmare and Hell difficulty. For 10 points, identify this class in Diablo II and its expansion, which can cast curses and raise minions.

ANSWER: Necromancer

14. In a season one episode of this program, the central figure receives tickets to his favorite game show, Name Your Price. One character on this show is the Brianne Leary-portrayed Sindy Cahill, and because of a dispute during this show’s fifth season, the main figure was briefly replaced by Steve McLeish, a character played by Bruce Jenner. Lou Wagner appears on this program as mechanic Harlan Arliss, and in this show’s run, Barry Baricza is the only character depicted drawing a firearm. Every episode of this show includes Sergeant Joseph Getraer, and early in the program’s run, probationary status explained why Larry Wilcox’s character worked so closely with Francis “Ponch” Poncherello. FTP, name this 1977-1983 series about motorcycle police officers starring Erik Estrada. 

ANSWER: CHiPs

15. A YouTube video featuring this man includes a contest between the Barbers and the Stylists, and in one instance, he hit the third of three consecutive home runs to open the game against pitcher Phil Dumatrait. He is second only to Chuck Klein in number of home runs hit in one’s first two calendar years in the Major Leagues, and in 2009, he finished the season with a higher batting average than any one to play for his team since Jeff Cirillo ten years earlier. He was forced to shift from playing third base after his team acquired Mike Cameron in January 2008, and in 2010, this player was elected as a starting NL All Star Outfielder for the third year in a row, getting selected along with teammate Corey Hart. FTP, name this Jewish left fielder for the Milwaukee Brewers. 

ANSWER: Ryan Joseph Braun (Prompt on “The Hebrew Hammer”)

16. He provided vocals for the song “Carpetbaggers” on the 2008 Jenny Lewis album Acid Tongue, and an argument this man had with Stephen Stills at a Holiday Inn resulted in him calling both James Brown and Ray Charles the “n-word”. After making the titular declaration of one song, he utters the line “we only hit and run”, and on his debut album, he was backed by the American country rock band Clover. In 2003, he married Canadian jazz pianist and singer Diana Krall, and in one famous song by this artist, he remarks “chapter one we didn’t really get along”. Within another of his hits he tells the titular female “I know this world is killing you” and “my aim is true”. FTP, name this British singer-songwriter that has a backing band called The Attractions, and who is known for songs like “Alison” and “Everyday I Write the Book”.

ANSWER: Elvis Costello or Declan Patrick MacManus

17. He played Macro in the 5-minute long Trailer for a Remake of Gore Vidal’s Caligula, and one of his early roles was as Rex in a George Huang film centering on Buddy Ackerman. He played the mentally retarded Toby Jay Wadenah in a 2001 Sean Penn movie, and he appeared as Lamar in 1994’s China Moon. In 1997, this actor played a car thief named Vincent Roche that ends up kidnapping Emily Hope, played by Alicia Silverstone. He portrayed Frankie “Four-Fingers” in a 2000 Guy Ritchie film with Jason Statham and received high acclaim for his role as former convict Jack Jordan in the Naomi Watts movie 21 Grams. He is probably best known for an Oscar-winning role as police officer Javier Rodriguez in a 2000 Steven Soderbergh film. FTP, name this Puerto Rican actor that won an Academy Award for his role in Traffic.

ANSWER: Benicio Monserrate Rafael del Toro Sanchez (Accept either underlined part)

18. This happened once despite two late missed free throws by Kevin Dunne and a 25-0 run by the eventual losing team. Fang Mitchell coached a squad that accomplished this against a team that included Melvin Watson, and when this most recently occurred, Tarvis Williams made the winning shot for the Pirates with under 7 seconds to go. This also happened when a team led by star player Billy Owens lost to the Spiders, and a game in which one team did this ended with a missed lay-up by Jamaal Tinsley in 2001. A team led by Steve Nash accomplished this by beating Arizona in 1993, and examples of this occurrence include a 1997 game between South Carolina and Coppin State. This has happened 4 times, despite the fact that a top seed has never lost an NCAA Tournament game. FTP, name this event that occurs when the 2nd-lowest ranked team in a region wins an NCAA Tournament game.

ANSWER: 15-2 Upset in the NCAA Tournament, or anything that articulates either “15-seed winning an NCAA Tournament game” or “2-seed losing a first round NCAA Tournament game”.

19. A spin-off show named for this character includes a “leprechaun gopher” named Glomer, while the main show featuring this figure included maintenance man Eddie Malvin in season one. After watching live coverage of the Challenger explosion, this figure is visited by Buzz Aldrin, and one of this person’s teachers is the hip Mike Fulton. She interacts with the geeky Allen Anderson and at one point attempts to escape from Fenster Hall with the help of rich friend Margaux Kramer. This character quickly becomes friends with Cherie Johnson and is often accompanied by her faithful dog Brandon. After being abandoned by her mother in a shopping center, she is eventually adopted by photographer and widower Henry Warnimont. FTP, name this title character of a 1980s sitcom that is played by Soleil Moon Frye.

ANSWER: Penelope “Punky” Brewster (Accept any of the three)

20. In one variant of this game, each player uses a 51-space game board and has the opportunity to score a Rainbow bonus. Another version of the game involves placing tiles containing symbols like bells, oranges, and cherries into 16-space triangular racks. One of the early advertising slogans for this game was “The Fun Game That Makes Thinking Fun!”, and a bonus of 35 is available in one part of this game for scoring at least 63 points. A person can score the minimum 5 points in this game by recording a score only in the Chance category, and one has roughly a 1/22 chance of getting the titular result on any three-roll turn. This game’s lower section contains scoring options like Full House, Four-Of-A-Kind, and Large Straight. FTP, name this Milton Bradley dice game in which the highest point value is assigned to the titular “five-of-a-kind” roll.

ANSWER: Yahtzee

Bonuses

1. He was notably drafted just after LaRue Martin in 1972, and he was one of the first NBA “big men” to frequently shoot from the perimeter. FTPE:

[10] Name this player that probably had his best seasons with the Buffalo Braves from 1972-1977. During that time, he won the NBA scoring title three straight years from 1973-1976 and won the MVP award following the 1974-1975 season. 

ANSWER: Robert Allen “Bob” McAdoo

[10] The same year that McAdoo won both the scoring title and MVP award, this Warriors player was the league leader in both steals per game and free-throw percentage. He is remembered for shooting his free throws underhanded and for having sons named Jon and Brent that also played in the NBA. 

ANSWER: Richard Francis Dennis “Rick” Barry III

[10] Barry led the 1974-75 Golden State Warriors to the NBA Championship by sweeping the Washington Bullets. The coach of the Warriors that season was this man, who also spent his entire playing career with the Warriors from 1960-1971. He was the second African American coach after Bill Russell to win an NBA title, and he coached the Warriors from 1970-1983.

ANSWER: Alvin A. “Al” Attles Jr.

2. He has appeared in many films like The Box and Superman Returns despite making stage acting the focus of his career. FTPE:

[10] Name this actor that played Richard Nixon in 2008’s Frost/Nixon.

ANSWER: Frank A. Langella, Jr.

[10] Langella also played Noah Banes in this 1994 Ivan Reitman comedy that includes Emma Thompson. It stars Arnold Schwarzenegger as a scientist that undergoes male pregnancy as part of a scientific experiment.

ANSWER: Junior

[10] Langella portrayed Bill Hudson in 2005’s Back in the Day, a drama starring Ja Rule and Ving Rhames. In that film, this Hawaiian actress, model, and singer plays a character named Loot. She may be best remembered for her role as Cassandra in Wayne’s World and Wayne’s World 2.

ANSWER: Tia Carrere or Althea Rae Duhinio Janairo

3. Bob Holt voiced this figure in a 1972 television special, and at one point, this character floats away, leaving behind only a pile of rocks with the word "UNLESS" inscribed into them. FTPE:



 [10] Name this title character of a 1971 book that repeatedly urges the Once-ler to stop his destructive practices, but to no avail. 










 ANSWER: Lorax










 [10] The Lorax was written by this children's book author that created such other works as The Cat in the Hat and Oh, The Places You'll Go!. 








 ANSWER: Dr. Seuss or Theodor Seuss Geisel







 [10] In The Lorax, the Once-ler continues to chop down Truffula trees in order to create this versatile garment that is made from foliage and which becomes very popular.






 ANSWER: Thneed

4. The title of this album was suggested by Rainn Wilson, and its cover features a dog in mid-air. FTPE:                   [10] Name this 2009 album that is a follow-up to 2008’s “The Red Album”.

ANSWER: Raditude                                              






           [10] Raditude is the most recent album by this band fronted by Rivers Cuomo that has had hits with songs like “Buddy Holly” and “Pork and Beans”.

                            [10] This song on Weezer’s album Make Believe contains the lyrics “my automobile is a piece of crap, my fashion sense is a little whack”. [10] The Tales from the Crypt episode “As Ye Sow” was directed by Kyle Maclachlan, whose many TV roles include playing this cardiologist that Charlotte marries and then divorces on Sex and the City. Charlotte’s plans to have a family were greatly jeopardized when she found out that this man was impotent.

ANSWER: Trey MacDougal (Accept either answer)

[10] One of Maclachlan’s most memorable television roles may have been playing Special Agent Dale Cooper on this David Lynch serial drama that aired from 1990-1991 and centered on the investigation of the murder of Laura Palmer in the titular town.

ANSWER: Twin Peaks

6. If you are trying to plan your next vacation, look no further than this bonus. Answer some questions about places you can go on the internet to book hotels FTPE:

[10] This company headquartered in Norwalk, Connecticut is known for helping to pioneer the "Name-Your-Own-Price" system on the internet. You may have been exposed to their TV commercials that contain William Shatner as the titular "negotiator".

ANSWER: Priceline.com










 [10] In November 2007, Priceline acquired this internet company that specializes in providing online hotel reservations for properties located in the Asia Pacific region. The company was created by Michael Kenny in the late 90s under the name PlanetHoliday.com.







 ANSWER: Agoda










 [10] This subsidiary of Sabre Holdings Corporation owns the online hotel reservation site AllHotels and was created in 1996 at Tulsa International Airport. This company may be most associated with its advertising campaigns that include "The Roaming Gnome".

[10] Name this 1976 film about an ocean liner carrying Jews from Germany to Cuba in 1939.

 ANSWER: Voyage of the Damned

[10] The all-star cast of Voyage of the Damned includes James Mason, who played this professor in a 1962 Stanley Kubrick film. This character is the love interest of Charlotte Haze in a work by Vladimir Nabokov.

ANSWER: Humbert Humbert (Accept either answer)

[10] Voyage of the Damned also includes this man playing the role of Estedes. His directorial credits include Chimes at Midnight, Touch of Evil, The Magnificent Ambersons, and Citizen Kane.

ANSWER: George Orson Welles

8. He recorded the duet “There’s Nothing Better Than Love” with Gregory Hines and also was one of the singers on a 1994 cover version of “Endless Love”. FTPE:

[10] Name this American R&B and soul singer that died of an apparent heart attack in 2005 and is famous for songs like “Never Too Much”, “Stop to Love”, “Here and Now”, and “Dance with My Father”.

ANSWER: Luther Ronzoni Vandross   

[10] Vandross and this artist collaborated to write the song “Dance with My Father”. This singer churned out many ballads in the 80s and is famous for hits like “Endless Summer Nights” and “Right Here Waiting”.  

ANSWER: Richard Noel Marx

[10] In 2000, Marx founded the now-defunct Signal 21 Records Label with Bobby Colomby, who was a founding member of this “jazz-rock” band that had hits like “Spinning Wheel” and “You’ve Made Me So Very Happy”.

ANSWER: Blood, Sweat & Tears

9. At one point, it aired the show Inked, and the reality program King of Cars premiered on this channel in 2006. FTPE:

[10] Name this channel that has produced new episodes of the television series Biography since 1987.

ANSWER: A&E or Arts & Entertainment

[10] This show that debuted in 2008 on A&E follows certain employees in Philadelphia as they ticket, “boot”, and tow cars as part of their enforcement duties. The program also chronicles issues that arise when people try to retrieve their cars from impound lots.

ANSWER: Parking Wars

[10] A&E began airing this program in 2005 and it has now completed its sixth season. It centers on the unusual and often dangerous stunts performed by the show’s titular illusionist and escapologist. 

ANSWER: Criss Angel Mindfreak

10. Members of this band included Eric Wilson and Bud Gaugh, and this group saw success with their multi-Platinum debut album 40oz. to Freedom. FTPE:

[10] Name this band that was fronted by Bradley Nowell from 1988-1996.

ANSWER: Sublime

[10] One of the most famous songs by Sublime is this 1996 hit that claims “I ain’t got no crystal ball” and includes the line “what I really wanna know, my baby, what I really want to say I can’t define”. The song also bears the name of a religion.

ANSWER: “Santeria”

[10] This other Sublime song is the last single that the band released. The lyrics to the song assert that “all people in the dance will agree that we’re well qualified to represent the LBC”. This track talks about a girl that “spreads her lovin’ all over and when she get home there’s none left for me”.

ANSWER: “Doin’ Time”

11. Identify these things about a newspaper comic strip, FTPE:

[10] This comic strip, which was discontinued in the late 1990s, had a final collection named “Its a Magical World”, and in its final strip, one character said to the other “Lets go Exploring!”.

ANSWER: Calvin and Hobbes

[10] Calvin and Hobbes was the brainchild of this comic artist, who became super-reclusive after his strip ended in 1995.

ANSWER: Bill Watterson

[10] This perpetual nemesis of Calvin is a teenager who dates Charlie. Calvin and this character often butt heads while she is babysitting him.

12. Often things that occurred over a decade ago no longer seem so significant, but it is still amusing to look back. Answer these questions about changes and transactions that were happening in the NFL just as the new millennium began FTPE:

[10] For the 2000 NFL season, Al Groh replaced this man as coach of the Jets. This “Big Tuna” had already won two Super Bowls with the Giants and been to another one with the Patriots. However, he had not yet coached the Dallas Cowboys for four seasons or taken a front office position with the Dolphins.

ANSWER: Bill Parcells

[10] Prior to the 2000 season, the NFL clarified a major rule regarding catching passes. The rule states that the football is allowed to touch the ground and still be considered a catch as long as the player maintains clear control of the ball. This rule was named for this Buccaneers player, who made a catch with 47 seconds remaining in the 1999 NFC Championship against the Rams only to have the call controversially overturned.

ANSWER: Bert Tyrone Emanuel

[10] Speaking of the Rams, this quarterback made his way onto the Rams practice squad in 2000 after being drafted in the 6th round by the New Orleans Saints. He would play for the Rams until being released by the team in April 2010.

ANSWER: Marc Robert Bulger

13. This program was a spin-off from Soap and included characters like Marcy Hill and Clayton Endicott III. FTPE:

[10] Name this sitcom that debuted in 1979 and starred Robert Guillaume as the titular head of household affairs for Governor Eugene Gatling.

ANSWER: Benson

[10] On Benson, the title character often argued with this cook played by Inga Swenson. This character would eventually move all the way up to the position of state budget director by the end of the show’s run.

ANSWER: Gretchen Wilomena Kraus (Accept either answer) 

[10] Benson also included Missy Gold, who played Katie, the daughter of Governor Gatling. Missy Gold’s older sister Tracey Gold is well known for her role on Growing Pains, while her younger sister Brandy Gold appeared as Alexis Wegener on several episodes of this show that starred Howie Mandel and David Morse.

ANSWER: St. Elsewhere 

14. In 2003, he was the host of an eponymous VH1 program on which city dwellers at his ranch engaged in activities like skinning a boar. FTPE:

[10] Name this crazy rocker known for songs like “Stranglehold”, “Dog Eat Dog”, and “Cat Scratch Fever”.

ANSWER: Theodore Anthony “Ted” Nugent

[10] Along with Jack Blades, Tommy Shaw, and Michael Cartellone, Nugent was a member of the group Damn Yankees, which had its biggest hit with this song. The song contains the lyrics “say you’re gonna stay forever” and “yesterday’s just a memory” in addition to the line “I didn’t know what to say when you called me baby”.

ANSWER: “High Enough”

[10] Nugent appeared on VH1 again to do the 2006 reality show SuperGroup. One of the other hard rock musicians on the show was this Canadian, who is probably best known for being the frontman of Skid Row prior to being fired by the band in 1996. 

ANSWER: Sebastian Bach or Sebastian Philip Bierk

15. In every sport, we remember the winners more than the losers, but try naming these men that have lost in the finals of Grand Slam events to Roger Federer FTPE:

[10] This 6’5” Australian player with a Greek surname lost to Federer in the finals of Wimbledon in 2003, becoming the first of Federer’s many victims in Grand Slam finals. This player was ranked as high as 8th in the world at one point and made the finals of the 1998 U.S. Open. He has also had a minor career in modeling.

ANSWER: Mark Anthony Philippoussis

[10] This player lost to Federer in the finals of Wimbledon in both 2006 and 2007, but subsequently beat Federer in the epic 2008 Wimbledon final. This Spaniard is probably best known for winning five French Open titles from 2005-2010. 

ANSWER: Rafael Nadal Parera

[10] This Swedish player that climbed into the top-5 in the world in 2010 is the only player to defeat Rafael Nadal at the French Open. He lost the 2009 French Open final to Federer and then beat Federer in the 2010 French Open only to lose to Nadal in the final.

ANSWER: Robin Bo Carl Soderling

16. Identify some games that use time travel, for 10 points each:

[10] The Sands of Time, an entry in this long-running Ubisoft series, sees the title character gain the ability to reverse the flow of time using a special dagger.

ANSWER: Prince of Persia

[10] Reversing time is a huge part of this indie platformer, which follows Tim’s attempts to rescue a princess. Its final world is labelled “one” and sees time flow backwards the whole time.

ANSWER: Braid

[10] In this Nintendo DS game, the main character has the ability to enter the Ghost World, in which time stands still. Each stage of this game, with the subtitle Phantom Detective, requires you to save a different person from death.

ANSWER: Ghost Trick: Phantom Detective

17. She has released albums like So Real, I Wanna Be with You, and Coverage, but she has appeared in many films as well. Name these movies that feature Mandy Moore FTPE:

[10] Moore plays Hilary Faye alongside Jena Malone and Macaulay Culkin in this 2004 teen comedy/satire centering on Fundamentalist Christian Mary Cummings. The plot takes off when Mary tries to restore her boyfriend Dean’s heterosexuality after he admits that he’s gay. Such scheming ultimately gets Mary pregnant.

ANSWER: Saved!

[10] Mandy Moore’s most notable film role may be as Jamie Sullivan in this 2002 film based on a Nicholas Sparks novel. In this movie, Jamie becomes friends with and eventually falls in love with the Shane West-portrayed Landon Carter, but must eventually tell him that she has terminal leukemia.

ANSWER: A Walk to Remember

[10] Tom Wilkinson and Billy Crudup star in this 2007 romantic comedy in which Moore plays Lucy Reily. The film follows children’s book writer Henry Roth, who must produce another “Marty the Beaver” book even after his illustrator Rudy Holt has passed away. Bob Balaban and Dianne Wiest also appear in the film.

ANSWER: Dedication

18. This man at one time used the surname “Walker” while playing for the Newark Eagles, and he would later go on to play for the Chunichi Dragons in 1962. FTPE:

[10] Name this player that was signed by the Cleveland Indians in 1947, making him the first African American player in the American League.

ANSWER: Lawrence Eugene “Larry” Doby

[10] Doby was signed by this baseball owner, who is now probably better known for promotions like “Grandstand Manager’s Day” and “Disco Demolition Night”. This man was also behind the pinch-hitting appearance of midget Eddie Gaedel. 

ANSWER: William Louis “Bill” Veeck, Jr.

[10] Doby made 7 straight All-Star teams from 1949-1955, and in 1954, he finished second in American League MVP voting to this Yankees catcher now known for his ridiculous quotations.

ANSWER: Lawrence Peter “Yogi” Berra 

19. This film centers on brothers Michael and Sam Emerson and also includes Edward Herrmann as a video store owner named Max. FTPE:

[10] Name this film starring Jason Patric and Corey Haim about brothers that move to California and fight a gang of teenage vampires.

ANSWER: The Lost Boys

[10] The Lost Boys was directed by Joel Schumacher, who has directed movies like A Time to Kill and Flatliners in addition to this 1983 comedy starring Adam Baldwin, Gary Busey, and Mr. T. In the film, Albert Hockenberry arrives in a certain city to work for the owner of the titular run-down taxi company, which features a rather interesting group of drivers. 

ANSWER: D.C. Cab

[10] This actress was featured as the character Star in The Lost Boys. Although she played Muffy Tepperman on Square Pegs, she more recently starred as Judy Miller on the sitcom Still Standing.

ANSWER: Jami Beth Gertz

20. She met her husband Tom when they both worked in the Advertising business and often struggles to raise children like Preston and Porter. FTPE:

[10] Name this resident of Wisteria Lane played by Felicity Huffman.

ANSWER: Lynette Scavo (Accept either answer, also accept Lynette Lindquist)

[10] Lynette is a character on this ABC program that began airing in 2004 and also stars Teri Hatcher and Marcia Cross.

ANSWER: Desperate Housewives

[10] This character on Desperate Housewives is originally introduced as Lynette’s neighborhood nemesis in season one, and Lynette once decided to not let this person babysit her kids because she was “ancient”. This character played by Kathryn Joosten met love interest Roy Bender in season 6.

ANSWER: Karen McCluskey (Accept either answer, also accept Karen Simmons)
