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Tossups

1. He played for the team KK Hemofarm for two seasons before entering the pros in the United States, and during a 5-game series against the Lakers in his rookie season,  he became the youngest player to appear in an NBA finals game. His original NBA team traded him in 2006 for a 2007 1st round pick, with which they selected a point guard from Eastern Washington named Rodney Stuckey. Besides this man, all top five selections the year he was drafted have been named to an All-NBA team.  President Joe Dumars passed over future All-Stars like Carmelo Anthony, Chris Bosh and Dwayne Wade to select this player in 2003.  Drafted second overall by the Detroit Pistons after LeBron James, FTP, name this Serbian basketball player, one of the most notable draft busts of recent NBA history.

ANSWER: Darko Milicic

2. After her mother's divorce, this character receives a cactus every Valentine's Day from her.  At one point in the film, she describes her stepmother by noting her obsession with dogs and her constant smell of methyl methacrylite.  This character named her guitar Roosevelt not after Theodore but after Franklin Delano, who she claims to be the hot one with the polio.  This character's dad Mac works as an H-Vac specialist, and she has a sister named Liberty Belle whom she blames for puking in her mom's vase.  She is first seen with a jug of Sunny D and says the line, “It started with a chair.”  She makes a deal with Mark and Vanessa, played by Jason Bateman and Jennifer Garner, over custody of a child she had with Paulie Bleeker.  Named after a Roman goddess, FTP, name this main character of a 2007 film played by Ellen Page, who goes through a unique ordeal with pregnancy.

ANSWER: Juno MacGuff

3. It was the project of a website called ThePoint.com where people were able to organize in accomplishing a task or donating money.  It was started by Pittsburgh native Andrew Mason, this company's current CEO, and it launched out of their office building in Chicago that had a pizza restaurant on its first floor.  That restaurant would be involved in its first of many daily offerings by this company that has acquired numerous international companies like ClanDescuento in South America and the European-based MyCityDeal.  Competitors of this company include BuyWithMe and LivingSocial, but this company has been the most successful of its kind, exemplified by its rejection of a six billion dollar buyout from Google.  Timothy Hutton appeared in a controversial Super Bowl ad about the oppression of Tibet for, FTP, this website with 50 million subscribers that receive discounts to local establishments.

ANSWER: Groupon

4. With 4,421 including the playoffs, Tiger Williams holds the record for the most amount of these in a career. Randy Holt earned 67 of these during a 1979 game, beating Jim Dorey's record of 52 in 1968. The 1974-1975 season saw Dave Schultz amass 472 of these by himself , while the current active career leader in this statistic is Sean O'Donnell. In a March 2004 contest, the Flyers and Senators combined for 419 of these, and in general, four of these is awarded for a minor that causes a laceration or draws blood, while ten is given for game misconduct and five is for fighting.  FTP, name this hockey statistic that describes the amount of time served as a result of a rule violation, abbreviated “PIM”.

ANSWER: penalty infraction minutes or penalties in minutes (accept PIM before mentioned)

5. One character in this film jokingly refers to the Chicago Bears as the Chicago Chipmunks, and the main character in this film attends Warren G. Harding Elementary School in Hohman, Indiana. That character receives a C plus on an assignment given at the beginning of the film by Miss Shields.  Zach Ward plays frequent tormentor Scut Farkus, and at one point, the main figure receives a Little Orphan Annie radio show decoder pin. In another scene, a triple dog dare causes Flick to stick his tongue to a pole. Mr. Parker receives a large crate containing a lamp in the shape of a woman’s leg, and Ralphie ultimately does shoot his eye out with the Red Ryder BB Gun he wanted so badly. FTP, name this 1983 holiday comedy film that airs for 24 hours straight on TBS beginning the night of December 24.  

ANSWER: A Christmas Story

6. He was originally the drummer of his first band called the Strangeurs, and he appeared as Santa Claus in an episode of Lizzie Mcguire in 2002 in addition to voicing the Singing Elf in the 2004 animated movie The Polar Express. One hit song sung by him includes the lyrics “love put me wise to her love in disguise, she had the body of a venus”. A couple of the only albums by his band that have not gone Platinum include Done with Mirrors as well as the band’s most recent release, 2004’s Honkin’ on Bobo. One song he sings refers to a titular girl and asks “what did her daddy do? What did he put you through?” Along with bandmates like Joe Perry, he has recorded albums like Permanent Vacation, Get A Grip, and Toys in the Attic.  Recently acquiring a position once held by Simon Cowell, FTP, name this current judge on American Idol and lead singer of Aerosmith.

ANSWER: Steven Tyler (accept Stephen Victor Tallarico)

7. The main character of this film responds to a claim that his “idea sounds pretty half-baked” by saying “Oh, it’s not. It’s completely baked”. Towards the end of the film,  the central figure gets information from Carl’s Theta Delta Chi Fraternity brothers that causes him to head toward Santa Barbara. One character in the film suggests getting drinks at the Taft Hotel, where employees recognize the main character as Mr. Gladstone. This film includes William Daniels as the main figure’s father Mr. Braddock, and in the movie’s final scene, Ben bangs on glass and repeatedly screams “Elaine!” in order to stop that character’s wedding. Ben had previously had an affair with Elaine’s mother, played by Anne Bancroft. FTP, name this 1967 film starring Dustin Hoffman in which Benjamin Braddock is seduced by Mrs. Robinson.  

ANSWER: The Graduate  

8. On an episode of Rob & Big, Rob Dyrdek wins a $5,000 bet with Steve Berra and repeatedly promises to do this after a skate competition. In 2010, a single of this name reached the US Rap top 10 for the trio Travis Porter, and Optimo states in his song “I'm Gipper” that he might do this with Mastercards and Visas. In the song “Got Money”, Lil Wayne notes that he is also known as “Mr. [this phrase] on them hoes”, a reference to his contribution to this Grammy-nominated song in 2008.  In that song of this name, Lil Wayne claims that he “got a pocketful of stacks” and urges the listener to grab an umbrella.  Popularized in music by Fat Joe as a custom found at strip clubs, FTP, name this practice of dropping dollar bills from the air as to simulate precipitation.

ANSWER: “Make It Rain” or making it rain 

9. In 1982, country singer Shelly West had her biggest hit with this song about woman who drank too much of the titular liquid.  Country artist Tracy Byrd also wrote a song in 2002 entitled “Ten Rounds with” this drink, which reached #1 on the country charts, while in the song “So Bad”, Eminem considers himself equivalent to a shot of this.  It was started in 1758 when a land grant was given by the King of Spain, which was then bestowed to the recipient's son, the drink's namesake. One commercial for this drink include the narrator setting up a bar scene by “cueing” up the various features while others end with the slogan “Vive” this drink.  Owned by the Beckmann family and coming in Black Medallion and Gold varieties, FTP, name this brand of agave-based alcohol named for a Mexican tequila producer.

ANSWER: Jose Cuervo

10. Before starting his own solo career, he teamed up with Philip Lawrence and Ari Levine to form a production and writing trio called the Smeezingtons. In one song of this artist, he says “if you ever forget how much you really mean to me, everyday I will remind you”. That song is called “Count on Me”, and Damian Marley teamed up with him on the song “Liquor Store Blues”. October 2010 marked the release of his album Doo-Wops & Hooligans, and in one of his hits, he explains that he “gave you all I had and you tossed it in the trash”. In another of his songs, he claims “and when you smile, the whole world stops and stares for awhile”. First gaining fame after being featured on B.o.B’s “Nothin’ on You”, FTP, name this singer of  “Grenade” and “Just the Way You Are”.

ANSWER: Bruno Mars (accept Peter Gene Hernandez)

11. This team fired coach Norb Hecker in 1968 after 2+ seasons and a .129 winning percentage. Wade Wilson posted a passer rating of over 110 for this squad in 1992, and Scott Case grabbed 10 interceptions playing for them in 1988. This team allowed only 129 points during the entire 1977 season thanks to their sensational “Grits Blitz” defense, and they advanced to their only Super Bowl following the first miss of the season by Gary Anderson. That Super Bowl saw a kickoff return for a touchdown by this team’s Tim Dwight, and this squad has compiled a 33-15 record since 2008 under head coach Mike Smith. During that time, this team has had success because of such offensive threats as Michael Turner and Roddy White. FTP, name this NFL team quarterbacked by Matt Ryan and based in Georgia.

ANSWER: Atlanta Falcons

12.  He had started his career as a sportswriter, but when Walter Winchell left the New York Graphic, this person took his place as a theatre columnist. Actor Will Jordan has portrayed him in various movies like “Mr. Saturday Night” and “Down with Love”. Bo Diddley feuded with this man after refusing his request to play the song “Sixteen Tons” by Tennessee Ernie Ford, while this man notably requested lyrics alterations to songs like “Let's Spend the Night Together” and “Light My Fire” during their performances on his show.  Arguably the most famous episode of his show aired in 1964 where he introduced “four mop-top kids from Liverpool” to American audiences. Television host of a “really big shew”, FTP, name this TV personality of the '50s and '60s who presented many famous musical acts like the Beatles.

ANSWER: Edward Vincent “Ed” Sullivan

13. Tom Jones sang backup on a “Comic Relief” cover of this song in 2009, making him the oldest living person to have a number one single in the U.K. The original song was the fourth track off the album Eyes That See in the Dark and talks about setting out “to get you with a fine tooth comb”. The singer explains “when I met you there was peace unknown”, and a reworking of this song’s chorus can be found in the chorus of Pras’ hit “Ghetto Supastar (That Is What You Are)”. One of the singers notes, “Tender love is blind, it requires a dedication”, and the duo also states that they rely on each other, from one lover to another.  Voted by CMT to be the best country duet of all time, FTP, name this song featuring Kenny Rogers and Dolly Parton personifying themselves as the titular geographical features.

ANSWER: “Islands in the Stream”

14.  In 2005, she produced The Bituminous Coal Queens of Pennsylvania, a documentary directed by her husband David Hunt. In one of her more notable TV roles, her character works as a salesperson at Ehlert Motors, and her most famous TV character is the daughter of the rather wealthy Warren and Lois Whelan. She briefly starred as Kelly Carr in the show Back to You, and she currently plays average mom Frankie Heck on the ABC series The Middle.  However, she is most famous for playing the mother of Ally and twins Michael and Geoffrey on a sitcom starring Ray Romano. FTP, name this actress who most notably played the title character’s wife Debra on the show Everybody Loves Raymond.

ANSWER: Patricia Helen Heaton

15. Entering the codes HALIFAX? then !YNGWIE! unlocks a particularly fast vessel in this game, and a particularly difficult mission in this game requires continuously bombarding a train car until a captured member of your team is saved. Some of this game’s early missions requires you to find the crashed ship Nonnah and liberate Gerrard V, and the final mission in this game takes place six years after the previous mission and requires you to destroy three World Devastators.  The defector Kassan Moor is recruited over the course of this game. Missions like “Escape from Fest” and “Blockade on Chandrilla” occur before a particularly difficult mission in which the player must kill Moff Seerdon whose shuttle is immune to the V-wing’s Cluster missles. It was followed by the Gamecube sequels Rebel Strike and Rogue Leader. For 10 points, name this Nintendo 64 game set in the Star Wars universe, which stars a title group of pilots lead by Luke Skywalker.

ANSWER: Rogue Squadron 

16.  In one episode, this character makes someone a new tooth after striking gold in the Pesky Indian Reservation. Christmas episodes centering on this character include “Santa-Witch”, “Scrooge Loose”, and “Pigeon in a Plum Tree”, and later episodes featuring this character also include his friend Denali as well as his sister named Minga. He was created by Art Clokey, and the original show’s introduction states that “If you got a heart”, then this character’s “a part of you”. He is often accompanied by a yellow dinosaur named Prickle as well as gloomy dog named Nopey, and this character and his faithful horse are often forced to overcome the antagonism of the Blockheads. Helped by a talking red pony named Pokey, FTP, name this green clay humanoid animated figure that had his own show from the mid-1950s to the late 1980s.

ANSWER: Gumby

17. A figure in this film runs over Haas Bender with the help of an Incredi-Mop, and one of this movie’s characters comments “Everyday’s a workout when you gotta carry around a 20 pound python in your jeans”. One character’s dead wife Casey Sullivan comes back as a ghost to have sex with him on her grave, and when the two main figures in the film eventually marry, the title figure urinates on his enemy Dieter Von Cunth during the wedding. That villain played by Val Kilmer threatens to blow up Washington D.C. with the X-5 missile, which causes Lieutenant Dixon Piper and Vicki St. Elmo to team up with the title character before any of them are killed by an explosion.  Starring Kristen Wiig and Ryan Phillippe, FTP, name this 2010 movie where Will Forte plays an SNL parody of an action hero played by Richard Dean Anderson.

ANSWER: Macgruber

18.  He was the voice of the Human Torch in the first season of the 1994 animated series Fantastic Four and played Metallo in several episodes of the show Smallville. Starting in 1986, he played Brian Cunningham on Knots Landing, and from 2005-2006, he starred as the title character's friend Chris in the ABC sitcom Freddie. One character played by him is emotionally crushed after friend Scott Scanlon accidentally shoots himself, and this actor has more recently played contractor Keith Watson, who is Bree’s lover on Desperate Housewives. His most famous character does DJ work including hosting a radio show broadcast from the Peach Pit and ultimately marries Donna Martin. That character is the step-brother of the Jennie Garth portrayed Kelly Taylor. Playing David Silver for the entirety of his most famous show's existence, FTP, identify this three-named actor from Beverly Hills, 90210.

ANSWER: Brian Austin Green

19. He once finished his homework for the entire year, which was followed by an attempt to meld with the television. He heavily opposes his mother’s decision to buy an iFruit, and this character once defended Superman against Batman by stating that without his toys, Batman is “just a regular guy”. This figure’s love interest once used the World of Warquest avatar SgtNeelie, leading him to not recognize her. He once attempted to sabotage Eugene Wu and Hawkins’ cold fusion experiment in order to win the Camp Bohrmore science fair, but he sabotaged his miniature warp engine instead. This frenemy of Eileen Jacobsen is a 10-year old mathematics prodigy who regularly annoys his teachers Miss Grinchley and Miss O’Malley, and his best friend is fellow geek Marcus Jones. For 10 points, name this younger brother of Paige and Peter, the youngest of the Fox children on the comic strip FoxTrot.

ANSWER: Jason Fox 

20. In 2004, Yvonne Cernota was the last known person to die while competing in this sport, as she did so during a training session in Germany. Bogdan Musiol holds the record for most individual Olympic medals in this sport, grabbing a total of seven between 1980 and 1992. The women’s Olympic debut of this sport was won by a team including Jill Bakken and Vonetta Flowers, and Steven Holcomb and Justin Olsen led the U.S. to Olympic Gold in this sport in 2010. A notable 1993 film includes a coach of this sport named Irving Blitzer played by John Candy, and both the two-person and four-person versions of this sport include a driver and a brakeman. FTP, name this Winter Olympic sport featured in the movie Cool Runnings.

ANSWER: Bobsleigh or bobsled

1. Answer these questions about a certain nerd named Fogell who assumes a new identity, FTPE:

[10] The movie “Superbad” features this actor as Fogell who gets a fake Hawaiian driver's license in order to buy alcohol.  He has also appeared as Red Mist in the 2010 movie “Kick Ass”

ANSWER: Christopher Mintz-Plasse

[10] This is Fogell's new name, as he chose the identity over the name “Mohammed”.  He opts not to have a first name as well and goes by this one-word moniker.

ANSWER: McLovin

[10] Towards the end of the film, McLovin finally hooks up with this red-haired girl played by Aviva Farber.  When he starts having sex with this character, the cops barge in and interrupt him.

ANSWER: Nicola

2. Answer some questions about very dominant safeties past and present in the NFL, FTPE:

[10] This strong safety known as the Tasmanian Devil has won two Super Bowls with the Steelers and gets to show off his awesome head of hair while endorsing Head & Shoulders.

ANSWER: Troy Aumua Polamalu

[10] This nine-time Pro Bowler at strong safety won a Super Bowl in Monte Kiffin's Tampa-2 defense with the Buccaneers before playing four seasons with the Broncos.

ANSWER: John Terrence Lynch, Jr.

[10] With the Chicago Bears, Buddy Ryan ran the 46 defense, a defense named after this safety who wore the number 46 for the Bears from 1972 to 1983.

ANSWER: Douglas Walter “Doug” Plank

3. Counter gems in this game are ticking time bombs -- place crash gems near them quickly to eliminate them. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this addictive game that was remade for the Playstation Network and Xbox Live Arcade, which ports characters over from Darkstalkers and Street Fighter Alpha.

ANSWER: Super Puzzle Fighter II Turbo

[10] One such character from Darkstalkers is this succubus who teams up with Felicia, Anakaris, and B. B. Hood.

ANSWER: Morrigan

[10] Morrigan also appears in the second iteration of this fighting series, which allows you to pick up to three of her to much annoyance and has you launch special and aerial attacks while using back to block when fighting characters from the two namesake franchises.

ANSWER: Marvel v Capcom

4. Mike McDermott is a law student who loses all of his money and tries to win it back by playing cards. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1998 movie starring Matt Damon as a character who becomes one of the titular players of Texas Hold'Em.

ANSWER: Rounders

[10] John Malkovich plays this Russian mobster who wins Mike's money at the beginning of the film, laying the groundwork for an ultimate showdown at the film’s conclusion.

ANSWER: Teddy KGB (accept either)

[10] This professional poker player and two-time World Series of Poker Main Event Champion appeared as himself in the movie Rounders.  When he gets bluffed out of a hand and asks Matt Damon what he had, Damon memorably states, “Sorry, John, I don't remember.”

ANSWER: Johnny Chan

5. Name some notable basketball players that come from Brazil, FTPE:

[10] This floppy-haired big man teamed up with LeBron James in Cleveland from 2004-2010 and made an NBA All-Defensive team in 2010. He committed a controversial foul against Greek point guard Nikos Zisis during the 2006 FIBA World Championship and was part of the 2003 Pan American Champion Brazilian squad.   

ANSWER: Anderson Franca Varejao

[10] The Spurs selected this Brazilian shooting guard in 2003, but he has most notably played for the Suns, as he earned the Sixth Man of the Year Award in the 2006-2007 season.  He was involved in a trade for Hedo Turkoglu, sending him to Toronto.

ANSWER: Leandro Mateus Barbosa

[10] The Spurs selected this other Brazilian in 2007.  This center was MVP of the Spanish League in 2010 and subsequently opted out of his contract with Saski Baskonia to sign with San Antonio in July 2010.

ANSWER: Tiago Splitter Beims (accept either)

6. This series follows a team from the Quantico, Virginia-based FBI Behavioral Analysis Unit. FTPE: 

[10] Name this CBS procedural drama that stars Thomas Gibson and has featured Joe Mantegna since season 3.

ANSWER: Criminal Minds

[10] This character on Criminal Minds replaced Agent Elle Greenaway and is played by Paget Brewster. She lived in numerous countries during her childhood because her mother was an ambassador, and she reveals in one episode that she became pregnant at age 15. 

ANSWER: Emily Prentiss (Accept either answer)

[10] Criminal Minds also includes actress A.J. Cook playing Agent Jennifer Jareau. Cook also had a prominent role as Lindsey Walker on this series that began airing in 2003 and starred Eliza Dushku as the title figure.

ANSWER: Tru Calling

7. Don’t plan to run a large empire and expect to win a Cultural Victory in the terrible newest game in this series, for 10 points each:

[10] Identify this decade-spanning empire-building series originally worked on by Sid Meier.

ANSWER: Civilization

[10] Sid Meier also worked on this game, whose leaders include Lady Deirdre Skye and Academician Prokhor Zakharov. It assumes a Space Race victory in Civilization II and takes the empire-building to outer space.

ANSWER: Sid Meier’s Alpha Centauri

[10] After making a bunch of flight simulators, Sid Meier made and later remade this game, which includes a minigame where you can ballroom dance with the governor’s daughter and another where you can swordfight a rival.

ANSWER: Sid Meier’s Pirates!

8. When emotion leads to injury in baseball, FTPE:

[10] In July 2010, this 2009 Rookie of the Year celebrated teammate Wes Helms' walk-off hit by giving him a pie in the face. He would suffer a torn meniscus in the process.

ANSWER: Christopher “Chris” Coghlan

[10] This Los Angeles Angel hit a game-winning grand slam on May 29, 2010.  When he took a big jump on home plate, he would break his leg and miss the remainder of the season.

ANSWER: Kendry Morales Rodriguez (accept either)

[10] After blowing a save early in the 2010 season, Ryan Madson of the Phillies kicked a chair out of frustration, resulting in a stint on the DL as well as toe surgery. Luckily for the Phillies, Madson’s injury coincided with the activation of this closer, who did not blow any saves during the Phillies’ 2008 season.

ANSWER: Bradley Thomas “Brad” Lidge

9. It is in this film that we learn that the main character has nowhere else to go. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1982 film where Zack Mayo is a U.S. Navy aviation candidate who maintains a relationship with factory worker Paula, played by Debra Winger.

ANSWER: An Officer and a Gentleman

[10] This actor plays Zack Mayo, who sweeps Paula off of her feet and carries her out of the factory at the end of the film.  He has also starred in Pretty Woman and won a Golden Globe for playing Billy Flynn in Chicago.

ANSWER: Richard Tiffany Gere

[10] This man appears in the beginning of An Officer and a Gentleman playing Zack’s father. His other roles include playing Frank Lopez in Scarface and General William Grey in Independence Day. 

ANSWER: Robert Loggia

10. Answer these questions about songs with something in common, FTPE:

[10] One of Destiny's Child's first hits with new members Michelle Williams and Farrah Franklin was this 2000 song. The group states “If no one is around you, say, 'Baby, I love you'” and to do the titular action.

ANSWER: “Say My Name”

[10] Drake states that the square root of 69 is “eight-something”, because he's trying to work it out, in the introduction of this 2010 song by Rihanna.

ANSWER: “What's My Name?”

[10] This 1977 song from the ABBA album entitled The Album asks of the titular thing “does it mean anything to you?”. The singer goes on to say “Tell me please, ‘cause I have to know, I’m a bashful child, beginning to grow.”

ANSWER: “The Name of the Game”

11. Jeff Bridges plays the young Kevin Flynn who enters into a software company's mainframe in this film. FTPE:

[10] Name this 1982 sci-fi movie that spawned a sequel in 2010 subtitled “Legacy”.

ANSWER: Tron

[10] Tron is commonly identified by the characters in the film that drive these motorcycle-like vehicles that create walls of light that damage anyone who drives into its path.

ANSWER: Light cycles

[10] This software company is featured in both films, as Flynn works as a software engineer originally trying to hack into this company’s mainframe in the first film and serves as its CEO in the second film before disappearing.

ANSWER: ENCOM International

12. He graduated from Princeton with a degree in art history before writing nonfiction, FTPE:

[10] Name this author who detailed the life of Michael Oher in one book and described Billy Beane's management of the Oakland A's in “Moneyball”.

ANSWER: Michael Lewis

[10] Lewis' first book was this 1989 book about his experience working at Salomon Brothers as a bond salesman and his time working on Wall Street.

ANSWER: “Liar's Poker: Rising Through the Wreckage on Wall Street”

[10] Lewsi most recently published this book about the housing and credit bubble contributing the country's financial crisis during the Bush Administration.

ANSWER: “The Big Short: Inside the Doomsday Machine”

13. Answer some questions about Latino hip-hip artists, FTPE:

[10] This Cuban American rapper released the album “Rebelution” with hits like “Krazy”, “Hotel Room Service” and “I Know You Want Me (Calle Ocho).

ANSWER: Pitbull or Armando Christian Perez

[10] One of the most popular reggaeton artists, this Puerto Rican rapper had his 2005 hit “Rompe” reach the highest on the U.S. Billboard charts, but he is probably better known for the song “Gasolina”.

ANSWER: Daddy Yankee or Ramon Ayala

[10] This half-Dominican rapper joined Jim Jones and Cam'ron as members of the rap group Dipset. He released the solo album “What the Game's Been Missing!” in 2005 with his most famous song “There It Go (The Whistle Song)”.

ANSWER: Juelz Santana or LaRon Louis James

14. It was launched under the Sunshine Press organization in 2006, and it made headlines in 2010 with inside information coming from an American soldier with the username BradAss87, FTPE:

[10] Name this online whistle-blower that revealed in April 2010 video footage of US Forces killing Iraqi civilians in a clip entitled “Collateral Murder”.

ANSWER: WikiLeaks

[10] This Australian is founder and editor-in-chief of WikiLeaks who is currently under investigation for sexual assault charges.

ANSWER: Julian Paul Assange

[10] This online payment company owned by eBay notably severed its ties to WikiLeaks, leading the website find other methods of acquiring online donations.

ANSWER: PayPal

[10] Flockhart now stars on this ABC series that centers on the Walker family. The show also stars Dave Annable and Ron Rifkin, and at one point it included a politician played by Rob Lowe.

ANSWER: Brothers & Sisters

[10] Another actress on Brothers & Sisters is this woman, who plays Sarah Walker. She previously played Brenda Chenowith on Six Feet Under.

ANSWER: Rachel Anne Griffiths

17. Name the last three winners of American Idol.  Just kidding, no one knows that.  But instead, name some notable singers that lost on American Idol, FTPE:

[10] Though she had a disappointing 7th place finish in Season Three, this singer/actress earned a Grammy in 2009 for Best R&B Album and an Oscar for Best Supporting Actress in 2006 for Dreamgirls.

ANSWER: Jennifer Kate Hudson

[10] This somehow popular singer of Indian descent brought teenage girl Ashley Ferl to tears with his song “You Really Got Me” in Season Six.  He would also appear in “I'm a Celebrity... Get Me Out of Here!” in 2009.

ANSWER: Sanjaya Malakar (accept either, I guess)

[10] This singer was runner-up in the fifth season of American Idol but has found success with her self-titled album in 2007 and her second album Unbroken in 2010.  She played Harmony in the movie The House Bunny in addition to guest spots on shows like Ugly Betty.

ANSWER: Katharine Hope McPhee

18. In 2010, he released the album “Hemingway's Whiskey”, FTPE:

[10] Name this country star and four-time CMA Entertainer of the Year whose highest-charting hit was “Out Last Night” in 2009.

ANSWER: Kenneth Arnold “Kenny” Chesney

[10] Chesney notably had a quick marriage to this actress and a quick annulment the same year in 2005.

ANSWER: Renee Kathleen Zellweger

[10] In 1999, Chesney's album “Everywhere We Go” featured the track “She Thinks My” this “is Sexy”. Jason Aldean had a 2009 hit called “Big Green” this.

ANSWER: Tractor

19. Jersey sponsorships in soccer, FTPE:

[10] Real Madrid and A.C. Milan are currently sponsored by this Austrian online betting service.  Its name is the shortened version of its previous name “bet-and-win”.

ANSWER: bwin Interactive Entertainment AG

[10] Players for Arsenal wear jerseys that ask its fans to fly with this airline.  Their stadium is also named for this Middle Eastern airline giant.

ANSWER: Emirates Airline

20. At one point, this series included characters like Helen Donaldson and Joan Miller, and its most controversial episode included a case dealing with an abortionist. FTPE:

[10] Name this series that aired from 1961-1965 and starred E.G. Marshall and Robert Reed as a father-son legal team.

ANSWER: The Defenders

[10] Although he starred on The Defenders, Robert Reed is probably better remembered for playing the husband of Florence Henderson’s character on this 70s sitcom that involved the merging of two families.

ANSWER: The Brady Bunch

[10] Reed also appeared as Johnny Lubitch in this 1976 made-for-TV movie. John Travolta stars as Tod Lubitch, someone who was born with an improperly-functioning immune system and has to avoid contact with unfiltered air. The main figure is constricted to staying in his room all his life.

ANSWER: The Boy in the Plastic Bubble
