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1.  An unsuccessful sequel to this film sees one of the main characters fall for heiress Marcie Bonwit, played by Candice Bergen. Despite previously obtaining a scholarship to study in France, one character in this film later asserts “I don’t want Paris, I don’t need Paris, I just want you.”   This movie marked the film debut of actor Tommy Lee Jones who played Hank Simpson, a classmate of Oliver Barrett, whose disapproving father is played by Ray Milland. A Radcliffe College student named Jennifer Cavalleri and Harvard Law Student Oliver, played by Ryan O’Neal both fall for each other, but the Ali MacGraw-portrayed Jennifer eventually becomes terminally ill. FTP, name this classic 1970 romantic movie probably best known for the line, “Love means never having to say you're sorry”.

ANSWER: Love Story

2.  In a 2009 song with this title, the singer claims, “I change shapes just to hide in this place, but I'm still” one of these.  In addition to that song by Miike Snow, Nickelback released a 2005 single off of their album All the Right Reasons where they claim that the singer and his female partner are “just a couple” these. This word also appears in the name of an indie band from Baltimore led by Avey Tare, while another indie band released a track with this title that tells the listener “Take a bite of my heart tonight”. This is the title of the 2010 studio album by Kesha, and in the name of the band that sings “My Girls”, this word precedes “Collective”. FTP, name this creature that is also the name of the wild Muppet who plays drums on The Muppet Show.

ANSWER: animals

3.  The Rank Group acquired all the brands of this company from founder Peter Morton, but in March 2007 the group would sell this brand to the Seminole Tribe of Florida for nearly one billion dollars.  Myrtle Beach, South Carolina is the location of a theme park named for this franchise.  In 2008, Anna Nicole Smith was found dead in the Hotel and Casino of this franchise in Hollywood, Florida.  International branches of this company can be found in Sydney, Bangkok, Dubai and London, the place of this brand's founding and first location.  One-time president Robert Earl would try to follow this brand's model but was not as successful with its spin-off brand Planet Hollywood.  FTP, name this restaurant business featuring famous rock and roll memorabilia in its numerous establishments.

ANSWER: Hard Rock Cafe

4. Lou yells out this celebrity's name when he climaxes while having sex with Kelly in the movie Hot Tub Time Machine.  He directed the music video for the song “I Never Knew You” for the rapper Cage in 2009 and voiced a penguin named Cody Maverick in the 2007 animated film Surf's Up. In addition to his role as Lewis in Dumb and Dumberer: When Harry Met Lloyd, this actor played Max Petroni in the film Charlie’s Angels: Full Throttle. He starred as golfer Francis Ouimet in 2005’s The Greatest Game Ever Played, but first gained fame for his role opposite Christy Carlson Romano in a Disney Channel series. However, he has most notably played teenage protagonist Sam Witwicky in a series of films by Michael Bay. Originally starring in Even Stevens, FTP name this actor that has starred as Sam alongside Megan Fox’s Mikaela in the first two Transformers movies. 

ANSWER: Shia Saide LaBeouf

5.  One person with this surname gained notoriety in the 2009 Mountain West Conference semifinals as she violently pulled a girl from BYU down by her ponytail while playing soccer for the University of New Mexico.  Patrick Duffy played the patriarch of this family while on the '90s sitcom “Step By Step” starring Suzanne Somers.  A country singer with this last name released the debut album “Kerosene” in 2005 and had her biggest hit in 2010 with “The House That Built Me”.  In addition to Miranda, a singer with this last name has had success despite losing to Kris Allen on a reality show with songs like “If I Had You” and “Whataya Want From Me”.  FTP, give this last name of “American Idol” runner-up and the subject of a 1832 Balzac novel Louis.

ANSWER: Lambert (accept French pronunciation at the end)

6.   The first person to officially receive this title was Kelvin Kirk in 1976, and Paul Salata founded a week devoted to this person that includes events like a parade and a golf tournament in Newport Beach, California.  Marty Moore held this distinction in 1994 and became the first one of these men to play in a Super Bowl.  The man who held this distinction in 2009 is currently the Kansas City Chiefs starting kicker.  In addition to that man Ryan Succop, Marques Colston was three spots away from receiving this distinction, as he was pick number 252 in 2006. FTP, give this dubious title given every year to the person who is selected last overall in the NFL Draft.

ANSWER: Mr. Irrelevant (accept “last person selected in NFL Draft” and clear equivalents before mentioned)

7. This man recorded an album called Makers of High Grade Suites with Brian Muldoon, and he contributed songs like “Christmas Time Will Soon Be Over” and “Never Far Away” to the movie Cold Mountain. This musician has recently shared lead vocals with Alison Mosshart on the albums Sea of Cowards and Horehound. Besides his most recently formed band Dead Weather, a band including this man and Brendan Benson released albums like Broken Boy Soldiers. In addition to being in a duo that has recorded the albums  De Stijl and Get Behind Me Satan, this guitarist had a hit with “Steady, As She Goes” as a member of The Raconteurs. Famous for songs like “Icky Thump” and “Seven Nation Army”, FTP, name this guitarist and singer most notably in the White Stripes.

ANSWER: Jack White III (accept John Anthony Gillis)

8.  Future The Office actress Ellie Kemper was one of this man’s students when he returned to his own high school to teach 8th grade acting, and one of his early roles saw him appear as Peyton Sanders on a couple episodes of Gilmore Girls. The most famous character played by this man at one point pursues the daughter of the founder of Menken’s Department store, and a Saturday Night Live skit sees this man starting a restaurant with Michael Buble. He has played Dr. Drew Baird, a one-time love interest of Liz Lemon, but his most famous character once had a secretary named Peggy Olson and has an ex-wife played by January Jones. Playing a character originally serving as Creative Director at Manhattan firm Sterling Cooper, FTP, name this actor who plays Don Draper on the AMC show Mad Men.

ANSWER: Jonathan Daniel “Jon” Hamm

9. One character in this film is told he is a half hour late and replies “Only half hour? I’m usually forty-five minutes late. I’m early today.” On an episode of Friends, it is revealed that Rachel's favorite movie is in fact this film and not Dangerous Liaisons. The title character becomes a target of the mob partly because of his affair with Vito’s girlfriend Tina, and the main female character of the film is summer intern Gwen Saunders, played by Catherine Mary Stewart. The plot takes off when the titular figure tries to cover up insurance fraud by killing the main characters, who are played by Jonathan Silverman and Andrew McCarthy. Those figures are invited to Mr. Lomax's beach house in spite of that character's murder.  FTP, name this 1989 comedy where the two main characters try to pretend that their deceased boss is still alive in order to keep their party at the Hamptons intact.

ANSWER: Weekend at Bernie's

10. His favorite steak sandwich is a filet between two top sirloins, and in one episode, he comes upon a robot that repeats a line saying that this man “lost his marbles”. The title character of the show on which he appears once pushed this man out of the way of a loose depth charge when both were in the service. This character was proclaimed “best poker player in all of the 7th Fleet”, and his real name is Jonas Grumby. Because of flashbacks to the Battle of Guadalcanal, this leader at one point mistakes friends like Thurston Howell and Ginger Grant for Japanese soldiers. However, his closest relationship is probably with a dim-witted, accident-prone first mate played by Bob Denver.  Stranded on an island after leading a three-hour tour, Alan Hale portrayed, FTP, this frequently frustrated captain of the S.S. Minnow on Gilligan's Island.

ANSWER: The Skipper (accept Jonas Grumby before mentioned)

11.  After kissing one of his players, this man confirmed that he is not gay by stating, “I am dating Veronica who is blond and 31 years old”.  He would take over a position vacated by Alfio Basile in 2008 and earned his first win at his post against Scotland in November of that year.  His team would suffer its worst loss ever in 2009 in a 6-1 defeat during World Cup qualifiers at the hands of Bolivia. This manager promised to run naked around the Obelisk in his home nation's capital if his team won the World Cup, a promise which went unfulfilled as his squad lost to Germany in the quarterfinals despite having reigning FIFA World Player of the year Lionel Messi. This describes the coaching career of, FTP, what iconic soccer player for Argentina most famous for his goal via the “Hand of God”.

ANSWER: Diego Armando Maradona

12.  In the episode “Stock Car Races”, it is revealed that he was named after a famous race car driver, and this character's love interest Cynthia uses Krav Maga to subdue his sibilings. In the penultimate episode of the series in which he appears, this character and his friends organize an anti-prom which they call “Morp”. Some of this character’s friends include Dabney Hooper and Lloyd, but his best friend is a wheelchair-bound teenager with a severe case of asthma named Stevie. One of his two older brothers is played by Justin Berfield, but he is comparatively closer to his eldest brother Francis, portrayed by Christopher Masterson. He frequently comes into conflict with siblings Reese and Dewey and is the child of the less-than-perfect Hal and Lois. FTP, name this character played by Frankie Muniz who, according to the title of a Fox sitcom, is “in the Middle”.

ANSWER: Malcolm Wilkerson (accept Malcolm in the Middle)

13. In 2002, he signed a one-day contract with Central Hockey League team the Indianapolis Ice, even though he had  never played ice hockey previously. He last played basketball in the United States during the mid-90s for the CBA’s Florida Beach Dogs. This man first played in the NBA in 1985, but was picked by the Clippers in the 5th round of the 1983 draft before being deemed ineligible by the NBA. His many charity efforts have included a fight with William “Refrigerator” Perry on an episode of “Celebrity Boxing” in 2002, and prior to joining the NBA, this man killed a lion with a spear as a teenager. In addition to having more career blocks than points, this player is remembered for playing in 1987 alongside Muggsy Bogues, a player nearly 2.5 feet shorter than him.  FTP, name this rail-thin seven-foot seven Sudanese basketball player who passed away in 2010.

ANSWER: Manute Bol

14. The music video for this song features the pop duo Pepsi & Shirley as back-up singers and shows the main singers wearing t-shirts saying “Choose Life” as a way to promote suicide prevention.  In the opening of the movie Charlie's Angels, Natalie learns how to drive while this song is played. Appearing on the album Make It Big, this song plays during a gasoline fight incident in Zoolander. The singer claims that you “turned a bright spark into a flame, my beats per minute never been the same”, and other lyrics note “you send my soul sky high when your lovin' starts”.  the song opens with a repetition of the word “jitterbug”, and the singers urge the listener not to leave them hanging on like a yo-yo.  FTP, name this upbeat 1984 hit, the biggest for Andrew Ridgeley and George Michael as the group Wham!.

ANSWER: “Wake Me Up Before You Go-Go”

15. Giancarlo Betto designed a hedge maze located at this institution. One person who worked at this institution was an Armenian nurse named Annie Ghazikanian, and the ghost of Jeffrey Garrett once haunted this institution before some of the attendees staged a seance. Quentin Quire and the Omegas once staged a riot here. This institution, which is on Graymalkin Lane, was stripped down by Bastion during “Operation: Zero Tolerance”, and also destroyed by Xorn in another storyline. Its occupants recently relocated to San Francisco after it was destroyed by a group of Sentinels, and this building also has the Danger Room. Also recently attacked by the Purifiers under William Stryker, this institution has a hangar for the Blackbird underneath the basketball court. For 10 points, name this school located in Salem, Mass, the home of the X-men.

ANSWER: Xavier Institute for Higher Learning or X-mansion or Xavier’s School for Gifted Youngsters or Academy X

16. Every opponent in the Sega Saturn game Enemy Zero has this property, and a Gene Tonic that grants this ability is obtained from the Houdini splicer in Bioshock. In Legend of Zelda: a Link to the Past, an item that grants this property is found in the northeast part of the graveyard, and requires the Titan’s mitt to obtain, while in Majora’s Mask a soldier named Shiro has this property against his will. In Metal Gear Solid 2, an item that gives Solid Snake this ability fails as soon as he lands on the tanker.  In Starcraft, the Apollo reactor allows one Terran unit to acquire this property for a longer period of time, while any units underneath an Arbiter have this property. Dark Templars are also permanently imbued with this property. Cloaking devices often impart, for 10 points, this ability, which in Metroid Prime can be overcome by using the X-ray visor. 

ANSWER: invisible (accept cloaking, word forms, synonyms, whatever)

17. She had dated the president and CEO of Comcast Entertainment Group Ted Harbert for roughly four years, though she is nearly 20 years younger than him.  She was the original host of the short-lived Steven Spielberg reality show “On the Lot” in 2007 but quit because she “smelled the disaster happening”.  She got her start appearing on a reality prank show on Oxygen called “Girls Behaving Badly”, and she would eventually land a job as host of her own show in 2007.  She has written three books that have been on the New York Times Bestseller list, the first one being a memoir entitled “My Horizontal Life: A Collection of One-Night Stands”.  Meeting with panelists and constantly berating her short assistant Chuy, FTP, name this celebrity talk show host on the E! Network on “Chelsea Lately”.

ANSWER: Chelsea Joy Handler

18. The original singer of this #1 hit played a music teacher named Miss Clark on an episode of That '70s Show and performed this song.  The French national soccer team allegedly used this song as its locker room anthem during its World Cup run in 1998, and this song is sung during a prison scene in the 2000 film The Replacements.  The lyric “that stupid lock” is changed to “my fucking lock” in a cover of this song by Cake, which upset the original artist. The song includes the lyrics “I used to cry, now I hold my head up high”, the singer asserts herself after expressing “you think I’d crumble, you think I’d lay down and die”. Opening with the lyrics “At first I was afraid, I was petrified”,  FTP, name this major Disco hit from Gloria Gaynor about how she will stay alive.

ANSWER: “I Will Survive”

19. In one scene of this film, a character introduces himself as “Buda” and his friend as “Pest”. One character in this film recites a limerick about his respect for Tool, and according to this film’s director, the character of General Garza is based on Manuel Noriega. That figure is played by David Zayas and is the leader of the fictional island of Vilena.  The final scene sees James Munroe, played by Eric Roberts, in a standoff while holding Sandra hostage. Sandra has requested the aid of Barney Ross and Lee Christmas along with their titular group of mercenaries, which includes characters played by Dolph Lundgren, Jet Li, and Terry Crews. Including notable cameos from past action stars Bruce Willis and Arnold Schwarzenegger, FTP, name this 2010 film starring numerous action movie stars like Jason Statham and the film’s director Sylvester Stallone.

ANSWER: The Expendables

20. At one point, this figure intends to feed worms to lobsters, because of being unsure about what they eat. This person talked about compromising and settling for “lean cuisines” while being interviewed on Chelsea Lately, and this person’s moniker is taken from the name of Vince Green’s character in Save the Last Dance. Originally appearing alongside boyfriend Justin on Is She Really Going Out With Him?, she is currently studying to become a veterinary technician. This person appeared with boyfriend Emilio Masella in a commercial for SunLove Lotion and at one point has a confrontation with gym teacher Brad Ferro over shots at the Beachcomber Bar & Grill in Seaside Heights.  Notably getting punched in the face while living in a summer house with J-Woww, Ronnie and the Situation, FTP, name this stout, orange-skinned guidette featured on the MTV series “Jersey Shore”.

ANSWER: Nicole “Snooki” Polizzi (accept either)

Bonuses

1. He comes to form when Ray Stantz accidentally thinks of this figure who would try to conquer the world, FTPE:

[10] Name this large, fluffy creature that terrorizes New York City while wearing a sailor's hat and neckerchief despite being made of mostly sugar and air.

ANSWER: Mr. Stay Puft or the Stay Puft Marshmallow Man (accept either)

[10] Ray and his partners daringly cross the streams with their Protein Packs to defeat the Stay Puft Marshmallow Man in this 1984 comedy starring Bill Murray, Dan Aykroyd and Harold Ramis.

ANSWER: Ghostbusters

[10] The Stay Puft Marshmallow Man was the embodiment of this Sumerian shape-shifting god, the main antagonist in the film that was portrayed in the film by model Slavitza Jovan.

ANSWER: Gozer the Gozerian

2. They released their debut album “Hot Fuss” in 2004, FTPE:

[10] Name this Las Vegas band with songs like “Somebody Told Me”, “Mr. Brightside” and “When You Were Young”.

ANSWER: The Killers

[10] During the band's current hiatus, this frontman for the Killers recently released a solo album “Flamingo”, which includes the track “Crossfire”, his biggest solo hit to date.

ANSWER: Brandon Richard Flowers

[10] The band released their second album in 2006 entitled this. This album named after a certain location features the songs “Bones”, “Read My Mind” and “When You Were Young”.

ANSWER: “Sam's Town”

3. This Richard Condon book was later made into a film twice. FTPE:

[10] Name this book in which Bennett Marco finds out that his friend Raymond Shaw has been brainwashed in the Korean War to become an assassin.

ANSWER: The Manchurian Candidate

[10] In 1962, this man played Captain Marco.  Though known much more for his singing, he was actually a successful actor, winning an Oscar for Best Supporting Actor for the movie From Here to Eternity. 

ANSWER: Francis Albert “Frank” Sinatra

[10] Marco is played by this actor in the 2004 remake opposite Liev Schreiber as Shaw.  This actor starred as John Creasy in Man on Fire, which premiered the same year.

ANSWER: Denzel Hayes Washington, Jr.

4. Name some current pitchers from Japan, FTPE:

[10] One of the most notable acquisitions from Japan was this Boston Red Sox starter, a two-time MVP in the World Baseball Classic who signed with the team in 2007.  

ANSWER: Daisuke Matsuzaka

[10] The Dodgers currently feature this Japanese pitcher in their starting rotation. He played with the Hiroshima Carp for 11 seasons, and has posted a 28-30 record since joining the Dodgers in 2008.

ANSWER: Hiroki Kuroda

[10] Playing with fellow countryman Takashi Saito, this starter for the Braves has not had a very successful two seasons in the Majors, posting an 8-22 record since coming over from the Chunichi Dragons.

ANSWER: Kenshin Kawakami

5. The singer of this song allows the listener to tell his arms, “Go back to the farm” and to tell his feet to hit the floor, FTPE:

[10] Name this country song about the singer's titular body part that made line-dancing all the rage in 1992.

ANSWER: “Achy Breaky Heart”

[10] This country artist was the singer behind “Achy Breaky Heart”. He is better known as the dad of the actress who plays “Hannah Montana”.

ANSWER: William “Billy” Ray Cyrus

[10] His less notable son Trace Cyrus was in this pop rock band that, like Billy Ray, had only one major hit, the 2008 song “Shake It”

ANSWER: Metro Station

6.Hiccup wants to live up to his dad's expectations but does not seem to have what it takes to live up to his heritage. FTPE:

[10] Name this 2010 animated film that takes place in a mythical viking world and features the voice talents of Jay Baruchel, America Ferrera, and Jonah Hill.  

ANSWER: How to Train Your Dragon

[10] Gerard Butler voices Hiccup's father Stoick, while the blacksmith Gobber teaches Hiccup how to be a viking.  This Scottish-American host of The Late Late Show serves as the voice of Gobber.

ANSWER: Craig Ferguson

[10] Hiccup finds one of these types of dragons, the most dangerous known kind and a type never captured by any other viking.  Hiccup names it Toothless and learns that dragons are not as dangerous as they seem.

ANSWER: Night Fury

7. Name these fire type Pokemon that have four limbs, for 10 points each.

[10] This evolved form of Ponyta is blue in color in its shiny phase and can get to speeds of approximately 150 miles per an hour in just ten steps according to one Pokedex entry.

ANSWER: Rapidash

[10] Team Magma member Tabitha owns one of these creatures, which is a generation III Pokemon with a furnace inside its turtle shell. It sucks since it’s quadruply weak to water.

ANSWER: Torkoal

[10] This evolved form of Quilava resembles a badger and can learn the hilariously inaccurate move Purgatory by leveling up in the Fifth Generation.

ANSWER: Typhlosion

8. She has won a total on nine Grammys, eight of which coming from her debut album “Come Away with Me”, FTPE:

[10] Name this singer and pianist who most recently released the 2009 album “The Fall”

ANSWER: Norah Jones (accept Geethali Norah Jones Shankar)

[10] Norah Jones is the daughter of this renowned Indian musician famous for his performances with the sitar.

ANSWER: Ravi Shankar

[10] This song off of “Come Away with Me” won her Grammys for “Song of the Year”, “Record of the Year” and “Best Female Pop Vocal Performance” even though it only reached as high as number 30 on the Billboard Hot 100 charts.

ANSWER: “Don't Know Why”

9. Answer these questions about card-based games, FTPE:

[10] This Mattel game features Wild cards, Reverses and “Draw Two” cards, as players try to get rid of their cards shortly after getting to their last card as saying the titular foreign number.

ANSWER: Uno

[10] This other Mattel-owned game features a similar card-shedding premise but is based on players choosing the best word to match a common word or phrase, as judges compare the titular green and red fruits. 

ANSWER: Apples to Apples

[10] Even more similar to Uno is this other Mattel card game where each player must get rid of their cards that numbered one through 12.  Characterized by their rather large, rectangular card, players must sequentially stack their cards in a common with the help of the titular wild cards.

ANSWER: Skip-Bo

10. The title character of this program was also rebuilt by Oscar Goldman and Dr. Rudy Wells. FTPE:

[10] Name this series that began airing in 1976 and was a spin-off of The Six Million Dollar Man. It follows female tennis professional Jaime Sommers, who as a result of surgical implantation, gains amplified hearing and enhanced arms and legs. 

ANSWER: The Bionic Woman

[10] The Bionic Woman starred this actress in the role of Jaime Sommers. More recently, she has appeared in infomercials for Select Comfort’s Sleep Number bed. 

ANSWER: Lindsay Jean Wagner

[10] Richard Anderson, who played Oscar Goldman on The Bionic Woman, also appeared several times on this detective series that ran from 1981-1989. On this program, Gerald McRaney and Jameson Parker play polar opposite brothers that run a detective service together.

ANSWER: Simon & Simon

11. For reasons unknown, Jack Black plays the love interest of Kate Winslet in this film. FTPE:

[10] Name this 2006 film starring Winslet and Cameron Diaz as two women who temporarily exchange homes in order to find new love and escape heartbreak at a sensitive time of year.

ANSWER: The Holiday

[10] The Holiday was directed by this woman, who has directed other successful romantic comedies including What Women Want, Something's Gotta Give and It's Complicated.

ANSWER: Nancy Jane Meyers

[10] The Holiday stars this English actor, who plays Kate Winslet's brother and the love interest of Cameron Diaz. He has appeared in Cold Mountain as well as Sky Captain and the World of Tomorrow, and the general consensus is that this actor is just a little more attractive than Jack Black.

ANSWER: Jude Law

12. It was popularized by DJ Screw, and it goes by several names like “syrup” and “Texas tea”, FTPE:

[10] Name this colorful beverage consisting of soda, candy and cough syrup containing codeine that caused a certain Oakland Raiders quarterback to be arrested in 2010.

ANSWER: purple drank

[10] This was the Raiders quarterback that was drafted first overall in 2007 but would be released in 2010 shortly before his arrest for his possession of purple drank.

ANSWER: JaMarcus Russell

[10] This defensive end for the Packers was arrested for suspected possession of drinks containing codeine.  The Texas A&M alum was suspended in July 2010 for the 2010-2011 season.

ANSWER: Johnny Ray Jolly, Jr.

13. Name these Capcom series of games, for 10 points each.

[10] This historically inspired series of fighting games includes entries like “Blade Warriors” and often feature the villainous Oda Nobunaga who wants to rule the world.

ANSWER: Onimusha

[10] The first Nintendo 64 entry from this series of games is often called “Legends”, while other entries in this series sees its title blue robotic character paired up with Bass as well as the Battle Network spinoff. God, play the old games in this series, not the new ones.

ANSWER: Megaman

[10] This series of two fighting games by Capcom features the American Edward Falcon as well as the Clown Jack from Manchester England. In its first game its villain was Valgas, but in the later games lame characters like Gourmand replace him.

ANSWER: Power Stone

14. Name some former head coaches of the Kansas City Chiefs, FTPE:

[10] “Hello?” This coach led the Chiefs from 2006 to 2008.  Despite proclaiming that his team plays to win the game, the Chiefs only did so 15 times during his three seasons there.

ANSWER: Herman “Herm” Edwards, Jr.

[10] This man compiled exactly a .500 winning percentage in his two seasons as head coach of the Chiefs from 1999-2000. After his second season, he was fired and replaced by Dick Vermeil.

ANSWER: Gunther Cunningham

[10] He got his first head coaching job with the Chiefs in 1978 and had a record of 31-and-42 during his tenure.  He would later have much more coaching success in the late '80s and early '90s, leading the Bills to four straight Super Bowls.

ANSWER: Marvin Daniel “Marv” Levy

15. People that worked closely with the title figure of this show include Stan Kelly, Ricky Caruso, and Carmela Pagan. FTPE:

[10] Name this series that aired from 1991-1996 and centered on the professional and family life of a man in upstate New York named Tony Scali. Theresa Saldana played Tony’s wife Rachel.

ANSWER: The Commish

[10] Melinda McGraw, who played lieutenant Cyd Madison on The Commish, also appeared on several episodes of this show, where she played the sister of Dana Scully.

ANSWER: X-Files

16. Answer these questions about children's show characters that have been linked to homosexuality, FTPE:

[10] Jerry Falwell accused this purple Teletubby with a triangular antenna of being a gay role model.  Step aside, Harvey Milk.  

ANSWER: Tinky Winky

[10] Though SpongeBob SquarePants has been accused of being gay, some believe that this neighbor of SpongeBob may also be gay, as this artistic, clarinet-playing cephalopod has a nasal voice resembling that of actor Paul Lynde.

ANSWER: Squidward Quincy Tentacles 

[10] This bunny that received his own spin-off show and lives in a condo with his mother Bitzi was also at the center of some homosexuality rumors. Accusations flared up when one of his eponymous “Postcards” segments documented a family with two lesbian moms making maple syrup.

ANSWER: Buster Baxter (Accept either answer)

17. Answer some questions about notable NBA referees, FTPE:

[10] He was involved in a betting scandal where he placed tens of thousands dollars worth of bets over his last two seasons officiating in the NBA.  He had worked on the controversial Game Six in the 2002 Western Conference Finals and the Malice at the Palace in 2004.

ANSWER: Tim Donaghy

[10] This other referee from the 2002 Western Conference Game Six is entering his 36th season in the NBA and has the record for most NBA games officiated.  He famously had a footrace against Charles Barkley during the 2007 All-Star Weekend.

ANSWER: Richard T. “Dick” Bavetta

[10] This referee with a proclivity of assessing technical fouls became the most recent to officiate at least 2,000 NBA games in 2005.  He notably T'd up Tim Duncan in 2007 for supposedly laughing at him from the bench, causing this ref to be suspended for the rest of the season.

ANSWER: Joseph “Joey” Crawford

18. She portrayed Carol Nelson in HBO’s The Mind of the Married Man, and in 2007, she began appearing in commercials for the Cadillac CTS. FTPE:

[10] Name this actress that that has played Dr. Addison Montgomery on two different TV series.

ANSWER: Kathleen Erin “Kate” Walsh

[10] Walsh also played Nicki Fifer, a girlfriend of the title character on this show that aired from 1995-2004. This sitcom included Diedrich Bader playing Oswald Lee Harvey, and you may now know the show’s main actor as the guy who took over for Bob Barker in 2007. 

ANSWER: The Drew Carey Show

[10] For most of The Drew Carey Show’s run, Drew works alongside Mimi Bobeck and Nigel Wick in the office of this fictional Cleveland department store.

ANSWER: Winford-Lauder

19. Answer some questions about some notable rap feuds, FTPE:

[10] Probably the most notorious rap feud involved the Notorios B.I.G. and this West Coast rapper of “All Eyez on Me” and “California Love”. Both rappers would be murdered within six months of each other.

ANSWER: Tupac Amaru Shakur (accept either)

[10] Female rapper Foxy Brown had a feud with this other female hip-hop artist originally from the group Junior M.A.F.I.A. She would notably serve jail time for three counts of conspiracy and one count of perjury before appearing on “Dancing with the Stars”.

ANSWER: Lil' Kim or Kimberly Denise Jones

[10] LL Cool J was accused of stealing this person's rap style in the late 1980s. Contributing to Will Smith's song “Wild Wild West”, this member of the Treacherous Three was one of the first rappers to earn a Grammy as part of the pioneering hip-hop crew.

ANSWER: Kool Moe Dee or Mohandes Dewese

20. In 1996, it opened with the Sicilian Defense and eventually led to the defeat of its human opponent on the 33rd move, FTPE:

[10] Name this supercomputer that competed against Garry Kasparov in a series of matches in 1996

ANSWER: Deep Blue

[10] This other IBM machine named for the founder of IBM was designed to compete against Jeopardy! champions Brad Rutter and Ken Jennings in February 2011.

ANSWER: Watson

[10] Playing the cinematic version of Watson, Kurt Russell starred in this 1969 Disney film about the protagonist was electrocuted while setting up a computer in a thunderstorm and absorbing the contents of the encyclopedia, which he would use to win at quiz bowl.   Kirk Cameron starred in the 1995 remake.

ANSWER: “The Computer Wore Tennis Shoes”
