His college career started at the University of Illinois, but he would leave after only five weeks to work in oil fields.  He would later come back to school at the University of Evansville, leading his team to a perfect 29-and-0 record in 1965.  This player would be drafted by the Baltimore Bullets in two consecutive years, as he had chosen to stay in college in 1964.  He would play only one season with the Bullets before becoming the first player selected by the Chicago Bulls in the 1966 expansion draft, where he would be selected to four different All-Defensive First Teams.  His coaching career started with the Bulls in 1979 and would later coach in the CBA before coming back to the NBA to replace Frank Layden.  He would lead his team to two straight NBA Finals appearances, and in 2009, he was inducted into the Basketball Hall of Fame with his former player John Stockton.  Recently resigning in February 2011, FTP, name this longest-tenured coach in NBA history for the Utah Jazz.

ANSWER: Gerald Eugene “Jerry” Sloan

One recurring motif in this film is the song “Here I Go Again” by Whitesnake, and one character wears a Whitesnake t-shirt towards the end of the film.  Todd Collins, the director of this film, has a small cameo and is credited as “Gang Bang Member” while Collins' dog is seen as a pet of Garry, an oral sex instructor.  This movie starts out at a wedding where the main character meets his high school crush played by Ellen Pompeo.  His friends then organize a party for the protagonist that they call “Mitch-a-Palooza”, which leads to one character taking his clothes off in front of Snoop Dogg and trying to lead everyone into the quad.  Luke Wilson, Vince Vaughn and Will Ferrell star in, FTP, this 2003 comedy about three middle-aged men who try to start a college fraternity.

ANSWER: “Old School”

Miranda, the cousin of this film's director, has a small role as a flight attendant who at one point collaborates with the protagonists.  The song “Non, je ne regrette rien” was a reference to one of the character's performances as Edith Piaf in an earlier film, and this song's length of two minutes and 28 seconds would be represented by this film's actual length.  Dileep Rao plays Yusuf, whose name is a reference to the biblical figure in Genesis who helped the Pharaoh prepare for the “seven lean years”, while another main character has the same name as the daughter of King Minos who helped Theseus escape the Labyrinth.  Michael Caine plays a professor whose son-in-law strives to get back to America and see his children by trying to dissolve Maurice Fischer's corporation.  Dom Cobb tries to forget his past and his deceased wife in, FTP, this 2010 Christopher Nolan film starring Leonardo DiCaprio as a man with the ability to enter people's dreams.

ANSWER: “Inception”

Jamila Sinai in the Salman Rushdie book “Midnight's Children” goes by this two-word nickname because of the color of her hair.  A British folk band featuring Martin Carthy and Howard Evans went by this name in the 1980s, referencing the types of instruments that were featured in their songs.  More notably, it is the name of a cocktail drink commercially distributed by Heublein Spirits most commonly composed of one part dark rum, one part vodka and one part orange juice.  That alcoholic drink would be referenced in a 1986 song that samples Wild Sugar's “Bring It Here”.  Featured on the group's debut album “Licensed to Ill”, the title of this song refers colloquially to a rather cold climate that causes the testicles of a certain animal to freeze off.  Described as funky and a junkie, FTP, name this figurative metallic primate.

ANSWER: Brass Monkey
