TOSS-UPS


1. The artist behind this song performed it on a 2007 episode of the Late Show with David Letterman with members of Grizzly Bear and The National. Recently covered by Kenny Loggins and Joy Electric, a Sesame Street version of this song includes “monsters walking ‘cross the floor” and “chickens just back from the shore.” It was originally written and performed by Sally Seltmann, and it appears on the album The Reminder after “The Limit to Your Love” and before “Brandy Alexander.” Including the lines “sweetheart, bitter heart--now I can’t tell you apart; cozy and cold, put the horse before the cart,” this is, FTP, what Feist song famous for its use in commercials for the iPod nano?
ANSWER: “1234” (pronounced “one two three four”)

2. This actress is the voice of Elise in the 2001 video game SSX Tricky. The star of the short-lived ABC series Cashmere Mafia, she was, along with James Hong, the only major voice actor to appear in both the Kung Fu Panda movies and TV show. In addition to her role as Master Viper, this actress has appeared on television several times as a lawyer, including a role as Nola Lyons on Dirty Sexy Money and as a member of Cage, Fish & Associates on Ally McBeal. A 2001 episode of Futurama sees Fry download and then date a robotic version of this actress, and she has recently played Officer Jessica Tang on TNT’s Southland and Watson on CBS’s Elementary. FTP, who is this Chinese-American actress?
ANSWER: Lucy Liu

3. This player was not selected to the All-Star team during a season that saw him set the record for runs-batted-in before the All-Star break with 103. The first player to hit at least 25 home runs in a season in each league and winner of the MVP award at two different positions, this player notably supported Curt Flood and Jackie Robinson because of his experiences with the reserve clause and discrimination. On September 11, 1934, the Detroit Free Press ran the Hebrew lettering for “Happy New Year” on its front page after he hit two home runs on Rosh Hashanah, but he would not play against the Yankees later that month on Yom Kippur. FTP, who is this famously Jewish baseball player?
ANSWER: Hank Greenberg

4. Although perhaps better known for comedic roles, this man began his career with relatively serious roles, appearing in a number of dramatic films including Ransom!, Hot Summer Night, and, more notably, the science fiction classic Forbidden Planet. The success of that role would not be met again until 1972 when he appeared as the captain of a doomed vessel in the disaster film The Poseidon Adventure. In addition to his film work, this actor appeared in more than 1,500 television shows, including small roles in shows like The Night Gallery and The Golden Girls, as well as a featured role in the short lived series that would later inspire one of his best known film roles. This series was Police Squad!, and the resulting role was that of Detective Frank Drebin. FTP, who is this actor, the star of the Naked Gun film series?
ANSWER: Leslie Nielsen

5. Two answers required. These men, one from Kansas City and the other from Manhattan, met at the insistence of music publisher Tommy Valando. Their early collaborations included the songs “Sara Lee” and “My Coloring Book.” Their first musical together was Golden Gate, which was never produced, but which helped them get the job writing the score of Flora the Red Menace. Later collaborations included The Happy Time, Steel Pier, and Curtains, but their best known works were the stories of Cliff Bradshaw and Sally Bowles, who meet in 1930s Berlin; and of Velma Kelly and Roxie Hart, two murderesses in a 1920s Midwestern city. FTP, what is this writing duo that wrote the theme from New York, New York as well as the musicals Cabaret and Chicago?
ANSWER: John Kander and Fred Ebb (either order acceptable)

6. After leaving the University of Alabama to be with his high school sweetheart Ann Estock this man started his coaching career at Howard University as a Track and Field Coach.  His first football head-coaching job was at West Virginia.  One of this man’s sons is the head coach of the Akron Zips, while another led Tulane to a 12-0 record in 1998 before moving to Clemson where he regularly played against this coach.  Players under this coach have included two Heisman Trophy winners, Charlie Ward and Chris Weinke, while other notable players have been Warrick Dunn, Derrick Brooks and Deion Sanders.  FTP, who is this former coach at FSU who now owns the Division I-FBS record for all time wins?
ANSWER: Bobby Bowden

7. This woman can be heard singing backing vocals on Sheryl Crow’s song “Soak Up the Sun” but is better known for her previous solo work. In 1998 she joined Lilith Fair in order to promote her third album, Whitechocolatespaceegg, but she was still unable to recreate the success of her first album. That debut album can be listed to as a track-by-track response to a 1972 album by the Rolling Stones, with songs like “Soap Star Joe” and “Divorce Son.” That album was Exile in Guyville and was released in 1993 by indie label Matador Records. This artist would abandon her alternative style for a more pop-based sound with a self-titled album in 2003. That album featured the song “Extraordinary” which was used in Gatorade advertisements, as well as the more popular single “Why Can’t I.” FTP, who is this alt-rock singer-songwriter, the performer of “Fuck and Run” and “Never Said?”
ANSWER: Liz Phair

8. One star of this series would later find success on a series with former Three’s Company cast member Suzanne Somers; that show was Step by Step. One season finale of this series, titled “A Family Divided,” sparked such curiosity that the subsequent season premiere gained the highest rating of any television episode up to that point. That episode, while more frequently referred to by another question, was entitled “Who Done It?” and revealed that it was Kristin Shepard who attempted to kill the Larry Hagman played oil tycoon. Originally airing from 1978 to 1991, a continuation of this series began airing on TNT in July of this year. FTP, what is this show which followed the dealings of the Ewing family and famously asked “who shot J.R.?”
ANSWER: Dallas

9. This man’s first tour win was in 2010 at the Travelers Championship in a playoff with Corey Pavin and Scott Verplank.  The pride of Bagdad, Florida, he was a part of the Georgia Bulldogs SEC title in 2000.  His second win came in 2011 against fellow lefty Phil Mickelson at the Famers Insurance Open.  He appears on the viral video “Oh Oh Oh” as a member of golf’s first boy band, the appropriately named Golf Boys.  His actual first name is Gerry, but he is better know by a nickname given to his father, a former football player.  He is probably known best for landing a ball on the green from the woods to win his first Major Championship in sudden death.  FTP, who is this golfer who defeated Louis Oosthuizen to win the Masters in 2012?
ANSWER: Gerry “Bubba” Watson, Jr.

10. One character in this movie has just finished talking about tattooing his penis and wearing a prosthetic nose when a one-eyed drug dealer shoots him through the neck.  That character had been one of the central figures in the TV show that inspired this movie, which features Brie Larson as the drama student Molly and Ellie Kemper as a chemistry teacher who is poor at concealing her lust for a new student.  One character in this movie shoves an old woman into a stack of shoeboxes when she calls him by his real name; that character, Schmidt, had earlier prayed to “Korean Jesus” after he and his partner were given assignments at a local high school.  Starring Jonah Hill and Channing Tatum as undercover narcotics detectives, this is, FTP, what 2012 movie?
ANSWER: 21 Jump Street

11. This song was featured in the 2008 season premiere of Grey's Anatomy. The music video, which is set mostly in a Mad Platter Café, features former Laguna Beach star Stephen Colletti as the singer’s love interest, with whom she decides to break up via a phone call. Winning the award for “Best Country Song” and “Best Female County Vocal Performance” at the 52nd Grammy Awards, this song has been compared to Dolly Parton’s 1973 hit “Jolene.”  Notorious for using failed relationships as inspiration for lyrics, the singer and co-writer of this song explained that it was based on an ex-boyfriend who wasn’t as much of a “Prince Charming” as he originally seemed.  With the lamentation “I’m not a princess and this ain’t a fairytale,” this is, FTP, what track from Fearless, a song by Taylor Swift?
 	ANSWER: “White Horse”

12. One scene in this movie sees the mother of one character compare raising children to replacing parts of a car before saying that she hopes her daughter isn’t a lesbian.  When asked what he did over the summer another character in this movie jokes that he went water-skiing and kick boxing.  That character dresses as a roller skate for Halloween, dances for “a candy bar and a whole nickel” at the mall, and says that a figure skater was a “walking gay pride parade” after his parents discover dirty magazines under his mattress and send him to Mercy House.  Cassandra unbuttons her shirt and seems to say that she has a “hot pussy” while pretending to speak in tongues, and the discovery of receipts from the Home Depot reveal who vandalized American Eagle Christian High School in this movie.  FTP, what is this 2004 film starring Jena Malone, Macaulay Culkin, and Mandy Moore?
ANSWER: Saved!

13. Minor characters in this game include Harold MacDougal, an anthropology professor who works with the Native American Nastas, and Seth Briars, a grave robber who causes the dead to rise at the end of this game’s spin-off Undead Nightmare.  This game’s challenges involve searching for hidden treasure, collecting wild plants, and hunting, while it also offers the player the opportunity to play horseshoes, “five finger fillet,” and Texas hold ‘em with townsfolk like Herbert Moon, the shopkeeper in Armadillo.  Pressing the Y button in this game accomplishes a number of tasks, from accepting bounties to hogtying disabled enemies and stealing other character’s horses.  Those actions can affect John Marston’s honor and fame in this game.  FTP, what is this 2010 Rockstar game set in the Old West?
ANSWER: Red Dead Redemption

14. A betting scandal once rocked this team when its star shortstop bet five cents on a game with another player. That player is the younger brother of this team’s second baseman and its right fielder, who was once traded for a pizza. This team’s third baseman is frequently seen kicking up clouds of dirt while running the bases, and its piano-playing catcher always walks the ball to the mound. That catcher on this team is one of the few supporters of its player-manager, who is a diehard Joe Shlabotnik and San Francisco Giants fan and can often be seen being knocked off the mound by line drives. Usually seen losing by scores such as 200-0, this is, FTP, what fictional baseball team from Peanuts?
ANSWER: Charlie Brown’s baseball team (accept variants; prompt on “the baseball team from Peanuts” before “Peanuts” is mentioned because there are several teams in the strip)

15. This man’s accountant’s failure to pay thirty-two million dollars in taxes in 1990 led directly to the release of his 1991 album The IRS Tapes: Who Will Buy My Memories? The artist behind “Living in the Promiseland,” he allegedly smoked marijuana on the roof of the White House while visiting Jimmy Carter. With Julio Iglesias, this man recorded “To All the Girls I’ve Ever Loved” in 1984, eight years after his version of “If You’ve Got the Money I’ve Got the Time” reached number one on the country charts. “Time of the Preacher” and “”Blue Eyes Crying in the Rain” are two tracks from his 1975 album Red Headed Stranger. FTP, who is this musician behind hits such as “On the Road Again”?
ANSWER: Willie Nelson

16. A football team named for this animal once beat a spread of seventy points on a late touchdown pass following a halftime performance by John Stamos’ brother Richard.  PETA would later intervene and force that team’s school to drop this animal as its mascot, leading to a contentious election between a giant douche and a turd sandwich.  The FBI tried to stop a group of these animals from worshipping a giant clock shaped like one of them, leading them to jump one-by-one off a cliff.  Local schoolchildren locked themselves in a bedroom and demanded that Worf drive them to the airport in a protest against the consumption of “tortured baby” ones of these.  One of those boys, Eric Cartman, was abducted by aliens in an episode where many of these were turned inside-out.  FTP, what are these animals, the mascot of South Park Elementary’s sports teams?
ANSWER: cows

17. When this team was first founded in 1967, it was named after the state bird.  It changed names five years later when it was bought by San Diego businessmen Frank Goldberg and Bill Fisher.  In 1983, they played a game against the Detroit Pistons in which they combined for an NBA record 370 total points.  The current head coach of this team picked up his 800th career win as a head coach against the Seattle SuperSonics, which he coached from 1991-1998, and this team just signed JaVale McGee to a four year, $44 million dollar contract.  FTP what is this NBA team that made a blockbuster trade in 2012 in which they received Raymond Felton, Danilo Gallinari, and others in return for Chauncy Billups and Carmelo Anthony?
ANSWER: Denver Nuggets (accept either underlined answer)

18. This woman is known to often tell “inspirational stories” that invariably end with someone killing themselves, a trend which eventually becomes clear after she admits to having attempted suicide as a teenager in the sixth season. According to various patients this woman’s bedside manner is very cold and impersonal, a feature which leads her superior to split the role of chief resident between her and another character. That other character was often uncomfortable with her other relationships, including her brief engagement to Keith Dudemeister.  Two of her close friends on the show on which she appeared are played by Judy Reyes and Donald Faison; these characters are Carla Espinosa and Christopher Turk. Some of her nicknames include Marshmallow, Mole Butt, and Barbie. FTP, who is this friend and love interest of John “J.D.” Dorian, played by Sarah Chalke?
 	ANSWER: Elliot Reid, M.D. (accept either underlined answer)

19. The music video for one song off this album depicts a series of picture frames inside of each other that show a ballerina, members of a choir, and a person dressed as a gingerbread man. Another video for a song off this album shows the singer’s chest being cut open to reveal that the organs were a series of paper lanterns; that song wonders if there shouldn’t be a more practical name for the glove compartment. One song on this album states that the singer will “sit and wonder of every love that could’ve been if I’d only thought of something charming to say” while another song off this album asks God to “damn the black night with all its foul temptation.” With a cover featuring a black bird tied up in red yarn, FTP, what is this 2003 album by Death Cab for Cutie that also includes the track “The Sound of Settling”?
 	ANSWER: Transatlanticism

20. A man named Hoffstetter admits to his psychiatrist that the archangel came to him in a dream and revealed the location of one of these objects shortly before a computer refuses to aid in the pursuit of these because it would be cheating.  An employee in a peanut factory receives a one-pound bonus in her pay packet for finding one of these, while a Paraguayan casino owner briefly fooled international media outlets into thinking he had found the fifth and final one.  The actual recipient of the final one of these objects is a paperboy who at one point decides that they must make the product around which they are wrapped taste terrible.  Won by Mike Teevee, Violet Beauregard, Augustus Gloop, Veruca Salt, and Charlie Bucket these are, FTP, what prizes found in Wonka chocolate bars?
ANSWER: golden tickets

1. Identify these enemies of Spider-Man, FTPE:
1) This villain was killed when Sentry grabbed him, flew into space, and ripped him in half. Though many consider him to be a cheap knock-off of Venom, this alien symbiote forced Spider-Man and Venom into an uneasy alliance when he threatened to destroy New York.
 	ANSWER: Carnage
2) This villainous persona was first held by Mac Gargan, who later went on to play host to Venom, then was Spider-Man for a little while, and now he’s resumed his original persona. He often attempted to poison Spider-Man with his large mechanical stinger.
 	ANSWER: Scorpion
3) This foe’s finest moment was in the ‘80s, when he seemingly killed Spider-Man. This villain often wore a leopard loincloth and decorated his home with various animal heads, all of which he personally killed.
 	ANSWER: Kraven the Hunter

2. This actor was the inspiration for a short-lived meme following his awkward clap at the 2010 Golden Globes. FTPE:
1) This actor has recently appeared in Furry Vengeance. You may also know him as Dudley Do-Right or George of the Jungle.
ANSWER: Brendan Fraser
2) Fraser starred with Adam Sandler and Steve Buscemi in this 1994 movie in which his band, The Lone Rangers, takes a radio station hostage. Their plans are foiled when it is discovered that their Uzis are filled with hot pepper sauce.
ANSWER: Airheads
3) This movie sees Fraser’s character, Adam, rise from a Cold War-era bomb shelter in the late 1990s. It also stars Christopher Walken and Sissy Spacek as Adam’s hilariously outdated parents.
ANSWER: Blast from the Past

3. It’s not the NFL, but Canadian football still counts.  FTPE:
1) This trophy, currently held by the BC Lions, is awarded to the champion of the Canadian Football League.  It was stolen from the Ottawa Rough Riders and held for ransom for two months in 1969.
	ANSWER: Grey Cup
2) A former BC Lion himself, this current Miami Dolphin defensive end was selected to the Pro Bowl in 2010.  He signed a four-year, $49 million extension with the Dolphins in 2012.
ANSWER: Cameron Wake
3) The Stallions, a team from this city, became the only American team to win the Grey Cup in 1995.  When a new football team moved into this city in 1996 its team relocated to Montreal and became the Alouettes.
ANSWER: Baltimore

4. This character is a fan of Chip Skylark and the Crimson Chin. FTPE:
1) This “average kid that no one understands” has buckteeth and a pink hat. He is friends with Chester and A.J. and has two crown-wearing goldfish.
ANSWER: Timmy Turner (accept either underlined answer)
2) Along with Mr. Crocker, this babysitter is Timmy’s main antagonist in The Fairly Odd Parents. In addition to Mom and Dad, she is said to always be giving Timmy commands.
ANSWER: Vicky
3) This resident of Dimsdale and neighbor of the Turners is Mr. Turner’s bitter enemy. He made a fortune after inventing parachute pants and his family often defeats the Turners in competitions.
ANSWER: Sheldon Dinkleberg (accept either underlined answer)

5. This song was recently banned from use in commercials for Preparation H. FTPE:
1) Recorded in 1963, this song was the biggest hit of Johnny Cash’s career. It states that “the taste of love is sweet when hearts like ours meet.”
ANSWER: “Ring of Fire”
2) “Ring of Fire” took the number one spot on the Country Singles Chart from this Buck Owens song. A cover of this song sung by Ringo Starr appears on the Beatles album Help!
ANSWER: “Act Naturally”
3) This band included a cover of “Ring of Fire” on their self-titled 1990 album. Other songs by this band include “Ball and Chain” and “Story of My Life.”
ANSWER: Social Distortion

6. Euro 2012 ended with Spain defeating Italy to clinch their place as one of the greatest soccer teams of all time. Answer these questions about players who participated in the tournament, FTPE:
1) This Englishman was suspended for the first two games, but returned to score the winning goal in his team's victory over Ukraine. He also plays for Manchester United.
ANSWER: Wayne Rooney
2)This Spaniard won the Golden Boot with three goals, a change from the 24-game goal drought he suffered for Chelsea during the 2011-12 season.
ANSWER: Fernando Torres
3) This other Spaniard, a midfielder, won three Man of the Match awards as well as the award for Player of the Tournament.  He has been a member of FC Barcelona since 2002.
ANSWER: Andres Iniesta Lujan

7. Do you consider yourself to be a horror movie buff? Keep your composure as you answer these questions about the people behind some of horror’s most iconic characters, FTPE.
1) Maybe his striped sweater and fedora might not scare you, but Freddy Krueger’s razor-clawed leather glove should. This actor portrayed Freddy in eight films from the original A Nightmare on Elm Street to Freddy vs. Jason.
ANSWER: Robert Englund
2) This actor is the voice of the demented doll Chucky in all films the Child’s Play series. He also played Grima Wormtongue in The Lord of the Rings franchise.
ANSWER: Brad Dourif
3) Although radio actress Mercedes McCambridge provided some voice-over for the demonic voices, this young actress received an Academy Award nomination for playing Regan, the demon possessed protagonist of The Exorcist.
ANSWER: Linda Blair

8. Answer these questions about an annual visitor to Kanto, FTPE:
1) This luxury cruise liner stops outside of Vermillion City once a year. In the TV show, Ash trades his Butterfree for a Raticate on this ship, while James is fooled into buying a Magikarp in a gold-plated Poke Ball while aboard it.
 	ANSWER: S.S Anne
2) A player of Pokémon Red, Blue, or Yellow obtains a ticket to the S.S Anne after helping this Pokémon researcher. In the first series of the trading card game, playing this character’s trainer card allows one to draw two cards from their deck. 
 	ANSWER: Bill
3) A player can find this TM on the main deck of the S.S. Anne in the second room from the left.  A Normal type move, it has a power of 85 and a 30% chance of paralyzing the target.
ANSWER: Body Slam or TM08

9. This former corporate trainer from Rhode Island was briefly imprisoned in 2006 for tax evasion.  FTPE:
1) A member of the Tagi tribe, this man narrowly outlasted Rudy Boesch and Kelly Wiglesworth to win Survivor: Borneo.  He spent much of his time on the island in the nude.
	ANSWER: Richard Hatch (accept either underlined answer)
2) A memorable moment from the first season of Survivor came in the third episode when members of the Pagong tribe caught and ate these animals.  Susan Hawk compared Kelly to one of these animals in the season finale.
ANSWER: rats
3) This bearded Survivor: Pearl Islands contestant appeared with Richard and Sue on Survivor: All-Stars in 2004.  Recognizable by his sleeveless, tie-dye shirt, he is the 2012 Libertarian candidate for governor of Indiana.
ANSWER: Rupert Boneham (accept either underlined answer)
	
10. They were the first band to appear twice on The Colbert Report when they performed their song “Stephen, Stephen” in 2006. FTPE:
1) This band released Travellers in Space and Time in 2010 after signing with Elijah Wood’s record label. Songs by them include “Energy,” “Tidal Wave,” and “Same Old Drag.”
ANSWER: The Apples in Stereo
2) The Apples in Stereo are often associated with this Athens, Georgia-based music collective. Other members of this group have included The Olivia Tremor Control, Neutral Milk Hotel, and Of Montreal.
ANSWER: Elephant 6 Recording Company
3) The Apples in Stereo song “Signal in the Sky” was recorded for this Craig McCracken-created Cartoon Network show. One version of the song features dialogue from Ms. Bellum and the Mayor of Townsville, two characters from this show.
ANSWER: The Powerpuff Girls

11. Answer these questions, they're of grave importance. FTPE:
1) This program aired on Showtime from 2003-2004 and centered on the activities of a group of grim reapers working in Seattle.  Its main character George was killed in its first episode by a rogue toilet seat.
 	ANSWER: Dead Like Me
2) This actor played Rube Sofer, head of the reapers, on Dead Like Me. His most recent television appearance was on Showtime's Homeland, where he played Saul Berenson.
 	ANSWER: Mandy Patinkin
3) Rube’s assignments would usually be written on these and distributed to George and the other reapers.  In a 1997 movie, Romy and Michelle lie about having invented these at their high school reunion.
 	ANSWER: Post-It Notes

12. Many people love her work on Mad Men, but she also has a surprising filmography. Answer these questions about film roles of January Jones, FTPE:
1) In X-Men First Class Jones plays this famous mutant who, among other things, can transform her body into diamond. 
ANSWER: Emma Frost (accept either underlined answer)
2) Many people don’t realize that Jones played Cadence Flaherty, the younger sister of the recently engaged Michelle in this 2003 comedy sequel.  Both Finch and Stifler are attracted to her character in this movie.
ANSWER: American Wedding
3) Jones appeared as the wife of assistant coach Red Dawson in this 2006 drama about the aftermath of a 1970 plane crash.  It also stars Matthew McConaughey as head coach Jack Lengyel.
ANSWER: We Are Marshall

13. This team earned its nickname after firing manager Buck Rodgers over a month into the season. FTPE:
1) The 1982 American League-champion Milwaukee Brewers are better known by this nickname. Derived from the name of a cocktail, it highlights their ability to hit for power.
ANSWER: Harvey’s Wallbangers
2) Harvey’s Wallbangers lost the 1982 World Series to the Cardinals despite the best efforts of this Hall of Fame shortstop, who hit .414 in the series. His 20-year career with the Brewers ended in 1993.
ANSWER: Robin Yount
3) This Cardinals first baseman had seven hits and eight runs-batted-in in the series. A spokesman for Just For Men, he may be better known for a two-episode cameo on Seinfeld.
ANSWER: Keith Hernandez

14. Answer these questions about a mode of transportation, FTPE:
1) A Nickelodeon series sees Pete and Pete attempt to befriend the driver of one of these who never removes his mascot costume head.  However, their efforts fail as that man flees across the country in his one of these.
ANSWER: ice cream truck
2) An ice cream truck driver features prominently in the music video for “Bangarang,” a song by this electronic musician.  His other tracks include 2011’s “Breakn’ a Sweat.”
ANSWER: Skrillex or Sonny Moore
3) This flame-haired clown has appeared on the cover of every game in the Twisted Metal franchise.  His name probably stems from his use of an ice cream truck as his vehicle of choice in the games.
ANSWER: Sweet Tooth or Needles Kane (accept either underlined part)

15. This song was mashed-up with Devo’s “Gates of Steel” on Girl Talk’s 2010 album All Day.  FTPE:
1) Beginning with the line, “Just waking up in the morning--got to thank God,” this song describes an exceptional 24-hour period in the life of Ice Cube.  It was the biggest hit from his 1992 album The Predator.
ANSWER: “It Was A Good Day”
2) “It Was A Good Day” samples the song “Footsteps In The Dark,” a 1977 hit by this R&B group.  Other songs by this group include the singles “That Lady, Pts. 1 & 2” and “It’s Your Thing.”
ANSWER: The Isley Brothers
3) Deadspin recently attempted to determine exactly what day “It Was A Good Day” describes using clues in the lyrics such as a game mentioned between these two NBA teams.  Such a game would be impossible today as one of the teams has since moved to Oklahoma City.

ANSWER: Tanner ‘88
2) Altman collaborated with this cartoonist to produce Tanner ’88 and its 2004 sequel, Tanner on Tanner. He may be better known as the creator of Doonesbury.

3) This actress appeared on Tanner ’88 as the candidate’s activist daughter Alexandra. Her other roles have included Rebecca on The Big C and Miranda Hobbes on Sex and the City.
