1. Many cartoon historians believe that this character evolved from a different one called Egg Head, but his first true appearance was in a short called “[this character’s] candid camera.” In the short “Hare Brush,” it is revealed that this character owns a mansion and a yacht; an episode which is one of the few where he defeats his rival due to said rival being arrested for tax evasion after donning (*) hunting garb. In a film he appears in, this character shoots out the teeth of an alien with Yosemite Sam. While not Tweety Bird, this character has a similar speech impediment in which r’s and l’s are pronounced as w’s. A man who weally hates wabbits, name this cartoon hunter for 10 points, who has the catchphrase of “be vewy quiet, I’m hunting wabbits.”

2. This team lost the infamous Heidi Game, and Pete Lammons was the tight end for this team when they won their only super bowl. Down 30-7 at the end of the third quarter, Vinny Testaverde led this team to a 40-37 win over the Miami Dolphins dubbed the (*) “Monday Night Miracle”. On a famous newspaper cover, this team’s head coach is depicted as Han Solo while Darth Vader is portrayed by Bill Belichick. Current players on this team include Joe McKnight and D'Brickashaw Ferguson, while the current owner and CEO is Woody Johnson. For 10 points, name this NFL team which features players Shonne Green and Mark Sanchez, which plays at Metlife Stadium along with the New York Giants.

ANSWER: New York Jets [Prompt on New York]

3. An imposter of this character rules over Neo Arcadia in one game, and another game starring this character sees him defeat Dealer, who plans to control the powers of Meteor G.  A frequent antagonist of this character was revived by Gate, who created the Nightmare Virus. In the third installment in which this character appears, a robotic dog named (*) Rush who can transform into coil, jet, and marine forms, helps him through the various levels of the game, and, in the fourth installment, the protagonist has to fight the Russian Scientist, Dr. Cossack. For 10 points, name this character, created by Doctor Light, who must fight Pharaoh Man, Tree Man, Ice Man, and Guts Man, among others, under the direction of Dr. Wily, a boy turned robot.

ANSWER: Mega Man [accept Rock Man, accept Mega Man X]

4. D.I.T.C. was influential to the development of the rap scene in this location during the early 1990s and spawned the careers of such artists as Lord Finesse, Freddie Foxx, DJ Premier, and KRS-One. One artist from here claims in this place, where he’s from, “bitches get ran like red lights,” and “we live by the street rules that thugs created,” and gives a list of slang words on his track “Ebonics.” Big (*) L samples from another artist from here who claims “Vocabulary spills, I'm ill” on“It Ain't Hard to Tell.” Another song of the same album of that artist from here claims “sleep is the cousin of death,” before stating “I think of crime” when he thinks of this place. A Marvel Comics universe named after this substance centers on Razorcut, the leader of a drug gang who replaced its former leader, a man named after this substance. Osama, Adham, and Nabil visit Wales in a documentary named after this substance’s Dreams; Those teens belong to the Zabbaleen in (*) Cairo, whose jobs and culture are centered around this substance. A dianoga appears in a machine built to deal with this substance, which prompts the line, “There’s something alive in here!” The pet worm Slimey lives within the home of a certain green character, which also contains this substance. For 10 points, Luke Skywalker was almost crushed in a compactor for what material, also serving as an informal name for pop culture?

ANSWER: Trash [or Waste, or Garbarge,  or clear equivalents such as rubbish]

6. This video was filmed in downtown Portland, Oregon, and it was uploaded by the YouTube user 3mediapro. The main character of this video sings his favorite Christmas song “The 12 Days of Christmas” in one interview; that interview also noticed similarities in the faces of David Schwimmer and Paul Pierce and was conducted by Daniel Tosh. Most of the talking in this 18-second-long video was done by Nancy Francis, who was working as a (*) news reporter at the Rose Festival. This video’s subject had put on zombie face paint after visiting a certain reptile exhibit. For ten points, name this viral video containing three word non sequitur that was uttered by ten-year-old Jonathon Ware about his favorite animal.

7. One character from this show attempts to swat away a moth while OK Go performs in their recent video collaboration. Harry the Hipster, Professor Madcliffe, and Chicken Liver appeared on a precursor of this show named after the mute Sam. This show’s creator was accompanied by the Thought Lion on his namesake Hour. Sondre Lerche’s rendition of (*) Mr. Bassman and Amy Lee singing “Halfway Down the Stairs” appear on a recent album of songs from this show. Waldo C. Graphic drives the plot in their ride at MGM Studios, in which the theater is destroyed by the Swedish Chef. Bret McKenzie received an Oscar for his work on the recent film written by Jason Segel. Statler and Waldorf disapprove of Fozzie Bear’s jokes on, for 10 points, what show whose main characters include Miss Piggy and Kermit the Frog?

ANSWER: The Muppets Show [ACCEPT: Sam and Friends or Jim Henson’s Storyteller or Jim Henson Hour or The Muppets Movie or Muppetvision 3D or Muppets: The Green Album]

8. This term is used to describe a roller coaster at Valley Fair, Minnesota, and was the subject of the Survive It and Drive it Sweepstakes. Kurt Busch's younger brother, Kyle, goes by this nickname. Anderson Varejao also has this nickname. Due to an unusual pitching style, this nickname was given to relief pitcher (*) Mitch Williams, who enters baseball games to the tune of a song by this title. This term partially titles a book in which Max dances in a wolf costume before going to the titular location. FTP, give this common name for a song by The Troggs in which the titular being “makes my heart sing” and “makes everything groovy”, and the title creatures of a book by the recently  deceased Maurice Sendak.

10. This actress has repeatedly denied the claims that her nudity a film where she parties at a motel with Hector and is filmed by Eric was an attempt to be recognized as a mature actress after being in family films. One voice acting role had her play Red Puckett in (*) Hoodwinked! and in other role she discovers that she is the princess of Genovia. In addition to Havoc, she also played a benevolent magistrate in Alice in Wonderland, the White Queen. In an upcoming Christopher Nolan film, this actress plays Selina Kyle, a feline-centric master thief. One film sees this actress’s character learn the ins and outs of the fashion world while working as the assistant to the cruel Miranda Priestly. For 10 points, name this actress who played Andrea Sachs in The Devil Wears Prada.

11. This artist named her first and second studio albums after her father and mother, respectively. That second album contains many nods to her home nation, such as a song named after the price of an AK-47 there, the controversial “20 Dollar.” Equally controversial was a video for a cut off of her next album, Maya, in which redheads are corralled by riot police, taken to a field, and brutally executed. That song is (*) “Born Free”. This performer has also engaged in beefs with Anderson Cooper and a New York Times writer, as well as recently flipping the bird during a Super Bowl performance. For 10 points, who is this songmaker responsible for 2007’s Kala, which contained the megahit “Paper Planes”?

ANSWER: M.I.A. [accept Maya Arulpragasam]

12. The actor portraying this character once said in an interview that he started treating the show as his own comedy, producing memorable lines such as “How can you read at a time like this?” “My mother taught me.” This is a lie, as this man’s mother died giving birth to him in a forest, leaving his father Roger, a (*) janitor, to take care of him. This man stabbed people to death in two consecutive season finales; the first one was a mercenary , who killed his adoptive daughter, Martin Keamy. He uses the pseudonyms Dean Moriarty and Henry Gale, the latter of whom was a real person whose body is found by Sayid to expose the fact that this man is actually an Other. Portrayed by Michael Emerson, for 10 points, name the man who led the Others during the first four seasons of Lost.

13. This album was recorded after the main songwriter gave up on his concept album Songs from the Black Hole. The deluxe edition of this album was released in 2011 and featured songs such as “You Gave Your Love to Me Softly” and “Longtime Sunshine”. This was the final album bassist Matt Sharp appeared on before leaving to concentrate on The Rentals. The album was criticized for its raw sound, partially due to the singer’s leg surgery and frustration with his musical studies at (*) Harvard. He chronicled these troubles, singing “screw this crap I’ve had it” in the song “The Good Life”. Among the other tracks on this album are “Tired of Sex,” “Pink Triangle,” and “El Scorcho”. For 10 points, name this cult classic sophomore album of Weezer, named after a lieutenant in Madame Butterfly.

14. This director’s current project stars Samuel L. Jackson and Leonardo DiCaprio as a slave and slave owner respectively. This director also created a film adaptation of the novel Rum Punch called Jackie Brown and it is considered an homage to blaxploitation films. One of this director’s most famous films sees a man cut off a police officer’s ear to the song (*) “Stuck in the middle with you.” He is then shot by Mr. Orange, an undercover cop. In a two part film by this director, The Bride is on a mission to avenge her daughter and husband’s deaths and it ends with her killing the titular character with the five point palm exploding heart technique. These films are Resevoir Dogs and Kill Bill vol. 1 and 2. For 10 points, name this director of Pulp Fiction and Inglourious Basterds.

15. Internet personality Noah Antweiler uses this weapon on himself in The Spoony Experiment after expressing confusion regarding its purpose, and a “Hextech” version of this weapon appears in League of Legends. The ninth golem uses one of these in Parasite Eve II, and another character that wields one of these is Ivy’s father from the Soul Calibur series, the undead swashbuckler (*) Cervantes. The most famous user of this weapon learned his craft at Balamb Garden. The user of the Blazefire Saber, Lightning, wields these weapons in Final Fantasy XIII,  and the most famous one does more damage if you press R1 at the moment before it hits, the Lion Heart. For 10 points, name these swords with triggers, the main weapon of Squall in Final Fantasy VIII.

16. This man’s only foray into directing was in the film Quick Change, and he voiced Mr. Badger in The Fantastic Mr. Fox. This man mistakenly accepted an infamous role of his because he confused screenwriter Joel Cohen with Joel Coen of the Coen Brothers, and the protagonists of Zombieland end up in his house. This man wondered aloud whether his bladder might explode in his role as germaphobe Bob Wiley in (*) What About Bob? Other famous roles include his Golden Globe winning performance in Lost In Translation, and playing himself in Space Jam. He played a man who relived the same day over and over as Phil Connors in Groundhog Day. For 10 points, name this comedy actor who starred in Stripes, Ghostbusters, and as Carl Spackler in Caddyshack.

17. Manchester Orchestra’s album Simple Math began with a track by this name, and the video for Queens of the Stone Age’s single “No One Knows,” this animal hunts down the band members. Superman’s enemy Doomsday was shown snapping one of these animals’ necks to prove his evilness, and the movie Open Season features Ashton Kutcher voicing one type of this creature named Elliot. A Vietnam War film with this creature in its name starred (*) Robert de Niro as Mike Vronsky; that movie was The This Hunter. Faline is one example of this creature, and she gave birth at the climax of the most famous movie featuring this type of animal. For ten points, name this kind of animal, variants of which are called does or fawns, and Bambi is this thing.

18. This goaltender set an NCAA record with 26 career shutouts and received the Hobey Baker Award in 2001, when he led the country in wins, winning percentage, and save percentage. This goaltender's brother, Drew, is currently playing left wing for the Detroit Red Wings, and just like his brother attended Michigan State. This goaltender's back up is Jhonas Enroth, and some players on this goaltender's team are (*) Brad Boyes, Jordan Leopold, Jochen Hecht, Thomas Vanek, and Jason Pominville. This goaltender won the Vezina Trophy in 2010, was named the most valuable player in the Vancouver Olympics, and helped lead the United States to a silver medal in those Olympics. For 10 points, name this starting goaltender of the Buffalo Sabres.

19. While playing for the Washington Senators, Tom Cheney was the first to accomplish this feat. Luis Tiant almost accomplished this feat while David Cone also came close twenty years later. Although no current hall of famer has ever accomplished this feat, Sandy Koufax came close to accomplishing this against both the Chicago Cubs and the San Francisco Giants. Both Steve Carlton and Tom Seaver came within one of this action, and (*) Nolan Ryan came within one of this action three times in 1974. Randy Johnson did this on May 8th 2001, albeit in extra innings. Kerry Wood did this on May 6th 1998 against the Houston Astros and Roger Clemens has done this twice in his career. For 10 points, name this accomplishment that only four people have ever completed, which involves punching batters out a certain number of times.

20. The Three 6 Mafia album with this title contains the song “Late Night Tip,” and the last song off the Cure’s album “Wish” has this title. The Australian outfit behind the song “Second Solution” is titled The Living “this”, and one song with this title saw the lead singer arrested after yelling obscenities after the line “The killer awoke before dawn.” In addition to that song by the Doors, songs with this title include the first tracks off both Kings of Leon’s album Come Around Sundown and My Chemical Romance’s The Black Parade.
