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1.  During this man’s first season as a reliever, he shaved his hair into a mohawk in the style of Ricky “Wild Thing” Vaughn from Major League. This starter-turned-closer has been fined multiple times for failing to start pitching within the required amount of time. Though this man had possibly his best season in 2011, he gave up back-to-back run-scoring hits to Nick Reimold and Robert Andino to blow his team’s last game of the season, allowing the (*) Rays to take the AL Wild Card. Recently signed by the Phillies to replace Ryan Madson, FTP, name this man who used the Dropkick Murphy’s “Shipping up to Boston” as his entry music with the Red Sox.

ANSWER: Jonathan Papelbon
2.  One character in this movie tried to join the national guard after the Kent State shooting so that he too could shoot college students, but ends up shooting Panamanians instead. Another character in this movie exclaims that “the great state of Vermont will not apologize for its cheese” after the protagonist states that cholesterol is the number one killer in America. In one scene, the protagonist is found lying naked in the crotch of Lincoln at the Lincoln Memorial after he was kidnapped. At the end of this movie, the Merchants of (*) Death, or MOD squad adds three new members. The relationship between the protagonist and the Katie Holmes-portrayed, Heather Holloway, ends when an article she publishes on the protagonist endangers his ability to testify in front of Congress about a Surgeon General’s warning label. FTP, name this movie where Aaron Eckhart plays the character Nick Naylor, a lobbyist for big tobacco. 

ANSWER: Thank You For Smoking
3.  In one episode of this show, two law enforcement officials bet on whether a suspect will be Mexican or American, and split the money when it turns out he has an Asian last name, and later in that episode, one protagonist refers to a barn as a “cow house,” to the other’s chagrin. One subplot in the first season of this show is Skyler’s attempt to raise money by selling objects on eBay. A recurring motif in the second season of this show is a damaged pink (*) teddy bear that is found in a pool, whose missing eye is reminiscent of the manner of death of Gus Fring, a fast food chain owner and drug distributor. The protagonists originally enter business together when one sees the other climb out of a window during a drug raid, shortly after learning that he himself has terminal lung cancer. FTP, name this AMC drama in which Jesse Pinkman assists former chemistry teacher Walter White in cooking meth.

ANSWER: Breaking Bad
4.  One song titled after this place by Sara Lov begins, “I came here, I waited, to see it, to say this,” while another song titled after this location sees the addressee proclaim, “it’s snowing, it’s snowing, God I hate this weather.” A Simon and Garfunkel song about this place declares, “half of the time we’re gone but we don’t know where,” and is titled after “The (*) Only Living Boy” in this city. Another song titled after this place recalls, “It was so easy living day by day out of touch with the rhythm and blues,” while yet another song about this city warns “don’t bite the apple Eve” and “Jesus can’t save you, life starts when the church ends,” and features a chorus by Alicia Keys. Another song about this place declares, “these vagabond shoes, they’re longing to stray.” FTP, name this city described in a song popularized by Frank Sinatra as a “city that never sleeps,” and described by Jay-Z in “Empire State of Mind.”

ANSWER: New York City

5.  After beating one game starring this character, this character’s weapon can be replaced by the unlockable telephone of sorrow. In that same game, this character can transform into a dark version of himself that uses the blade whip, “daggertail.” In the prequel to that game, this character realizes that the water sword is the only thing that can hurt the beast, (*) Dahaka. This character reintroduces himself as Kakolookiyam to his love interest whose medallion protects him from that game’s titular substance. He first meets that love interest, Farah, after conquering the city of Azad with the help of a treacherous vizier. With Kaileena he finds the Empress of Time who created the substance that powers his dagger. FTP, name this titular royal protagonist of a series of video games revolving around the Sands of Time.

ANSWER: The Prince of Persia

6.  One notable cover of this song is sampled in EMPD’s “Strictly Business.” That cover notes that “every day the bucket goes to the well, but one day the bottom must drop out” after noting that “reflexes got the better of me, and what is to be must be.” This song claims of the titular figure, “every time I plant a seed, he said kill it before it grow,” and refers to that man as (*) “John Brown.” Another verse of this song recalls how “freedom came my way one day, and I started out of town” before seeing that figure approach, and the singer declares “I say, if I am guilty I will pay,” although he also asserts of the titular action “I swear it was in self-defense,” and he denies performing a similar action on the dead man’s assistant.  FTP, name this Bob Marley song in which the singer appends the titular claim by noting “but I didn’t shoot no deputy.”

ANSWER: “I Shot the Sheriff”
7.  This actress had a recurring role as Vanity Fair journalist Martha O’Dell in Studio 60 On the Sunset Strip, and is set to appear in the titular role on CBS’s upcoming drama The Doctor. This woman played Professor Grace McCallister, mother of the titular siblings, in the WB series Jack & Bobby, as well as Commander Hellen Keller in the short-lived, Conan O’Brien produced Operating Instructions. In the Law & Order franchise, this actress plays an ADA who is sent to the SVU and frequently argues with Detective Stabler, (*) Sonya Paxton. In this woman’s best-known role, she played a coworker of Dr. Jeffrey Geiger who first appears after she purchases another character, Dr. Kronk, in a date auction. FTP, name this woman who played cardiologist Kate Austin on Chicago Hope. 

ANSWER: Christine Lahti
8.  A 2010 April Fool’s hoax perpetrated by this man involved a DUI report in which he supposedly counted to 10 in Spanish after being pulled over, and during a recent online roast of this man, it was revealed that he had peed all over his girlfriend while in a drunken stupor. In July 2011, this man dropped (*) acid in an attempt to replicate Dock Ellis’ perfect game under the same circumstances on MLB2K11. Earlier in 2011, this man sabotaged a job interview by sending a messenger in a pink gorilla suit to sing the ESPN theme to John Walsh while Walsh met with Tommy Craggs. Recently replaced by Craggs following a promotion, FTP, name this new Gawker editor who previously ran Deadspin.

ANSWER: A.J. Daulerio
9.  A boat named after this song was used by Rodney Pattison in his successful bid for three Olympic sailing medals. In one appearance of this song, the mention of its title leads one character to declare that he always knows what to say, and the title is also used “when dukes and maharajahs pass the time of day with me.”  A pause in this song allows another figure to explain how use of the title (*) word allowed him to win his wife, before that wife hits him on the head with a tambourine, and the main singer notes that although “of course you can say it backwards... that’s going a bit too far, don’t you think?” One singer describes how “because I was afraid to speak when I was just a lad, my father gave me nose a tweak and told me I was bad,” but he then learned the titular word, of which it is asserted that “if you say it loud enough, you’ll always sound precocious.” FTP, name this song about an exceptionally long word, from Mary Poppins.

ANSWER: “Supercalifragilisticexpialidocious”
10.  Along with Asuka and Feng Wei, a character with this name is one of the three characters introduced in Tekken 5, and that character is an intelligence agent with an X-shaped scar on his face. Another character with this name sits in a fireside armchair and narrates certain episodes of The Grim Adventures of Billy and Mandy, while another character with this name was born on Azarath and in one appearance that character regresses into a child after imbuing her allies with some of her power in the wake of the Trigon becoming possessed by (*) Slade. Yet another character with this name is the sister of Cory and is friends with Chelsea and Eddie, who assist her in attempting to prevent her psychic visions from coming to fruition on a Disney Channel show. FTP, give this shared name of a Teen Titan and a character on a show titled “That’s So” her.

ANSWER: Raven 

11.  In one episode on this series, two characters in a log cabin argue over whether or not all berries that are blue are edible blueberries, while in another episode, one of those characters gets a job as a traveling salesman and ruins a woman’s carpet before realizing he is not selling vacuums, but encyclopedias. Two owners of the central business in this show are Ed McKenzie and Ben Ratdlige, though they are rarely seen, while other characters include a man who dropped out of Harvard after being introduced to “funny brownies,” a spaced-out (*) reverend, and a foreign mechanic who marries Simka Dablas at the end of season 2. Those characters are portrayed by Christopher Lloyd and Andy Kaufman respectively, and are Jim Ignatowski and Latka Gravas. FTP, name this sitcom in which Danny Devito played Louie, the dispatcher at the Sunshine Cab Company.

ANSWER: Taxi
12.  During his sophomore year of college, he fell short of David Robinson’s NCAA single-season double-double record by one game, and led his team to the Elite Eight before they fell to eventual champion North Carolina. Last season, this man gained a head nod from an appreciative Amare Stoudemire after throwing down a monster dunk on Timofey Mozgov. In a video interview earlier this season Bill Simmons criticized this forward’s choice of (*) dunks for the 2011 Slam Dunk Contest, including this man’s leap over a Kia Optima. After missing his original rookie season with a knee injury, this man won the 2010-11 Rookie of the Year Award playing alongside Eric Gordon and Deandre Jordan. The recipient of many Chris Paul alley-oops this year, FTP, name this former Oklahoma and current Clippers’ star.

ANSWER: Blake Griffin
13. On one occasion, this figure was abducted by the Eastern European thief Kanga Khan, and in another appearance this character is zapped by a beam at his wedding that is deployed by The Leader. This character was once imprisoned only to go free after an earthquake caused in a battle between A-Bomb and another figure, and this figure’s association with A-Bomb began when he pushed that character, by the name of (*) Rick Jones, into a trench to save him from the detonation of a certain device. This character is romantically involved with Betty, the daughter of General Thunderbolt Ross, who at one point attempts to destroy this character’s alter-ego by allying himself with the Abomination. FTP, name this scientist who, when angry, becomes the Incredible Hulk.

ANSWER: Dr. Robert Bruce Banner (prompt on “The Hulk” or “The Incredible Hulk”)

14.  This word is featured in the title of an animated sci-fi drama in which Cale must save humanity after the Drej destroy Earth, and whose title also includes the initials “A.E.” In another movie named for these figures, a series of “your mom” jokes culminates with an obese character joking that he gave another character’s mom a piggy back ride, while yet another film named for these figures includes the mechanical owl (*) Bubo, who makes a brief appearance in the remake of that film. In the former film named for these figures, Gerry Bertier is paralyzed before the championship game, while in the latter, Andromeda is saved from being eaten by the Kraken by a character played by Sam Worthington. FTP, identify these figures, who name a racially diverse football team coached by Denzel Washington and a movie featuring Perseus in which they Clash. 

ANSWER: Titans
15. Team and position required. The first Hall of Famer to hold this position was a native of the team’s city, and led it to championships in 1936 and 1939, teaming with Don Hutson for the latter title. Another man who played this position for this team coached it for a while after retiring, before being fired and replaced by former teammate Forrest Gregg. In addition to Arnie Herber and Bart (*) Starr, only three men have started games at this position since Dan Majkowski got injured in 1992. One of those men recently tied an NFL record by throwing for 6 touchdowns in a win over the Lions in the last game of the season this year. Briefly placed in the hands of Matt Flynn, FTP, name this position that for the past two decades has primarily been held by Brett Favre and Aaron Rodgers. 

ANSWER: Quarterback of the Green Bay Packers (Accept clear knowledge equivalents; “starting quarterback for the Packers” is fine as all mentioned were starters)

16.  One song by this band begins with the question, “was happiness a fad?” and notes “my mind’s about to crack, ‘cause what I thought could not be found.” Another song begins with the screamed assertion that “all of us believe that this is not up to you” before asking “how can we fake this anymore?” In addition to “Nothing on My Back” and (*) “No Reason,” another song by this band asserts, “If you believe it’s in my soul, I’d say all the words I know” as well as “I’m trying to let you know that I’m better off on my own.” That song is featured on this band’s album Chuck, as is a song that asserts “I know I’m not the one you thought you knew back in high school,” and its bridge requests “don’t count on me to let you know when.” FTP, identify this numerically-named punk band that released “Pieces” and “Fat Lip.”

ANSWER: Sum 41
17.  In a remake of the first episode in which he appears, this character is replaced by a velociraptor. This character states that his three biggest fears are alligators, crocodiles, and a brain aneurysm. He claims that he invented the turtleneck sweater, or at the very least realized its tactical potential. This character recently became pirate king of a small Caribbean island where he mandated that a lacrosse league be formed. His fiancee died saving his life from the sadistic (*) Barry, who this character once dropped off a building because his suit was being torn. An early gag in the series in which he appears involves the secretary changing her name in order to match what he was calling her. He works in an office with Ray, Cyril, and Pam and often goes into the field with his ex, Lana. FTP, name this character codename Duchess, who is voiced by H. Jon Benjamin and stars as the title spy on an FX cartoon.

ANSWER: Sterling Malory Archer [accept Duchess before mentioned]

18.  One character in this film suggests the fact that Judge Hobbie was hit by a train means that it is a respectable way to die, while another character takes advantage of his recent baptism to confess that that he had actually committed a robbery of which he had earlier claimed to be innocent. Gubernatorial candidate Homer Stokes is disgraced in this film after revealing that he had been present at a lynch mob that had failed to kill Tommy Johnson, while the protagonists in this film are chased by (*) Sheriff Cooley. Those protagonists’ encounters include one in which they meet a one-eyed Bible salesman, one in which they are lured into a river by three singing women, and one in which they record the hit “Man of Constant Sorrow” as the Soggy Bottom Boys, which allows them to be pardoned for escaping a chain gang at the beginning of the film. FTP, name this film in which George Clooney plays Ulysses Everett McGill, a retelling of the Odyssey set in Depression-era Mississippi. 

ANSWER: O Brother, Where Art Thou?
19.  One music video for this song intersperses a performance of the song with black-and-white clips that include a man shopping at a Mobile Fish and Chips truck, while leather-clad women pedal on bikes in the background of the performance. This song describes a woman who was “talking more than her share, had me fighting for air” and notes of that woman, “she’s one of a kind, she’s just mine, all mine.” The singer describes himself as (*) “working double time on the seduction line” before noting that “the walls start shaking, earth was quaking, my mind was aching, we were making it.” The first verse of this song describes a woman who “was a fast machine, she kept her motor clean.” FTP, name this AC/DC song addressed to a woman whose motions keep the singer awake until morning.

ANSWER:  “You Shook Me All Night Long”
20.  One character in this show describes how he is dressed in “Paris silk, Harris tweed,” before declaring “there’s only one thing I need,” while another character is encouraged “have a napkin, have a chopstick, have a chair,” and is named Mr. Goldstone. Yet another character in this show laments her age in the song “Little Lamb,” and that character is later informed “you can pull all the stops out ‘til they call the cops out” in “You Gotta Have a (*) Gimmick.” That character had previously performed in an act with her sister, Dainty June, but goes on to become a star by singing “Let Me Entertain You.” At the end of this show, that character’s stardom comes into conflict with her domineering mother, who pushed her into show business. FTP, name this musical based on the memoirs of a burlesque artist named for her mother, Rose.

ANSWER: Gypsy: A Musical Fable 

1.  Answer the following about mondegreens, or misheard lyrics, that were not sung by Jimi Hendrix, FTPE.

[10] A recent Volkswagen commercial advertised the sound quality of Passat speakers by featuring this Elton John song, whose lyric “burning out his fuse up here alone” is misheard throughout the ad. 

ANSWER: “Rocket Man”
[10] Britney Spears includes a deliberate mondegreen in this song, which asks of the titular woman “is she in the bathroom, is she smokin’ up outside?” and includes a laugh of “ha ha, he he, ha ha ho” before the chorus.

ANSWER: “If U Seek Amy”
[10] Another misheard lyric is in the cover by Manfred Mann’s Earth Band of this Bruce Springsteen song, in which the line “revved up like a deuce” is often misinterpreted as something dirtier. 

ANSWER: “Blinded By the Light”
2. One scene in this show is set in a feminist bookshop, where the proprietor seems to seriously assert that they do not want to stock top-selling authors, but rather bottom-selling authors. FTPE:

[10] Name this sketch-comedy show that airs on IFC, is co-executive produced by Lorne Michaels, and is named after a certain Pacific Northwest city.

ANSWER: Portlandia
[10] Portlandia was co-created by this SNL alum, whose recurring roles included one of Moammar Gadaffi’s Two Best Friends from Growing Up, as well as Native American stand-up comedian Billy Smith.

ANSWER: Fred Armisen
[10] Guest stars on the show have included this woman, who played Penelope Ghiruto on The Adventures of Pete & Pete as well as the second eponymous character in Kath & Kim.

ANSWER: Selma Blair
3.  This film introduces Jacob Moore, a protege of another recently-imprisoned character. FTPE:

[10] Name this sequel to a 1987 film that features the famous “greed is good” speech.

ANSWER: Wall Street: Money Never Sleeps (or Wall Street 2)

[10] In both movies, this actor stars as the corporate raider Gordon Gekko. He also starred as Dan Gallagher in Fatal Attraction, and is married to Catherine Zeta Jones.

ANSWER: Michael Douglas
[10] This director of Wall Street also won Best Director for Platoon in addition to directing Midnight Express and Born on the Fourth of July.

ANSWER: Oliver Stone
4.  Name some pitchers known for colorful and/or erratic behavior, FTPE:

[10] Probably one of the most famous “crazy” pitchers, with his frizzy red hair and bizarre mannerisms like talking to the ball, this player quickly became a celebrity in Detroit and garnered the nickname “the Bird.”

ANSWER: Mark Fidrych
[10] Nicknamed “the Spaceman” and known for taking trips to Tijuana to score drugs, this former Red Sox pitcher, upon being traded from the ‘78 squad, asked, “Who wants to be with a team that will go down in history alongside the ‘64 Phillies and the ‘67 Arabs?”
ANSWER: Bill Lee
[10]  Known for storming around the mound while pounding the ball in his glove, this reliever for the Cardinals earned the nickname “The Mad Hungarian.”
ANSWER: Al Hrabosky
5. One of this character’s friends, played by David Soul, is a painter who wants to paint his wife in the nude. FTPE:

[10] Name this character who often argues with his conservative father-in-law, a liberal who protests things and is friends with Lionel Jefferson.

ANSWER: Michael Stivic (accept “Meathead,” especially when shouted)

[10] Michael Stivic, played by Rob Reiner, is a character on this show starring Carroll O’Connor as Archie Bunker, whose theme song was “Those Were the Days.”

ANSWER: All in the Family
[10] This television writer and producer created All in the Family, along with Maude, Good Times, and Sanford and Son.

ANSWER: Norman Lear
6.  Identify the following about various figures and objects referred to as “It,” FTPE.

[10] “IT” is the name of the vehicle invented by this transgender teacher at South Park Elementary. IT’s very uncomfortable means of control included a flexi-grip inserted into the anus, but IT was still generally agreed to be better than dealing with air travel.

ANSWER: Mr. Herbert Garrison or Ms. Janet Garrison (accept any underlined part)

[10] “IT” is the name of the evil telepathic brain that resides on the planet Camazotz in this young adult novel, which includes brothers Sandy and Denys Murray, although they are not referred to as the Hero Twins.

ANSWER: A Wrinkle in Time
[10] This member of the Losers Club in Stephen King’s It has the nickname “Stuttering” and ultimately destroys It. He sleeps with Bev as an adult but does not end up with her, instead marrying an actress who happens to resemble her. 

ANSWER: William “Bill” Denbrough
7.  Answer the following about mentions of mixtapes in songs, FTPE:

[10] One band who released a song called “Mixtape” was this band, who did so on their recent album Invented. They may be best known for their album Bleed American, which included the hit “The Middle.”

ANSWER: Jimmy Eat World
[10] Another band to release a song called “Mixtape” is this rock band, who released the song “Jesus” from their album The Devil and God Are Raging Inside Me and more recently released the album Daisy.

ANSWER: Brand New
[10] Another mention of mixtapes is in part 2 of this B.O.B. song whose better-known part 1 got more airplay, and began, “I could use a dream, or a genie, or a wish, to go back to a place much simpler than this.” 

ANSWER: “Airplanes”
8. This man might be the world’s most famous sufferer of growth hormone deficiency. FTPE:

[10] That deficiency led this Argentine to sign to play for Barcelona as an 11-year-old in exchange for the club covering his medical bills. In the years since, he has won three Ballon D’ors and led the team to 3 Champions League titles.

Answer: Lionel Messi
[10] One of Messi’s teammates with Barcelona, this striker led Spain to its 2010 World Cup victory, scoring five goals as he became La Roja’s all-time leading World Cup scorer.

ANSWER: David Villa
[10] Messi and Villa are coached by this former Barcelona midfielder, who succeeded Frank Rijkaard in the post. The current FIFA Men’s World Coach of the Year, he switched the squad from a 4-3-3 to a 3-4-3 last year.

ANSWER: Josep "Pep" Guardiola i Sala
9.  The protagonist of this film is fired by the titular real-life character after confronting him about having spent the night with Sonja. FTPE:

[10] Name this movie that chronicles Richard Samuels’s relationship with that title actor and director, in whose production of Julius Caesar he stars.

ANSWER: Me and Orson Welles
[10] Me and Orson Welles stars this actor as Richard. He is better known for being the alleged recipient of some nude photos of Vanessa Hudgens after having starred with her in the High School Musical series.

ANSWER: Zac Efron
[10] This woman starred as Sonja in Me and Orson Welles. She also played the female lead opposite Leonardo DiCaprio in Romeo + Juliet.

ANSWER: Claire Danes
10.  Dead characters often play pivotal roles in adventure games. Name some of those games, FTPE.

[10] In this series the dead and repeatedly killed Pirate LeChuck appears a ghost, a zombie, and a demon while terrorizing the Tri-Island Area and Guybrush Threepwood.

ANSWER: Monkey Island
[10] Characters in this game live in the Land of the Dead and appear as skeletons to represent that they are in the afterlife. The protagonist, Manny Calavera, is a Grim Reaper who helps Meche get on the Number Nine train.

ANSWER: Grim Fandango
[10] In this series, the death of Anna Voralberg prompts Kate Walker to ride a train driven by the automaton, Oscar, in search for Hans. The pair end up searching together for the titular mythic island that has Mammoths on it.

ANSWER: Syberia
11.  Frequently the subject of ire by the environmental community are the reviews of hybrid and electric vehicles performed by British car program Top Gear. Answer some questions about the show FTPE.

[10] Top Gear recently came under heat for its review of this all-electric sportscar due to complaints of inaccurate representation of vehicle performance on their in-house test track.

ANSWER: Tesla Roadster

[10] The Tesla Roadster, as well as many other luxury vehicles, are driven by this masked driver to determine its place in the Power Lap leaderboard.

ANSWER: The Stig
[10] Another common segment of the show is the “Star in the Reasonably Priced Car,” in which celebrities test their driving prowess. This Mr. Bean and Blackadder star currently tops the leaderboard.

ANSWER: Rowan Atkinson
12.  Name some players integral to the failed Eagles Dream Team, FTPE:

[10] This former quarterback of the Tenessee Titans coined the name Dream Team in reference to all the Pro Bowl free agent pick ups by the Eagles in the offseason. This Texas product failed to successfully back up Michael Vick after Vick inevitably got injured.

ANSWER: Vince Young
[10] The biggest free agent signing was of this former Oakland Raiders shut down cornerback. On paper he formed a dangerous duo with Asante Samuel.

ANSWER: Nnamdi Asomugha
[10] Another notable action in free agency included dealing this quarterback to the Arizona Cardinals for Dominique Rodgers-Cromartie and a second round draft pick. Despite having Larry Fitzgerald to throw to, he even looked worse than John Skelton when he was actually healthy.

ANSWER: Kevin Kolb
13.  Answer some questions about the intersection of jazz and pop. FTPE:

[10] Though Herbie Hancock was better known as a jazz musician, he had a crossover hit with this dance song, featuring some of the first record scratching in a hit song. It came off his album Future Shock, and its music video featured dancing androids.

ANSWER: “Rockit”
[10] This smooth jazz saxophonist has been criticized by many jazz musicians for being dull and unoriginal. Despite the criticism, his albums like Duotones have been hugely successful.

ANSWER: Kenny G [accept Gorelick]

[10] In the early 90s, jazz-flavored hip-hop really took off. Similar to artists like US3, this group reached the charts with their song “Rebirth of the Slick (Cool Like Dat),” but their followup album, Blowout Comb, failed in gaining any mainstream notice.

ANSWER: Digable Planets
14.  Answer the following about men with something in common, FTPE.

[10] This man mopes about how “me and my friends, we’re all misunderstood” in “Waiting on the World to Change,” and sings about swimming “in a deep sea of blankets” in “Your Body is a Wonderland.”

ANSWER: John Mayer
[10] This actor starred in Love and Other Drugs and more recently as helicopter pilot Colter Stevens in Source Code.

ANSWER: Jake Gyllenhaal
[10] Mayer and Gyllenhaal have each been romantically linked to, and purportedly broken up with, country artist Taylor Swift. Swift describes the end of yet another relationship, with Taylor Lautner, in this apologetic song in which she realizes “freedom ain’t nothing but missing you” and expresses a desire to return to the titular month.

ANSWER: “Back to December”

ANSWER: The Three Stooges
[10] The three Stooges are often associated with the name of a fictitious law firm, although in an actual film, Disorder in the Court, the law firm had a slightly different name. FTP, give either name. 

ANSWER: Dewey, Cheatem, and Howe or Dewey, Burnham and Howe
[10] This Stooges short and sequel to You Natzy Spy! sees Moe become dictator of the country of Moronica. Other leaders of the “Axel” powers in this film include Chizzilini and the Bey of Rum.

ANSWER: I’ll Never Heil Again
16.  For a few years there, the NBA felt like the NHL. FTP, answer the following about famous fights in basketball.

[10] This Knicks shooting guard helped cost his team Game 3 of the 1993 Eastern Conference Quarterfinals by headbutting Reggie Miller.

ANSWER: John Starks
[10] In a 1986 Finals game, this Rocket started a fight with Boston Celtic Jerry Sichting, despite being 15 inches taller than him.

ANSWER: Ralph Sampson
[10] Possibly the most prolific fighter in NBA history, this big man fought Michael Jordan, Dominique Wilkins and his own Pistons teammate, Bill Laimbeer. 

ANSWER: Rick Mahorn
17.  One of this woman’s favorite snacks is Sabor de Soledad, a branc of cheese puffs. FTPE:

[10] Name this head writer for TGS on 30 Rock, played by Tina Fey.

ANSWER: Liz Lemon
[10] Frank, one of the writers working under Liz Lemon, is played by this actor and comedian. He is most famous for his trucker hats.

ANSWER: Judah Friedlander
[10] This other writer usually is in cahoots with Frank when playing pranks on Lutz or Kenneth. His nickname comes from the fact that he is a black Harvard grad.

ANSWER: Toofer [accept James Spurlock]

18.  This song promises, “when the money comes in for the work I do, I’ll pass almost every penny on to you.” FTPE:

[10] Name this song in which the singer declares that he will go the titular distance “to fall down at your door.”

ANSWER: “I’m Gonna Be (500 Miles)”

[10] 500 Miles is a song by this Scottish duo composed of brothers Charlie and Craig Reid. They also released “I’m On My Way.”

ANSWER: The Proclaimers
[10] This other Proclaimers song, from their debut album This Is the Story, ponders “I wonder, my blood, will you ever return to help us kick the life back to a dying mutual friend?” and includes a chorus of “Lochaber no more, Sutherland no more.”

ANSWER: “Letter From America”
19.  In this film, Lincoln Six Echo’s sight of a moth in a ventilation shaft leads him to suspect the accepted story about the titular alleged utopia. FTPE:

[10] Name this film starring Ewan McGregor and Scarlett Johansson, whose characters discover that they are both clones whose organs are meant to be harvested for the service of their original counterparts.

ANSWER: The Island 

[10] The Island is a film by this explosion-loving director of The Rock, Armageddon, and The Transformers series.

ANSWER: Michael Bay
[10] Michael Bay also produced this film, adapted from a New York Times bestseller, in which John Smith is the next in the succession of aliens from Lorien to be killed by the invading Mogadorians, but survives by taking refuge on Earth.

ANSWER: I Am Number Four
20.  To celebrate diversity in comics, name some token black characters, FTPE:

[10] This female member of the X-men is married to Black Panther and has the ability to control the weather.

ANSWER: Storm [accept Ororo T'Challa or Munroe]

[10] Everybody loves this pretty stereotypical superhero who wants to clean up his neighborhood. He debuted in Hero for Hire as Power Man.

ANSWER: Luke Cage
[10] This DC hero won a gold medal as an Olympian decathlete before gaining electric-based superpowers. He later became Secretary of Education in Lex Luthor's presidency because of his efforts in cleaning up Suicide Slum.

ANSWER: Black Lightning [accept Jefferson Pierce]
