TERP 2 Extra Questions
This man’s first credited role was as a Soldier in Prizzi’s Honor, though his only line was cut, and in a more substantial role, this man investigates characters played by Morgan Freeman and Ben Kingsley as Detective Brikowski in Lucky Number Slevin. This man also played the compatriot of Tess, portrayed by Cher, as a stage manager named Sean in Burlesque, and he also played a man who assassinates two Supreme Court justices before being himself killed during a meeting with Darby Shaw in The (*) Pelican Brief. This actor co-wrote and co-directed a film in which he also starred alongside Tony Shaloub as that man’s brother Secondo, who prepares a meal on the titular evening for a singer who never arrives. That film was Big Night, and this man more recently gained acclaim for portraying the murderer of Susie Salmon. FTP, name this actor who portrayed the pedophile George Harvey in The Lovely Bones.
ANSWER: Stanley Tucci
One of these entities was supposedly discovered by Andrew and Ellie Sayre while they vacationed in Peru. The oil company Polarneft attempted to cover up the discovery of the remains of another one by former employee Arkady Simkin. Both of those stories came from the viral marketing effort for the game in which they appear. One of these entities can only be (*) defeated by tricking it into passing over a geyser. The player can find these entities by holding up the protagonist’s sword and following the reflected rays of sunlight, and is tasked with defeating them by the disembodied voice of Dormin in order to restore the soul of a girl named Mono. They include the castle-dwelling Avion, the aquatic bison Pelagia, and the flying serpent Phalanx. For 10 points, identify this group of 16 creatures sought by Wander in the prequel to ICO, a 2005 game titled for their “Shadow”.
ANSWER: the Colossi [or Colossuses; prompt on Shadow of the Colossus until “Shadow” is read and accept thereafter]
This man named his second son after the opposing team’s stadium at which this man had hit the most homeruns of any ballpark in his career. In addition to Shea, he has two other children with his current wife, as well as a child out-of-wedlock with a Hooters waitress, an affair that ended his first marriage. This man has announced he will return in 2012 for his 19th season with the club that drafted him No. 1 overall, for whom he has provided more Wins Above Replacement than any first round pick has provided a franchise in MLB history. A perennial All-Star selection in the late 1990s in the NL, this man had a feud with one-time teammate John (*) Rocker, who helped this man reach the World Series during this man’s MVP 1999 season. Nicknamed due to his resemblance to his father, FTP, name this current third baseman for the Atlanta Braves.
ANSWER: Larry Wayne “Chipper” Jones
One political figure from this state proclaimed on his Twitter account that Nancy Pelosi was the “Botox bitch from the Buggeryland”, and that man is Todd Kincannon. One member of this state’s senate, Jake Knotts claimed that the “We already got one (*) raghead in the White House; we don’t need one in the Governor’s Mansion”. One senator from this state was criticized for suggesting the then governor should bring a pig on the steps of the State Capitol, and that man was challenged in October 2010 by Alvin Greene.  Former House Majority Whip Jim Clyburn is from this state, and this state’s governor is currently the youngest governor in the United States.  This state’s previous governor claimed he was “Hiking on the Appalachian Trail” to cover up his extramarital affair he was having with a woman in Argentina. For 10 points identify this state that was once governed by Mark Sanford, and whose current governor is Tea Party favorite, Nikki Haley.
ANSWER: South Carolina
In one appearance, this actor played Sven, the love of the Louise Lasser played Inga, who sends Death out to get pizza. In his first on-air appearance, this man played a stagehand who witnesses the death of an English teacher providing lessons on “The Wolverines.” He played a job interviewer who says “jungle bunny” and (*) “spear chucker” as part of a racist game of word association with Richard Pryor. This man played a creature that attempted to get into people’s homes by pretending to be a plumber or have a candygram. This portrayer of the Land Shark would always introduce himself on Weekend Update by saying his name followed by “and you’re not.” This comedian achieved fame for his impression of Gerald Ford as a bumbling fool. For 10 points, name this original cast member of Saturday Night Live who currently appears on Community as Pierce Hawthorne.
ANSWER: Cornelius Crane “Chevy” Chase
One player for a national-championship winning team from this school was 3-point shooter Bobby Frasor, and this team recently retired the number of Lennie Rosenbluth. J.R. Reid was a star for this school in the mid-1980s, and one former player for this school’s 1982 championship team later became a coach who only lasted three years in the early 2000s. Other than Matt Doherty, another player on that 1982 team was James Worthy, and other recent successful players from this team include Sean May and Wayne Ellington. This team’s current roster includes centers John Henson and Tyler Zeller, and this team lost in the Elite 8 to Kentucky in last year’s tournament. Now coached by Roy Williams, this team was most famously coached by Dean Smith. For ten points, name this NCAA Men’s Basketball team, home to players like Tyler Hansbrough and Michael Jordan.
ANSWER: University of North Carolina, Chapel Hill
Upon this man’s death, he was the first to be laid in state at the Virginia governor’s mansion since Stonewall Jackson. This man was selected to the Davis Cup team the same year he accepted a scholarship to UCLA, for whom he won the singles championship in 1965, and he would go on to win his first Grand Slam title at the U.S. Open in 1968, before defeating (*) Jimmy Connors at Wimbledon years later. This man also called for the expulsion of a certain country from the International Lawn Tennis Federation after being unable to play in the South African Open, an experience which also led him to speak out against apartheid. FTP, name this African-American player for whom is named the main stadium of the U.S. Open.
ANSWER: Arthur Asche, Jr.
Identify the following songs from the Saturday Night Fever soundtrack, for 10 points each.
[10] This Bee Gees song leads off the soundtrack; it opens with the couplet “Well you can tell by the way I use my walk, I’m a woman’s man, no time to talk”. Its chorus notes that “whether you’re a brother or whether you’re a mother”, you’re performing the title action.
ANSWER: “Stayin’ Alive”
[10] Near the end of this song, the singer repeats the lines “I just can’t stop / when my spark gets hot”. This song, which also features the repeated chorus “Burn, baby, burn!”, is by The Trammps.
ANSWER: “Disco Inferno”
[10] This disco instrumental by Walter Murphy is based on a certain C-minor classical work that ends with 29 consecutive bars of fortissimo C-major chords. Sadly, it’s not David Shire’s “Night on Disco Mountain”, which also appears on the soundtrack.
ANSWER: “A Fifth of Beethoven”
One game released in the United States with this title is set in Subcon and features such antagonists as the transsexual Birdo and the frog king Wart. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this title, originally given to a game that was eventually released stateside with the subtitle “The Lost Levels”. Both games are thus ostensible sequels to the bestselling NES game of all time, which stars a certain pair of plumbers.
ANSWER: Super Mario Bros. 2 [accept SMB2]
[10] After deciding that the original SMB2 would be too hard for American audiences, Nintendo reskinned this Arabian-themed Famicom game, which starred a family including the children Imajin and Lina.
ANSWER: Yume Kojo: Doki Doki Panic [accept either underlined portion; also accept either underlined portion of Dream Factory: Heart-Pounding Panic]
[10] The music for both versions of SMB2, like that of Pilotwings, most of the Mario series, and all of the non-handheld Legend of Zelda games, was composed and arranged by this man.
ANSWER: Koji Kondo [accept names in either order]
Name the following songs you might listen to early in the morning, FTPE.
[10] “Good Morning Starshine” is a song from this Broadway musical that got into some legal trouble due to its nude scene on stage at the end of the first act.
ANSWER: Hair
[10] “Daylight” is a song by this dance punk duo whose other singles include “Yea Yeah” and “Lessons Learned.”
ANSWER: Matt and Kim
[10] “Oh! How I Hate to Get Up in the Morning” is a World War I-era standard written by this man who also wrote “Alexander’s Ragtime Band” and “White Christmas,” despite being Jewish.
ANSWER: Irving Berlin
